To operate a taxi service, Parker
possesses a chauffeur’s, or Class A,
driver's license, on which he proudly
states he has no tickets.

Additionally, the city requires he
produce proof each month that a
qualified mechanic has checked over
the car and he said he is required to
keep accurate records of each trip
because he must pay two percent of
his gross to the City of Hereford on
the first of each month.

Parker, whose wife works in the
dietary department at King's Manor,
only owns one cab now and he takes
calls 24 hours a day; but he plans to
expand the operation as business
grows

Lovisiana inmates talk,
Atlanta prisoners balk

Cuban inmates negotiated a possi-
ble release today of 27 hostages being
held in a detention center in Loui-
siana, but talks to free 94 hostages in
the Atlanta federal penitentiary
broke off, officials said

Most of the action occurred away
from public view, inside the fire-
ravaged Oakdale, La., detention
center and Atlanta prison.

However, in a dramatic develop-
ment, a Cuban inmate and a federal
official in Oakdale shook hands

night and spoke of signing a hostage-
release agreement today

“We need to have ... all four
(Cuban negotiators) to sign,'' the
unidentified official said on a WBRZ-
TV videotape released to news
organizations. “‘That's when the
other 27 will be released.”

One of the hostages taken when the

Cubans seized the compound in a riot
Saturday was released Thursday
mght.
Al a news briefing early ‘oday,
U.S. Justice Department spokesman
Mark Sheehan refused to confirm an
agreement had been reached.

*“1 will not confirm or deny that the
negotiators’ comments are valid,”
Sheehan said. “'I don't know with cer-
tainty what will happen tomorrow."

As to how to interpret the
videotape, he said, “‘The handshake

In Atlanta, Justice Department
spokesman Tom Stewart said no fur-
ther talks were scheduled, but FBI
official Wayne Davis said the in-
mates told an FBI negotiator Thurs-
day night “‘they’ll reconsider their

position tomorrow morning."’

The Atlanta talks broké off after
about 1,100 rebellious Cuban
prisoners held a mass meeting and
voted against a proposal to free 50
hostages.

Davis said authorities at the
85-year-old penitentiary remain
hopeful because of signs the inmates
are more unified.

A gate at the prison was decorated
with 94 yellow ribbons placed by
hostages’ relatives, who spent a

news. The relatives shared a holiday
meal, and heard a telephone
message from Attorney General Ed-
win Meese promising that ‘‘the safe-
ty of your loved ones is our para-
mount goal.”

The Atlanta siege began Monday
night with rioting that resulted in one
Cuban inmate being shot to death
and at least 12 people injured.

If a deal is struck in Oakdale, it
would end the five-day siege in which
the year-old, $17 million facility was
heavily damaged by fires set by in-
mates. :

The hostage released Thursday
night, William Hoffpauir, is a deten-
tion center guard at Oakdale in his
early 30s, said his brother-in-law,
Mike Marcantel.

‘“He said they were treated royal-
ly,”” said Marcantel. “They never
were abused — physically, mentally,
any kind of way."

Hoffpauir was taken to a hospital
for rest and observation, and doctors
would not let him meet with

reporters.
J.D. Williams, a Bureau of Prisons
regional deputy commissioner, did

not say why Hoffpauir was released.

Negotiations have centered on
Meese's offer of a moratorium on a
deportation accord with Cuba, accor-
ding to Sen. John Breaux, D-La.

The proposal to free 50 of the Atlan-
ta hostages came up Thursday night
as three inmates met for 90 minutes
with an FBI negotiator and three
prominent Cuban exiles. It was not
known who made the proposal.

NEW YORK (AP) — If scores on
most standardized tests are to be
believed, America's grade school
children are like the tykes living in
humorist Garrison Keillor's
mythical Lake Wobegon, Minn.: all
“‘above average.”

A nationwide survey by Friends
for Education Inc., a 700-member
West Virginia watchdog group, found
that “no state is below average at
elementary level on any of the six
major nationally-normed,
commercially-available tests."

I know a lot of you probably don't
like snow.

Sure, snow is a pain in the uh-huh,

After my mother and grandmother
drug me into the graduation, I sat
through the whole boring ceremony,
then got ready to go to my aunt's
house.

I also found out it's cold when it

house, I knew I had frozen to death.
To warm up, I stood on my aunt’s
floor furnace.

It took awhile to' regain a
semblance of body temperature.
Then, I began to feel something in
my feet.

It was not blood rushing back
through my extremities.

I jumped off the floor furnace and
took off my shoes.

The floor furnace had burned
perfect waffle patterns in my soles.
If you look close on my bare feet to-
day, I have an Eggo indelibly etched
under my callouses.

We finally got back home that
night-a four-hour drive was doubled,
but we made it.

The next night my mother married
my stepfather—the fall in the snow,
frankly, was a highlight in my life
compared to that-and, two days
later, we moved to Texas.

Douglas reveals
threats in letters

WASHINGTON (AP) — The late
Supreme Court Justice William O,
Douglas suspected federal agents of
trying to plant marijuana at his
ranch and feared that a Penn-
sylvania mob might lynch him for his
role in the Rosenberg spy case.

Those and other glimpses of the
personal life of Douglas, who in 36
years on the high court built a
reputation as a fierce defender of in-
dividual liberties, emerge from *“The
Douglas Letters.”

The book, edited by Virginia Com-
monwealth University history pro-
fessor Melvin 1. Urofsky, offers in-
sights on Douglas’ views on foreign
and domestic affairs, constitutional
freedoms and political realities.

Personal letters included in the
collection reveal fascinating glimp-
ses of Douglas, who retired from the
court in 1975 and died in 1980

Douglas, in a 1970 letter to two of
his Cascade Mountains ranch
neighbors, wrote that he suspected
federal agents spotted on his land
were “planting marijuana with the
prospect of a nice big TV-covered
raid in July or August.

In a letter to Robert Lynd in 1959,
Douglas recalled the “volatile at-
mosphere’’ around the country when
he issued a stay in the case of Julius
and Ethel Rosenberg, who were ex-
ecuted in 1953 for espionage.

If total 1967 annual earnings
amount to §1,840 or more, Lhe person
eamns four quarters. No more than
four quarters of coverage can be
eamed in any year

The amount of covered earnings
needed for four quarters of coverage
will increase automatically each
year to keep pace with increases in

The general rule is that a person
needs one quarter of coverage for
each year after 1950, or after the
year, a person reaches 21, if later, up

DEAR DR. LAMB: Very frequently |
read about preventing heart attacks
Recommendations run the gamut
including losing weight, quitting
smoking and eating low-cholestero
foods It seems to me that avoiding
excess stress when possible would be
Just as important. Could | please have
your opinion?

DEAR READER: Stress is an
important factor. In terms of
preventing heart disease it usually
operates by affecting the risk factors
you have read about. People smoke,
or smoke more, because of stress
They fail to exercise, drink more
coffee and raise their blood pressure
Total cholesterol levels may also
increase, at least temporarily, from
stress.

But not everyone responds o
stress this way. If none of these risk
factors are increased by stress, then
there is no evidence that stress
causes heart attacks

If you already have heart disease,
then mental or emotional stress can
increase your blood pressure and
your heart rate, increasing the work
of the heart. That is why we like to
have patients who have had a recent

have little or no stress in your life, if
your risk factors are increased from
smoking, high blood pressure or a
high total cholesterol, your risk of a
heart attack is just as great as if the
increase had been caused by stress.
The risk factors are the important
thing, but the point is that they can be
affected by stress as well as by other
factors

DEAR DR. LAMB: | fainted the other
day. My doctor had me take a brain
scan and a heart monitor. Nothing
showed up. Then he gave me a blood
test and found out | was low on
potassium. So I'm taking vitamins for
it, plus a B-12 shot. Will you please
explain to me what potassium is? It

makes me real tired and faint. My
right hand goes to sleep a lot. I'm 71
years old

DEAR READER: | can't be sure

what is causing your symptoms, but it
is true that a low potassium level will
make you feel weak and tired. So will
an anemia, and B-12 is given for B-12
deficiency anemia

You have two major types of salts
in the body sodium salts, as in
sodium chlorde (ordinary table salt),
and potassium salts. The sodium s
mostly outside the cells, in your
bloodstream and body fluids. The
potassium i1s mostly inside vour cells

Both are essential to normal cell
functions
A low potassium level may affect

the cells of the heart muscle so that a
person is prone to heart irregularities
The proper balance of sodium and
potassium 1s essenual to hfe. Our

foods are rich in sodium and
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potassium is really fruit and fruit

Juices. Orange juice is a good
example. Bananas are also a good
source of potassium. Milk is a
frequently overlooked source of
potassium.
