“The disappointment is that the
Congress of the United States would
preside over such a legislative
travesty,” Bryan said upon receiv-
ing word of Thursday's agreement

“This proposal ... has never been
the subject of a single public hearing.

The
project should never have gone this
far, because we feel the risk on con-
taminating our water was just too
great.”

Hicks added that the local
economy “‘is flat but we don't think
this was the way to help it.

COLLEGE STATION, Texas (AP)
— The number of alcohol-related
traffic deaths in Texas continues to
surpass the national average,
despite recent decreases in drunken-
driving fatalities, according to a
four-year study.

Overall, the findings show that
legally intoxicated drivers in Texas’
fatal accidents decreased from 51
percent in 1983 to 46 percent in 1986.
The Texas A&M University study
based its findings on post-mortem
blood alcohol concentration test
results from 2,300 driver fatalities.

Nationwide, the National Highway
Traffic Safety Administration
estimates the proportion of fatally in-
jured drivers who were legally intox-
icated decreased from roughly 42
percent in 1983 to 39 percent in 1986.

Nancy Reagan reflects on
year in White House

WASHINGTON (AP) — Nancy
Reagan held her head high, but
brushed a tear from her cheek as she
reflected on a personally sorrowful
and troublesome seventh year at the
White House.

“It's not been a great year,” she
said softly. “It's been the lowest |

In a wide-ranging interview Thurs-
day, the first lady spoke with The
Associated Press about the past year
and the double trauma that changed
her life: her breast cancer surgery in
October and the death nine days
later of her ailing mother, Edith
Luckett Davis.

‘I wish I'd had a little more time to
recuperate before mother,"” Mrs.
Reagan said, her voice catching and
tears welling up in her eyes in a rare
loss of composure.

The first lady said she'd been
thinking recently of the title of the
book “First You Cry" by Betty
Rollins, who wrote of her own ex-
perience with breast cancer.

“I never had a chance to do that,"”
Mrs. Reagan said in a low voice,
after wiping away a tear.

But Mrs. Reagan, sitting on an
overstuffed red sofa in the second
floor living room of the executive
mansion, quickly smiled again and
spoke of the late radio and theater
actress as a strong woman who “‘had
a wonderful, wonderful way with
people” and “could be very tough,
Mrs. Reagan said she ‘‘just doesn't
know'' how to accomplish a rap-
prochement with her daughter, Patti
Davis, who refused to attend her
grandmother’s funeral in October.

‘‘Not coming to mother's services
was really hard to take,” Mrs.
Reagan said. ‘‘Mother was very nice
to Patti and I think I was more disap-
pointed for mother than anything
else. She really didn’t deserve it.”

The first lady spoke easily of the
worries that have plagued her and
President Reagan during the past
year, ranging from the estrange-
ment of their daughter to the turmoil
caused by the Iran-Contra affair.

Asked how she coped, she paused
and responded: ‘‘Well, you just do. ...
You play the hand that’s dealt you."”

The first lady, clad in a bright
cranberry knit dress, sipped hot
cider from a small china teacup dur-
ing the interview. She laughed and
chatted throughout most of the

This
wonderful piece came in the mail. It
answers once and for all the ques-
tions everyone asks.

Is There Anything I Can Do to
Help?

Yes, there is much that you can do.
You can:

1. Get in touch. Telephone. Ask
when you can visit and how you
might help.

2. Say little on the first visit. Before
the burial, a brief embrace, a press
of the hand, a few words of affection
may be all that is needed.

3. Avoid cliches such as *‘He is out
of pain” and “Aren't you lucky
that...” A simple "'I'm sorry" is bet-
ter.

4. Be yourself. Show concern and
SOITOW N your own way.

3. Keep in touch. Be available.

6. Attend to practical matters. Of-
fer to help answer the phone, usher in
callers, prepare meals, clean the
house and care for the children. This
kind of help lifts burdens and creates
a bond

7. Encourage others to visit and
help

8. Accept silence. If the mourner
doesn't feel like Lalking, don't force
conversation. Silence is better than
aimless chatter

9. Be a good listener. This is the
one thing the bercaved needs above
all else. Is she emolional” Accepl
that. Does he cry” Accept that too. Is

100 Do not attempt to tell the
bereaved how he or she feels To say,

from the grieving of others.

13. Avoid talking to others about
trivia in the presence of the recently
bereaved.

Do not criticize seem-
ingly morbid behavior.

15. Write a letter. A sympathy card
is a poor substitute for your own ex-
pression.

16. Encourage the postponement of
major decisions. Whatever can wait
should wait until after the period of
intense grief.

17. In time, gently draw the
mourner into quiet outside activity.

18. When the mourner returns to
social activity, treat him or her as a

normal person. Avoid pity. It
destroys self-respect. Simply
understanding is enough

19. Be aware of needed progress
through grief. If the mourner seems

unable to resolve anger or guilt, sug-
gest a consultation with a clergyman
or another trained counselor.

You may have to give more time
and more of yourself than you im-
agined, but you will know the
satisfaction of being truly helpful.

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Texas lawmakers eyeing more tax hikes

AUSTIN (AP) — The 1989
Legislature will have to look at ex-
tending the sales tax to professional
services or launching a state income
tax to cover an estimated 1990-91
shortfall of at least $1.5 billion, Rep.
Dan Morales says.

That's the amount needed to main-
tain current services, the San An-
tonio Democrat said at a Thursday
meeting of the Select Committee on
Tax Equity

“*“We have topped out in terms of
the sales-tax rate. We have topped
out in terms of the franchise-tax
rate.

“We've got to make the structural
reforms that are necessary simply in
order to create a system which more
fairly and accurately characterizes
the reality of the Texas economy,"
he said.

Morales, who was House sponsor
of the major bill in the $5.7 billion tax
increase approved by the 1987
Legislature, added that a sales-tax
base expansion is more likely than
an income tax.

WASHINGTON (AP) — Traffic
fatalities on rural interstate
highways soared by more than 50
percent in states that increased their
speed limit to 65 mph last spring, ac-
cording to Transportation Depart-
ment figures

The National Highway Traffic
Safety Administration said 450 peo-
ple were killed on rural interstate
roads over a three-month period last
summer in 2 states where higher
speed limits went into effect. The
same roads claimed 296 lives during

the same May-July period the
previous year
Congress cleared the way last

April for states to increase their
speed limits on rural interstate road-
ways, but not on other highways. So
far 38 states have eased speed
restrictions over 27,900 miles of road-
way, but only 22 had higher speeds in
effect and prn\-ui.n-d e h da!: to
be included in the NH iEA Lgurrn. of-

ficials said

The statistics from the 2 stales
showed that fatalities climbed by 52
percent on the rural interstate roads
juring the May-July period, while
traffic deaths on other roads where

In seven states where the speed
imit remained at 55 mph on all
highways, the number of deaths on
rural interstates rose only 10 percent
during the May-July period

The deficit in the next budget cycle
could be as high as $2 billion,
Morales said

Tony Proffitt, spokesman for Com-
ptroller Bob Bullock, emphasized
that any projected shortfall is only
theoretical until Bullock makes the
official revenue forecast next year

The only way you can come up
with a shortfall is to take the
Legislative Budget Board's budget
when they vote on it, and take
Bullock's revenue estimate when he
puts it out, and subtract the smaller
number from the larger number,”

SANTA MONICA, Calif. (AP) —

irreconcilable differences, filed for
divorce from actor Sean Penn after
27 months of matrimony, court
records show.

She asked for restoration of her
maiden name — Madonna Ciccone —
and division of the couple’s property
according to a prenuptial agree-
ment, the records obtained Monday
said.

The prenuptial agreement’s terms
were not disclosed by attorney
Michael K. Inglis, who filed the
Superior Court petition Friday and
referred questions to Madonna
publicist Liz Rosenberg in New
York, who did not return phone calls
Monday to The Associated Press.

Madonna, 29, and Penn, 27, mar-
ried Aug. 16, 1985, in a lavish,
invitation-only ceremony on a
Malibu bluff as news photographers’
helicopters buzzed overhead.
