trial for police
assault begins

A T8-year-old Hereford man whose
jailing was the subject of a week-long
protest by a group led by farm labor
activist Jesus Moya will go to trial to-
day in 222nd District Court in
Hereford on charges of aggravated
assault of a police officer

Manuel Medeles was arrested May
4 for the alleged assault of Sgt. Sam-
my Sanchez of the Hereford Police
Department. Also charged in the in-
cident was Medeles' daughter, Lisa
Lopez, 19

Jury selection began today at 9:30
am., with testimony expected to
begin this afternoon. The trial is ex-
pected to last until Friday

The Hereford Fire Department,
according to reports, received a fire
call at 8:52 am. last May 4. When
firemen arrived at the scene Medeles
was burning trash in his front yard

Firemen attempted to explain to
Medeles that the practice was
against city ordinance, but, accor-

time of the incident, Medeles ap-
parently did not understand the re-
Quest

Firemen requested a bilingual of-
ficer come to the home and explain
the law to Medeles in Spanish

Sanchez answered the call

“l explained in Spanish that he
needed to put the fire out,” Sanchez
said in a May 5 interview. “He refus-
ed and accused me of being pre judic-
prge

Sanchez then tried to get members

the sériousriess of the situation.

“I asked them to influence him to
put out the fire and encourage him to
cooperate so he wouldn't be
arrested.”

Eyewitnesses, including Brand
staff writer Debe Graves, saw
Medeles hit Sanchez in the stomach.

“After he hit me I turned and tried
to restrain him,"” Sanchez said.
““Then his daughter came at me from
behind.”

Lopez also struck Sanchez before
the pair were subdued by firemen

The pair was later indicted by a
Deaf Smith County Grand Jury on
the assault charge, and made $5,000
bond each. Later, however, their
bond was revoked by E-Z Bail Bond
of Amarillo “'because Lopez would
not cooperate with attorneys,” said
Tina Gonzales of E-Z Bail Bond

then began a week-long demonstra-
tion that included two candlelight
vigils while the pair was in jail. Moya

Where can you find Emmylou,
Reba, Jessica Hahn and Brooke
Shields all together? Maybe The
Oprah Winfrey Show, since she is
also present?” Wrong. They're at
stables just outside of Hereford.

What are such famous women
doing together in Hereford”? The
answer is less than obvious. These
are not the original bearers of
such famous names, but a herd of
female llamas named in honor of
newsmaking women

Herb Vogel is the owner of the
llamas and it is his sense of humor
which is displayed in the naming
of his pets. For instance, Sue
Ellen is a gentle llama who affec-
tionately greets her owner with a
soft sound similar to a clearing of
the sinuses

as the result of +H projects his
sons outgrew. “‘They needed
stables for horses they raised as
+H projects,” Vogel said. When
the boys left home and the horses

were gone, Vogel decided to make
use of the stables by indulging an
interest of his own.

“lI had the place and I just
decided to buy me a few llamas
because they are cute, good pets
and kind of exotic,” Vogel said.

Eighteen months later, Vogel's
herd of llamas totals 13 females
and two males. This is no passing
interest for Vogel, who can iden-
tify all of the pets by name. A
llama weighs 25 to 30 pounds at
birth and cost varies from $8,000
to $20,000 apiece for females and
$15,000 to $30,000 apiece for stud
males

Vogel said he is building a herd
for future sales. "I have seen
champions go for $30,000 to
$80,000,"" Vogel said. “In fact |
just had three of my females bred
by high-powered studs in Mon-
Mlana last week .

He describes his pets a.s “lov-
ing, cuddly” animals and claims
they are not hard to maintain.
“They eat hay, oats and grain,"
he said, with the average animal

eating “‘three or four pounds of
hay and a couple of pounds of
grain'' a day

Originally from South America,
the llama belongs to the same
animal family as the camel and,
like its cousin, has a stomach with
three compartments and are used
as pack animals.

llama can carry 80 to 90 pounds
for an average of 20 miles a day
for up to three weeks. Though peo-
ple in the Andes use the llama as a
source of meat and as their only

efficient means of transportation
in mountainous terrain, the
animal is also valued for its long,
fine-haired fleece.

“Their wool sells for $2 to $3 an
ounce compared to an average 10
to 35 cents per ounce of sheep
wool,” Vogel said.

Gorbachev met with senior congres-
sional leaders at the Soviet Embassy
today in advance of new summit
talks with President Reagan ex-
pected to focus on the Soviet occupa-
tion of Afghanistan

The Soviet leader told lawmakers
in an ornate embassy salon that or-
dinary citizens in both their coun-
tnies favor improved relations

“If that is not perceived properly,
this process will not have the
necessary impetus,” Gorbachev said
of the drive for arms control
agreements and other examples of
superpower cooperation

“It will develop in a painful way,
and that should not be the case,”' said
the general secretary of the Soviet
Communist Party

Gorbachev declared that the
United States and Soviet Union
should congratulate one another on
the signing Tuesday of a trealy Lo
ban intermediate-range nuclear
missiles.

“l have familiarized myself with
the initial reaction in the world and I
can see that it has had major reper-
cussions in the world,” he said,
seated he sat across a long table
from House Speaker Jim Wright of
Texas, Senate Majority Leader
Robert C. Byrd, D-W.Va., and a
handful of other Democratic and
Republican congressional leaders.

CAYUCOS, Calif. (AP) — The in-
vestigation of the Pacific Southwest
jetliner crash that killed all 43
aboard has focused on a fired airline
employee who may have been carry-
ing out a murder-suicide mission.

FBI agents Tuesday concentrated
on the hunt for a weapon possibly
smuggled aboard PSA Flight 1771 by
David A. Burke, whose former boss
also was on Monday's flight.

Burke, 35, had worked 14 years for
USAir, which owns PSA, but recently
was fired as a customer service
agent at Los Angeles International
Airport.

“We're looking for a weapon, and
hopefully if there's one we'll find it,"”
said FBI special agent in charge
Richard Bretzing.

No weapon was found when the
search was halted Tuesday.

Bretzing and other investigators
declined comment on an ABC News
report that Burke smuggled a

44-caliber Magnum onto the jetliner,
whose crew reported gunfire and
smoke in the cockpit just before Mon-
day’s fiery crash.

‘It appears at this point — and has
vet to be substantiated — that it was
a criminal act on board that caused
the craft to come down,” said Bretz-
ing

ABC, citing a confidential govern-
ment source, also said authorities
found a suicide note or recording left
by Burke.

After learning his former boss,
{8-year-old Raymond F. Thomson,
would be on the Los Angeles to San
Francisco flight, Burke bought a one-
way ticket and smuggled a gun and
six rounds of ammunition aboard, us-
ing his airline badge to avoid securi-
ty checks, ABC said.

Moments later, witnesses saw the
flaming four-engine BAe-146 jet
streak in a nose dive into the green,
oak-studded hills of a cattle ranch 175
miles northwest of Los Angeles.
Wreckage and bodies were scattered
over 20 acres.

Patricia A. Goldman, head of the
National Transportation Safety

Board’s investigation, saia Tuesday
night her agency was coordinating
the probe with the FBI. She declined
to reveal any details.

Unless bullets pierced a control
cable, aviation experts said, it was
unlikely gunfire inside an airliner
would result in a crash. '

“Any kind of penetration of the
fuselage might result in
depressurization, but there's no
reason to think that it would cause
this kind of accident,” said George
Dahlman, a spokesman for the jet's
manufacturer, British Aerospace, at
its American headquarters near
Washington, D.C.

Richard H. Wood, a private air-
craft accident investigator and
director of the University of
Southern California’s Aviation Safe-
ty Program, said the two pilots could
have been shot.

FBI agents late Tuesday searched
Burke's Long Beach condominium,
where they earlier talked with a
woman and girl.

After two hours, agents left with
two cardboard boxes and a metal
briefcase. They refused to describe
what they had found.

USAir spokeswoman Nancy
Vaughan said Burke had turned in
his airline identification after being
fired for stealing airline money.

Friends and relatives in
Rochester, N.Y., where Burke lived
14 years, said he had as many as 11
children but had never married.

Burke had been investigated in
Rochester for alleged cocaine traf-
ficking and car theft, but was not
charged in either case, the Rochester
Democrat and Chronicle reported to-
day.

X-ray and metal-detection equip-
ment at the Los Angeles Interna-
tional boarding area were operating
properly Monday, said PSA
spokesman Bruce Nelson.

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Study says
Crop insurer overpaid

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
Federal Crop Insurance Corp. has
overpaid farmers by as much as 31
percent in settling claims for losses,
according to a report by the General
Accounting Office.

Some of the overpayments involv-
ed errors that ‘‘were so obvious as to
appear to have been intentional,” the
report said. Fourteen of the claims
were referred to the Agriculture
Department’s inspector general for
further investigation.

The GAO, an investigative agency
of Congress, said it reviewed $9.4
million in claims handled by private
“reinsured’’ companies in 1984-85. It
found about $3 million were over-
payments.

Investigators said the errors iden-
tified were ‘‘so consistent and fre-
quent” that the overpayments are in-
dicative of a nationwide problem
with insurance obtained through the
USDA agency.

The GAO report was sent recently
to Rep. Ed Jones, D-Tenn., chairman
of a House subcommittee on conser-
vation, credit and rural develop-
ment.

Recommendations included
tighter internal controls by the FCIC
and an improved system to recover
overpayments. The agency replied
that it already had begun to tighten
its procedures and that a system for
recovering overpayments was in
place.

As to GAO's assertion that some of
the claims were ‘‘so egregious as to
suggest willful attempts to defrand,”

. —the-agencisald thecharges were-nol—

supported by the report’s findings.

““That individual agents, pro-
ducers, loss adjusters and company
management would engage in such
programmatically and
geographically disparate fraud is
unlikely,”” the agency said in its
statement. **We did discover, prior to
the GAO findings, a pattern of pro-
cedural neglect which characterized
the operations of one company which
led to a temporary suspension and
continues to require specific
monitoring."

Before a new law in 1980, federal
crop insurance was sold and serviced
primarily by the agency itself. Cur-
rently, FCIC relies heavily on
private reinsured companies, which
sell and service crop insurance
under their own names and adjust
losses when a claim is made.

The agency also uses master
marketers who sell and service
policies directly on FCIC's behalf.
The agency, however, is responsible
for all losses and for adjusting
claims on the policies sold.

Investigators said they reviewed
1M claims totaling $9.4 million,
which were adjusted by the private
reinsured companies. Of those, 127 or
95 percent were adjusted incorrectly.
The incorrect claims included 113
overpayments of $3 million, and 14
underpayments of about $32,000.
About 63 percent of the over-

payments were for $10,000 or more.

The GAO also reviewed 37 claims
adjusted by FCIC employees involv-
ing policies handled by master
marketers. Of those, 23 claims, or 62
percent, contained procedural er-
rors. But the net overpayments total-
ed only about $19,000 or 1.1 percent of
the $1.7 million in indemnities paid.

Under the 1980 law, the insurance
program is supposed to be actuarial-
ly sound, with income from farmers’
premiums covering indemnities, or
payments for losses.

““While 'FCIC has increased the
scope of the program and the in-
volvement of private companies, for
fiscal years 1982-1986, indemnity
payments have exceeded premium
income by about $1 billion,” the
report said. ''Total indemnity
payments have amounted to about §3
billion."

WATERGATE?

ROCHESTER, N.Y. (AP) — “A
generation of schoolchildren will learn
nothing, or very little, about
Watergate,”' says University of
Rochester Education researcher Ar-
thur Woodward.

Woodward says he examined seven
recently published and widely used
fifth-grade social studies textbooks and
found four of the seven contained no
coveraﬁe of Watergate, two gave
minimal reference to the crisis and on-
l{‘ one provided an in-depth
chronological account of events
