Learning to Judge Cotton.

All farmers and farmers’ boys
and girls should learn how to judge
cotton.. ‘They should get some
samples of known classes and
practice judging. While cotton is
in seed, a fairly correct judgement
of quality can be formed. Pull
the seed spart and straighten out
the lint, and compare the lengths.
You will find the longer staples
will  make much larger tufts,
Then if the cotton is quite free
from trash, dirt, and stain, and is
ginnead carefully, you will know
that it should bring a large prem-
ium over the.ordinary kinds.
