DALLAS (AP) - Texas Republican Chairman Fred
Meyer says President Reagan will try to round up
more last-minute votes for Gr rge Bush and the state
GOP ticket with a rally Sat-: ..ay at a rodeo arena.

Meyer, who predicted a strong turnout at the polls,
contended Democratic vice presidential hopeful Uoyd
Bentsen has lost credibility with Texas voters.

Gov. Bill Clements, Sen. Phil Gramm, former Sen.
John Tower and George W, Bush Jr. also will attend
the 2 p.m. rally at Mesquite Rodeo Arena in the Dallas
suburb, along with various candidates for state office,
including Texas Railroad Commission and Supreme
Court. said Meyer.

"In this visit, President Reagan is going to come in
and lift our level of enthusiasm and we are going to
work right until 7 o'clock on Nov, 8 to deliver the big-
gest vote we can for George Bush and aU of the rest of
our candidates," said Meyer,

He said voters are beginning to realize that Bentsen,
who is also running against Republican Beau Boulter
in the Senate race, supports stands of Democratic
presidential hopeful Michael Dukakis that most Tex-
ans oppose,

"It's the last few days of the campaign and we
wanted to bring out one of our biggest guns," said
Mark Sanders, spokesman for Bush's state campaign,

Meyer said he expected a capacity crowd of more
than 70,000 people for the rally.

"We are not taking anything for granted." Meyer
said. "We want that big turnout at the polls that
(Secretary of State) Jack Rains projected. The bigger
the turnout. the biggerthe Republican victory.

"1 hope that 78 percent, or right at 6,000,000 voters,
go to the polls on election day."

MeanwhHe. Dukakis-Bentsen state campaign chair-
man John Sharp said in a statement that a "hastily
pulled together Texas schedule for President Ronald
Reagan has just been constructed."

"Combined with Gov. Dukakis' and Sen. Bentsen'S
aggressive campaigning of late and the release of the
new poll numbers for Texas. the Republicans are
beginning to get nervous about winning Bush's 'home
state' of Texas." said Sharp.

"If the GOP has a 'lock' on Texas. then we must ask
why one of the scheduled stops for Reagan is the
Republican stronghold of Dallas." Sharp said, "Thi1\
new 'Reagan poll' is confirming what our internal
tracking polls and the public polls are revealing. Uoyd
Bentsen's stature and long coattails are making this a
horse race in T cxas, "

Sanders and Reggie Bashur, deputy campaign direc-
tor for Bush's Texas campaign, discounted Sharp's
comments. Sanders said the visit has been planned for
about a week.

"We think we have a great opportunity in Texas,"
said Meyer, adding that Reagan has "8 lot of fond
memories" of the state.
