Cattle Rustlers
Recall Old Days

History repeats itself, they say, and
never was the statement more true than in
@ recent edition of The Brand which i
a headline offering & $500 reward for the
apprehension and conviction of cattle rust.
lers,

Back in the early days when this coun-
fry was emerging from the. influence of
open ranges and vast cattle empire con-
trols, rustling was more. the rule than the
exception, and criminals faced more dire
Punishment for rustling than for murder in
some aréad. Consequently, reward notices
were common place.

Today, however, such thefts are rare.
Fences and careful observation have long
since eliminated most of the rustling activi-
ties, while modern marketing has made
such™ thefts less profitable.

Frankly, we .doubt if any.- extensive,
highly organized cattle theft ring is operat-
ing in the area, but af the same time it is
questionable if any other type of opera-
tion could succeed for very long. Mean-
while, we do have evidence_ that cattle
rustling goes on these days, and to ignore
the condition would be folly.

The best we con hope for js that the
activities do not spread into the realm of
avtomobiles, in which cose it would be com:
porable with the old days, chiefly because
everybody has af least one.

Still a third argument against
the amendment is this: The 2nd
