17 times the annual rate.

The operator af RFP explains this is done
on the statistics that the average home-
owner calls for fire service once in 17
years. He adds that this rate encourages
subscribers and prevents them from having
to pay for “free-loaders"’, .

RFP operates with “homemade” trucks
that cost o fraction of factory-built trucks.
It has relatively few fulltime employees,
but @ number of part-time reserves who will
turn out when called. These reserves are
poid $1.50 per hour for @ minimum of a
two-hour drill per week and on o hourly
basis when called 1o help put out a fire.

The company was started in 1948 with
one truck and four full-time firemen. Now

" it has 25 full-time men, another 50 who

serve part-time and 22 fire trucks. The
company has turned a profit every year
since 1951, while operating under o statq
franchise and even paying income taxes.
