CIUDAD JUAREZ. Mexico (AP)
- Police say new restrictions on the
sale of alcohol, plus increased
patrolling of bars and outlying sub-
divisions, have resulted in a 32 per-
cent decrease in crime in one month.

The decrease during the 3O-day
period ending in rnid-October comes
during a year of monthJyincreases in
crime .

Residents' complaints and arrests
totaled 6,086 from rnid-8eptember to
mid-october, said Hector Chavez
Solo, in charge of statisics with the
Juarez police department. The
previous 9O-day total was 9,038. he
said.

This year's total through August is
about 30 percent higher than the
crime figure from the same period
last year, the EI Paso Herald-Post
reported.

Officials said the decrease coin-
cides with a state executive order
that limits liquor store hours from 9
a.m. to S·p.m. Before Sept. 26,ltquor
stores in Chihuahua state stayed
open until midnight.

Police also have stepped up raids
of taverns, where they search
patrons for hidden weapons and
drugs.

"If you're intoxicated and carry-
ing a weapon, and you get into a
fight, it's very likely that you'll use
that weapon," said Rodolfo Garcia
Favela, assistant director of the
Juarez Police Department.

The "disarmament campaign"
has discouraged thugs .from frequen-
ting bars and kept bar patrons from
carrying guns and kni.ves,he said.

Most violent crime in Jua.rez oe-
curs in poor subdivisions called "col-

onias" on the city's outskirts, police
said. Police have .responded by fonn-
ing a 26-member team charged wfth
the task of crushing illegal activities
in those areas.

The team's members, who are well
armed and often wear bullet-proof
vests. ride in police vans and four~
wheel.-drive vehicles on miUlary-
style. nighttime raids. Arrests art
made only when criminal activity is
suspected or witnessed by poU.ce,
Garcia said.

"This Is. preventive function well
within the department's duties," he
said.
