“Many people have the im-
pression that ‘the American
way' is the opposite of commu-
nism. This is not altogether
true, although many of the
symptoms of being oppusite are
there.

“Our country was founded by
people who stood up for what
they believe, and it became the
greatest nation in the world be-
cause our leaders proclaimed io
believe in God.

“Anymore, it seems that any-
one who really strives to lead a
propef life is considered by

some people to be one of
‘these’,’" she declared, 'making
the teenagers' sign of a

“square’ with her hands.

“It seems to be the popular
thing to have just a little bit of
a 'bad streak’.

“Let me tell you some things
I have seen which show that the
trend is changing,” Mrs. Conway
continued. 'Only a few weeks
ago I was at Checkpoint Char-
lie, the crossing point between
East and West Berlin in the
Communist Wall of Shame.

“I carried with me an an-.
ti . communist film showing
some young Cubans... not
the young Cuban communists,
but a group of teenagers who
were fighting against commu-
nlsm in thelr country.

“The people in this film are
Christians. In the film, they tell
viewers why they will never be-
come communists because

they are Christians.

**As 1 carried this film into
East Germany, I had visions of
Siberia, but the film was not
checked. I tell you this to show
how other people feel about
Christianity, and how commu-
nists fear it

“The young Cubans also say
that no one would become a
communist if he had the oppor-
tunity to become a Christian.
Young people, if we can take
Christianity to others, we need
not worry about communism
ruling the world.

““Another example of young
people rebelling against loss of
freedom which I saw more re-
cently was in an American high
school. Students in this school
gathered together for a morn-
ing prayer and devotional to be-
gin each day.

““Their program was not set
up by adults or school officials,
it is directed entirely by the
young people. There is nothing
compulsory about the devotion-
al, but these students are ut-
tempting to do something good
...and no one is laughing at
them,

“And what was more impress-
ing, it was the young men of
the school who were taking the
lead in the program, not the
girls. If this would happen In
more places more often there
would be a chain - reaction
which might change the course
of history.

- Commercialized Or Not,

- We Still Like Christmas

Hereford, like most other American towns
and cities, is looking up these days. Al-
tractive Christmas decorations and lights
adorn our streets, store windows have tak.
en on a holiday air and, so far as we can
tell, everything is set for another big
Christmas season. One thing still remains
to come, however, and that is the inevit-
able complaint that “‘Christmas has been
over commercialized''.

We will hear the complaint from in-
dividuals, we will hear it from groups of
people, from shoppers and from sales folks.
If the schedule runs on par, we will also
likely heor one or more sermons on the
subject. What's more, we doubt if there
are very many people who would sincerely
argue the point. In America, Christmas has
been commercialized, and we do over - em-
phasize the giving and receiving of presents
above other phases of the occasion.

At the same time, we wonder what would
have happened to the occasion if it had
not been commercialized? We also wonder
how many of the people who complain
the loudest would be willing to work to-
ward “putting Christ back in Christmas''?
Would our churches and religious groups
have ever expended the effort to get out
and promote Christmas lighting? How many
of these organizations even take the trou-
ble to include decorations in their budgets,
either inside or outside of their buildings?
On the contrary, just @ scant generation
ago many churches sponsored Christmas
trees and services at Christmas time; grad-
vally the custom was moved_ into Sunday
Schools and today it has fairly well pass-

In the Brand, along with distribution in
other ways, will be found a pre-registra-
tion form, which sponsors calculate will
speed up the innoculation program ftre-
mendously — and these forms should be
filled out in advance whenever possible.

In addition, let us express appreciation
to the Jaycees, as sponsors, and to the
medical association for their interest and
efforts in moking the program possible.
One of the best ways to make this ex-
pression is through the voluntary donation
of 25 cents, which will be used to help de-
fray expenses in operating the clinic. All
in all, Sabin Oral appears to be one of
the best programs which has come our
way in a long time and, certainly, it is
one of the few projects through which
the entire public can benefit at token cost.

Charity, too, appears o be undergoing
this same trend as it shifts from the church
into the courthouse and relief centers.
Many Sunday School <classes, wrought up
by this ‘‘despised commercialism' decide
each year to help some needy family at
Christmas. The idea is good and the results
are definitely Christian, but so far has
charity shifted away from the church that
most classes must contact a welfare worker
in order to locate a needy family.

Is it fair for us — the people who have
shirked in our duty — to blame someone
who has done a good job in keeping the
occasion of Christmas before the people?
Instead of complaining, might we not a-
chieve more by rolling up our sleeves and
going to work ourselves? A little organiza-
tion, along with sensible budgets in most
churches and interested groups, might a-
chieve wonders along the line of converting
people's thoughts about Christmas. Many
many downtown store windows, for in-
instance would gladly tell the “Christmas
Story'' without commercialism if someone
were sufficiently interested to promote the

- idea — and there are thousands of similar

projects which would contribute toward the
same goal.

In fact, most people we know do consider
Christmas as o religious occasion and, com-
mercialized as it is, Christmas still contri-
butes far more to the Christian orders than
possibly any other single occasion. ''Peace
on Earth,"' even on a small card (sold for
a profit) is still better said, than left
unsaid — and without that faint tinge of
commercialism, we doubt that it would be
uttered at all.

If we go “overboard"
in our giving, it is one of the few times
when generosity overwhelms greed — and
this is not truly bad, either,

Without doubt, Christmas has been highly
commercialized in this nation, but let us
not blame the occasion, nor should we
blame the people who have been doing
the job we should have done as Christians.
In fact, until we decide that we are ready
to go to work ourselves, most of our com-
plaints must be classified as "'sour gropes”
on the port of g segment which does not
choose to toil. Let us, instead, be thankful
that someone in America has the ingenuity
and spunk to corry on, when we gave up
and left @ sacred heritage for others,

America is today far better off with
Christmas as we know it, than without any
Christmas at all — and that is exactly
what a majority of people around the world
will foce come Tuesday, Dec. 25, 1962.

A little more understand-
ing, plus o dash of practical experience in
cooking . and ironing, could well be the
first step toward curbing early marriages,
many of which lead into our crowded di-
vorce courts, At least, the old boy will know
what he is getting into before he marches
vp to the altar and, after that, he will be
on his own to make the decision.

If he still goes ahead, he will ot least
have some training when the time comes to
face the realities of married life, and every-
one will be ahead, including kis wife and
children. All of these things contribute to the
probability of a happy, successful marriage,
which is fundamental to the objects of our

Rains For Good Price

When your corn and hay is in the last stage of making
a good crop, and the prospects for maoking a bountiful
crop are left sirictly at the mercy of old man weather,
what would you give for a key to unlock the thunderbolts
of heaven ond turn loose a four-inch rain? If you had
100 acres in corn or millet, and it was all but made, all
the work done, waiting only for the last rain to do the
finishing touch, what would you give for a good soaker?
For much less than its octual valve, Herefordites can
buy just that. One man has bought a four-inch rain for
232 acres this year and he paid only 65 cents per acre
for the water.

Shop Class Gives

Practical Training

There are five shop classes
at Stanton Junior High, includ-
ing two eighth and three ninth
grade classes. These are taught
by Mr, P. M. Miller.

Purpose of the shop is to teach
students the proper use, care
and safety precautions of the
various drawing instruments,
hand tools, and power machi-
nes. By doing this the students
have some mechanical know-
ledge for the future, no matter
what their profession may be.

During the past 12 weeks the
eighth and ninth grade shop
classes have been studying me-
chanical drawing. This involves
the use of drawing pencils, the
drawing board, compass, T-
square, . various triangles, and
the architectural scale.

Students are given certain
problems to draw, With indivi-
dual help from the teacher, and

class discussions, students are
able to learn the proper use and
care of these instruments.

Students also learn how to
read a working drawing. This
they must be able to do in order
to build a project in wood shop.

Shop classes will begin bench
woodworking this six weeks.
This class will involve the use
of hand tools only, Eighth grade
studenis have only one semesier
of shop, therefore, they will not
be able to do any machine wood-
working until they are in thé
ninth grade.

In both classes emphasis ls’
placed on hand tools and small-
er projects, No project will be
larger than a coffee table or
end-table. These projects are li-
