Irwin sald the average Amer-
lcan farmer was good, but the
outstanding American farmer
wag superlative. He stated that
farming employs 7.1 million
workers — more than the com-
bined workers in transporta-
tion, public utilities, the steel
industry and the automobile in-
dustry. When food processing
and distributing companies and
those providing products and
services to farmers are includ-
ed, four out of every ten jobs
in private industry are related
to agriculture.

No Polio Shots

Hereford
is usually one of the first towns to appear
in Panhandle drives, and it doesn't sound
like us to be sitting around while other
communities line up for shots.

Russian Misses

In Space Probe

Some of the most encouraging news we

have seen in years was o release Wed-
nesday pointing out that Russia had failed
on five of its six, atempts to send space-
craft to Mors and Venus. When you con-
sider that even the sixth effort was only a
partical success, it should definitely help
morale of citizens in this country.

This. information focuses o complete new
light on the space race, and pretty well
confirms a sneaking suspicion which most
of us harbored, chiefly that the Russians
are more adept at propaganda than at
space probing. Always, in the past, we have
heard only of the Red successes, while Uncle"
Sam hos pretty well given us the bitter a-
long with the sweet — and that is the way
Americans like things. '

While the United States announces its
space flights in advance and even “‘shoots
the works” by putting them on TV, we
notice that Russia still. announces flights
ofter their success is assured. Whether they
cannot face reverses, or whether they con-
sider “good news" the only news, we do
not know, but we do believe that most
people around the world appreciate honest
and forthright information — even behind
the Iron Curtain, where government con-
trolled press is the fashion.

Meanwhile, we can speculate on the tre-
mendous number of porsible other failures

by Russia — and our own score looks

But this desire to be on top has been car-
ried too far at the junior high school level.
We have only ourselves to blame for the
situation, and some of its unfortunate re-
sults,

The school has been con‘sidoringAlwh a

change for the past two years, working

carefully to build a program that will pro-
vide the best benefits for the most partici-
pants.

And therein lies the key to the junior
high school athletic program — participa-
llion. Not  just in Hereford, but in most
places, the emphasis to win, win, win has
overshadowed everything else. This has caus-

ed coaches tc use the better players to the

exclusion of those not so far advanced,
not so well-coordinated, not so large.

But this has killed the interest of many
who -practice faithfully each day and sit
faithfully on the bench each game.

Take for example the case of a well-
known coach and former All-American
player, Darrell Royal. When he was a boy
in Oklahoma, he didn't even play football

“in junior high school because he wasn't

large enough.

But the small boys grow and often match
desire with ability,

} The school has pointed out that the boys
will still be encouraged to win — that's
important, too — ‘but it won't be at the
expense of allowing maximium participation.

Another reason behind this change is to
reserve more of the honor and glory for the
high school, where it belongs. Too often,
iunior high players have dropped out of
athletics at the high school level. It offered
nothing new, nothing they hadn't received
earlier,

' The new junior high program will be aim-

ed at moving the maximum number of boys
from the generalized athletics program in
junior high to the more specialized com-

petitive play of high school with the low- -

est number of drop-outs,

This has been a failing of long-standing
in Hereford. Each year, the high school has
gotten only about one-third or one-fourth

of any freshman team. This is a tragically
high percentage of drop-outs.

Athletics, especially at the junior high
school level, should include the largest pos-
sible number of students, not just on the
squad, but participating in the competition.

We think the new junior high school pro-
gram is a big step in the right direction
and hope that its aims and purposes are
carried out to the intended goals.

Senior Citizen
Misleading Label

“If anyone ever calls me a senior citizen,
I'll senior-citizen him right across the chops!"
Thot threat — from a husky, healthy man
who happens to be 65 years old — s
long overdue. It's about time that people
quit patronzing those over 65 and got

‘down to the fact that these people are

That statement, made by a man as wise
as his years would indicate, appears in o
new common-sense book about the "“ma-
ture’’ period in everyone's life — one of
several now concerned with this one period
of life.

Hereford’s Irrigation
Setting Pace In Plains

Hereford is the pioneer in irrigation for the Plains of
Texas. She is still in the fore front and forging far ahead.
For the number of irrigation plants and the emount of
water lifted to the fertile fields, she outstrips all other
sections. She has set the pace; her wells are the'talk' of
the whole country. There is not a day but that from one
to 25 people are here for the purpose of seeing “how it
is ‘done at Hereford.” At the present time, Hereford has
thirty wells; there are thirteen of the McDonald style,
each capable of furnishing from 1000 to 1800 gallons
of water per minute; four on the Walter-Perkins project,
each furnishing from 1000 to 2000 gallons, nine of the
plunger make, put in by Hough, furnishing from 50 to 175
gallons; three pumping from the creek, each furnishing from

pumping 600 gallons; and two of the Roth rotor pumps
just installed that will furnish from 600 to 1200 gallons
and one or two small pumps. All of these pumps, if run
continvously for a 24-hour period, would furnish Thirty
Five Million Gallons of Water. This amount in figures re-
presents on o big volume, but when placed in concrete
“form will give some conception of the immensity of the
quanity.
