Where do we go from here?

Hereford and Deaf Smith County are in
need of some new targets, or goals if you
prefer.

In recent years, Hereford has gotten
out and worked for many prbjects. One
of the latest, o sugar beet refinery, now
seems to be almost a reality. All of the
work has been done, and only the decision
is to be announced to make it official.

This has consumed the time and efforts
of many people, some for a little while,
some almost full-time.

Other projects have included a child-
ren's wing for the hospital, o community
drive for a hotel, @ community center, and
a home for the aged.

Oh, we're not completely out of projects
yet. There are still a few that need to be
accomplished. A meat packing plant seems
to be the next logical step, tying in with
our agriculture etonomy and a good fol-
low-up for a sugar refinery.

Following that, very logically, might be
o frozen food processing:plant. That is un-
der consideration by one local commitiee,
which has met some serious obstacles but
hasn't yet given up.

Both of these seem to be immediate
challenges and the odds are that they can
be accomplished.

What should be next?

Within @ few years, a separate library
building would seem to be in order. Present
facilities are adequate, but will be too small
os the "volume of books' increases.

Hereford has a lot of parks, although
some of them need more picnic and re-
creational facilities in them. There also
seems to be a need for improving the Vet-
erans Park area, said by many outsiders
to be one of the finest park properties in
the area.

Also in the recreation line, it would
seem that there is, or will be soon, a
need for a second municipal swimming

pool. Another pool might be indoors in
order to provide year-round aquatic activ-
ity.

Within a year or two, the way the pro-
gram is growing, a second little League
pork will be needed. In fact, by the time
a second one is built, still another might
be in order.

It's also probable that at least nine more
holes will be needed for the municipal
golf course. This has been talked about
for the past few years and some plan-
ning has been made. But the sport's pop-
vlarity is booming now and the local course
is overcrowded on weekends and
often on weekday aofternoons.

Another project that has been discussed
is a local museum, dedicated to the pio-
neers who settled and developed this
country

Through the years, there has been oc-
casional discussion about @ community jun-
ior college. Even witih West Texas just o
half-hour away ond Texas Tech not too
much further down the road, it is cénceiv-
able that there still might be a need for
a small college closer to home. Both area
schools are growing ropidly (Texas Tech
now is over 11,000) and may not be able
to provide for aoll the community's young
peopie who would like some additional

education after high school. Many feel that

junior colleges will provide at least part
of the solution to overcrowded colleges.
So many youngsters now attend college
only @ year or two, or not at all, who
would take advantage or lower rates and
convenience.

Almost without o doubt, Hereford is
obout ready to experience a rather size-
able growth. Now is the time to decide
what else might be needed to go along

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with it. True, many of the projects mentioned
above are best handled by local govern-
ments. But who comprises the local govern-
ment and foots the bill? It's our money...

But Mereford's fire station is @ place for
work, hard work, and lots of it.

As this is the start of Fire Prevention
Week, it seems fitting to salute an oihor-
wise unnoticed community group. Hereford's
Department is recognized as one of the best
in the state. This results in a very low rate
on fire insurance for Hereford homes and
businesses.

With excellent cooperation from ofher
officials, the fire department Is provl.dod
with outstanding oquipmonl‘!o do its job.
Firemen then ore trained in the proper use
of the equipment, whether it's o new noz-
zle, a rescusitator, @ smoke mask or a new
pumper truck.

Firemen in Hereford aren't loafers; they
are leaders. Almost all of them belong to
one of the town's civic clubs. They hold
offices in these orgonizations and many
others. They are active in church leadership,
they do a lot of youth work, they help
build a better town,

One little-known aspect of their devotion
is that they do not accept their pay for
fire calls and drills. As in other volunteer
departments, the city pays so much per man
per fire or drill. However, Hereford firemen
put all this money into their own ireasury
ond keep none for themselves. These funds
are used to help buy additional equipment
for the department, to purchase plastic
fire helmels and badges to be handed
out to school children. They also buy all
the printed material that is given to child-
ren during Fire Prevention Week.

Hereford firemen feel if they have to
answer a fire coll, they have reclly failed
in their job. Their first duty, and one they
toke very seriously, is fire prevention.
Through continuing public education, they
iry to eliminate fire hazords before they
can couse loss of property or life.

Yet when o coll comes in, they drop
everything else and risk their lives to help
others. They are dedicated to the ideals
of service to others.

At present, Hereford firemen ore toking
a 15-hour course in fire fighting techniques
and use of equipment. Most of the firemen
have taken at least one course at the an-
nual Fire School at Texas A&M College.
Usually they have to use their vacation or
toke off time from their jobs in order to
attend.

Yes, Hereford's firemen are o dedicated
group ond on asset to the community.. All
they ask in the way of thanks is your co-
operation in fire prevention, not just during
Fire Prevention Week, but all year-long.
That, to them, is pay enough.

lege.
How do football fatalities rate
with other accidental

deaths of high school age child-
ren? According to national sta-
tistics, over 4,000 children from
age 14 through age 17 die from
accidents annually, About 2,500
of these accidental deathg are
results of motdr vehicle accl-
dents; 730, drowinings, 400,
firearms; 113, fires and burns;
and 270, other causes.

Compared with other acclden-
tal deaths, a football fatality is
considered rare, whether it in-
volves, high school, college or
professional foetball, In the
past 30 years there have been
some 530 deaths attributed to
the sport. This includes deaths
from playing football on sand-
lots, in high schools, colleges
and pro ball games,

There were 37 football fata-
litles in the nation last season.
Eighteen of these were from in-
direct causes, such as heat ex-
naustion and heart failure, and |
infection. The other 19 deaths
were from direct causes such
as hard contact in games or
practice. Three of 19 were
sandlot fatalities; six, college;
and the 10, high school.

Why all the fuss about foot-
ball? The popularity of football
as a national gport increases its |
news value. It is given promi- |
nent play by all communication
media.

What is being done about in-
juries and fatalities? Parents
are not the only oneg concerned
about the safety of football
Those associated with the sport

football organizations, coaches,
equipment designers and manu-
facturers and our nation's me-
dical doctors are concerned.

Continuous scientific research
is being carried on hy such
groups to eliminate football in-
juries. Their findings and re-
commendations can be useful
to parénts in making the de-
cision of whether or not to let
their sons head for the locker
room with the rest of the boys.

Where do parents begin? At
home. Why your son plays foot-
ball is important. A sincere de-
sire to play and a love of the
sport is important. A boy should
not be pushed into playing foot-
ball because someone else
wants him to, nor should he
be expected to measure up to
the family football hero.

There is more danger of a
boy making mistakes and get-
ting hurt if he goes into foot-
ball half-heartedly, He may also

playing to impress others, or
worse yet, a psychological pro-
blemr may develop if he feels
his poor playing or judgment is
hurting his team,

What are the physical re-
quirements? A boy should be
in the best physical condition.
A complete pre-season physical
with periodic check-ups is ne-|

ally are men familiar with the
dangers of sports and aware of
the physical needs of a boy for
participating in the rugged
game of football,

A medical history of the play-
er ig of great assistance to a
team physician in determining
the player’s condition. In addi-
tion, & physical given by the
family physician also is extra
insurance of hig fitness. The
family physician is more likely
to be familiar with particular
health problems of the indivi-
dual player. A

A boy may be physically heal-
thy and still not be football ma-
terial, His physical adequacy
plays a large role. The stature
of the boy should be taken into
consideration, A tall thin boy
may have a ligamentary strue-
ture unsuited to the game. Li-
gaments must be binding
to support skeletal structure;
otherwise, there is a danger of
fractures, dislocations and slip-
ped bone growth junctions.

How much preparation is ne-
cessary for each season? Con-
ditioning for football is a 13-
months job. A boy planning to
play football should work for
muscle development. Hard sum-
mer labor is recommended for
physical development.

The American Medical Asso-
clation recently cited some spe-
cial precautions which should be
observed for workouts In ex-
cessively hot and humid
weather as guards against heat
exhaustion and heat stroke.
