Al of the sugar, with a very
minute exception, must be chan-
elled rhmugh these refineries
because it is raw sugar and
could not be imported into this
country if\ it. had already been
refined. Hense, these refineries
are guaranteed a vefining pro-
cess budiness.of ‘half a billion |
dollars worth* of sugar each|
year. :
The next question is, where |
does the sugar come from? Not
from American farmers, either
in the continental United States
or any of our possessions or |
other States. It comes from for-
eign countries under the provi-
sions of the law. It is’ this law
that the sugar trust does not
want amended.

Up until about two years
ago, Cuba furnished this coun-
try three million tons of sugar
of a value of approximafely
$300 million. When Cuba went
Communist, we stopped pur-
chasing sugar from Cuba, or |
thought we did. At that time |
it was the hope of the Ameri. |
can farmer, who had clamored
for the right to grow more |
sugar beets, that he would be |
allowed to produce some of |
this sugar allotment that we
had taken away from the |
Communist country. However, |
he falled to reckon with the |
half-billion dollar sugar trust.
