These penalities ‘‘only make
it difficult to rehabilitate offen-
ders who could be helped by a
sound approach,” he stated.

He feels that addicts who can-
not be cured could, under pro-
per control, ‘‘be given opiates
for their own welfare and for
the public welfare, too''. Then
their need to. turn to crime to
get the money with which to
buy narcoti¢s on the illegal mar-
ket would be ended.

The people who propoke this
solution say that opiates them-
selves do not- stimulate their
users to crime, but have exact-
ily the opposite effect. = They
say that while cocaine causes
anxiety, opium relieves it. Op-
jum actually makes a person
less likely to commit a crime
while under its influence.

Asg addits put it: "“You have
no guts, it brings out the yellow
in you, and a guy can slap
you in the face and you don't
resent it; but you do things
there are no risks in."”

People who think the ldea
of Jalling narcotics addicts is
wrong point to the ‘apparent
success of & different system
In Britain. There doctors are
free to prescribe narcotlc
drugs when they find that the
oplate cannot safely be discon-
tinued, or when the patient
can lead a useful, normal life
when a certailn minimum dose
is given, but cannot do =0
without it. What is the result
of this policy? Britaln, with
a population of 50 million, has
only 279 known sddicts!

"That the American problem
is serious is an obvious fact.
There are fewer addicts now
than when there were no legal
pestrictions, but those who still
use narcotics often are driven
to crime to pay for their dope.
The problem ig made more dif-
ficult by the fact that many
who becomg addicts are people |
who are already experienced in
crime before becoming addict-
ed. Imprisonment alone has
not solved the problem, although
‘A marked decline in narcotic
violations has been reported in
areas where heavy fines and
long prison sentences have been
imposed. Nor have treatments |
for this enslaving habit really
proved successful.

"The extent of addiction is |
growing, and no real solution
seems to be in gight. Therefore,
it is apparent that to stop thh|
sort of crime from growing, it
is necessary to educate the
people who are seemingly suc- |
ceptible to' it — the teenager.
