“In Florida, livestock raisers
figured that the loss due to
screw worm infestations was
$21 billion -a year,”, he pointed
out.. “The program proposed
to ‘them for the eradication of
the pest was only $7 billion."”’

He pointed out that the cost
of ‘the eradication program in
Texas based on the $100 million
annual loss would only be §6
million, .

It wag brought out in a panel
discussion held during the
meeting that Texas producers
were to contribute $3 million
to the program. This would be
matched by another $3 million
from the federal government, -

Thomas .told the group -that
the program will work because
of the habitg of the screw worm
fly.

“First, the female fly mates
only once during her lifetime,”
he pointed out. “The second rea-
son is that flies only migrate
from 35 to 50 miles ahd third
ly, most infestations are small,"

was brought out that stock-
men in South and East Texas
are concerned over the partici-
pation of the Texas Panhandle
in the program.
