was R. Conroy Scoggin of Hous-
ton, immediate Past Supreme
Director of the Knights of Co-
lumbus. Scoggin told the group
of his recent trip to Europe, the
highlight of which was a visit to
Rome and the Vatican City.

“1 would like to commend the
Hereford Council on its 25 years
of devotion to God, church, com-
munity and the nation. This

Council truly is made up of
‘men of Catholic action’,”" he
said.

Socggin told of being met in
Rome by the Govérnor of the
Vatican City, of Mass at St. Pe;
ter's Basilaca, a visit to the
tombs of Pope Benedictine, Pope
Pius XI and Pope Pius XII. He

also attended Mass in the cata-
combs, where early Christians
hid.

Highlight of the visit was an
audience with Pope John follow-
ing the first meeting of the Su-
preme Council, Knights of Co-
lumbus, in the Vatican library.

He also attended a concert
given by Pope John. St. Peter's
was so impressive, he said, that
he returned for a longer visit,
He pointed out that the building
was so large that all the Catho-
lic churches in the Amarillo
Diocese and the San Angelo
Diocese could be placed inside
with room left over.

Following Scoggin’s talk, all
past Grand Knights of the local
Council presented brief high-
lights of the 25 years that hav¥
passed. Albracht told how the
Council was started after John
Albracht received a letter from
the Supreme Council asking
if such an organization could be
started in Hereford,

In 1887, the Hereford Coun-
cil was formed with the instal-
lation held in City Hall and the
charter banquet held in the old
Streu Hardware bullding on
April 25,

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Water, Water! But Is It Everywhere?

Plentiful water for irrigation

has marked the progress and

growth of wealth In Hereford

and Deaf 8mith County since

1910, but lack of Irrigation wa-

ter could hurl the area back

into the era of dryland farm-
ing.

Shortage of irriagtionwater
has seldom been discussed in the
Hereford area, but available fi-
gures cast a shadow of a doubt
concerning the fature of the area
unless water supplies.are con-
served.

High Plaing Water Conserva-

tion District released figures
last week showing a decline in
the water level within the county

at an average of near three
feet per year.

Releases each year show that
the water level is constantly de-
clining, yet farmers and others
concerned with the county's ag-
riculture have not become a-
larmed about the future of irri-
gation.

“Water will be here until I

quit farming,’ states one local
farmer, who reflects the_appar-
ent mood of most agriculturists.
Right he ig that water will be
here as long as he needs it and
no doubt for long after he turns
his land over to someone else.

No one is worried about the
bottom falling out of Deaf

ONE OF MANY conservation measures recommended by
water conservationists, this lake pump recovers water that
would otherwise be lost by evaporation. Steve Clements,
who operates this system on his farm 10 miles northwest
of Hereford, reports that the operation has proved very

successful.

Smith County wells tomorrow
or the next day, but the fact
remains that an extimated to-
tal of over 2500 wells within
the county continue to drain a
vast underground reservolr,
Water geologists calculate
that before large-scale irrigation
came about in the late 1930's,
there was over 15 million acre-
feet of water available for pump-
ing from a vast underground re-
gservoir under Deaf Smith
County.

This would be enough water to
cover 15,000,000 acres with on e
foot of water.

In a survey made in 1958, es-
timates placed the amount of
water available for use by Deaf
Smith County residents at 13,-
400,000, acre-feet - of - water, ac-
cording to J. G. Cronin of the
United States Geological Survey.

Figures released by the High
Plaing Underground Water Con-
servation District in 1955 stated
that a' total-of 1,300,000 acre-
feet of water had been with-
drawn between 1938 and 1955
drawn between 1938 and 1955.
This was said to be some 8.7

per cent of the total available .
water in thé water -saturated .

strata from which “local irriga-
tion water is pumped.

However It was polnted out
that over 70 per cent of the
water which had been used
had been pumped within a
five-year period from 1850 un-
til 1955,

W. L. (Bill) Broadhurst, Chief
Hydrologist for the Water Dis-
trict, states that water levels in
more than 60 observation wells
within the county, which are
measured annually by the Texas
Water Commission and the High
Plaing Water District, indicate
that ground water is being de-
pleted. ;

Broadhurst stated in a news
release last week for The Brand,
“To illustrate what is occurring
throughout Deaf Smith ‘County,
we have picked five observation

wells that have been measured)

since January, of 1950, Each of
the wells selected is from a
different part of the county."

Water level in a well owned
by Jim Jenkins, 20. miles north:
east of Hereford, has declined
over 31 feet from January, 1950,
to January, 1962. In 1961 the
water dropped 3.64 feet.

On land recently purchased by
Troys Carmichael some seven
and one-half milegs northwest of
Hereford, the depth to water
has dropped almost 30 feet since
1950. An even three feet of this
drop was registered during 1961.

A. T. Frye's well, two and one-
half miles southwest of Dawn,
declined 39 feet since 1950, with
a reported drop of 7.28 feet in
1961. Least decline in the four
wells wag registered three miles
north of Summerfield on land
owned by W. C. Beene. Water
level declined 27.36 feet in the-
period since 1950, with a drop of
only 2.14 feet recorded last year,

Broadhurst concluded, ‘“The
declines shown for the four ob-

can be partially, but not com-

pletely, alleviated by iIndivi-

duals making more efficient
use of both raln water and
ground water."

The High Plaing Underground
Water - Conservation District
wag established in 1953. Includ-
ing all or parts of 13 counties,
the Water District wag set up
as the result of a vote by resi-
dents.

The largest of several such au-
thorities in the state, the High
Plains District regulates irriga-
tion well drilling' in the area

which lies over & vast under-
ground reservoir which stretches
from the Lubbock Wicinity north
to Deaf Smith and Potter coun-
ties. ‘l
When residents voted in favor
of establishing the| district, the
aim was that the district set up
irrigation development stand-
ards to be followed |by the farm-
ers, |
Besldes regulating well
spacing and permits, the:dis-
trict provides information and
alds In Iirrigation planning.
Currently awaliting the decl-
slon on the controversial wa-
ter depletion test suit, the dis-
trict has also represented the
' farmer in battling various le-
+ gislation, ;

Water used for irrigation in
the Southern High Plains lles
within the Ogallala formation
in a large reservoir bounded by
the High Plaing Water District,

Since there is no -effedtive
source of replacing the water
used other than through natural

rainfall, the District encourages’

conservation.

Bruce Fink, ground wafter
geologist and head of the
Hereford fleld office of the
district, points out that only
an estimated 3/20th of an inch
of railn water per year séeps
from the ground into the water
saturated sands.

‘“This is only-a/drop in the
bucket compared to the amount
that farmers pump out,” he
adds. :

““About the only really practi-
cal means of preserving the wa-
ter is through better use of rain
water and strict conservation
practices,’” he surmised.

““The farmers are getting tao
think more about conservation
of underground water,” Fink
adds. ‘'Several are saving rain
water through the use of lak e
pumps, as well as the establish-
ed practices of proper plowing,
terracing, and bench leveling."

Among the farmers who are
presently using lake pumps to

reclalm water that would oth- .

erwise be lost through evapor-

stion is Steve Clements. On

bis. farm 10 miles northwest of
- Hereford Clements had a lake
pump Installed in September.

“I think a lot of the pump,”
Clements stated. “It'is very e-
conomical and I am impressed
with the number of gallong per
minute we can pump.

“Right now we're using about
four gallons of butane per hour
and pumping 1400 gallons of
water per minute. This com-
pares quite favorably with my
wells, which average about 850
gallons per minute.

“So far lake pump has
proved very economical,” he
adds.

“Lakes here are not very use-
ful unless we can get the bene-
fit of the water in them,”” he
concluded, Water level in Cle-
ments' lake hag dropped about a
foot since he began pumping.

‘Not only do I get to use the
water in the lake,”
“but we also catch the irrigation
tailwater and rainwater which
findg its way to the lake.”

Another practice which has
proved successful both in con-
servation and in economy is the
irrigation run-off, or tailwater,
return system.

Operation of a tallwater recir
culation system on -the R. C,
(Dick) Godwin farm northwest
of Hereford has been “'very suc-
cessful so far,”” according to the
owner.

‘“We're pumping a good a-
mount of water all of the time,"”
Godwin stated. ‘“We can get up
to as much ag 2000 gallons per
minute from the pit and it seems
very economical.

he said,

“I don't need as much power
to operate the pump,’ he adds.
““The price of installing a well,
the cost of power, and the main-
tainance 'of the well are more
costly than the operation of such
a return system.

“I think it's Important to
use the tallwater,”” Godwin
stated. ‘‘because the water ta-
ble is dropping and wells gra-
dually grow weaker, But a
system such as mine Is not
only good.conservation, but it
pays off in dollars and cents.”
Besides hig tailwater recircu-

lation system which is run by an
irrigation pump, Godwin has
other pits including a gravity
flow system. Without the aid of
a pumping device, he is able to
irrigate one-half section of land
with run-off water from other
fields.

These are only two of the
practices employed to conserve
the water which is constantly
being mined from -underneath
the county,

In a report prepared for the
Texas Water Commission and
the High Plaing Underground
Water Conservation District, J.
G. Cronin of the United States
Geological Survey stated,
“Ground water is stored in the

Ogallala formation in the void-

spaces between "graing of sand

‘and particles of silt and clay,

and it is possible to recover only
a part of the water in storage."’
In order to determine the a-
mount of water under a given a-
rea, farmers and geologists may
multiply the number of acres of
land time the thickness in feet
of the water bearing strata un-
der the farm. This amount
should then be multiplied times
15 percent, which is considered
the. amount of water which
could be recovered from the
waterbearing strata,

Cronin summarized the fu-
ture bf the county's irrigation
by Aﬂtlng: “The estimated a-
mount of water withdrawn
from the Ogallala formation
in the Southern High Plains
each year so greatly exceeds
even the most optimistic es:
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timates of recharge that |t
must be concluded that ground
water Is belng ‘mh?' from
storage.”

Cronin points out that the use .

of river water by cities will save
a small quantity of the water,

“But a more practical me-
thod for meeting the water-de-
pletion problem ig by improving
water conservation practices,
which at'best-will enly extend
the life of large-scale agricul-
tural production. Considering
the economic value of irriga-
tion, the extension of the water
supply for even a few years is
worthy of concentrated effort
toward conservation. !

Cronin points out that although
the quantity of water -which
could be recovered from lakes
and ponds is small, the water
saved would otherwise be lost
through evaporation. This would
extend the life of the under-
ground reservoir.

He adds that conservation of
lake and rain water, combined
with strict conservation of
ground water,  are the only
known meang of extending the
life of large-scale irrigation.

“It will require the efforts of
everyope affected, both Indivi-
dually and collectively, in or-
der to extend the life expectan-
cy of the ground water, the
life blood of the Southern High
Plains;"" Cronin concluded.
Through the cooperation- of

Bruce Fink at the High Plains
Underground Water Conserva-
tion District office in Hereford,
The Brand has prepared this ar-
ticle as a reminder to farmers
who are once more starting the
wells which are miring the wa-
ter from beneath the farmland.

The system, located on the Dick Godwin farm located
northwest of Hereford, is currently pumping some 1200
gallons per minute of water, but is capable of flowing over
2000 galllons per minute.

A TAIL WATER RETURN pit is in operation on the Dick God-
win farm northwest of Hereford. The system makes it pos-
sible to capture water run-off from fields, return it to the
pit for storage, and then pump it back.onto the fields. Note
the water flowing intd the pit in the upper left-hand cor-
ner of the pit. Conservation of tailwater is considered a
“must'’ by water conservationists,
