 wheat left this city and its advent

was marked.by having the car gaily
decorated—advcrtising the fact that
it was the first car of wheat raised
~in Deaf Smith county to be shipped
to a flouring mill.
That this section of the Panhan-
dle needs enterprising farmers only
0 develop-this into THE wheat sec-
\an of the State of Texas, if indeed,
-not the entire United . States, was
demonstrated.this year by J. N.

Askren, the well known stock far-

mer and broom manufacturer resid-
ing nine miles northeast fram Here-
ford.” TLis geatleman sowed nearly
one hundred a\oiss to wheat this
‘winter and as a r sult raised over
sixteen bushels to the acre, ‘an ex-
cess of 700 bushels to his needs for
feeding purposes.

‘Now, Mr. Askren is one those
kind of men who, when they ‘see a
good thing, grasp the opportunity
presented at once and thus do goo
for themselves, their country and
Aheir fellow man. So, after noting
the success made in raising wheat
in small quantities for home con-
sumption, Mr, Askren came to the

very sensible conclusion that there |

could not be too much of a good
thing—in wheat, especially—and
broke land and sowed wheat of the
Mediteranean blue-stem variety with
the result that after the threshing
was done he found that he had
enough wheat left to fill a car, after

havmg provided for his individual

purposes.

Again he showed the agility of

his business qualities, and instead
 of selling his excess wheat to various
parties in small quankities, he laid
the matter before one of Hereford's
enterprising grain firms—Higgins &
Rice—who immediately bought all
he had to sell and stored it into-a
- car bound for Dallas, there to be re-
ceived by the Century Milling Com-
pany, which company will convert
" it into flour—that indispensible hun-
ger-satisfying staple, and who knon

but that before the winter is _over
this same Deaf Smith county raised
wheat will find its 'way into the
stomach of ‘some  hungering citizen
of the county in which it was raised?
One could go on and draw their im-
agination to an ‘extent that lives
‘would be saved, homes made happy,
-fatkers and mothers" saved from
witnessing the trying and heart
breaking ordeal. of seeing their off-
spring slowly but surely dylng tor
the want and need of this ‘same
wheat raised in Deaf Smith county
though such_an ordeal could nab
come to pass in this Panhahdle
land of plenty. \

But it is not our purpose to ef\
large upon this phase of the wheat|
raising question. On the contrary
we wish to draw our imagination a
little as to what this country will be
when it is inhabited by men who
will grow more wheat and less kafﬁ-x_'
and kindred crops—not that the lat-
ter are not essential to our cattle in-
terests, however.. Suppose, for in-
\Q:xcc that next year half of the in-
habitants of this and neighboring
cou&xes should put not less than 100
acres of thexr ranch land into wheat
and assume that each would raise in
excess to__his _own needs enough
mheatto fill a car—as did Mr.
Askren on'the same amount of land
—what would be the result? Some
would say at once that not less than
a thousand cars of wheat would be
shipped from\ Hereford, and they
might say aright, but we believe that
instead of about 700,000 bushels be-
ing shipped from Hereford that
