with a similar project being con-
ducted in West Germany.

“They were very interested in the
project and we exchanged ideas with
them,” Wunderlich said,"‘They were
especially impressed with Hereford
and the people of the area.”

While in town the group were brief-
ed on the status of the U.S. Depart-
ment of Energy project and provided
an overview of their project, which is
initialed PTB. The groups also
discussed cooperative activities bet-
ween the two projects.

During the early morning meeting
today, Wunderlich also reported on
the status of various aspects of the
project and provided staffing infor-
mation. According to his figures
there are now 87 project personnel on
board with Battelle continuing to
lead the staffing numbers.

Fifty of the personnel are
transfers, 35 are local hires and two
are non-local hires. Hereford houses
29 percent of the staff with nine
transfers and 16 local hires.

Thirty-five additional staff
members are expected this month
and 30 are expected in July. DOE ex-
pects to hire 12 people to fill vacant
slots, but Battelle is expected to con-
tinue to be the largest employer of
the contractors located in Hereford.

Project dollars spent in Hereford
last week totaled $152,000 with the
purchase of two Xerox copiers from
First Printing. Total dollars commit-
ted to Hereford businesses are now
$483,000, 35 percent. Amarillo has
garnered $719,000 or 58 percent of
dollars committed.

An additional $65,000 will be spent
next week on the purchase of a third

copier from First Printing and bid-
ders for permanent Battelle office
space will be notified of their status
this week.

‘““Evaluations are underway and
there is a good possibility that leases
will be signed by the end of this
month,” Wunderlich stated.

Wunderlich briefly touched on last
week’s announcement that advanced
payment equal to taxes (PETT) is
considered to be out of bounds for the
department. He said, ‘‘Our legal and
financial advisors say there is no
legal basis on which to advance PET
payments.”

In response to recent newspaper
reports concerning the state of
budget requests by DOE, Wunderlich
said, ‘‘My expectation is we will go
up to or past October before the
budget issue is resolved but we have
$10 million for land acquisition in this

year's budget.”

Concerning land acquisition,
Wunderlich reported that efforts are
continuing to produce readable maps
for landowners. The maps will be
designed to identify specific
characterization activities so the lan-
downers can easily spot which ac-
tivities will occur on their land. He
estimates that the maps will be
ready in 10 days.

Wunderlich also mentioned the
open house planned for Saturday,
June 20, from 9 a.m. until noon. The
offices of DOE, Parsons-Redpath,
and Battelle will be open for public
tours during that time. ‘‘We have re-
quested our staff members be on
hand to explain their specific job
functions and we want the public to
come in and see what the Depart-
ment is actually doing in your
neighborhood,”” he said.

Lewis says 3
weeks enough
for budget job

AUSTIN (AP) - Although the
Legislature failed to enact a budget
in its 140-day regular session, House
Speaker Gib Lewis says it may take
only three weeks in a special session
to get the job done.

“I will be optimistic and predict
three weeks,” Lewis told reporters
as the House Appropriations Com-
mittee returned to work Tuesday on
the 1988-89 budget.

Gov. Bill Clements has said he will
call a special session beginning Mon-
day to enact a budget needed before
the state’s fiscal year ends Aug. 31.

While Comptroller Bob Bullock has
estimated that lawmakers face a $6.5
billion deficit, Lewis said he expects
the problems to be quickly remedied
on this try.

Higher taxes are inevitable, he
said.

“We’re going to have to have a tax
bill. Let’s go ahead and be realistic
about it. We're going to have one,”
Lewis said.

The exact amount hasn’t yet been
determined, but Lewis said it would

take a tax hike of $5 billion to $6
billion to fund the spending plans be-
ing discussed.

He also predicted that Clements
would be more flexible on tax ques-
tions than he was during the
deadlocked regular session.

Third-rate burglary' 15 years ago

WASHINGTON (AP) — Fifteen
years ago today, police officers were
summoned by a guard to the moder-
nistic Watergate Office Building next
to the Potomac River. They arrested
five men in business suits who were
wearing surgical gloves as they rifl-
ed the files in a sixth floor office.

The story was mildly interesting to
newspapers because the arrests
were made in the offices of the
Democratic National Committee and
because the men were carrying
walkie-talkies and had bugging
equipment. . |

Richard Nixon, then running for a
second term as president, was spen-
ding that day in Grand Cay, a Baha-
mian island owned by his friend Bob
Abplanalp. He recalled in his
memoirs that he returned the follow-
ing day to his house in Key Biscayne
and saw a small story on the front
page of the Miami Herald under the
headline: *‘Miamians Held in D.C.
Try-toBug Demo Headquarters.”

On Monday, Nixon's press
secretary, Ron Ziegler, gave the ad-
ministration’s reaction. He called
the break-in “a third-rate burglary.”

With that small start began the

biggest political scandal in
American history.

In the ensuing years, its fallout
would cause the first resignation of a
president, the coincidental first
resignation of a vice president, and
the trials and jailing of many of the
top administration officials, in-
cluding the attorney general, the
White House chief of staff, the head
of the president's domestic counsel
and his White House lawyer.

The Watergate scandal went far
beyond that burglary.

The White House tried to hide its
role in the affair and payoffs were
made to the burglars to buy their
silence. The coverup efforts, it was
learned late in the game, were sanc-
tioned by Nixon himself.

Eventually 25 men were convicted.
As a result of Watergate, the nation
learned about a White House-led
burglary of a psychiatrist's office in
Beverly Hills, Calif. The reason: it
might yield secrets about Daniel
Ellsberg who had embarrassed the
administration by leaking a secret
study of the Vietnam War — the so-
called Pentagon Papers.

Revealed were bribes paid to the

burglars to buy their silence, the ex-
istence of enemies lists in the White
House, a campaign of dirty tricks
against Nixon's opponent, George
McGovern; a White House taping
system that recorded all presidential
conversations.

Former Attorney General John N.
Mitchell had a phrase for these and
other transgressions: He called them
“‘the White House horrors.”

John Dean, the White House
counsel who was involved in the plan-
ning of a political esplonage effort,
tried to tell Nixon how deeply mired
the White House had become, referr-
ing to ‘‘the cancer on the
presidency.” When it became ap-
parent prosecutors were closing in,
Dean told the story to them.

Prosecutors wanted Nixon's
papers. The president fought in the
courts and finally lost in the Supreme
Court. A special Senate Watergate
committee learned about the taping
system and that set off another court
battle, which Nixon lost.

A Watergate grand jury named
Nixon a criminal co-conspirator but
did not indict him.

Goetz acquitted

NEW YORK (AP) — Bernhard
Goetz, who sought justice down the
barrel of a pistol, has found vindica-

tion in a New York City courtroom. 4

Goetz was acquitted of all attemp-
ted murder and assault charges
Tuesday in the shooting of four young
men he said tried to rob him on a sub-
way train on Dec. 22, 1984. The jury
convicted him only of a single felony
count of illegally possessing the
38-caliber gun he used to shoot the
four.

“I'm glad it's over,” Goetz, who
could avoid imprisonment or be jail-
ed up to seven years, told the
limousine driver who sped him from
the courthouse. “‘The last two years
have been hell.”

The shooting attracted worldwide
attention and sparked national
debate on self-defense, crime,
vigilantism and the right to carry
guns. Some people saw Goelz as a
near mythical thug-buster fighting
back against urban crime and others
as a menace for firing five rounds in
a crowded train.

The case also had racial overtones,
because Goetz is white and his vic-
tims — Barry Allen, Darrell Cabey,
Troy Canty and James Ramseur —
are black.

“We didn't feel it was racial,”
juror Michael Axelrod said on ABC's
‘‘Nightline.” ‘‘We didn't lower
ourselves to that. ... To say that this
is a racism thing or this is a vigilante
thing is a bunch of garbage, because
it just wasn't there, This was another
attempted murder case.”

Goetz, a 39-year-old electronics
specialist, had been charged with
four counts each of attempted
murder, assault and illegal posses-
sion of weapons; and one count of
reckless endangerment.

The prosecution portrayed him as
an enraged man who shot with
vicious intent; the defense painted a
picture of a reasonable man perfect-
ly justified in pulling the trigger
under the circumstances.

Goetz did not testify, but the jury
saw his videotaped confession.

When he decided he was going to
be robbed, Goetz said on the tape,
“My intention was to do anything I
could do to hurt them. My intention
— you know, I know this sounds hor-
rible — but my intention was to
murder them, to hurt them, to make
them suffer as much as possible.”

He said his only problem was that
he ran out of bullets. .
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In an impassioned argument to the
jury, prosecutor Gregory Waples
called Goetz a “dark spirit” who
fired in “a blind, self-righteous,
volcanic fury.”

But defense lawyer Barry Slotnick
said Goetz had read a potential
assault and robbery situation cor-
rectly and did what he had to do.

Waples stressed that a witness had
testified, and the defendant himself
had admitted, that Goetz shot Cabey
while the young man was seated. In
addition, Goetz told police that after
he shot Cabey, he walked over and
said to him, “You look all right;
here’s another.”

The shooting left Cabey paralyzed
from the waist down and brain
damaged.

But the jury discounted Goetz's
confession, said juror James Mosely.

“Really, what it comes down to is
that rapid succession of fire that so
many people heard,” Mosely said.
“So many of the witnesses did not
hear that fifth shot. They did not hear
a shot separated from the other
shots.”

Axelrod said Goetz was a victim of
circumstance, not a cold-blooded
killer.

“He didn’t get on the train looking
to murder people, he didn’t get on the
train hunting people, he didn’t ap-
proach these people in any way,"” Ax-
elrod said. “They approached him
and he was just sitting on that train.”

Acting Justice Stephen Crane set
sentencing for Sept. 4 and allowed
Goetz to remain free on $50,000 bail.

After the verdict, Slotnick said his
client was relieved. ‘‘He felt as if a
great burden was lifted off his
shoulders,” the lawyer said. “‘All he
wants to do is fade into the wood-
work. This has been a terrible
chapter in his life.”

Waples refused to comment. His
boss, District Attorney Robert
Morgenthau, said it was a fair trial
and declined to speculate about
jurors’ reasoning.

Goetz's saga began a few days
before Christmas 1984 when he decid-
ed to have a drink with friends.

After he got on the No. 2 IRT
downtown express at 14th Street and
Seventh Avenue, one of the four
19-year-olds approached him and
asked for $5.

Canty testified that Goetz replied,
“I've got five for each of you.”
Goetz, however, said on the
videotape that he responded, “You
can all have it,” and pulled his
revolver from its quick-draw holster
and fired five times.

“‘All hell broke loose as soon as the
gun came out,” Goetz said. *‘I hardly
heard the gun firing."”

Canty testified that he had merely
been trying to panhandle money to
play video games that they intended

After checking on two women he
feared he had shot, Goetz, the victim
of previous muggings, mumbled
“they tried to rob me” to the train
conductor and fled by jumping onto
the tracks and disappearing into the
dark tunnel.

Nine days later, he surrendered to
police in Concord, N.H.

DEAR DR. GOTT — I drink about
two gallons of liquid a day and take
three quarts of liquid to bed, which I
have to drink before I can get to sleep.
Why am I so thirsty?

DEAR READER — The brain's
thirst center is controlled, in part, by
the concentration of water in body
fluids. For example, people with ex-
cessive salt or sugar in their bodies
will excrete these substances into the
urine. Because salt and sugar draw
water from the system, some dehy-
dration will result and the person will
feel thirsty, in order to replace the
water that is used to excrete the salt
or sugar.

It is more noticeable on cold days,
when the humidity is low, because
static charge tends to build up more
rapidly in dry air. This is the same
harmless electrical ple that al-
lows children to rub balloons on a car-
peted floor and then make them stick
on ceilings or walls; the balloons pick
up static charges that will bind them
to non-metallic surfaces.

If you constantly receive a shock
from a particular wall plate or light-
ing fixture, you should have the object
checked by an electrician to make
sure it is properly grounded. Howev-
er, plain static electricity is a com-
mon component of our environment.

Third-rate burglary' 15 years ago

WASHINGTON (AP) — Fifteen
years ago today, police officers were
summoned by a guard to the moder-
nistic Watergate Office Building next
to the Potomac River. They arrested
five men in business suits who were
wearing surgical gloves as they rifl-
ed the files in a sixth floor office.

The story was mildly interesting to
newspapers because the arrests
were made in the offices of the
Democratic National Committee and
because the men were carrying
walkie-talkies and had bugging
equipment. . |

Richard Nixon, then running for a
second term as president, was spen-
ding that day in Grand Cay, a Baha-
mian island owned by his friend Bob
Abplanalp. He recalled in his
memoirs that he returned the follow-
ing day to his house in Key Biscayne
and saw a small story on the front
page of the Miami Herald under the
headline: *‘Miamians' Held in D.C.
Try-toBug Demo Headquarters."

On Monday, Nixon'’s press
secretary, Ron Ziegler, gave the ad-
ministration’s reaction. He called
the break-in ‘‘a third-rate burglary.”

With that small start began the

biggest political scandal in
American history.

In the ensuing years, its fallout
would cause the first resignation of a
president, the coincidental first
resignation of a vice president, and
the trials and jailing of many of the
top administration officials, in-
cluding the attorney general, the
White House chief of staff, the head
of the president’s domestic counsel
and his White House lawyer.

The Watergate scandal went far
beyond that burglary.

The White House tried to hide its
role in the affair and payoffs were
made to the burglars to buy their
silence. The coverup efforts, it was
learned late in the game, were sanc-
tioned by Nixon himself.

Eventually 25 men were convicted.
As a result of Watergate, the nation
learned about a White House-led
burglary of a psychiatrist's office in
Beverly Hills, Calif. The reason: it
might yield secrets about Daniel
Ellsberg who had embarrassed the
administration by leaking a secret
study of the Vietnam War — the so-
called Pentagon Papers.

Revealed were bribes paid to the

burglars to buy their silence, the ex-
istence of enemies lists in the White
House, a campaign of dirty tricks
against Nixon's opponent, George
McGovern; a White House taping
system that recorded all presidential
conversations.

Former Attorney General John N.
Mitchell had a phrase for these and
other transgressions: He called them
‘‘the White House horrors.”

John Dean, the White House
counsel who was involved in the plan-
ning of a political espionage effort,
tried to tell Nixon how deeply mired
the White House had become, referr-
ing to ‘‘the cancer on the
presidency.” When it became ap-
parent prosecutors were closing in,
Dean told the story to them.

Prosecutors wanted Nixon’'s
papers. The president fought in the
courts and finally lost in the Supreme
Court. A special Senate Watergate
committee learned about the taping
system and that set off another court
battle, which Nixon lost.

A Watergate grand jury named
Nixon a criminal co-conspirator but
did not indict him,

NEW YORK (AP) — Bernhard
Goetz, who sought justice down the
barrel of a pistol, has found vindica-

tion in a New York City courtroom. .

Goetz was acquitted of all attemp-
ted murder and assault charges
Tuesday in the shooting of four young
men he said tried to rob him on a sub-
way train on Dec. 22, 1984, The jury
convicted him only of a single felony

count of illegally possessing the
-38-caliber gun he used to shoot the
four

“I'm glad it's over,” Goetz, who
could avoid imprisonment or be jail-
ed up to seven years, told the
limousine driver who sped him from
the courthouse. ‘“The last two years
have been hell.”

The shooting attracted worldwide
attention and sparked national
debate on self-defense, crime,
vigilantism and the right to carry
guns. Some people saw Goelz as a
near mythical thug-buster fighting
back against urban crime and others
as a menace for firing five rounds in
a crowded train,

The case also had racial overtones,
because Goetz is white and his vic-
tims — Barry Allen, Darrell Cabey,
Troy Canty and James Ramseur —
are black.

“We didn't feel it was racial,”
juror Michael Axelrod said on ABC’s
‘“Nightline.” ‘‘We didn't lower
ourselves to that. ... To say that this
is a racism thing or this is a vigilante
thing is a bunch of garbage, because
it just wasn’t there, This was another
attempted murder case."”

Goetz, a 39-year-old electronics
specialist, had been charged with
four counts each of attempted
murder, assault and illegal posses-
sion of weapons; and one count of
reckless endangerment.

The prosecution portrayed him as
an enraged man who shot with
vicious intent; the defense painted a
picture of a reasonable man perfect-
ly justified in pulling the trigger
under the circumstances.

Goetz did not testify, but the jury
saw his videotaped confession,

When he decided he was going to
be robbed, Goetz said on the tape,
“‘My intention was to do anything I
could do to hurt them. My intention
~ you know, I know this sounds hor-
rible — but my intention was to
murder them, to hurt them, to make
them suffer as much as possible.”

He said his only problem was that
‘he ran out of bullets. )

In an impassioned argument to the
jury, prosecutor Gregory Waples
called Goetz a ‘“dark spirit” who
fired in “a blind, self-righteous,
volcanic fury.”

But defense lawyer Barry Slotnick
sald Goetz had read a potential
assault and robbery situation cor-
rectly and did what he had to do.

Waples stressed that a witness had
testified, and the defendant himself
had admitted, that Goetz shot Cabey
while the young man was seated. In
addition, Goetz told police that after
he shot Cabey, he walked over and
said to him, “You look all right;
here’s another.”

The shooting left Cabey paralyzed
from the waist down and brain
damaged.

But the jury discounted Goetz's
confession, said juror James Mosely.

“Really, what it comes down to is
that rapid succession of fire that so
many people heard,” Mosely said.
““So many of the witnesses did not
hear that fifth shot. They did not hear
a shot separated from the other
shots.”

Axelrod said Goetz was a victim of
circumstance, not a cold-blooded
killer.

‘“He didn't get on the train looking
to murder people, he didn’t get on the
train hunting people, he didn't ap-
proach these people in any way,"” Ax-
elrod said. “They approached him
and he was just sitting on that train.”

Acting Justice Stephen Crane set
sentencing for Sept. 4 and allowed
Goetz to remain free on $50,000 bail.

After the verdict, Slotnick said his
client was relieved. ‘‘He felt as if a
great burden was lifted off his
shoulders,” the lawyer said. “All he
wants to do is fade into the wood-
work. This has been a terrible
chapter in his life.”

Waples refused to comment. His
boss, District Attorney Robert
Morgenthau, said it was a fair trial
and declined to speculate about
jurors’ reasoning.

Goetz’s saga began a few days
before Christmas 1984 when he decid-
ed to have a drink with friends.

After he got on the No. 2 IRT
downtown express at 14th Street and
Seventh Avenue, one of the four
19-year-olds approached him and
asked for $5.

Canty testified that Goetz replied,

WASHINGTON (AP) — After five
years of brutal decline, the nation’s
farmland values apparently are bot-
toming out, the Agriculture Depart-
ment says.

But officials are cautious about
making predictions, indicating that
no boom is in sight and that what
happens through 1988 also depends of
a host of economic factors including
commodity prices and federal pro-
grams.

“A May 1 survey of rural ap-
praisers and several surveys by

Price protection,

Federal Reserve banks in April
noted a leveling in values in areas
where values were still falling late
last year,”" the department’s
Economic Research Service said ina
report Tuesday.

Bill Heneberry, the principal
author, said the number of farmland
transfers also has started to rise for
the first time since the early 1980s.
Although voluntary sales and estate
sales account for most of the
transfers, foreclosures made up an
estimated 26 percent of the total, up,_

from 22 percent last year, he said.

““We think that 26 percent is a con-
servative figure, that it probably
does not include some farms where it
was a voluntary (sale) to avoid
foreclosure,” Heneberry said.

Other farmers continue to make up
the largest category of farmland
buyers, he said, accounting for 56
percent of the purchases so far this
year, compared with 57 percent in
1986 and 63 percent in 1985.

No new dollar figures were
available, but Heneberry noted in an
interview that two months ago that

the agency published national and
state figures showing the average
value of U.S. farmland and buildings
on Feb. 1 was at a 19-year low of $548
per acre, down from $595 a year
earlier.

Farmland prices rose to a peak of
$823 per acre in 1982 before starting
their five-year slide.

“Optimism about the land market
stems from expectations of another
year of high net cash income and low
interest rates,” the report said. ‘‘Net
cash income (the difference between
cash receipts and expenses) is ex-

market helping

cotton industry move into good year

CONROE, Texas (AP) -
Domestic price protection, as well as
more competitive prices for U.S. pro-
ducts overseas, is helping the
domestic cotton industry move
toward its second-best year in the
last two decades, according to a top
industry official.

““The intrinsic good qualities of cot-
ton are still unmatched in spite of the
billions of dollars spent on research
by man-made fibers,"”” said Earl W.
Sears, executive vice president of the
National Cotton Council.

Domestic mill consumption during
the first was up 39 percent from a
year ago, while cotton’s share of the
fiber market has risen three percen-
tage points in the last two years, he
said.

“Cotton is on the offense as never
before. 1 am so excited,”” he told the
annual National Cotton Outlook Con-
ference on Tuesday.

AV SRR NS\ TN\ 1)
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The U.S. cotton industry also has
done well overseas as prices have
become competitive in world
markets.

“Foreign cotton acreage and pro-
duction have declined for the second
consecutive year,"” Sears said. “‘At
the same time, world cotton con-
sumption today is growing at an ac-
celerated rate of more than 2 million
bales a year. This combination of
events has made our exports
skyrocket.”

Sears credited some of the cotton
resurgence to the 1985 Farm Act that
guaranteed price protection for cot-
ton growers.

“I can't say enough about how well
the cotton program has worked for
our commodity,” he said. “What's
more, if this five-year program is left
intact, some economists project that
cotton production over this period

will increse by a total of 26 million
bales.”

The future also is promising, he
said, with commitments for exports
already strong for next year.

Sears said an, advertising cam-
paign, “Grown and Made in the
USA."is contributing to the industry
success.

“The campaign was initiated to
right the wrongs caused to our in-
dustry and its suppliers by the flood
of foreign cotton pouring into this
country in the form of cotton textiles
and apparel,” he said.

At the same, the industry has sign-
ed advertising agreements in Japan
and Korea and similar pacts with
Italy, France and the United
Kingdom are nearly complete.

Sears cautioned, however, that the
industry must continue to strive for
efficiency, since government sub-
sidies are threatened by moves to

reduce the national budget deficit.

“‘Although we are already greatly
reducing our dependence on govern-
ment, that help is still substantial,”
he said, although warning that cotton
growers can expect some federal
money cuts.

“There is only so much money and
the political menu to deal with it is
sliced thin,” he said.

L. Sykes Martin, president of The
Cotton Foundation, a research and
education foundation for the cotton
industry, said research must con-
tinue if cotton growers are to withs-
tand competition from foreign pro-
ducers and synthetic fiber manufac-
turers.

“The U.S. cotton industry still feels
and will continue to feel the strong
challenge of foreign and man-made
fibers,” he said. ‘‘We're well aware
the well of technology must be fed
constantly."”

pected to rise mainly because of
reduced expenditures and higher
government payments, which will of-
fset lower commodity receipts.”

The report added: ‘‘Higher net
cash income and reduced interest
rates on farm mortgages will enable
more farmers to finance land pur-
chases, Also, high rent-to-value
ratios may attract non-farm in-
vestors into the farm real estate
market."”

But the agency cautioned that a
large supply of farmland on the
market could put downward
pressure on values. Although prices
were maintained on property taken
over by the Farm Credit System
earlier this year when borrowers
couldn't repay loans, millions of
acres remain in lenders’ inventories
and more is being added, the report
said.

“In addition, downward pressure
on values could intensify if price sup-
ports or other government programs
are cut back, because much of the

AUSTIN (AP) — The latest con-
troversy in the Travis County seat in-
volves the county’s seats.

So Travis County paid about $3,500
to install rows of narrow, flip-down
seats that stand close to the wall.

John Sutton, director of the
county's general services depart-
ment, said the new seats ‘‘seem to be
the state of the art” in hallway fur-
nishings. They're narrow and
durable, he says.

SAVE LIVES

NEW YORK (AP) — A new ultra-
sound test that detects prostate cancer
in its early stages could save many of
the 25,000 men who die from the cancer
yearly, says Dr. Fred Lee, a radiologist
at St. Joseph Mercey Hospital, Ann Ar-
bor, Mich.

AIMplus magazine reports the test
can detect tumors when they are
relatively small and still curable as
compared to the current tests of detec-
ting the tumors through rectal ex-
amination when they tend to be large
and often incurable.
