Earle wag an American an
thropologist studying bomb cas-
ualties in Hiroshima when he
decided it was time to fulfill
his dream of sailing around the
world.

He got the yacht' built, and
that is almost a story within it
self. He stocked it and went a-
board with his wife, a pre-
daughter, and teen-age son and
a crew of three young Japanese
men, none of whom had ever
done any ocean salling.

For five years, nine months,
26 days they were gone from
Japan. The visited 122 ports,
spent 649 days at sea, and sall-
ed 54,359 sea miles (about 62,-

sea, of near disasters, of red
tape and wayg to cut it.
