This season of the Texos legisiature re-
corded requests for new junior colleges to
be located in Scurry, Bee, Maverick, Tar-
rant, and Mclennen counties. This trend, we
believe, is destined to spread extensively in
coming years, and it comprites one phase
of growth in which our orea may well be
dragging its feet,

In part, this is perhaps due 1o owr
proximity to West Texas State University
which provides a most desirable sitvation.
However, o junior college here might well
offiliote with the university curricvlum, and
create an even more desirable sitvation.
This, ot least, has been oaccomplished in
neighboring Llevelland with excellent re-
sults through cooperative plonning with
Texas Tech.

Continved emphasis on education —
ond we see no indicated let-down in the
near future — will glmost demand o local
two-yeoar college, which in the course of
time will come to be os widely vsed and
accepted as Hereford High School. This
trend is olready underway, especiolly in
the more congested areas of the Eost ond
in Californic to the West. Primarity, it
eliminates over-crowded freshman yeors in
larger schools, but perhaps the most bene-
ficial result is thot of making two more
yeoars of education available to the average
student, who can live ot home, eot at home,
and ‘even hold a poart-time job which may
be important 1o him.

Whether Deof Smith County and
Hereford need .— or even wonl — g simi-
lar school to the junior college remains. to
be seen. We do feel, however, that it is
an item which shovld be discussed at length
investigated.

LET'S COOK SOMETHING

Mama Bakes the Wedding Cake

By CECILY BROWNSTONE

It's a great day when the
Mother of the Bride can bake
her daughter's wedding cake
without undue fuss and trouble.

How can this be done? By

an apricot glage a bue coat
and Royal Icing frost and dec-
orate the cake.

We first came upon wedding
cake baked in this particular
shape when a neighbor’'s daugh-
ter got married. It was a pretty
home wedding and we were ask-
ed to slice the cake, We had

some trepidation until we saw |
the cake had been baked in this |

one-layer shape with the frost-
ing piped to make neat demar-
cations. Our cutting task was
easy — and most important, all
comers were quickly satisfied

ROYAL WEDDING CAKE

3 packages (each l-pound and
1 ounce) pound cake mix

2 cups milk

6 egg yolks

=75 whole eggs

1 eup commercial sour cream
Apricot Glaze and Base Coat
Royal Icing

Empty pound cake mix into
large bowl of electric mixer
Add milk; stir to blend; beat 1
minute at medium low, speed
Add egg yolks; stir to blend;
