AUSTIN, Tex. — A substan-
tial tax increase will be need-
ed next year to provide for fast-
growing state colleges and uni-
versities, .

Frank Erwin, chairman of the
Committee for the Governing
Board of Texas Colleges and
Universities, estimates that
higher-education expenditures
will to up $100,000,000 for the
coming biennium — above  the
present $432,000000 budget.
That's a hike of nearly 25 per
cent, "

Some authorities feel that in-
creased expenditures for educa-
tion will run closer to $170,000,
000.

Erwin predicted that collegé-
university enrollments will dou-

.ble by the early 1970's and ad-

ing facilities for all appears vir-
tually hopeless.
