Farmers Need

Midge Inspection

COLLEGE STATION — Texas
farmers should start looking. for
signs of sorghum midge says
Weldon Newton associate Exten-
sion entomologist, Texas A&M
University. The small orange fly
is best seen as it crawls over
spikelets of young grain sor-
ghum in early morning.

Destroying thousands of dol-
lars of grain every year, midge
is one of the most damaging
insects attacking Texas grain
sorghum. Usually farmers are
unaware of midge until tell-tale
“blighted”’ or “blasted” heads
begin to appear. Then it is too
late to attempt control, Newton
adds

He explains that sorghum
midge, whose adults are aboul
one twelfth of an inch long, over-
winter as larvae in cocoons
which are attached tospikelets
of Johnsongrass. About the same

Many growers choose to apply
insecticides immediately after
head emergence if midge dam-
age occurred the previous year.
Others prefer- to inspect their
fields and determine the need
for treatment depending upon
the number of adult midge
among newly emerged heads.
