West Texas ranchers
seek aid for drought

MIDLAND, Texas (AP) —
State officials piedged to help
find financial aid for ran-
chers struggling to cope with
a six-month drought and a
threatened federal quaran-
tine of their cattle.

But some of the farmers
and ranchers left a meeting
here Tuesday skeptical of
promises of relief for the
60-county drought that Texas
Agriculture Commissioner
Jim Hightower called “a
desperate situation.”

“Well, we've got lots of
wind and no rain,” Midland
County cotton farmer Vernon
Chandler said after listening
to the politicians.

Court action so far has
delayed a brucellosis quaran-
tine the U.S. Department of
Agricultre had scheduled to
begin on June 1.

But Hightower said a
federal emergency grain pro

gram, which previously was
automatic in times of drought
or other disasters, has been
reduced by the Reagan Ad-
ministration and now is ad-
ministered at the option of
US. Agriculture Secretary
John Block.

Under the program,
farmers and ranchers would
be subsidized $3 per hun-
dredweight of grain. That
would amount to a $60 sub-
sidy on grain prices that are
averaging $160 per ton.

Hightower said he would
ask Gov. Mark White to
declare a disaster in West
Texas. White already has
been asked Lo call a special
session of the Legislature to
conform the stale's
brucellosis control program
to federal regulations and
avoid a quarantine of Texas
cattle.

Texas Department of

Agriculture spokesman Fred
Lundgren last week said a
quarantine in conjunction
with the drought could resuit
in the destruction of cattle.

“The two are very incom-
palible to happen at the same
time," said Lundgren.

“We will be unable Lo ex-
port these cows into other
states to graze them or sell
them,” he said. “*“They will
have to be destroyed here."

Brucellosis is a contagious
disease that causes cows to
abort or bear weak calves.
Some states have threatened
to boycott Texas cattle on
their own if the federal
government does not quaran-
tine the state.

State Sen. Bill Sims, D-San
Angelo, said the drought ex-
tends from El Paso, across
southern West Texas into
some Rio Grande Valley
counties.

Contingency fund key
to budget negotiations

WASHINGTON (AP) -
Negotiators for the House and
Senate, hoping to complete
work this week on a com-
promise budget for 1984, are
struggling to iron out details
of a "contingency fund'' pro-
posed to provide up to §12
billion for anti-recession pro-
grams that Congress has yet
to approve.

The House-passed budget
includes funds for several

types of recession relief, and
while the original Senate
spending plan did not, key
Senate negotiators are help-
ing promote the idea of a con-
tingency fund.

Negotiatiors arranged to
meet today to resume their
talks, although no final agree-
ment is expected until later in
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the week at the earliest.
Under the proposal for a
comlggency fund, up to $12
billion ‘would be put aside, to
be spent, only if Congress
later passes formal legisla-
tiomeuin; up programs such

a contingency fund, there are

Among the most important
differences are how much
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money to include in the fund,
precisely how it would be
spent and whether to include
the account in the projected
deficit for the 1984 fiscal year.

The original Senate-passed
budget forecasts a deficit of
$179 billion for the 1984 fiscal
year which begins Oct. 1. Red
ink in the House budget was
pegged at nearly $172 billion.

. “"'What we do in the next 24
hours will determine whether
we can get a budget out,”
Sen. Lawton Chiles, D-Fla.,
declared Tuesday, a day of
brief public meetings but

lengthy private discussions in
which key lawmakers ex-
plained the contingency fund
proposal to various groups in
both the House and Senate.
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U.S.-sponsored withdrawal
accord Tuesday had “sold
their country to the devil.”

Al-Thawra, the newspaper

Cuban immigrant hijacks jetliner
to be reunited with his family

MIAMI (AP) — An Eastern
Airlines jet carrying 95 peo-
ple flew back from Havana
today after being hijacked by
a man who shouted *‘Cuba!
Cuba!™ and threatened to
blow up the plane with a bot-
tle of liquid, officials said.

The  hijacking Tuesday
night by a shipyard worker
who said he wanted to be
reunited with his family in
Cuba was the fourth on a U.S.
airline in two months and the
first since armed sky mar-
shals were returned to some
commercial flights last
month.

None of the 84 passengers
or crew of 11 on the flight
from Miami to New York City
was hurt and those aboard
the wide-bodied Airbus
treated it like “‘a lark,” one
passenger said later.

New Orleans resident Nelson,

Betancourt, had run down an
aisle shouting, then locked

himself in a lavatory after

ling from a red flight bag a
small vial that he said con-
tained explosives, FBI agent
Jim Freeman said after in-
terviewing passengers in
Miami.

If
it's not Havana, I'll blow the
plane up,” Freeman quoted
the man as saying.

Faulty alarms
blamed in fire

FORT. WORTH, Texas
(AP) — Investigators blame
the five deaths and heavy

damage toll from a pre-dawn

hotel fire on faulty and inade-
quate alarm systems and say
a driving rainstorm con-
tributed to the chaos.

The Tuesday morning
blaze, its cause unknown, kill-
ed five persons, injured 34
and routed more than 100
guests from the hilltop
Ramada. Inn Central on the
city's east side.

Firefighters pinpointed the
fire’s origin in a stack of roll-
ed carpeting and said the
flaming fabric sent black,
acrid smoke boiling through
the hotel corridors, cutting
off normal escape routes,

Dozens of guests, awaken-
ed by honking horns and shat-
tering glass, hurled chairs
through sealed windows and
erawled or jumped two floors
to safety.

“It was incredible how fast
the fire spread,” said Dave
Davies of Chicago, who
escaped with a business

associate, Bob Jozwiak of
Washington, D.C., through
second floor windows.

“There were no alarms and
we didn't have any warning.
We were just real lucky,” he
said.

“We feel that had there
been proper detection equip-
ment, there's a strong
possibility we would not have
five people dead. ... It could
have made a difference in
terms of life and safety,"”
Fire Chief Larry McMillen
said at an afternoon news
conference.

“From the positions of the
bodies, it appears they were
awake and out of bed and try-
ing to get to safety,” said Fire
Marshal Don Peacock. **‘But
it's a question of a quicker
alert to get them out of the
room."

Peacock said an alarm
system in the main building
failed to sound because of
corroded batteries and there
were no smoke alarms or
sprinkler systems in the

Schlichter returned to his
parents’ farm home-45 miles
south of here in Bloom-
ingburg, Ohio, Friday night
after 28 days in a rehabilita-

tion program at South Oaks
Hospital in Amityville, N.Y.
The former Ohio State
quarterback helped the FBI
arrest four Baltimore-area
men after he admitted losing
$389,000 in sports betting bet-

* ween January and March this

year.
Commissioner Pete Rozelle
of the NFL suspended
Schlichter for at least a year
after a league investigation.
Three of the four Maryland

men pleaded guilty in late’

May to federal charges of try-
ing to collect the player's
gambling debts. They are
awaiting sentencing. A U.S.
attorney has recommended
the charges against the
fourth man be dismissed.

The 23-year-old Schlichter
will work as an instructor at
the Ohio State football camp
this week and then help his
father, Max, with farm

chores this summer when
he's not involved in daily
workouts.

The 6-foot-2 quarterback
says he’s shed 18 to 20 pounds
to around 200 pounds since be-
ing hospitalized for his com-
pulsive gambling.

Schlichter has admitted
gambling away $389,000, but
some sources say the figure is
double that, “I was doing
what my disease told me to
do," he said Tuesday night.

The quarterback says his
gambling had advanced to
the stage where he was enjoy-
ing it two or three years ago.
“Then the last six or eight
months, It took a swing to the
worse. | was very anxious
and very nervous. It became
almost unbearable.”

Baseball heroes are a part
of American culture. They
come in all sizes and shapes
with varying personalities.
But they are largely
measured by numbers.
Baseball is a game of tradi-
tion and statistics.

It's only natural that few of
us look beyond those
statistics or scratch to see
what lies behind that often
glorified facade. We may be
shocked to see little horns

beneath the halo.
Some of those clawing spiked
shoes harbor feet of clay.

Bob Broeg, for a longtime
sports editor of the St. Louis
Post-Dispatch and the most
prolific of living baseball
historians, has profiled 53 of
his heroes in his latest
literary venture, ‘‘My
Baseball Scrapbook,” just
now hitting the shelves.

He writes with sensitivity
and honesty. Here are a few
thumbnails from his tasty

. Listen:

Babe Ruth: ‘‘Although
crude, vulgar, and an animal
with an animal’s- instincts,
Ruth had charisma as well as
clout. He had a warm image
with people, a childlike

charm that reflected the
mentality of a bad boy who
never grew up."”

Third trident ¢

renews debat

WASHINGTON (AP) —
The Navy receives this week
its third Trident submarine, a
vessel that in the debate over
America's atomic arsenal
has been both criticized as a
first-strike weapon and hail-
*ed as the best part of the U.S.
nuclear deterrent.

The commissioning of the
USS Florida at the Electric
Boat shipyards in Groton,
Conn., on Saturday is ex-
pected to be greeted by hun-
dreds of protesters who
believe the United States and
the Soviet Union already
have too many atomic
weapons. They say both
superpowers should freeze
their arsenals and then cut
back.

The Trident program has
been plagued by cost over-
runs — each of the 20 planned
subs is now expected to cost
$1.5 billion — and recent
criticism of the Trident I
missiles carried by the giant
560-foot boats.

But while the subs are éx-
pensive, they are also con-
sidered invulnerable to Soviet
detection, a feature which
has helped spur congres-
sional opposition to the MX
missile.

America's nuclear deter-
rent is composed of a “‘triad"”
of manned bombers,
submarine-launched missiles
and land-based weapons such
as the aging Titan and
Minuteman missiles. The
bombers and ICBMs each ac-
count for 25 percent of the
striking power while the sub-
marines provide 50 percent.

The Reagan administra-
tion, as part of its $180 billion
program to upgrade the
triad, proposes retiring the
Titans and some Minuternan
weapons and replacing them
with the 10-warhead MX.

But congressional MX op
ponents, noting that putting
the missile into Minuteman
silos will still leave it
vulnerable to a first strike by
Soviet war planners, say the
nation should s¢rap the MX
and rely instead on the Tri-
dent II missile, which will
have range and accuracy
similar to the MX.

That capacity worries
some nuclear critics, such as
Rep. Tom Downey, D-N.Y.,
who contends that the Trident
tould be seen by the Soviets
as a first-strike weapon.

The Navy has two basic
types of subs. They include 91
nuclear-powered attack boats
designed-to fight other ships
and missile-firing subs — the
31" Pogeidon-class boats and
three Tridents.

Never Undersold

a South Texas herd once own-
ed by a prominent

testing opponent to a Florida
packinghouse, the Austin
American-Statesman
reported today.

The herd in question
originally belonged to ran-
cher R.J. “Red” Nunley, a
central figure in the current
threat of a federal quarantine
on Texas cattle because of
what the government says is
insufficient testing for
brucellosis. Brucellosis is a
bacterial disease that causes
abortions or weakened offspr-
ing in cattle.

Nunley, a business partner
of former Gov. Dolph
Briscoe, has waged a battle
for years against state
regulation of brucellosis.
Nunley is not a target of the
investigation, a U.S. attorney
told the American-
Statesman.

The federal investigation
involves a shipment of cattle
Nunley sold last year to the
Texas Livestock Marketing
Association, a cooperative in
San Antonio. The cattle were
resold to the Lykes Brothers
Packing Co. in Plant City,
Fla., according to association
general manager A.J. Lind-
sey.

Tests run at the
slaughterhouse revealed that
some of the cattle had
brucellosis, according to the
U.S. Agriculture Department
in Austin. Missing from some
of the cattle were identifica-
tion numbers, called ‘‘back
tags,” required by the federal
government on all cattle ship-
ped out of the state.

Back tags play a key role in
the effort to control
brucellosis, agriculture of-
ficials said. The tags are
glued onto the cattle to iden-
tify the herd from which in-

prevent the spread of the
disease, sometimes called
contagious abortion.

Violation of the tagging
rule is a misdemeanor
punjshable by a fine of up to
$1,000 and a year in prison,

Lindsey dismissed the in-
vestigation as retaliation for
Nunley's battle against
bruellosis regulations, a
court fight that won Nunley
temporary exemption from
enforcement of state testing
regulations for his herds.

Nunley and his supporters
will be in federal court in
Austin Thursday to seek a
permanent injunction against
a quarantine.

“They are just trying to
pick at Nunley through me,"”
Lindsey said. ‘I ship four,
five, six loads a week. They
just picked out those cattle
because they can't touch him.
‘It doesn’t amount to a hill of
beans. You can lose tags off
the backs of cattle. It happens
all the time, not only on
Nunley cattle.”

While federal officials
agree that tags can come
unglued, they say an unusual-

tle to anyone.”

Nunley said it seems
pointless to worry about
whether his cattle were tagg-
ed or not because his court
victories would prevent a
quarantine on his cattle.

“I don't think they can
touch any of my cattle
regardless of who bought
them,’ he said.

U.S. Attorney Ed Prado
denied that Nunley livestock
have been singled out. They
are involved in only one of
three investigations now pen-
ding, he said.

Prado said no charges have
been filed and no decision has
been made about prosecuting

the marketing cooperative.

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Results of the study were
aired at a Steer Production
and Eval Symposium
at Texas A&M May 20-21 at-
tended by more than 700 cat-
tlemen, feedlot operators,
packers, stock show officials,
livestock judges, and 4-H and
FFA members.

Weather
improves

WASHINGTON (AP) —
Weather conditions improved
across most of the nation last
week, permitting rapid pro-
gress on field work for spring-
planted crops and escalation
of the winter wheat harvest,
the federal government
reports.

“Sunny, warm weather pr-
romoted planting and early
crop development™ in all
areas except portions of the
central and southern Plains
and the Southeast, where
rains replenished vital soil
moisture, according to the
weekly crop bulletin of the
Agriculture. and Commerce

Departments.
Only portions of South
Texas were facing

droughtlike conditions as
crop development began cat-
ching up to the average pace
after being slowed for much
of the spring due to pervasive
cool, wet weather.

The winter wheat havest
was gaining momentum
thoughout the South with half
the Georgia crop already in.

Internationally, the report
said the western part of the
Soviet Union got needed rain-
fall while the southeastern
area got limited relief from
dry conditions through light
showers. Showers also
benefited crop development
in the New Lands area and
drier conditions helped speed
field work in western Siberia.

The department is also
seeking public response to its
testing program for con-
tagious equine metritis in
horses to determine whether
it should be relaxed or
strengthened.

John Atwell of the depart-
ment's Animal and Plant
Health Inspection Service
said the requirements for a
special export test on swine
were dropped after represen-
tatives of the pork industry,
breeders and farm organiza-
tions said the plan would pro-
vide no more assurance
against exposure to
pseudorabies than current
testing procedures.

-SAN ANTONIO, Texas
(AP) — Texas Department of
Agriculture officials have
found battling an infestation
of fire ants in two Hill Coun-
try counties as pesky as the
insects themselves.

At the beginning of May,
agriculture éxperts set out on
the relatively manageable
task of aerially spraying
500,000 rural acres with Pro-
Drone, a non-poisonous
chemical aimed at
eradicating the fire ant.

The grand sum sprayed by
this week, a month later?
About 78,000 acres.

“We've had rain,”’ said the
department’s Mark Trostle.
“The last few days, we've
had wind. Our former con-
tractor never could get elec-
tronic guidance for the
planes. That put us back
about three weeks."

The planes have been air-
bogne only two full days but
Trostle, an expert on the im-
ported fire ant, admitted only
to “a little frustration."”

“If we got the weather, we
could get it done in three
days, doing about 100,000
acres a day,” he said Monday
from his Kerrville office, nor-
thwest of San Antonio.

The fire ant, a South

American insect, has become
a nuisance to farmers and
ranchers throughout the
Southwest and has a painful,
stinging bite.

; Allutdnlluphuhn
been marshaled to dump Pro-
Drone across much of Ken-
dall County and a strip of ad-
jacent Kerr County, both sup-
posedly on the western edge
of imported fire ant migra-
tion.

But before one drop ever
left the planes, Trostle and
his crew had to contend with
outraged environmentalists
and landowners who refused
to have any Pro-Drone
sprayed on their property.

The eritics charged that not
enough was known about Pro-
Drone, which tentatively has
been approved for use by the
Environmental Protection
Agency.

“‘We know it works and it's
safe,” Trostle said, ‘‘but we
want to see how much infesta-
tion on a large scale this pro-
gram would prevent."

The property of those
averse to Pro-Drone, totall-
ing about 16,000 acres, has
been marked with miniature
weather balloons — “like a
miniature Goodyear blimp"'
— to avoid accidental spray-
ing.

That's where the wind pro-
blems come in, Trostle said.

“You need to have winds
below 12 miles an hour to
keep (the Pro-Drone) from
blowing all over the wrong
land,” he said. “We've got
people who don't want their
land sprayed and we can't af-

, the ants forage at
this country is just
too hilly for us to go out in the
planes at night."”

Meanwhile, he said, he
alternates between placating
angry landowners and
reassuring residents worried
about the use of Pro-Drone.

“A woman very angrily
called me from the other day
from Kerr County, where we
haven't even sprayed yet,
and said her dog's bowl had
an oily film on it,” Trostle
said. “‘She said the Pro-Drone
did it. I told her maybe he had
just ate a pork chop.”

Bush to designate six cities
as drug war headquarters

WASHINGTON (AP) -
Vice President George Bush
on Friday will désignate El
Paso, New York City, New
Orleans, Chicago, Miami,
and a city in California as
regional headquarters for a
new coordinated effort to in-
tercept drug smugglers, ac-
cording to informed govern-
ment sources.

The six headquarters will
operate as part of the Na-
tional Narcotics Border In-
terdiction System (NNBIS),
created earlier this year to
improve the government's
capability to intercept drugs
being smuggled across U.S
borders, congressiona
sources familiar with the
operation said Tuesday.

The sources, who spoke on
condition that they not be
identified, reported that five
of the regional headquarters
would be located in El Paso,
Texas, New York, New
Orleans, Miami and Chicago.

They said a sixth head-
quarters would be located in
California, but differed on
which city had been chosen,
San Diego or Los Angeles.

CATTLE FUTURES
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Meredith Armstrong, a
spokeswoman for NNBIS,
declined to identify the loca-
tions of the headquarters. She
said they would be discussed
Friday by Bush in a speech at
the National Press Club.

The Customs Service and
the Coast Guard, which have
primary responsibility for in-
tercepting drug smugglers,
will play major roles in
operations of the regional
headquarters, one source
said.

NNBIS is the third major
anti-drug operation announc-
ed by the Reagan administra-
tion in the past two years.

In early 1982 the ad-
ministration created the
South Florida Task Force,
headed by Bush, to counter
increasing drug trafficking in
South Florida.

Then in October, Reagan
announced plans to establish
a dozen more anti-narcotics
task forces around the coun-
try. However, unlike the
South Florida Task Force,
which has operated under
Bush, the new task forces
were placed under the Justice

Department.

And unlike the South
Florida Task Force, which
has tended to focus on the in-
terception of drug smugglers,
the primary mission of the
Justice Department task
forces is to conduct longterm
investigations of the drug

hierarchy, according to of-

ficials involved.

After the 12 new in-
vestigatory task forces were
announced, a number of con-
gressmen complained to the
White House that more atten-
tion needed to be paid to the
actual interdiction of drug
smugglers in areas other
than South Florida.

The administration then
decided to create NNBIS to
coordinate the nationwide in-
terdiction effort, Daniel Mur-
phy, Bush's chief of staff,
said in an interview earlier
this year.

Formation of NNBIS was
announced in March by
presidential counselor Edwin
Meese III, who said Bush
would be placed in charge.

born fanatic who became dic-
tator of Germany in 1933 and
is today held responsible for
the execution of millions of
prisoners, mostly Jews, in
war concentration camps.

Because of the anti-Hitler
sentiment in this country,
Price has not yet found an
American publisher to
distribute his book.

“The book does not contain
three words: ‘Nazi,’ ‘Jew,’ or
‘politics.” And it does not say
that Hitler was a good or bad
artist ... I said only one thing.
This art was done by Hitler.
It's true and authentic. You
can make your own judg-
ment,” he said.

‘‘Art was all he cared about
— every day of his life, he
mentioned something about
art ... While he was in office,
everything he said was writ-
ten down and transcribed,
that's why we know that.

“He always said politics
had interrupted his art
career. He said when the war
was over, he hoped to return
to art, his main love ... Yet in
the history books, they never
mention his artwork,"” Price
said.

In addition to the 825 pain-
tings and copies included in
Price's book, there exist
another 1,000 paintings not in-
cluded because the owners
didn't want them used.
Authenticated Hitler works
sell for $50,000-$700,000 today,
Price said.

The works in Price's book
were authenticated by two
men to whom the book is
dedicated: Peter Jahn, an art
authority employed by the
Nazis during Hitler's regime
to document the dictator's art
for German archives; and
August Priesack, a Munich
professor and authority who
had to verify Hitler's hand-
writing and signatures on the
paintings Jahn uncovered.

The paintings included in
Price’s book are not con-
troversial. Hitler preferred
drawing buildings and land-
scapes to people; the few
figures he did draw are not in
proper perspective.

Twenty-four paintings in
the book belong to Price and
are worth about $4 million.
Price also owns four silver
settings designed by Hitler
for personal use and the
eagle-swastika sculpture on
which the Nazi emblem was
modeled.

‘“Hitler designed all the
dishes he used,’”’ Price said,
‘“the uniforms for his men, all
the medals they were award-
ed, the banners, the flags —
he sketched them and design-
ed them all. All the historic
standards of that era were
designed by Hitler."

The book is banned in Ger-
many because the govern-
ment claims Price does not
have the copyrights to
publish Hitler's work; the
government owns it.

Price, who is suing the Ger-
man government over the
book banning, says that when
Hitler died, his personal ef-
fects — his artwork —
became the property of his
sister Paula, who sold those
rights to a Swiss man
cooperating with Price in
publication.

The controversy actually
has made the book more
popular in Europe, he said.

“We have orders for a half
million in Germany now but
we're having to hold on shipp-
ing them ... They want to find
out more about this man who
caused them so much
trouble,” Price said.

“I personally think that he
was a decent man in the early
part of his life but somewhere
along the line, he got off.
Maybe these paintings can be
untangled by a psychologist
someday to see why."

Arthritis’hits whole body

DEAR DR. LAMB — 1
read that arthritis may
attack the lungs, skin, heart,
blood vessels and kidneys.

tuberculous arthritis and
gouty arthritis.

The shocker, though, for
most people is that rheuma-
toid arthritis, the inflamma-
tory type of arthritis, not
only causes sore and painful
joints but also affects the
entire body. The joints are
just one feature of a general-
ized and sometimes severe
illness.

Rheumatoid arthritis is
now believed to be one of the
auto-immune diseases.
These are diseases that
occur because of some
abnormal reaction of the
immune system.

Here is how it works in
rheumatoid arthritis. First,
your body is exposed to
something, perhaps a viral
disease, and, quite normally,
