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Five killed, 29 injured in hotel blaze

FORT WORTH, Texas
(AP) — At least five people
were killed and 29 injured
early today at a hotel fire that
sent some guests jumping
from their second-floor

- rooms when alerted by car

horns after the. main alarm
failed.

District Fire Chief Jim
Noah said four men and one
woman were killed in the
five-alarm fire, which started
about 3:24 a.m. at the two-
story Ramada Inn Central on
the city’s east side. The blaze
burned out of control for
about three hours.

An alarm system in the
hotel's main building did not
go off because its batteries
were corroded, said Fire
Marshal Don Peacock.

““There was no alarm
system in that wing" where
the fire broke out, he said, ad-
ding that the hotel was not re-
quired to contain smoke
alarms when it was built.

The fire was confined to the
hotel's northeast wing, in
which 88 guesits were
registered in 86 rooms.
Although the wing was the on-
ly part of the hotel officially
evacuated, about 150 guests

fled their rooms.

““We had a bunch of people
trapped, and they had to
jump from the second floor.
We had one woman taken to a
hospital with a broken
ankle." Noah-said. “‘I think
from a life hazard point, this
is the worst fire I've seen.”

Peacock said investigators
believed the fire started “in
some rolled carpeting which
was ready to be laid. Two oc-
cupants tried to put it out with
an extinguisher ... Carpet
puts off tremendous, black,
acrid smoke."

MOSCOW (AP) — The
Communist Party Cengral
Committee opened a political
work session today that was
to be addressed by chief
ideologist Konstantin U,
Chernenko, squelching
rumors he had been ousted
from the leadership.

Radio Moscow, in.a news
bulletin, said the Central
Committee “has convened
for a plenary session devoted
to ideological and political
work among the masses. A
report on this subject will be
delivered by the Central
Committee secretary and
Politburo member Konstan-

tin Chernenko.”

The Soviet news agency
Tass also announced the ses-
sion’s opening and said
Chernenko's address was en-
titled ““Topical Questions of
the Party’s Ideology."”

The Central Committee
holds plenary sessions
periodically to discuss major
issues of party work and to
consider domestic and
foreign policy.

The broadcast did nol men-
tion Soviet leader Yuri V. An-
dropov, the party - general
secretary, who some Soviet
sources earlier said had
engineered a major Politburo

Breakthrough may
help diabetics

BOSTON (AP) — A new
method of administering in-
sulin with a nose spray may
allow many diabetics to aban-
don their needles and take the
drug with their meals, when
they need it most, resear-
chers reported today.

The spray could be on the
market within three to four
years if further testing is suc-
cessful, said Dr. Jeffrey S.
Flier, who led the team that
developed the technique. It
has been tested so far on 40
healthy wolunteers and six
diabetics.

Flier, chief of diabetes and
metabolism at Boston's Beth
Israel Hospital, was schedul-
ed to describe his research to-
day at a meeting of the
American Diabetes Associa-
tion in San Antonio, Texas.

About 11 million people in
the United States have
diabetes, and many must
take daily injections of in-
sulin because their bodies
produce little or none of this
essential hormone.

In healthy people, insulin
levels increase after meals to
convert sugar into fuel that
can be used by the body. But
diabetics usually take a
single injection of insulin a
day, so their insulin levels do
not rise and fall to meet their

bodies’ needs and they may
have too much sugar in their
blood at times when the in-
sulin is not needed.

High sugar levels can
damage the blood vessels and
lead to a variety of disorders,
including eye and Kkidney
damage.

Patients can take insulin in-
jections with their meals, but
most are reluctant to give
themselves several shots a
day.

The nose spray method,
besides being easier to use,
allows the insulih to be quick-
ly absorbed into the blood,
where it reaches its peak
levels within 10 minutes,
Flier said.

‘*‘We envisage that it would
be ultimately an ideal method
to allow diabetic patients to
take insulin with a meal,”
Flier said in an interview.
This “would potentially pro-
vide an impetus for many of
them to get better control of
their diabetes.”

Insulin cannot be taken
orally because it is destroyed
by enzymes in the digestive
track.

When sprayed by itself into
the nose, it does not cross the
membranes into the blood
stream.

the 1984 Olympic Games
through the organizing com-
mittee, he would have to go
through the same procedure
as ordinary Don Q. Citizen.

For practical purposes, the
president and Mrs. Reagan
will be taking part in the
Opening Ceremonies as ac-
credited participants and the
International Olympic Com-
mittee will have credentials
for heads of state for them to
attend other events.

But when it comes to buy-
ing tickets, the president and
his family would have to
follow the buy-by-mail pro-

cedures outlined by the Los

Angeles Olympic Organiza-
tion which start today.

“That's true,” said G. Ed-
ward Smith, LAOOC Vice
President in charge of the
ticket operations.

Michael K. Deaver, deputy
chief of staff at the White
House and liaison man with
the LAOOC, had a copy of the
Olympic ticket brochure for
the president.

Millions of other copies
were set for distribution to-
day at all outlets of Sears,
Roebuck and Co. nationwide
plus branches of First In-

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terstate Bank in 10 Southern
California counties and by
Manufacturers Hanover
Trust in the five counties
making up the metropolitan
area of New York city.

“The Olympics will be the
largest ticketed event in the
history of sports,” said
LAOOC 'President Peter V.

Watson offers no
excuses for play

OAKMONT, Pa. (AP) —
Tom Watson offers no ex-
cuses for his relatively poor
performance this season in
golf.

“It's simple. I just haven't
played well,” said Watson,
who will defend his title in the
83rd U.S. Open Championship
which begins Thursday on the
historic, 6,971-yard, par 71
Oakmont Country Club
course.

By most standards, Wat-
son's record this year would
be considered very accep-
table. He has won $106,776 in
12 starts and finished in the
top 10 in half his ap-
pearances.

By Watson's standards,
however, “it's been a lousy
year."”

He has not won in the
United States since his
dramatic chip-in birdie on the
71st hole snatched the
American national cham-
pionship from Jack Nicklaus
a year ago. It is the longest
victory drought Watson has
suffered since 1977.

He has not yet qualified for
the World Series of Golf. With
only three weeks remaining
in the qualifying period, he
ranks a distant 20th on the list
from which the 12-man
American Ryder Cup team
will be chosen. He has not
finished higher than fourth at
any time this season.

“It's been frustrating,”
said Watson, golf's Player of
the Year five of the last six
seasons and the dominant
figure in the game since the
late "70s.

“I've gone through spells
like this before,” he said.
“It's part of the game. You
just have to endure it.”

Part of it is technical. He's
been working on adjustments
to his swing, which, he said, is
a continuing process. Part of
it is mental.

My confidence level is not
that high," he said.

“You have to play well to
have confidence. And I just
haven't played that well.
When you're not playing well,
when you don't have the con-
fidence that you'll hit the
good shots, you tend to play
defensively. And when you
play defensively, you don't
give yourself that many
chances for birdies.

“When you're not playing
well, your mind wanders.
You think about a lot of
things, too many things.

“When you are playing
well, you have freedom of
thought. You think only about
what you're doing, about
scoring."”

It is a situation that can be
corrected quickly, however.
“Oh, yes,”” he said.
“Sometimes it’s as quick as
flicking on a light switch. It
can turn around in a hurry.

“It's just a matter of doing
the right thing at the right
time," said Watson, who has
taken a two-week break from
Tour competition.

“l needed the break to
regroup, recharge the bat-
teries. This is the peak part of
the season. It's not too late to
turn it around,” he said.

DEAR DR. LAMB — In
one of your columns you
stated that by walking four
miles a day you would use
the number of calories in a
half pound of body fat every
week. You also said the
speed didn't matter as the
distance determined the
number of calories you lose.
Am | right then in assuming
that by jogging two miles a
day I'd be using no more
calories than if I'd walked?
Jogging seems so much
more strenuous and if it has
no more value than walking
I'll switch.

DEAR READER — That
is almost right. Between the
walking speeds of two and
four miles an hour, all other
things being equal, it really
doesn’t matter how fast you
walk in terms of eliminating
calories. Your body' welght
is more important én. deter-
mining how many calories
you will use per mile. So if
your goal in exercising is to
use calories, you can walk
two miles, three miles or
four miles an hour and, if
you walk the same distance
each time, the number of
calories you will use will be
the same.

Since a 150-pound person
uses about 60 calories more
walking a mile than resting,
it follows that in a week of
walking four miles a.day he
would use more than 1,600
calories — about the same
number as in a half pound of
body fat.

Jogging is less efficient
and between the speeds of
5.7 and 11.4 miles per hour
you will use about one and a

DEAR READER — There
is a distinction between
keloids and hypertrophic
(enlarged) scars. Simple
enlarged scars often resolve
spontaneously. Keloids do
not. A keloid may overgrow
the area of injury or inci-
sion.

The cause of keloids is not
really known. It is true they*®
are more inclined to occur in
dark-skinned individuals.
Simply cutting them out
doesn’t help as they simply
grow back, often causing an
even larger keloid. They can
occur from minor injuries or
from puncturing the ear
lobes for earrings.

Although it is difficult to
evaluate the results, it
appears that the best results
are obtained by surgery or
cryosurgery (freezing with
liquid nitrogen) combined
with corticosteroid injec-
tions into the area or com-
bined with radiation started
within two weeks after the

surgery.

‘“The net is placed over an
automatic feeder which
spreads corn for the deer," he
said. “‘Once the deer become
used to eating under the net,
we go out and set up our
blind."”

Massey and his partner
then wait until several deer
are correctly positioned and
electronically detonate small
explosive devices that free
the net from the framework.

‘‘After the net drops, we go
out and untangle the deer and
put them in out trailer,” he
said. “They are pretty ex-
cited when they are in the net,
but they really calm down in
the dark trailer.”

The animals then are tagg-
ed and transported to one of
the ranches, he said.

““Most of the ranchers are
trying to build up their deer
herds,” Massey said, “‘so
these animals probably won't
be hunted for several years.”
