City Manager Urges Review

Of Gas Rates For Consumers

Pioneer Natural Gas Company's
monthly gas rate adjustment, approved
by the City Commission in February,
came under sharp criticism Monday by
City Manager Dudley Bayne.

Bayne told the city commissioners
since they had approved in February a
100 per cent monthly rate adjustment for
gas bought at the wellhead, rates had
increased by 18 per cent.

UNDER THE present rate method,
Bayne said, Pioneer can add industrial
customers outside the city and county,
charge the new customer for the gas and
then charge Hereford consumers for. the
increased monthly volume of gas.

The only protection a city in Texas has
against being charged for expenses to
supply another city in some other part of
the state is its city commission. No one
agency exists in Texas as does in other
states with the responsibility of
regulating the intra-state transmission of
gas.

If a city decides it is paying for the
expense of obtaining gas from an
unnecessary distance source, it has the
authority to adjust the rate in its favor,

The company faced with having its
rates adjusted is entitled to make an

appeal to the Texas Railroad Commis-
sion.

BAYNE said in the past, the TRC has
not been in favor of 100 per cent monthly
adjustments, but has instead opted for
setting a flat rate, then allowing an
adjustment at year's end. He estimated
Hereford consumers would be saved
$80,000 annually if the flai raie and
yearly adjustment method could be
adopted.

Mayor James Sears authorized
Bayne, along with City Attorney Ernest
Langley and Bill McMaurice, utilities

consultant, to inquire of Pioneer about
the difference in gas cost to local
consumers based on TRC ruling as
compared to the monthly cost adjustment
method now being used.

IN OTHER business Monday, the
commission tentatively approved South-
western Public Service Company's
request for a fite increase averaging 9.03
per cent, subject to formal adoption of an
ordinance to be submitted by
Southwestern,

Jake Webb, Southwestern represent-
ative, said the new rates would be
reflected jggfthe September billing,
covering consumption beginning Aug. 5.

Clint Formby, head of a delegation
representing Hereford Cablevision which
was scheduled to request a rate increase,
said rate request plans were "premature
at this time."” Instead of making the
request, the delegation advised the
commission of plans to begin Spanish
programming within about three months.

Formby said the new service would be
transmitted by microwave. He said
initially the programming would be
scheduled for an hour per day.

A digital readout service to show news
clips about community happenings has
been ordered, Formby said, for use on
channel six.

CURRENTLY, Formby said, Hereford
Cablevision has 2,050 subscribers. He
said although the firm is presently
showing some losses, he preferred to
come before the commission at a later
date to make the request for a rate
increase

Hereford Cablevision rates are now
$5.45 per month, Formby said.

New $400,000 Deaf Smith County Library Building
Far Cry From First Facility Born 64

A librarian whose salary was $1.25 a
month — which she contributed to a fund
to buy books — kept the job 16 years and
was largely responsible for starting Deaf
Smith County Library which is dedicating
its new $400,000 building today as part of
Hereford’s July 4 celebration.

The extent of Mrs. F.T. Roloson's
service becomes clear in tracing the
history of the library; she and Mrs.
G.A.F. Parkér were the early residents

who led the county's clubwomen in

groundwork for a free public library in the
pioneer town,

TWO DECADES later when the
county assumed support of the library,
Lillie Hostetler was employed as the first -
full-time librarian. With her, services of
another dedicated book-lover were
gained to build a first-class library,
unusual in a small. West Texas city of
pre-World War II years. :

THE STORY is told of Miss Hostetler
that the discouraged farmers of that time,
coming to government agencies at the
courthouse to seek loans to save their
land, sometimes stopped to gaze idly at
book displays she arranged in the hall.

What happens /when you're
recovering from an illness and
are not sick enough to stay in a
hospital and yet not quite well
enough to completely care for
yourself?*

If you're lucky, you live in an
area served by a Home Health
Agency and can receive the

|needed services in the friendly

confines of your own home, says
the State Health Department.
Skilled and specialized care is
given daily to thousands of
Texans through one of the 45
Homes Health Agencies in the
state. The individual agencies
may be small, from a minimum
of two or three employees to
more than a hundred, but they
add up to a network of home
care services covering a large

L segment of the state’s popula-

tion. Most of the patients are

q elderly.__

WHAT EXACTLY does a
Home Health Agency do?

Take the case of a man who
suffered a stroke and was totally
bedridden, could not talk and

didn'l recognize famiily mem-

bers. The choices for his family
were these: extended, expens-
ive hospitalization; a nursing

| home, which also is expensive;

or, home care with skilled health

| personnel from a Home Health

Agency.

The patient was brought
home. Acting under a physic-
ian's written orders (necessary
in all cases), the patient was
placed under the care of a
nurse, physical therapist and
speech therapist and soon was
able to walk with a quad-cane,
talk to a limited extent,
recognize relatives and friends
and was able to remember.

In another instance, a woman
in her early seventies -under-
went surgery for cancer of the
lower intestine and had a
colostomy performed. Her
children were married and lived
elsewhere and her husband was
and partially blind.
Through a Home Health Agency
in her small town, she was able
to receive visits at home from
nurses and home health aides
who taught her how to care for
herself while she regained her
strength.

What happens if you live in an
area not served by an agency?
It's possible that one nearby
may be able to extend services
through a branch office or
sub-unit of an existing agency.
In some cities and counties, the
local health department
operates such an agency.

older

CAN A HOME Health
Agency be formed in your
community?

Definitely yes, says the’ State
Health Department. Informa-
tion may be obtained from Dr.
T.E. Dodd, director of Home
Health Services Division, 1100
West 49th St.; Austin, 78756.

What must a Home Health
Agency have for certification?

The requirements are many,
says Dr. Dodd, but they
basically are these: Each agency
must have a physician or
registered nurse as director and
have an advisory committee. It
must be a non-profit organiza-

,tion, or a public organization

like the health department, and
must offer skilled nursing plus

one additional therapeutic
service such -as physical
therapy.

The Home Health Services
Division will work with a
fledgling agency in getting
started and send out a
consultant to assist in filling out
the required forms. When the
paper work is completed, notice
is sent to the Certification and
Consultation Division and an
inspection of the facility is
requested. If approved, a
recommendation is made with
Social Security that the agency
be certified.

SINCE HOME Health Agen-
cies are non-profit organiza-
tions, payment to them is for
services rendered. Medicare

payments come through a third
party, or fiscal intermediary.
This can be an insurance
company or Social Security. The
intermediary, based on the
orders from a doctor, will
determine the length of the
related home care needed in
each case. Progress reports are
made by the nurse-director and
given to the physician on the
case, allowing the doctor to keep
abreast of progress. Often a
patient advances more rapidly
than the schedule originally
proposed.

Home Health Agencies are
providing a great service to the
homebound in Texas, says the
State Health Department.

Finances certainly are a part
of the contribution. Rising costs
of hospitalization greatly in-
crease the financial strain on
anyone unfortundte to have an
iliness demanding hospitaliza-
tion. It is much less expensive
the Home Health Agency way.
And, the shortage of hospital
beds makes it mandatory that
patients be released as soon as
it is medically practical.

Another point arrived at over
the years'is this, says a State
Health Department spokesman:
Patients..able to go heme to
continue their rehabilitation are
much happier and seem to
respond more quickly.

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WASHINGTON,D.C.--Pres-
ident Nixon continues to re-
ceive support from a large
segment of the American
public. In recent days, to

The Senate-

East and Russia, are counted
on by many to boost Nixon
stock.

Aides at the White House
report the pressure, and
gloom, has lifted consider
ably in recent weeks. They
believe release of the tran-
scripts of the President's
conversations, though
shocking many, have proven
helpful.

That transcript release
cost the President the sup-
port of several major news-
papers, certain key members
of the Senate and House, ad-
verse remarks from such sup-
porters as Billy Graham and
others. But repeated asser
tions by the President, Ron

Zelgler, Vice President Ger-
ald Ford and others--that the
President is not guilty of
any criminal action--has had
an effect. Also, there is a
growing feeling among the
general public that part of
the fight between Mr. Nixon
and the House Judiciary
Committee is political.

Reports from various
states show that leftwing
activist Democrats are much
stronger in many states than
had been expected after the
1972 McGovern rout. The
latest sampling indicate Na-
tional Democratic Committee
Chalrman Robert Strauss
may have his hands full try-
ing to control events at the
party’'s newly - inaugurated
mid-term convention late this

Texas as it appeared to a
traveler in 1828-29 is the subject
of an exhibit to go on display in"
The Museum of Texas Tech
University tomorrow.

Jean Louis Berlandier,
French born and trained in
Switzerland as a botanist,
traveled into what is now Texas
and recordedthe range of life he
found in the region in 1828-29.

The exhibition of material
based on his studies was
organized by the Smithsonian
linstitution for display in con-
junction with the publication of
Berlandier's account, ‘‘The
Indians of Texas in 1830," edited
and introduced by John C.
Ewers. Ewers is senior
ethnol ogist of the Smithsonian's
Department of Anthropology.

The exhibition now is owned
by the Museum of the Southwest
in Midland and is on loan to The
Museum of Texas Tech
University.

Jean Louis Berlandier saw
Texas as plains, deserts,
woodlands © and seacoast
peopled by more than 40 Indian
tribes.

Along with voluminous notes
on the geography, natural
resources, plant and animal life
of Texas, he carefully recorded
what he learned of the native
tribes — their origins and
relationships to neighboring

peoples, their languages,
beliefs, swellings, clothing,
eating  habits,  hunting

techniques, war tactics, burial
customs and mare.

His accounts have been ac-

cepted as among the most
accurate of America’s first
European travelers, and they
are the basis for the exhibition

WASHINGTON, D.C.~Pres-
ident Nixon has recently con-

These positions
are located with the Im-
migration and Naturalization
Service, an agency o the US.
Department of Justice.

The Service hires ap-
proximately 400 Border Patrol
Agents annually and offers good
opportunities to men and
women who are interested in
immigration law enforcement
and want to prepare them selves
for positions of greater
responsibilities through on-the-
job  and Service-offered
training.

All new appointees are
assigned to positions located
along the Southern United
States border

Border Patrol Agents per-
form a variety of immigration
law enforcement functions to
prevent the smuggling and
illegal entry of aliens into the
United States. Duties include
detection, apprehension, and
deportation of illegally entered
aliens; interrogation of
suspected violators; inspection

Patrol Agents are federal
career employees.

In addition, agents enjoy
many ‘fringe benefits” such as
vacation leave each year, sick
Jeave with pay, low cost life
insurance and health insurance
for which the government
shares in the cost. Salaries are
based on the standard federal
work week of 40 hours.

Individuals selected for ap
pointment enter on duty as
Border Patrol Agents with the
basic entrance salary of $9.969.
per year. At the time of ap-
pointment, all agents must have
a combination of abilities and
skills such as the ability to leamn
law enforcement methods,
ability to gather factual in
formation, poise and self
confidence, tact and ability te
deal with a wide variety of
persons in all walks of life

In addition, agents must have
the ability to learn to speak and
read Spanish. Individuals
sdected recaive instructions in
speaking and reading Spanish

Plan Gives Health Care At Home

What happens 'when you're
recovering from an illness and
are not sick enough to stay in a
hospital and yet not quite well
enough to completely care for
yourself?'

If you're lucky, you live in an
area served by a Home Health
Agency and can receive the
needed services in the friendly
confines of your own home, says
the State Health Department.

Skilled and specialized care is
given daily to thousands of
Texans through one of the 45
Homes Health Agencies in the
state. The individual agencies
may be small, from a minimum

segment of the state’s popula-
tion. Most of the patients are
elderly.

WHAT EXACTLY does a
Home Health Agency do?

Take the case of a man who
suffered a stroke and was totally
bedridden, could not talk and
didn’t recognize famiily mem-
bers. The choices for his family

| were these: extended, expens-

ive hospitalization; a nursing
home, which also is expensive;
or, home care with skilled health
personnel from a Home Health
Agency.

Acting under a physic-
ian's written orders (necessary
in all cases), the patient was

In another instance, a woman
in her early seventies -under-
went surgery for cancer of the
lower intestine and had a
colostomy performed. Her
children weré married and lived
elsewhere and her husband was

What happens if you live in an
area not served by an agency?
It's possible that one nearby
may be able to extend services
through a branch office or
sub-unit of an existing agency.
In some cities and counties, the
local health department
operates such an agency.

CAN A HOME Hé€ulth
Agency be formed in your
community?

Definitely yes, says the State
Health Department. Informa-
tion may be obtained from Dr.
T.E. Dodd, director of Home
Health Services Division, 1100
West 49th St., Austin, 78756.

What must a Home Health
Agency have for certification?

The requirements are many,
says Dr. Dodd, but they
basically are these: Each agency
must have a physician or
registered nurse as director and
have an advisory committee. It
must be a non-profit organiza-
tion, or a public organization
like the health department, and
must offer skilled nursing plus

Division will work with a
fledgling agency in getting
started and. send out a
consultant to assist in filling out
the required forms. When the
paper work is completed, notice
is sent to the Certification and
Consultation Division and an
inspection of the fad\lity is
requested. If approved, a
recommendation is made with
Social Security that the agency
be certified.

SINCE HOME Health Agen-
cies are nop-profit organiza-
tions, payment to them is for
services rendered. Medicare

payments come through a third
party, or fiscal intermediary.
This can be an insurance
company or Social Security. The
intermediary, based on the
orders from a doctor, will
determine the length of the
related home care needed in
each case. Progress reports are
made by the nurse-director and
given to the physician on the
case, allowing the doctor to keep
abreast of progress. Often a
patient advances more rapidly
than the schedule originally
proposed.

Home Health Agencies are
providing a great service to the

of hospitalization greatly in-
crease the financial strain on
anyone unfortunate to have an
iliness demanding hospitaliza-
tion. It is much less expensive
the Home Health Agency way.
And, the shortage of hospital
beds makes it mandatory that
patients be released as soon as
it is medically practical.

Another point arrived at over
the years is this, says a State
Health Department spokesman:
Patients..able to go home to
continue their rehabilitation are J
much happier and seem to
respond more quickly.

Texas In1828.29% \

Texas as it appeared to a
traveler in 1828-29 is the subject
of an exhibit to go on display in
The Museum of Texas Tech
University tomorrow.

Jean Louis Berlandier,
French born and trained in
Switzerland as a botanist,
traveled into what is now Texas
and recordedthe range of life he
found in the region in 1828-29,

The exhibition of material
based on his studies was
organized by the Smithsonian
linstitution for display in con-
junction with the publieation of
Berlandier's account, ‘“The
Indians of Texas in 1830, edited
and introduced by John C.
Ewers. Ewers is senior
ethnologist of the Smithsonian's
Department of Anthropology.

The exhibition now is owned
by the Museum of the Southwest
in Midland and is on loan to The
Museum . of Texas Tech
University.

Jean Louis Berlandier saw
Texas as plains, deserts,
woodlands and seacoast
peopled by more than 40 Indian
tribes.

Along with voluminous notes
on the geography, natural
resources, plant and animal life
of Texas, he carefully recorded
what he learned of the native
tribes — their origins and
relationships to neighboring

peoples, their languages,
beliefs, swellings, clothing,
eating  habits, hunting

techniques, war tactics, burial
customs and more.

His accounts have been ac-
cepted as among the most
accurate of America’s first
European travelers, and they
are the basis for the exhibition

WASHINGTON, D.C.--Pres-
ident Nixon has recently con-
vinced some of those who
have sought his scalp that
his foreign policy accom-
plishments alone justifies
his continuence in the White
House.

"*Sugar and salt are two of the
most common additives—each
of us uses about 15 pounds of
salt and 102 pounds of sugar
every year,” the specialist said,

“Food additives are merely
substances added to foods to
improve or alter the taste,
texture, appearance, nutritive
value or preservability,”” Miss
Springer explained.

Additives are often used in
preparation of convenience
foods.

On yard goods, the number in
4 small triangle appearing on
the end of the bolt provides a
clue to permanent care
information

With each fabric purchase, a
small, numbered label should
be provided which gives
necessary care instructions for
maximum performance of the
fabric

“The label number should
correspond to the number on the
bolt end," the specialist
reminded

Holly Not Desparate

For Sugar Act

Holly Sugar Corporation and
the domestic sugar industry can
survive without a Sugar Act for
the next three or four years,
President John B. Bunker told
stockholders' attending the
corporation's 69th annual meet-
ing recently at the Broadmoor
Hotel.

The fourth generation sugar
man said that, over the long
term, some sort of legislation for
regulation will be needed to
ensure stability of supply and
prices.

“Without this stability, the
industrial user, who accounts
for about 75-80 per cent of all
sugar consumed in the nation,
will be hard-pressed to find a
substitute for sugar's sweeten-
ing and preservative action
qualities,”” Bunker said.

Bunker was referring to the
June 5 action by the House of
Representatives which defeated
a bill to extend the present
Sugar Act past its Dec. 31, 1974
expiration. The Act ~has
regulated the importation,
growing and marketing of sugar
in the United States for 40
years.

"It is becoming increasingly
apparent that the House action
is raising prices and places the
industrial users in a weak
bargaining position on the
so-called ‘world market." So |
look for an extension of the
‘system’ if not the Sugar Act,"”
Bunker explained. :

He said that with the price of
sugar remaining high for
awhile, he believes that growers
will turn increasingly to
sugarbeet crops.

“l am not concerned about
the future of our industry. Sugar
is still one of nature's miracles
and our cheapest food energy

source,”” Bunker said.

He blamed defeat of the
Sugar Act on misinformation or
lack of understanding, especial-
ly critics who were clamoring to
kill the Act to buy sugar on the
“world market."

“They didn't realize that the
so-called ‘world market’ is
semantic miscarriage—that the
‘world market’ is only 10-15 per
cent of the world's sugar
because the remaining 85-90 per
cent is grown and marketed
under sugar systems similar to
our own,”" Bunker explained.

He said that under the Sugar
Act, the big industrial users—
bottlers, bakers, confectioners,
etc.—knew what their costs
would be and could count on
relatively stable prices and
supplies,

"*Scrapping the Sugar Act can
only be bullish on already high
prices, as our big industrial

users go out and compete for |

enormous quantities of sugar on
the world market (5 million
tons),”” he told stockholders.
He also attacked the notion
that payments to farmers
constitute ‘‘subsidies’’ by the|
Sugar Act. He explained that
the payments made to growers
for complying with the provi-
sions of the Act come from taxes|
levied on the sugar industry/
itself. ‘
“In effect, that tax levied on
Holly and shared by the grower|
is recycled into payment to the
grower. Not orily is not one red
cent otherwise paid to the
grower by the government but,
actually, the government profits
by this arrangement. Over the
years, more than $705 million
has accrued to the U.S.
Treasury through operation of
the Sugar Act,”” Bunker said.

Southern
grasses,; including bermuda
and zoysia, can be cut one-
fourth to three-fourths inches
high. Such grasses have under-
ground roots and can look rug-
ged unless closely trimmed

A rule of thumb is to cut your
grass before the length of clip-
pings exceed the height of the
cut. For example, on two-inch
bluegrass, you would cut it
weekly or about 16 times per
year on’ the average in the
Midwestern United States. If
in doubt, cut the grass a lttle
higher, more frequently and
with well-s ned bladéd. A
dull blade will rip, tear and
beat grass. Within limits,
higher mowing favors deeper
