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Midwest's drought

could be help here

The drought that has been
plaguing the Midwest for the past
month could pay dividends for
local farmers with big leaps in
prices for their wheat, corn, and
soybeans.

“]l don't want to forecast the
highest prices in history, but peo-
ple have assumed there would
always be plenty of rain and too
much of a crop. This may be the
year those things don’t happen,”
said Richard Schlabs of Schlabs-
Hysinger, a Hereford commodity
marketing firm.

Some areas of the Midwest-
lowa, Illinmis, Indiana, Nebraska,
Missouri, Minnesota—are eight in-
ches or more short of their ‘‘nor-
mal” rainfall. Unlike farmers
here, they don't irrigate — they
usually don’t have to. If they have
a problem with moisture in the
Midwest, it's usually too much
moisture

A high pressure system is en-
trenched over much of the eastern
half of the United States. That
system i1s causing storm systems
te bear to the north or south, or
hold them at ba. to the west. The
Midwest’'s usually abundant
moisture supply 1s going
somewhere else.

““The drought has effected all of
the markets,”” Hysinger said.
“The markets are so tied to what
happens when they are focused on
one thing. The market has focus-
ed its atlention on the drought.
With no ramn at all, it will continue
to rise. With a little rain, the
market could level off. y
il time to make a crop if )
‘¢t some rain, so the market
« uld fall a little.”

The most immediate market
concern i1s wheat. The nation’s
hard red winter wheat — the kind
grown around here — has been ef-
fected by the lack of meisture and
by disease problems, like the Rus-
sian Wheat Aphid in this area

The markets began their move
a month ago, on May 13. That's
when drought repeorts first hil the
marketplace

—-On May 13, July wheat on the
Kansas City exchange was going
for $3.13%2 per bushel. Monday.

July wheat was trading at $3.72%4

- a 3% ‘ent'rise in a month.

—-On May 13, soybeans in
Chicago were at $7.27 a bushel.
Monday, soybeans closed at $8.77
a bushel.

—On May 13, corn was at $2.06
per bushel. Monday's closing
price was $2.39%:2.

“The soybean price was more
radical because we were going to
be short anyway, even if there
were normal rainfall,” Schlabs
said. “We have the shortest car-
ryover of soybeans that we've had
in several years.

““Wheat has peen effected
almost the same way. The pro-
blems are not all because of the
dry conditions. We've had disease
problems here, and there have
been other problems elsewhere.”™

Schlabs says that while growers
in the Midwest have problems, a
normal year here could reap big
dividends.

“l think the exciting part is
what 1s to come. With a market
hke this, 1t could drastically
change the economy around here
A droyght like we had in the 1930s
could occur up there. It obviously
happened once here.

“If the weather pattern con-
tinues up there a few more weeks,
corn could go up another 73 cents
a bushel That's pure speculation,
but this weather pattern is so en-
trenched If 1t stays until the
end of the growing season, the
market, instead of being support-
dnven, will be demand-drniven
Commeodities will be rationed by
price.”

The bad news could have a big
effect arvund here, though
Higher comunodity prices means

it's going to cost more to feed cat-
tle, and farmers betting on high
deficiency payments could be left
out in the cold.

“The government deficiency
payment is based on the price,”
Schlabs explained. 'People who
planted less will be receiving
lower deficiency payments and
will see fewer benefits from the
higher prices.

‘Cattle feeders could end up
with a cost of gain 10 to 15 cents
higher per pound than they
assumed. there hasn’t been much
effect yet—there has been some in
the feeder cattle market because
the more it costs to get to
slaughter weight the less they’ll
pay to start with

“The drought up there has also
sent some feeders to town that
wouldn't normally be here yet-
there’s nothing to graze.”

Another significant factor 1s the
dollar. Foreign currency 1s worth
more compared to the dollar,
making American goods attrac-
tive overseas

““The dellar is a very sigmificant
factor,” Steve Hysinger said. “'It
has made our grain very attrac-
tive to foreign countries.

‘With the rise in the market,
pevople don’t realize we are just
now comung back to what had
been our 10-year low until about a
vear ago. We are just now at the
old 10-year low. You can look at
the chart and see that the corn
price could go a lot higher—there’s
a lot more room for corn prices.”

“I'm glad we can get the
market up and going again.” said
Schlabs. "Farmers have been in
this puverty thing long enough.™”

“Everybody 15 culling every
vow that they don’t need.

In nurtheast lowa on Wednes-
day, Vernon Kuhn worked in s

Elsewhere in the natien's
midsection and Seutheast,
farmers turned to sometumes
desperate measures to help
relieve the drought that’s premp-
ted widespread walter conserva-
tion and threatened farm wields,
sending prices zoomung on com-
modity exchanges.

Little relief came from weather
forecasters who continued to bear
bieak news after a dry winter
fulluwed by a parched spring.

“I’s guing to be dry across the
Plains and the upper Midwest al
least the next couple of days,”
Huagh Crowther, of the National
Weather Service in Kansas City,
Mo, said today. .

Baptists say those wishy-washy
about Jesus will end up in hell

SAN ANTONIO, Texas (AP) —
People lacking commitment to Jesus
will be consigned to hell, Southern
Baptists declared, while moderates
marched to the Alamo and tore up a
resvlution they said meant a
denommational dictatorship.

“Sume believe that hell 1s not a
reality, and its corollary, that all
peuple will eventually be saved,”
said a resolution approved Wednes-
day by the nation’s largest Protes-
tant denomination at its annual con-
vention,

“We affirm our belief in the
biblical truth that those without a
personal commitment to Jesus
Christ will be consigned to a literal
hell, the place of everlasting separa-
tion from God.™

Bemg saved from it “‘comes only
by repentence, regeneration through
faith i Jesus Christ,” the resolution
said. ““No one 1s saved apart from
that transforming experience.”

The resolution, approved over-
wheliningly, represents no change in

doetrine by the 14.7 million-member
denvomination. But it was unusual
since the subject of hell is rarely
discussed in most mainstream
pulpits or by church conventions
because so little is concluded about
it.

It also seemed to refleet the fun-
damentalist position that non-
Christians must be brought to Christ
or be condemned to hell, a thesis that
has not been advanced by mainline
churches in modern times.

A regional interfaith director for
the Seuthern Baptist missions board
in New Jersey was ousted earlier this
vear by fundamentalist pressure
because he held that God's covenant
with Jews remains permanent and
valid.

Fundamentalists have held the
presidency of the Southern Baptist
Convention for nine years. They
maintained their grip with the elee-
tion Tuesday of another fundamen-
talist, the Rev. Jerry Vines of
Jacksonville, Fla., whe narrowly

defeated the moderate candidate,

the Rev. Richard Jackson of
Phoenix, Ariz., for the one-year
term.

Through presidential appeintive
powers, fundamentalists have
brought the vast network of
denominational operations under
their control.

The resclution was one of several
approved as the annual meeting of
32,600 ‘‘messengers,’’ as the
delegates are known, neared its close
today.

With the fundamentalist wing
predominating, the convention alse
limited the historic Protestant con-
cept of the equality of laity and
clergy.

That view, expressed in the phrase
“priesthood of the believer,” was a
concept of the 16th century
Reformation, which rejected the
clerical demination in the Roman
Cathelic Church.

IRA bombing
of British van

BELFAST, Northern Ireland (AP)
— A bemb planted in a British army
van while six soldiers ram a half-
marathon killed them and injured 10
civilians in the worst Irish
Republican Army attack in Northern
Ireland in seven months.

The bembing Wednesday night in
Lisburn, seven miles southwest of

Belfast, brought this year’s death toll
from sectarian violence to 38 — eight
this week alone.

The lawsuit says the comments
were falsely attributed to Miss
Gabor and that she was emotionally
distressed by the report, said Paul
Monzione, an attorney with Melvin
Belli’s law firm in San Francisco.

The lawsuit, which names the New
York Post Co. and several uniden-
tified individuals, was filed Monday
in the Los Angeles County Superior
Court here, a clerk said.

An editor at the Post referred ques-
tions to attorney Charles Moerdler,
who had left his office and was not
available by telephone Tuesday
afternoon. He did not return The
Associated Press’ telephone call
Tuesday night.

Monzione said the Post’s April 22
story described a confrontation that
Miss Gabor had with another guest
on The Regis Philbin Show, a talk
show televised in the New York City
darea.

**She was so upset by the confron-
tation on live television she began
making statements and comments,
but at no time did she ever say the
things that the Post stated were her
statements," Monzione Said.

The lawyer said the alleged libel
described Zsa Zsa as getting into a
limousine, drinking some vodka and
then launching into a diatribe — *‘the
gist of which was that Hitler had his
good points.”™

“*Miss Gabor is not a drinker and
na\‘er has been, and so to attribute
that practice to her is just flat out
wrong,” Monzione said. “‘But even

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more damaging is attributing the
statement to her that ‘Hitler had his
good points.""’

Monzione said the newspaper
subsequently published a retraction,
saying it was unable to confirm that
Miss Gabor had made the statement.
But he said the retraction wasn’t
given sufficient prominence and
should have unequivocally stated
that the Hungarian-born actress
never made the statement.

ALBANY, N.Y. (AP) — On the eve
of his 56th birthday, Gov. Mario
Cuomo said he may not get a present
from his wife, Matilda, because she
is angry over his attempts to cut fun-
ding for a state council she runs.

Cuomo, facing a potential $900
million budget deficit, has proposed
cutting all sorts of spending, /in-
cluding $500,000 of the $4 million
budget for the Council on Children
and Families.

Soshu is the nation’s largest lay Bud-
dhist organization. Duffy was in-
troduced to it by his wife, Carlyn,
whom he met during his senior year
at the University of Washington.
