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President settles on security team for new term
First woman appointed 
secretary of state leads

Midland 
legislator 
asks probe 
of lottery

AUSTIN (AP) - A lop legislator, 
saying the stale’s reputation is at 
stake, wants an immediate investiga­
tion of the Texas Lottery.

Rep. Tom Craddiek, R-Midland, 
said 'Thursday that news reports about 
financial dealings between the lottery 
and its primary contractor, GTECH 
Corp., have raised questions that need 
answers.

"As a state-sanctioned gambling 
venue, every aspect of the Texas 
Lottery’s dealings must be totally 
credible and beyond reproach,’’ 
Craddiek said.

"Any circumstance which casts 
a shroud of doubt or cynicism over 
the game or its vendor effectively 
casts that same suspicion over state 
government. The public demands and 
deserves an honest, thorough 
accounting of any questionable 
dealings from those individuals who 
arc charged with overseeing and 
operating the Texas Lottery.”

The attorney for lottery director 
Nora Linares said he was confident 
that an investigation would find 
nothing inappropriate.

"Ms. Linares’ conduct will 
certainly pass muster from any 
investigation,” said lawyer Charles 
Socchting of San Marcos.

“ The Texas Lottery has an 
outstanding reputation nationwide, 
as docs Ms. Linares. She and it will 
survive politics and competitive 
(business) pressures, which I attribute 
to be at the heart of a great deal of 
this current controversy,” he said.

In a letter to Ll. Gov. Bob Bullock, 
who chairs the Legislative Budget 
Board,Craddiek asked that the LBB 
launch the lottery investigation 
immediately.

Craddiek also said he wants to 
have his own House Ways and Means 
Committee look at the lottery. The 
Legislature convenes next month.

"You and I share an interest in 
preserving the integrity and reputa­
tion of our state government, and 1 do 
not believe it is an exaggeration to 
say that the reputation of the state of 
Texas is, literally, at stake,” 
Craddiek wrote to Bullock.

"Clearly, unless immediate action 
is taken to clear the air, both the 
Texas Lottery and state government, 
in general, will suffer...”

WASHINGTON (AP) - Settling 

on his second-term national security 
team, President Clinton today chose 
U.N. ambassador Madeleine Albright 
to be the first female secretary of 
state and Republican Sen. William 
Cohen to be his defense secretary.

A senior White House official, 
speaking on condition of anonymity, 
also said Clinton had decided to name 
Anthony Lake, his national security 
adviser, to be the new CIA director. 
Sandy Berger, Lake’s deputy, will 
move up to the top spot.

“ I feel fabulous,” Albright said 
as she left her home today en route 
to the State Department.

Clinton planned to announce the 
choices this afternoon. The appoint­
ments of Albright, Cohen and Lake 
would be subject to Senate confirma­
tion; Berger’s would not.

Secretary of Slate Warren 
Christopher and Defense Secretary 
William Perry arc resigning. The 
decision means CIA director John 
Dcutch is probably out of a job in the 
second term. He had been mentioned 
as a candidate to replace Energy 
Secretary Hazel O’Leary, but aides 
no longer expect that to happen.

Though the appointments of Lake 
and Berger amount to a second-term 
reshuffling, the nominations of 
Albright and Cohen arc trailblazing.

Albright, whose family fled the 
communist takeover of Czechoslova- 
kia when she was a child, would be 
the first woman to hold America’s 
senior diplomatic post. The selection

of Cohen, the retiring Maine 
lawmaker, is in keeping with 
C linton’s promise to include 
Republicans in his administration.

Albright’s selection comes amid 
mounting pressure from women’s 
groups, who argued that Clinton’s 
re-election was due in large part to his 
support from female voters. Both lop 
choices reflect the influence of Vice 
President A1 Gore, who supported 
Cohen and who needs female voters 
for his planned presidential race four 
years from now.

Other details about the president’s 
new national security team:

- Albright, 59, is a naturalized 
American citizen, the daughter of a 
Czech diplomat whose family moved 
from Czechoslovakia to the United 
States when she was 11. As U.N. 
ambassador, she has been known as 
a hawk on Bosnia intervention and 
NATO expansion.

She is considered hard-working 
and outspoken, a Washington insider 
who came from the academic world 
to the Clinton administration in 1992. 
Some question her credentials as a 
strategic global thinker, and Clinton 
may have opened himself to questions 
on that score.

- Cohen, 56, is a Republican 
moderate who announced earlier this 
year that he was retiring from the 
Senate after three terms. He rose to 
national prominence when he cast one 
of the first GOP voles to impeach 
President Nixon and later played a 
leading role in the Iran-Contra 
hearings.

New evidence reported on deadly nerve gas 
spewed when Iraqi weapons depot blew up

WASHINGTON (AP)_ A deadly 
nerve gas spewed out of canisters 
found by U.N. inspectors at an Iraqi 
weapons depot, a Pentagon official 
said, adding new details to evidence 
that Americans who blew up the 
de|X)i after the Persian Gulf War were 
exposed to chemical weapons.

The Pentagon, which for years said 
there was no evidence of such 
exposure, also denied Thursday any 
effort to hide data that might show 
that U S. military officials at the time 
knew American troops who blew up 
the Kamisiyah weapons dump in 
March 1991 were contaminated.

R e t i r e d  G e n .  N o r m a n  
Schwarzkopf, who commanded 
American forces in thp 1991 war, said 
Thursday he did not believe Iraqi 
chemical weapons had anything to do 
with the veterans’ illnesses.

In an interview with The New 
York Times, Schwarzkopf also said 
he resented suggestions that he and 
other commanders hid in an airtight 
bunker in Riyadh to avoid exposure 
to deadly chemicals. "We were just 
as susceptible as anybody else,” he 
said.

The Pentagon announced last June 
that U.N investigators who visited 
the Kamisiyah site in southern Iraq 
in October 1991 found canisters 
thought to contain the nerve gas sarin 
and mustard gas.

On Thursday, the Pentagon point

man for Persian Gulf illnesses, 
Bernard Rostkcr, offered further 
details confirming that the canisters 
contained toxins. “ They drilled into 
a rocket and sarin spurted out of that 
rocket. So sarin was present, and they 
did find a cache of mustard gas,” he 
said at a news conference.

"Based upon the l 1 N. reports and 
the evidence that the U.N. has 
brought back there’s no doubt in my 
mind there were chemical” weapons 
at Kamisiyah, he said.

Rostkcr said the Pentagon was in 
a "quandary" because there were no 
reports from the field at the time of 
Americans being sickened. “ We 
destroyed the bunker. And yet none 
of the corroborating facts from the 
commanders seem to support the 
release of chemicals in Kamisiyah. ”

The Pentagon has urged some 
20,(XX) service members who were in 
the area to contact the Department of 
Veterans Affairs and Pentagon offices 
and report any health problems.

Veterans have long claimed that 
exposure to chemical and biological 
weapons may be responsible for the 
illnesses afflicting thousands of those 
who served in the Gulf.

In his interview with The Times, 
published in today’s editions, 
Schwarzkopf said he did not know of 
any incident in which any chemical 
was uncovered during the war.

"And this w as my No. 1 intelli­
gence priority. There was no

chemical exposure at all that I know 
of,” he said. " I t’s very important to 
me that the true information gel out 
so that people don’t think that there 
is some giant conspiracy.”

Many veterans have asserted that 
the Pentagon has not been forthright 
on the issue and published reports, on 
Thursday by the Times and earlier by 
The Birmingham (Ala.) News, noted 
that military logs from the March 
1991 period when the demolition 
operation look place arc missing.

Schwarzkopf told the Times in the 
interview that he had "absolutely no 
idea” why parts of the logs arc 
missing.

He said he never saw the logs, and 
information from them was not 
routinely brought to his attention.

From the Pentagon, spokesman 
Kenneth Bacon said, "We aren’t 
holding back anything. We want to 
get to the bottom of this as quickly 
and as carefully and as accurately as 
possible. Our lives would be much 
easier if there were no facts unex­
plained. Life isn’t always that easy. ” 

Bacon pointed out that there is no 
mention of chemical exposures in 
field records from Kamisiyah that 
have so far been examined. The 
missing data arc from computer logs 
at the Central Command headquarters 
in Riyadh, Saudi Arabia.

"We aren’t shirking from any 
finding or any piece of information. 
But we have not been able to put 
together a completely comprchcnsi vc.

UNITED NATIONS (AP) - During 
four years as U.N. ambassador, 
Madeleine Albright won a reputation 
as a vigorous promoter of American 
goals. But her hawkish views and 
strident style also made her one of the 
United Nations’ most controversial 
figures.

“ She has a very open and 
engaging personality that makes it 
very easy to work with her,” Chilean 
Ambassador Juan Somavia said 
Thursday, alter Albright was named 
the first female secretary of state.

British Ambassador John Weston 
said he had "grown to like her 
enormously and respect her profes­
sionally very greatly.”

But asked about claims that her 
style was too tough, Weston replied: 
"L(x>k, I’ve just told you she’s a 
friend of mine. I admire and respect

Panhandle residents 
rally to keep buffalo

CANYON, Texas (AP)-West 
Texas A&M University wants to 
keep a wild Panhandle buffalo 
herd home on the range.

The university conducted a 
petition drive to curry support for 
keeping the herd of more than 60 
bison intact and in the Panhandle, 
said school spokeswoman Dana 
Olmstcad.

Ms. Olmstcad said she had 
hoped to collect 1,922 signatures. 
The number represents the the 
year West Texas adopted the 
buffalo as its mascot and bought 
its first mascot from legendary 
cattleman Charles Goodnight.

By die end of the petition drive, 
however, Ms. Olmstcad had 
collected 3,213 signatures.

"I did not realize how 
passionate people were about 
(keeping the herd),” she said.

The petitions were sent to 
Austin on Thursday.

Dcsccndahtsof “Charlie,” the 
<i iginal West Texas mascot, roam 

the late rancher’s JA Ranch near

Quitaquc, about 65 miles 
southeast of Canyon and 75 miles 
southeast of Amarillo.

However, ranch officials 
donated the herd to the state of 
Texas, saying the ranch no longer 
can accommodate the buffaloes.

Texas Parks and Wildlife 
Department officials will decide 
next week where to relocate the 
Goodnight herd, Ms. Olmstcad
said.

Caprock Canyons State Park 
is the only Panhandle location 
being considered, she said. Other 
locations include: Mason
Mountain Wildlife Management 
Area near Mason; Elephant 
Mountain Wildlife Management 
Area near Alpine; Matador 
Wildlife Management Area near 
Paducah; and San Angelo State 
Park

"It is a healthy, pure herd, and 
they have been getting along well 
in this area for more than 1(X) 
years,” Ms. Olmstcad said.

Of Iraqi President Saddam 
Hussein, she said: “ the extent of the 
brutality of Saddam Hussein seems 
to hold no bounds.”

She stood fast in the 15-mcmbcr 
Security Council and cast the lone 
vote against a second term for 
S e c re ta ry -G e n e ra l  B o u tro s  
Boutros-Ghali on Nov. 19.

L ast year, A lb rig h t and 
Boutros-Ghali openly exchanged 
harsh words after Albright pressured 
the U.N. chief to withdraw his 
rccomm endation that the world body 
have no peacekeeping role in eastern 
Croatia.

Supporters say the criticisms arc 
unfair, and that Albright has used the 
news media to generate interest in the 
United Nations and international 
issues among a U.S. public that cares 
little for world events.

“ She has a vision for the future of 
the world and she’s an ardent believer 
in the United Nations system,” South 
Korcun Ambassador Park Soo Gil 
said. "And I believe it’s good.”

Some diplomats believe her strong 
views reflect her origins. The 
daughter of a Czechoslovak diplomat, 
Albright fled communism in her 
homeland alter World War II and

SPACE CENTER, Houston (AP) - 
Space dkuttle Columbia's home­

coming was postponed for the second 
day in a  row today because of dense 
fog over the Florida nm way and gusty 
wind in California. The extension 
means the problem-plagued mission 
will set a record as longest shuttle 
flight

Flight controllers said they would 
make another landing attempt on 
Saturday, when weather was 
predicted to improve. The five 
astronauts have enough fuel and 
supplies to remain in orbit until 
Wednesday, NASA spokesman Ed 
Campion said.

The landing delays, which came

toward the end of a flight plagued by 
a jammed hatch and an erratic 
schedule, will keep the astronauts in 
orbit for 18 days, a space shuttle 
endurance record. Columbia holds the 
record for the longest shuttle flight 
to date, 16 days and 22 hours.

When Columbia blasted off on 
Nov. 19, its research mission was 
slated to end on Thursday. A day was 
added to allow more observations by 
a telescope released by the ere Y  then 
taken away after an early poor 
weather forecast for today.

The crew tried to return to Earth 
on Thursday, but low clouds got in 
the way. The weather for today was 
predicted to improve, but dense fog 
formed this morning.

The uncooperative weather follows

a mission filled with kinks. Two 
spacewalks to practice how to build 
the planned international space 
station had to be scrubbed because of 
the stuck hatch. Engineers never 
figured out what caused the problem.

Although NASA decided it wasn’t 
worth the risk to try to pry open the 
hatch for the practice spacewalks, 
flight controllers had to devise ways 
to force it open in case an emergency 
spacewalk was needed before landing 
to close the cargo bay doors.

The doors closed easily in 
preparation for landing attempts 
Thursday and today. They must be 
open in orbit to radiate heat from the 
shuttle but have to be closed for the 
fiery plunge through the atmosphere.

Date, site 
of first trial 
may move

NEWARK, N.J. (AP) - Tbming 
the tables on the Unabomber suspect, 
federal proseculore proposed moving 
Theodore Kaczynski’s first trial up 
by five months and away by nearly 
3,000 miles.

The government had originally 
planned to try Kaczynski first in 
Sacram ento, Calif., where a 
November trial date has been set on 
two deaths attributed to the 
Unabomber’s 18-year string of 
explosions.

In court papers filed Thursday 
night, prosecutors proposed trying 
him first on murder charges in New 
Jersey starling June 30. Kaczynski is 
charged with killing an ad executive 
in the state.

Kaczynski’s lawyers, who had 
requested delays earlier, said they 
were concerned about a speedy 
resolution and asked a judge for a 
single trial in California on all the 
Unabomber charges, since there is 
evidence common to both cases.

Prosecutors asked the judge to 
deny the request to transfer the New 
Jersey case to Sacramento. If the New 
Jersey trial started on June 30, ii 
would be finished in lime for the 
California trial to start in November, 
prosecutors say.

The change of venue request is to 
be argued in Newark on Tuesday 
before U.S. District Judge Dickinson 
R. Debcvoise, following Kaczynski’s 
arraignment by video conference. He 
is charged with killing Thomas 
Mosscr by sending a bomb to his New 
Jersey home, the only attack for 
which the Unabomber claimed 
responsibility.

Messages left for Kaczynski’s 
lawyers in New Jersey and California 
were not immediately returned.

Prosecutors have said they hope 
to decide before January whether to 
seek the death penalty, which 
Kaczynski could face for any of the 
three bombing deaths.

Kaczynski, who became a recluse 
in Montana after a promising start as 
a Berkeley math professor, has 
already pleaded innocent to a 
10-count indictment covering four 
Unabomber attacks that killed two 
people in California.

Federal authorities believe 
Kaczynski, 54, used bombs to kill 
three people and injure 23 others 
between 1978 and 1995. He was 
arrested April 3 at his cabin in 
Lincoln, Mont., and is being held in 
California without bail.

Warnings on cigarettes do not 
begin to tell smoking dangers

Dear Ann Landers: I hope you 
will print this article by Joan Beck. 
It appeared in the Chicago Tribune. 
This article is scarier than any 
warning I have ever read. — Craig in 
Chicago

Dear Craig: I have obtained Joan 
Beck’s permission to run it. 1 should 
tell you that cigarettes were a major 
factor in her husband’s death. Here’s 
the article:

“ The terse ‘surgeon general’s 
warnings’ on cigarette packs don’t 
begin to tell the full dangers of 
tobacco. The infamous toll is 
documented in a carefully researched 
new book published by the American 
Council on Science and Health. It is 
called ’Cigarettes: What the Warning 
Label Doesn’t Tell You.’ Here’s a 
sampling:

“ Cigarette smoking is the leading 
preventable cause of death and of 
early ill health and disability. It is 
responsible for about 500,000 deaths 
every year. No system of a smoker’s 
body is spared its harmful effects.

“ Smoking not only causes lung 
cancer, emphysema and chronic 
bronchitis, it also makes pneumonia, 
tuberculosis, influenza and the 
common cold worse and aggravates 
asthma. Smokers have twice the death 
rates from cancer as non-smokers, 
and almost one-third of all cancer

deaths are caused by using tobacco. 
Cigarettes are associated with cancer 
of the mouth, pharynx, larynx, 
esophagus, pancreas, cervix, kidneys, 
bladder, colon and bone marrow as 
well as lungs.

“One-fifth of all deaths from heart 
disease are due to smoking. Smokers 
are more likely than non-smokers to 
have repeated heart attacks and are 
at higher risk for angina, aortic 
aneurysms and other cardiovascular 
diseases.

“ Not only does smoking do harm 
to the blood vessels'of the heart, it 
also injures those throughout the 
body, leading to stroke and poor 
circulation in the legs and feet. 
Smoking cigarettes is one of two 
main risk factors for stroke.

“ Smokers usually look older than 
non-smokers because damage to the 
skin produces wrinkles. Smoking 
increases the risk of psoriasis. The 
risks of surgery are higher in smokers 
than non-smokers. They require more 
anesthesia, arc more likely to develop 
respiratory complications and are 
more apt to need extra oxygen. Their 
wounds are slower to heal.

“ People who smoke have higher 
rates of osteoporosis and broken 
bones. Their fractures lake longer to 
heal. And they are more likely to have 
back pain.

“ Women who smoke are more 
likely to have problems of infertility, 
tubal pregnancies and miscarriages. 
They have more complications during 
pregnancy and at childbirth. Their 
babies are at higher risk of being born 
premature and, on the average, weigh 
less than those of non-smoking 
mothers. A woman’s smoking also 
increases the risk her baby will be 
stillborn or have a cleft palate. Risks 
are also higher for sudden infant 
death syndrome, infant allergies and 
unexplained mental retardation and 
behavioral problems.

“ Living with a smoker accounts 
for hundreds of thousands of cases of 
bronchitis, pneumonia, ear infections 
and worsened asthma in young 
children. The 20th century will be 
remembered for the tobacco plague 
that has killed more than 100 million 
people worldwide.

“ During the 1980s, tobacco killed 
5 million Americans, compared to 
350,000 deaths from other addictive 
substances. Worldwide, more than 3 
million people die every year from 
what the book calls ’lobaccosis’ — all 
the diseases caused by tobacco use.

“ And those who have pushed 
tobacco products for profit and 
promoted them with enticing skill 
have yet to be held accountable.”

'  DALLAS (AP) - Tyler John Tyler 
coach Allen Wilson doesn’t like 
comparing this year's Lions to the 
1994 squad that won the Class SA 
Division II title, saying "the attack 
is the same, but outside that, there's 
no comparison."

The 
defence has suggested he was part of 
a wide-ranging conspiracy to frame 
Simpson.
• Simpson, 49, was acquitted last 

year on the strength of a .case 
attacking the Los Angeles Police 
Department. The victims’ families are 
suing him,claiming he was the killer.

The plaintiffs’ , case moved 
considerably faster f than the 
prosecution’s six-month marathon in 
the criminal trial, but it still managed 
to pack in all the same physical 
evidence, plus some new evidence: 
and testimony. • ;

Among the new material was 
provocative testimony from battered 
women’s shelter worker Nancy Ney, 
which Judge Hiroshi Fujisaki 
apparently fell was loo provocative.

The judge on Thursday told jurors 
that they can’t consider testimony 
about a hot-line call to a battered 
women’s shelter from a woman 
named Nicole as evidence that 
Simpson stalked or threatened his 
ex-wife.

Although the call was made five 
days before Ms. Simpson’s slaying, 
and although the caller had the same 
personal background as Ms. Simpson, 
the judge warned jurors not to jump 
to any conclusions.

Fujisaki severely restricted the 
jurors’ use of the call during 
deliberations, saying they could 
consider it only as an indication of 
Ms. Simpson's state of mind before 
she was killed.

It was the second time in three 
days that Fujisaki backed o(T of a 
controversial ruling. On Tuesday, he 
told jurors to ignore any plaintiff 
questions to Simpson about Simpson 
flunking a lie-detector test.

Defense lawyers opposed using the 
hot-line testimony because there is no 
proof the call came from Ms. 
Simpson. Legal experts had said 
Fujisaki’s decision - one of the most 
damaging to Simpson - gave Simpson 
grounds for appeal if he loses.

In court Thursday, plaintiffs 
started wrapping up their case by 
reading snippets of deposition 
testimony in an effort to pique jurors’ 
suspicions about Simpson.

Through careful selection of 
witness comments, they implied that 
Simpson: related details of the crime 
at a time when only the killer would 
know them; that he was fixated on a 
missing golf bag because it could 
have contained incrim inating 
evidence; and that he was more 
conceited how his image would 
suffer from his ex-wife’s killing than 
about the woman he had loved.

“ Oh my God, this is bad.... You’ll 
hear about it on the news,*’ Simpson 
was quoted as telling a Hertz 
executive hours after Ms. Simpson 
was found slain.

when I was appointed that it was a 
rather cold, establishment place, a 
building which put On huge services 
in memory of the great and the good.

May ne, a tal 1 and spare 67, talked 
in his low-ceiling study at the 
deanery, which was built in the 14th

century following the rebuilding of 
the abbey a century earlier.

On the window ledge were stones 
and fossils he picked up, some from 
the United States on preaching tours. 
He is going next spring again to 
Texas and later to the Eastern states.

Also on the ledge was an iron 
roofing nail, a souvenir of the abbey’s 
22-year restoration which cost $42.5 
million and was completed a year 
ago.

“ I was here for the messiest part 
when the west towers were being 
done and there was a permanent 
stream of filth coming down and 
terrible noise from the drills on the 
roof," the dean recalled.

Once blackened by smoke, the 
abbey now looks white and pristine. 
The whole exterior and the Lady 
Chapel interior were cleaned and 
restored, every stone examined and 
every decayed stone replaced.

“ There was criticism of the stone

replacement but it had to be done. I 
lake the view that if God created 
stone it’s all as ancient as every other 
bit,” the dean said.

Entry to the abbey nave and 
cloisters is free but there’s a charge 
to enter the royal chapels, which 
include the famous Poets’ Comer. 
The abbey gets 2.5 million visitors a 
year.

“ Without them we couldn’t exist 
as we are self-supporting and have to 
raise 4.25 million pounds (nearly $7 
million) a year. For most of this 
century visitors had to pay to see the 
royal tombs and they account for 70 
percent of our income,” the dean 
explained.

“ We make sure the staff are 
always welcoming and helpful but 
fairly firm in controlling crowds and 
ejecting ice-cream eaters,” he said.

In October, Queen Elizabeth II 
unveiled the Memorial to Innocent 
Victims of Oppression, Violence and

War.
“ 1 don't have many original ideas 

but that was one I had on holiday 
walking through the Dolomites on a 
June morning,” Mayne said.

“ There has been no century like 
this when so many civilians ‘got in 
the way* of war and violence. I 
wanted something equal to the Tomb 
of the Unknown Warrior.”

The innocents’ memorial is 
outside. The interior is full of 
memorials, especially of long-ago 
heroes and forgotten politicians, and 
Poets’ Comer is so jammed that new 
memorials are being placed in a 
stained-glass window.

Mayne considers his most 
memorable service was for South 
Africa’s return to the Commonwealth 
in 1994, when Archbishop of 
Capetown Desmond Tutu “ literally 
danced outside the west door.”

He is pleased to have made the 
Eucharist more central to the abbey’s

li’urgy by moving the communion 
table nearer to the congregation.

“ The daily prayer and worship, 
which I care about very much, is at 
the heart of the abbey. We keep it as 
beautiful as possible with our 
marvelous choir, trying to teach 
people about prayer and spirituality. 
Without that the abbey becomes a 
museum.” he said.

During his tenure he spoke out 
against the numbers of mentally ill 
sleeping on the streets of London after 
the closure of state-run institutions, 
and he chaired the London Ecumenical 
AIDS Forum.

“ I felt the church was toffee-nosed 
in being slow at first to recognize the 
needs of people affected by HIV and 
AIDS,” he said.

“ The church tends at worst to be 
rather judgmental. It’s important to 
assert certain moral values but also 
deal with great compassion with those 
in need,” he said

taking their cue from "Evita,” the 
film starring Madonna as Eva Peron, 
in which flirty *40s fashions rule.

To merchants and designers, it’s 
more than a film ... it's a fashion 
moment. Just call it cinema couture.

The movie doesn’t hit the screens 
until Christinas but already Eviia- 
wedr carries the mark of big business. 
Recent covers of Vogue and Vanity 
Fair tout the tough-yet-sexy stance of 
the late Mrs. Peron. Designers are 
rolling out spinoff styles at major 
stores, most notably Bloomingdale’s, 
which entices with Evita boutiques 
from New York to L.A.

Eva Peron, an illegitimate child 
bom into poverty, died in 1952 at 33.

SEATTLE (AP) - At the time of 
the first Hanukkah, genesis of the last 
Jewish state before modern times, 
anyone could become a Jew by 
declaration and adherence to Jewish 
law.

Today, amid celebration of the 
revolt that overthrew Greek Syrian 
rule in 165 B.C., conversion is a 
leading spark of dissension between 
Israel and most of the rest of world 
Jewry.

"For everybody going through the 
process of conversion it's an issue, 
whether for them or their children or 
their children's children," said Rabbi 
H. David Rose of Herzl Ner Tam id 
Conservative Congregation on 
Mercer Island.

The immediate issue is religious 
and legal status in Israel for those 
converted by Reform and Conserva­
tive rabbis.

Beyond that lies a widening “ who 
is a Jew" schism between Orthodox 
Judaism, which holds sway over 
religious law within Israel, and the 
Reform and Conservative branches, 
which are demanding equal recogni­
tion.

Under the Law of Return, adopted 
soon after Israel was established on 
May 14,1948, anyone with at least 
one Jewish grandparent is guaranteed 
citizenship and, upon request, legal 
recognition as a Jew.

Moves to make the law conform 
more closely to Orthodox strictures, 
which recognize only the children of 
Jewish mothers as Jews from birth, 
withered under heated protests from 
America in the late 1980s.

Only members of the same 
religious community may wed in 
Israel, but Israeli law also recognizes 
marriages performed elsewhere, 
including civil ceremonies and 
intermarriages between people of 
different religious faiths.

Similarly, only an Orthodox 
conversion is legally sanctioned 
within Israel, but the state also 
recognizes Conservative and Reform 
conversions done in other countries.

Last year the- Israeli Supreme 
Court ordered that Conservative and 
Reform conversions done in Israel 
also be legally recognized. In 
January, the' high court further 
ordered that both branches be 
represented on councils which 
provide rabbis for weddings and 
funerals, maintain synagogues and 
supervise certification of restaurants 
for adherence to Jewish dietary laws.

Like his predecessors, Prime 
Minister Benjamin Netanyahu 
depends on support from small 
Orthodox religious parties. He agreed 
to support legislation to overturn both 
rulings, which meanwhile remain 
unenforced.

The first draft would recognize 
only conversions supervised by 
Orthodox rabbis, regardless of where 
the process occurred..

Facing an uproar from the Jewish 
Diaspora, Netanyahu tried to extend 
a partial olive branch by saying the 
measure would be limited to 
conversions within Israel, in effect 
restoring the status quo ante.

“ Those of us who are in the battle 
think of that as a defeat," Rose said.

At the 65th general assembly of 
the Council of Jewish Federations,

which ran Nov. 13-16 in Seattle and 
drew more than 2,500 people from 
189 community groups in the United 
States and Canada, many wore 
buttons that said. “ Israel: Don't 
Write Off 4 Million Jews.”

Spurning Orthodox pleas for 
neutrality, the convention adopted a 
resolution opposing "any new 
legislation which would change the 
current situation regarding recogni­
tion of conversions."

In the American Jewish communi­
ty, largest in the world, about 
three-fourths identify themselves as 
Conservative or Reform and about 7 
percent as Orthodox.

About one-fifth of Israeli Jews 
attend services regularly, often in 
Orthodox synagogues. A popular joke 
is that Israelis want the synagogue 
they don't attend to be Orthodox.

At a forum on Diaspora-Israel 
relations, Robert A. Horenstein of 
Portland, Ore., said even secular 
Israelis seem to “ view Reform and 
Conservative Judaism as artificial," 
while American Jews often “perceive 
of Israeli Jews as not being 
democratic" on religious issues.

“ If, God forbid, this 'who is a 
Jew' thing comes back to haunt us. 
all of these joint projects are going to 
be meaningless," Horenstein said.

When Netanyahu canceled a visit 
to the convention, saying he wanted 
to concentrate on negotiations for 
redeploying Israeli troops from Hebron, 
some accused him of ducking the 
conversion issue.

Rabbi Joel H. Meyers of New York, 
executive vice president of the 
Rabbinical Assembly, a 1,400-member 
group of Conservative rabbis, said

NetanyAu seemed unable k) keep even 
his limited promise.

"  I think that his advisers have lold 
him the feeling among leaders of the 
American Jewish community about 
(that) legislation," Meyers said. 
"Obviously, he cannot respond well 
to that."

The issue stems from changes in 
Judaism that were occurring in the final 
years of the Hasmonean dynasty, 
established by the Maccahean uprising 
that is celebrated by eight days of 
candle-lighting at Hanukkah.

The last Hasmonean king, Herod, 
gained power with assistance from 
Rome. His rule, recounted in the New 
Testament, was marked by growing 
strain between the Pharisees, 
progressive rabbis who advocated a 
more codified and less centralized 
religious approach, and the Saduccees, 
traditionalists who supported the 
hereditary priesthood.

Rabbinical Judaism gained 
supremacy following the destruction 
of the Temple in 70. Conversion 
standards were included in thelhlmud, 
compiled by the end of the fifth century, 
and more details were added in a 16th 
century Jewish legal code.

Generally, a convert must establish 
before three rabbis a knowledge of 
Jewish practice and sincere desire to 
live a Jewish life. One of the last states 
is immersion in a mikveh, or ritual bath. 
Men also must undergo circumcision 
or, if already circumcised, the ritual 
drawing of a drop of blood.

The time for a conversion generally 
ranges from less than a year under some 
Reform rabbis to more than two years 
for many Orthodox.
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
