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WASHINGTON (AP) - Fighting 
to protect his political reputation in 
a flap over campaign fund raising, 
Vice President Ai Gore is in the odd 
position of declaring he hasn't done 
anything wrong - and insisting he 
won’t do it again.

Gore acknowledged at a news 
conference Monday there were “ a 
few occasions” when he called 
contributors from his office, which 
is a practice specifically banned 
under a White House memo.

But Gore said, “ I do not feel like 
I did anything wrong, much less 
illegal.” While insisting he was 
exempt from restrictions that covered 
others. Gore nevertheless said he had 
decided not to make such calls "ever 
again.”

Unlike his occasional low-key 
appearances on behalf of administra­
tion initiatives, Gore’s 24-minute 
news conference in a packed White 
House briefing room was intended to 
dampen questions that might cloud 
his hopes for the presidential race in 
2000. Despite the pressure, he seemed 
cool, although he lapsed at times into 
a lawycrly defense.

While President Clinton has been 
accused of trading White House 
sleep-overs for campaign cash, Gore 
largely had escaped criticism, except 
for questions about a Democratic 
fund-raiser he attended last April at 
a Buddhist temple in California.

But on Sunday The Washington 
Post published a story about his 
aggressive fund-raising role during 
the 1996 campaign. Even some 
Democrats said it was inappropriate.

After wrestling most of Monday 
over how to defuse the controversy. 
Gore decided the best way was to 
stand before reporters and cameras

and take all questions.
He declined to say he had made a 

mistake in soliciting money but 
added, “ If I had realized in advance 
that this would cause such concern, 
then I wouldn’t have done it in the 
first place.”

Several times, repeating almost the 
same words. Gore said he has been 
advised “ there is no controlling legal 
authority that says that any of these 
activities violated any law.” He 
gestured toward his attorney to 
bolster his case.

The White House endorsed Gore’s 
view. “ The president and the vice 
president speak as one,” presidential 
spokesman Mike McCurry said, “and 
the White House agrees there is no 
controlling legal authority.”

It is illegal for federal employees 
to solicit money in federal buildings, 
but Gore maintained he was not 
subject to that restriction.

His explanation came even as the 
White House released a 1995 memo 
from then-presidential counsel Abner 
Mikva instructing employees to avoid 
doing the very thing that Gore did. 
“Nofund-raising phone callsor mail 
may emanate from the White House 
or any other federal building,” Mikva 
wrote.

On that very point, Gore said “that 
particular memo was not designed to 
address either the president or the 
vice president” because they arc 
covered by a different section of law.

The vice president’s fund-raising 
network raised $40 million of the 
$180 million collected by the 
Democratic National Committee for 
the 19% campaign, according to the 
Post.

Gore said, "I am proud of what I 
did. I do not feel like I did anything

“ without a big fuss or a filibuster.” 

Lott also said “we ought to lake a 
look at” a proposal by Rep.

LITTLE ROCK, Ark. (AP) -Clint 
Butler cleared debris from his 
stricken mini-storage business and 
waited for the insurance adjuster to 
show up and go over the $35,000 loss.

Most of the 50 units he rents are 
gone, their bright blue sheet metal 
walls shredded by Saturday's 
tornadoes. “Right here, you can say 
that half of my business is gone,” 
Butler said.

While businesses began the grim 
task of tallying up their losses 
Monday, the death toll rose to 25 
when an injured man died in a 
hospital. The same violent storm 
system left widespread flooding, 
destruction and death from Texas to 
West Virginia over the weekend.

An elderly man was still missing 
near Arkadelphia, southwest of Little 
Rock. In that city alone, 373 homes, 
45 business and 16 public buildings 
were damaged or destroyed in a 
tornado.

Sen. Dale Bumpers, D-Aifc., 
described what he saw there: “ It's a 
scene of total and utter destruction. 
It's very similar to scenes reminiscent 
of World WarH.’*

People trying to rebuild their lives 
received words of encouragement as 
federal officials toured the shaken 
state Monday. James Lee Witt, 
director of the Federal Emergency 
Management Agency, got a close 
look at hard-hit areas in advance of 
today’s visit by President Clinton.

“We’ll be doing everything we 
can to make it easier for these 
people,” Witt said.

N ational W eather Service 
meteorologists measuring the 
tornado's track and force found it 
grew to eight-tenths of a mile wide 
with sustained winds of up to 260 
mph in a swath of Saline County, 
southwest of Little Rock.

In that area Monday, residents 
burned piles of branches or searched 
for anything of value in acres of 
tangled wreckage. Children’s pajamas 
and other clothing dangled from 
broken treetops. Everywhere, crews 
repaired power lines and roofs. A 
spray-painted plywood sign warned 
looters to stay away.

Kentucky flood waters recede; 
48 deaths blamed on storms

LOUISVILLE. Ky. (AP) - Muddy 
rivers slowly retreated to their banks 
in parts of Kentucky, revealing acres 
of muck-covered destruction, while 
people along the Ohio River braced 
for a record-setting crest.

Two more bodies were found 
Monday as flood waters receded, 
raising the death toll to 11 in 
Kentucky. In all, 48 deaths were 
blamed on weekend storms, flooding 
and tornadoes in the region, including 
25 killed by twisters in Arkansas.

The flooding, which followed 
record downpours Friday night to 
Sunday morning, forced thousands 
of people from their homes in 
Tennessee, Kentucky, Indiana, Ohio 
and West Virginia.

Much of Falmouth, about 30 miles 
southeast of Cincinnati, remained 
virtually covered Monday by the 
Licking River, which crested at 52 
feet Sunday night, nearly 24 feet 
aboye flood stage.

Bush tax plan won't 
get needed support, 
some lawmakers say

AUSTIN (AP) - The state would 
pay 80 percent of the cost of 
educating Texas school children 
under a goal set by a House commit­
tee.

Some lawmakers on the panel, 
which is considering Gov. George W. 
Bush’s plan to lower local property 
taxes by raising some state taxes, said 
they don’t think the governor’s plan 
has the support needed to pass.

They added though that they are 
committed to providing a better 
source of school funding and enacting 
some tax cut.

Currently the state pays about $9 
billion a year for schools - less than 
half of the $19 billion spent each
year.

Rep. Paul Sadler, D-Henderson 
and chairman of the committee, on 
Monday said he wants the state to pay 
as close to 80 percent as possible. He 
said the target could be lowered if 
committee members can’t find a way 
to raise the money.

Bush’s plan would lower the $ 10 
billion raised by local school taxes 
each year by $3 billion. To do so, 
Bush has proposed a new, 1.25 
percent business activity tax, a 
one-half cent increase to the state 
sales tax and motor vehicle tax and 
the use of $1 billion in extra state 
revenue.

Reps. Rob Junell, D-San Angelo, 
and Tom Craddick, R Midland, have 
introduced a bill and a proposed 
constitutional amendment to enact 
Bush’s idea.

Rep. Mark Stiles, D-Bcaumont, 
said too many people are being nice 
about Bush’s plan because they don’t 
want to upset the governor. He said 
Bush’s plan doesn’t have the needed 
votes.

Stiles, a member of a special 
House committee studying the issue, 
urged fellow lawmakers on the panel 
to thank Bush for starting the 
conversation and “ then stab (this 
plan) in the heart.”

“ I’ll make a motion that we vote 
this thing out,” Stiles said. “ It will 
be like a rose picked last winter - it 
will be DOA.”

Sadler said cutting taxes alone is 
not enough.

“You cannot give a short-term tax 
break and not impact school 
funding,” he said.

Bush said he’s focused on both 
priorities.

“The two go hand in hand,” Bush 
said. “I’m interested if anybody’s got 
an idea that can substantially cut our 
school taxes and cut the budget and 
fund our schools.”

Members of the special House 
committee have studied Bush’s 
proposal for weeks. They began on 
Monday the process of discussing 
alternatives, including a state tax on 
business properties or a gross receipts 
tax.

Sadler said the effort now is to 
determine the goal and decide how 
to get there.

“ I think you’d be better off 
divorcing yourself from trying to 
figure out what the governor wants 
and doesn’t want,” Sadler told 
committee members. “ It’s up to the 
committee.”

They will 
be reinforced with a total of 120,000 
sandbags.

Residents of the Lake Dreamland 
neighborhood in Jefferson County 
were moving out Monday night in 
anticipation of flooding. Family and 
friends helped residents load furniture 
and personal belongings into pickup 
trucks.

“ If folks come a knocking on your 
door saying it’s time to go, it’s time 
to go,” said local Disaster Emergen­
cy Services director Chuck Bartlett.

Five deaths in Ohio were blamed 
on the weather, five people were 
killed in Tennessee by floods and 
tornadoes, and one flo^xl death was 
reported in West Virginia. Mississip­
pi had one tornado death.

More evacuations were possible 
in Indiana today.

“ We figure all this will be under 
water,” Adam Nifong said as he 
emptied his garage in Utica, across 
the river from Louisville. “We’re not 
waiting around for it to get worse.”

LUBBOCK, Texas (AP) - A 
discredited West Texas pathologist 
will remain imprisoned until a parole 
board panel reconsiders the release 
it granted him last November, a state 
prison official said.

Ralph Erdmann was eligible for 
parole on Monday, but written 
complaints from undisclosed sources 
prompted the Angleton panel that 
approved his parole on Nov. 1 to take 
another look at the case.

“The panel asked that his file be 
sent to them for a reconsideration,’’ 
said Glen Castlebury, spokesman for 
the Texas Department of Criminal 
Justice in Austin. “ Knowing they 
wanted to reconsider this, we notified 
the authorities in Lubbock not to 
release him.’’

Erdmann, 70, initially received 10 
years’ probation for his 1992 
conviction on six counts of falsifying 
autopsies in Lubbock, Hockley and 
Dickens counties, but authorities in 
Washington state discovered he had 
a cache of arms after he moved there.

The weapons violated his 
probation and he was extradited.

Erdmann has resided at the Stiles 
Unit near Beaumont since last May, 
but he was transported to the Lubbock 
County Jail last month to testify in a 
murder case in which he was the 
pathologist. He was still there 
Monday.

Lubbock attorney Philip Wisch- 
kaemper was upset when he found out 
about his client’s impending return 
to the southeast Texas prison.

“ Disappointed is an understate­
ment,*’ he said. “ I have not talked to 
Dr. Erdmann, so I can’t tell you what 
his reaction is.’*

The names of the complaining 
parties in a parole case are confiden­
tial, Castlebury said. Parole panels 
don’t operate on any set timelines, so 
there’s no way of telling when they’ll 
make their decision, he added.

He became eligible for parole last 
September, and in November a panel 
granted him the March 3 parole date.

A condition of his parole was that 
he live in Travis County, where he 
has relatives. Upon release, he’d still 
have to report to a parole officer and 
stay out of further trouble through 
2005, when his sentence would have 
ended.

Erdmann once handled all the 
forensic work for the Panhandle and 
South Plains. But dozens of claims 
of botched autopsies and sloppy work 
landed him in trouble in the early 
1990s, eventually resulting in the 
conviction.

Erdmann also has been found 
liable in some civil judgments during 
his imprisonment He already is 
broke, his lawyer has said.

Dear Ann Landers: Many years 

ago, you printed a column listing the 
symptoms of diabetes. You men­
tioned the better-known ones such as 
excessive thirst and urination and also 
the less common ones like tingling 
and numbness in the hands and feet. 
I read that list aloud to my husband 
just as our 13-year-old son walked 
through the room. He said, “ I have 
some of those symptoms.”

We sent him to the doctor, and his 
tests were positive for diabetes. He 
spent eight days in the hospital 
getting his blood sugar under control 
and learning how to inject insulin.

My son is now 23 and engaged to 
be married. I know the diabetes 
would have been discovered 
eventually, but we blamed his 
tiredness, depression and inability to 
concentrate on normal problems that 
junior high school students face.

A while back, you printed a letter 
on diabetes from the American 
Diabetes Association, but some 
readers may have missed it. Please let 
them know diabetes is a serious 
disease and, if left untreated, can 
cause blindness, kidney failure, loss 
of limbs and death. Your column was 
a Jifesaver for my son, Ann. Do your 
readers a favor, and tell them about 
it again. -  Sarasota, Fla.

Dear Sarasota: Thank you for a 
timely request. On March 25, the 
American Diabetes Association will 
hold the American Diabetes Alert to 
educate people on the risk of diabetes. 
I can think of no better time to reprint 
the information you requested:

Dear Ann Landers: Diabetes 
plagues 16 million Americans. One 
thousand seven hundred new cases 
are diagnosed each day, 625,000 new 
cases each year. That means at least

one person is diagnosed every 
minute. It is the fourth leading cause 
of death by disease in the United 
States and is accelerating through all 
populations, especially African 
Americans, Hispanics, Native 
Americans and the elderly.

What’s worse, half the people who 
have diabetes don’t even know it. 
Many are diagnosed only when faced 
with heart disease, vision loss, kidney 
disease, stroke or nerve damage. It is 
critical to catch diabetes early 
because treatment prevents or delays 
these complications.

The first step is for people to ask 
themselves three questions: Am I 
overweight? Am I underactive? Am 
I over age 45? If the answer is yes to 
any of these, it’s time to take the 
diabetes risk test:

1. My weight is at least 20 percent 
heavier than that recommended for 
a medium-framed person. If YES, 
give yourself 5 points.

2 .1 am under 65, and I get little or 
no exercise during a usual day. YES, 
5 points.

3 .1 am between 45 and 64 years 
of age. YES, 5 points.

4 .1 am 65 or older. YES, 9 points.
5 .1 am a woman who has had a 

baby weighing more than 9 pounds 
at birth. YES, 1 point.

6 .1 have a sister or brother with 
diabetes. YES, 1 point.

7 .1 have a parent with diabetes. 
YES, 1 point.

If you score between 3 and 9 
points, you’re probably at low risk for 
diabetes now, but don’t just forget 
about it. You may be at risk in the 
future. If you score 10 or more, you 
are at high risk and we urge you to 
ask your health care provider about 
diabetes at your next visit.

“ I really think it’s going to be a 
war on all fronts,” Texas Tech coach 
Marsha Sharp said. “A lot of teams 
are going in thinking they have a 
great chance to win i t  I think it’s 
going to be great basketball and as 
competitive a tournament as we’re 
going to have in the country.”

The top four seeds - Kansas, 
Texas, Colorado and Texas Tech - 
have byes for the first round. Play 
starts at noon Tuesday at Municipal 
Auditorium with ninth-seeded 
Oklahoma State (15-11) meeting 
eighth-seeded Baylor (14-12).

Then it’s fifth-seeded Kansas State 
(16-10) playing 12th-seeded 
Oklahoma (5-21), seventh-seeded 
Nebraska(18-8) facing lOth-seeded 
Missouri (10-19) and sixth-seeded 
Iowa State (16-10) taking on 
llth-seeded Texas A&M (9-17).

One advantage for the top four 
seeds is they’d have to play only three 
games to win the tournament while 
the others would have to play four.

“ It’s not an easy situation in Big 
12 basketball, so anytime you can 
avoid playing someone you're better 
off,” Sharp said. “ It’s very difficult 
to win a Big 12 game period. The 
more times you’re exposed to one, the 
more chance you’ve got of losing 
one.*’
. A lower seeded team would catch 

a break if it got to the finals, though, 
because there’s a day off between the 
semifinals and championship game. 
Plus, the teams that win on Tuesday 
will have had a chance to work out 
the kinks while the four others are 
sitting and watching.

“ It’s like the old NCAA men’s 
days when you saw a lot of teams that 
got byes in the first round lose in the 
next round,” Iowa State coach Bill 
Fennelly said. “The other teams got 
the jitters out by playing in the first 
round.”

Kansas won the regular-season 
title behind senior guard Tamecka 
Dixon, who’s as hard to guard in the 
open court as anyone in the country. 
Dixon finished second in the league 
in scoring with a 21-point average 
and leads the Jayhawks in assists.

” Dixon can create offense in a lot 
of different ways for her team,” 
Texas A&M coach Candi Harvey 
said. "She’s one of the best point 
guards I’ve ever seen.”

Colorado, champion of the final 
two Big Eight Conference tourna­
ments, overcame the loss of point 
guard Michelle Hasheider to tie Texas 
for second place with a strong finish. 
Hasheider was sidelined by continu­
ing leg problems.

“ For us it was a matter of 
regrouping once we found out 
Michelle would not be able to play,” 
said coach Ceal Barry, whose team 
has won eight of its last 10. “ I think 
sometimes that’s a little bit of a 
calming effect on the team. They 
know it’s up to the remaining players 
and they can’t depend on someone 
who’s not in uniform.”

Texas and Texas Tech were the 
best teams in the final years of the 
Southwest Conference and, as 
expected, became contenders in the 
Big 12.

In a mere 50 years, computers 

have been miniaturized and can be 
carried everywhere. Computers, 
which were once used primarily in 
scientific and academic settings, are 
now used in virtually all aspects of 
our personal and professional lives. 
Almost any information management 
task can now be done using a personal 
computer that fits on one’s lap.

In the years since Alexander 
Graham Bell invented the first crude 
telephone, telecommunications 
technology has skyrocketed-literally!

Technologic advances have not

been limited to the communication 
and computer fields, however. 
Advances m agriculture reiences have 
hod a significant impact on die 
quality and quantity of food supply. 
Plant genetic engineering has given 
us heartier crops and food products 
that stay fresher longer. Scientific 
advances have enabled researchers to 
develop improved animal feed, which 
helps fanners raise lower-fat animals 
and poultry that produce lower- 
cholesterol eggs.

Along with the changes in food 
production technology have come 
great changes in the way food is 
processed. Foods with an extended 
shelf-life, dehydratrif or reconstituted 
products, nutrient-altered food, fat 
replacement, and new ingredient 
formulations, all of which owe their 
existence to technology, have 
contributed to more choice in the 
marketplace.

Unsure how to write a Classified Ad that will get 
results?

For starters, look at ads which offer the same item/ 
products. Get a sense of going rates and ideas for how to make 
your ad stand o u t Once you're ready to write, begin with 
exactly what you're selling: "Dining room se t maple, six 
chairs."

-G iv e  the price. A newspaper consultant says 70 
percent of classified readers won't respond to an ad with no 
price.

-D o n ’t use abbreviations. It’s tempting to abbreviate 
and save money if ads are billed by the line. Brand ads are 
billed by the words, so spell them out so readers won't be 
confused trying to figure out abbreviations.

-  Don't be misleading. Think accurate and factual 
when you write. Be sure to include a phone number and the 
best times to reach you.

The program makes recommenda­
tions for boosting down town business 
and offers the assistance o f an 
architect and business consultant. 
Beyond that Main Street is essential­
ly a self-help operation. - v

Communities and business owners 
finance any recommended improve­
ments them selves.

"You have to use your own 
money, but they’re so encouraging.** 
said Barbara Highland, whose Miami 
heating and air busirtess boasts 
$4,700 in Main Street-inspired 
improvements. *'I don’t know what 
the magic is, but they*ve got it'*

Since 1986, the program has 
worked with 28 Oklahoma communi­
ties that have applied and shown they 
have the support and money to revive 
their business districts.

claims highest rate of o
WASHINGTON (AP) - Some 

cities have more fat folk than others 
but it still all comes down to what and 
how much people eat, a new study 
suggests.

The 33-city study issued today by 
the Coalition for Excess Weight Risk 
Education found overall that cities 
with high unemployment rates and 
low per capita income tend to have 
higher rates of obesity.

Among other factors: high annual 
precipitation rates and a high number 
of food stores.

Called The National Weight 
Report, the study found that 
restaurant-rich New Orleans has the 
nation’s highest obesity rate at 37.5 
percent of adult residents while 
outdoor-living Denver has the lowest 
at 22.1 percent.

Besides New Orleans, the 
high-weight metropolises include 
Norfolk, Va., 33.9 percent; San 
Antonio, 32.9 percent; Kansas City, 
Mo., 31.6 percent; Cleveland, 31.5 
percent; Detroit, 31 percent; and

Cincinnati; 30.7 percent.
. Easiest on the scales after Denver 
are Minneapolis, 22.6 percent; San 
Diego, 22.9 percent; Washington, 
D.C., 23.8 percent; Phoenix, 24.3 
percent; Sl Louis, 24.8 percent; and 
Tampa, Fla., 24.9 percent.

Why thedifferences?
The study said its research 

produced some ideas.
Many people in Atlanta, it said, 

reported eating fried foods, eating 
many of their meals away from home 
and having a deep loyalty to 
“ Southern style comfort food,*’ high 
in fat and calories but reflecting a 
sense of family and regional heritage 
and tradition.

Ethnic food may be a fat builder 
in Cleveland, the survey said. And it 
said many people blamed the harsh 
winters for prompting them to eat 
meat and buttermilk and biscuits and 
french fries to help them fuel up.

People in Phoenix said they tended 
to gain weight during the summers 
when it is too hot to exercise. But

they said that may be counterbalanced 
by the desire to look good in 
tight-fitting summer clothing.

The National Weight Report is 
based on a list created by the federal 
Centers for Disease Control and 
Prevention, which gathered the date 
from the National Health Interview 
Survey for the years 1990 and 1993. 
About 20,000 people, ages 20 to 74, 
reported their height and weight.

“As the second leading prevent­
able cause of death in the United 
States, it results in some 300,000 
deaths annually and contributes to 
major diseases such as hypertension, 
diabetes, cancer and stroke,’* the 
weight coalition said.

The Washington-based organiza­
tion is composed of the American 
Diabetes Association, the American 
Association of Diabetes Educators, 
the American Society for Clinical 
Nutrition, the North American 
Association for the Study of Obesity 
and four pharmaceutical manufactur­
ers.
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
