Without a good rain in the next 
few days, Texas hay producers will 
end up cutting profits instead of their 
hay fields, the Texas Agricultural 
Extension Service reports.

Dry weather conditions across the 
state may force hay yields to 
dangerously low levels, the Service 
said.

Rye grasses, winter annual grasses 
and winter annual weeds grew well 
because the weather stayed cool 
through April, but hay fields suffered 
from cool night temperatures that 
dipped below 50 degrees.

In Deuf Smith County, extension 
agent Alan Patranclla said rain is 
needed.

"It’s getting pretty dry. We’ve 
missed a few rains and it’s been a dry 
spring. The wheat crop is pretty 
stressed, especially in die western 
part (of the county)," he said.

"We’re supposed to get some rain 
diis weekend," he said, noting the last 
significant rainfall was 45-60 days 
ago

Palranella said the winter crop has 
been hurt by the lack of rain and 
"some ... is just about burned up."

Cattle hasn’t been affected 
significandy by the lack of rainfall, 
he said, although some producers 
have been forced to pull the animals 
off the wheat grazeout pastures 
early.

Donald J. Dorsctt, Extension 
forage specialist, said warm season 
grasses like coastal bermuda greened 
up but did not grow.

"Because the temperatures at 
night were so low, what we normally 
make our hay off of really has not 
grown yet,” he said. It’s critical as 
far as I’m concerned.”

Dorsett said hay faces drought 
problems, as grasses will not grow 
without immediate moisture. 'Ihe San 
Angelo area has gone 65 days without 
appreciable rain. “ We generally 
expect to have a lot of rain in April 
and May, but this year’s has not come 
yet,” he said. “ 1 dug a hole the other 
day and thought I was digging in 
concrete - it’s dry all the way down 
and it’s in bad shape ”

As for alfalfa crops, Dorsett said 
he does not foresee a problem with 
supply.

“ We get most qf our alfalfa from 
West Texas and the Panhandltf and 
they irrigate a lot,” he said. “ I don’t 
think it’s going to be a problem for 
any dairy people to get the quality 
hay they need.”

In 1995 and 1996, Texans 
experienced a similar problem with 
hay crops and drought conditions. 
Dorsett said people in San Antonio 
were paying up to $100 for a round 
bale of hay in 1995 because of 
shortages.

Because of severe conditions, the 
Texas Department of Agriculture 
established a hotline to help Texas 
ranchers facing shortages caused by 
the drought.

Ihe Hay Hotline, a free telephone 
service linking ranchers looking for 
hay with suppliers nationwide, has 
not been set up yet this year. Gene 
Acuna, 'l l)  A assistant commissioner 
for communications, said they are 
monitoring the weather and crop 
conditions with the help of hay 
producers.

Ihe  following specific livestock, 
crop and weather conditions were 
reported by area district extension 
directors:

PANHANDLE: soil moisture very 
short to adequate. Temperatures near 
normal.

N A FTA  brings Texas 
the most truck traffic

Al JSTIN (AP) - Since the passage 
of N ALTA in 1994, Texas has had the 
highest volume of truck traffic in the 
nation.

In the past three years, truck 
mileage has grown by 19 percent, 
compared with a 12 percent increase 
in passenger car miles, according to 
a state report.

Ihe latest issue of “Fiscal Notes,” 
published by the state comptroller’s 
office, says Texas highways arc 
taking a pounding as mounting traffic 
tests the capacity of the system.

Ihe North American Free Trade 
Agreement continues to expand trade, 
and the report said about 80 percent 
of IJ.S -Mexican trade passes through 
Texas, primarily in trucks carrying 

goods to other parts of the United 
States or Canada

“Thousands of trucks rumble 
down Texas’ interstates each day, 
creating an economic boom in one 
respect but also placing a burden on 
the state’s roads and bridges and its 
financial resources,” the report said

Texas has more miles of interstate 
highways - about 3.2(H) - than any 
other state Texas also has 12,100 
miles of U.S highways, 16,2(X) miles 
of state highways and 40.8(H) miles 
of farm-to-market roads.

While new highway construction 
has ended iu most states, Texas’ 
system continues to expand, costing 
more than $2 billion a year in road 
building and reconstruction, plus 
another $7(H) million a year for 
maintenance.

But Texas highways, especially the 
interstates, arc subjected to more use

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than was envisioned, the report said. 
Interstate traffic in Texas has 
escalated every year since 1987 

"Most of (Interstate 35) within

Texas now operates at or beyond its 
capacity, other major N AETA arteries 
such as I-10 and IJ.S. 59 are feeling 
the brunt of burgeoning commercial

traffic, and the full cfleets of NAITA 
arc yet to be realized,” Comptroller 
John Sharp said.

And while Texas is affected more

than any other state by the growing 
volumes of daily shipments in and out 
of Mexico, the state has received no 
special compensation.

Suspect once voted 'Most Likely to Start World War III1
SPRINGFIELD, Ore. (AP) - Kip Kinkcl 

displayed classic signs of violence: the animal 
tortures, the fascination with guns and a quick 
temper that once led him to karate kick another 
student in the head for calling him a name 

But friends say any sign that he would take 
the violence any further was masked by typical 
teen-age pranks and angst over grades and 
girls.

“ He had a temper but he’s not a villain." 
saidChrystie Cooper, 15. “ He was the guy 
that made you smile in the hallways.” 

Police say the 15-year-old freshman, 
playfully voted “ Most I .ikely to Start World 
War III” in middle school, walked into 
Thurston High School's cafeteria Ihursday 
morning and coolly began firing a 22-caliber

rifle lie also was carrying two handguns, 
which belonged to his father.

When the rampage was over and Kinkel 
was tackled by another student, one classmate 
was dead and several others were critically 
wounded. I .atcr, two bodies believed to be 
those of his parents were found in his home.

A day earlier, he had warned friends 
something might happen after being arrested 
and suspended from school for having a gun 
on campus.

“I le tokl a couple of penile he was probably 
going to do something stupid today and get 
back al the people who had expelled him.” 
said student Robbie Johnson.

Ihe boy’s best friend, Tony McGowan, 
said Kinkcl was “ mad at himself” over the

incident, and how his parents - both teachers - 
would react.

“ lie was kind of worried how it would 
shame the family, I guess,” McGowan told 
GBS. “ He talked about that a lo t like, his 
parents being teachers... how this would affect 
friendships, how his parents’ frichds would 
think about it.”

William P. Kinkcl, 59, was retired from 
teaching Spanish at Thurston High. Faith M. 
Kinkcl, 57, taught Spanish at nearby 
Springfield High. Kip’s sister, Kristin, a 
2 1 year-old student al the l Jni versity of I lawaii, 
reportedly placed fourth with a partner in the 
1998 college chccrlcading national 
championship.

A neighbor said the parents didn’t believe

in guns and paid a lot of attention to their 
children, often taking Kip and Kristin on hiking 
trips.

“ This was a family that took care of its 
kids,” said Dennis Ellison, 57. “ This was 
not a family with absentee parents.”

Ellison described Kip Kinkel as a 
“ trustworthy. Boy Scout-typoof kid,” but 
said the boy’s parents had recently complained 
that his grades had been dropping and that 
he was hanging out with the wrong crowd.

Aaron Keeney, a 14-year-old friend, said 
Kinkel had been taking the antidepressant 
Prozac and was going to counseling. Once 
close, tic two had grown apart recently because 
Kinkcl was “acting weird,” Keeney said.

Kinkel was popular among neighbors, even

baby-sitting a couple’s dog and cat while they 
went on vacation, classmates spoke of a darker, 
more eccentric side.

Erik Del eon, 14, said Kinkel often bragged 
about torturing and killing small animals. 
He was a purple bell in karate and played 
football, but players say he was often benched 
for cursing at coaches.

Students recalled a speech Kinkel made 
about how to build a bomb and how he once 
showed friends a pipe bomb stored in his 
locker.

The New York Daily News today quoted 
two classmates, Walter Fix and Shawn 
Davidson, as saying that Kinkcl showed them 
a hit list of enemies he kept in his school 
binder.

Bush: gambling at Indian casino is illegal
EL PASO (AP) - The Tigua Indians are violating state law by operating 

Las Vegas-style slot machines at their Speaking Rock Casino, Gov. Geoige 
W. Bush says.

“The Tiguas have represented to us that they are engaged in casino-style 
gambling (and) the governor believes the state prohibits it,” Texas Secretary 
of State Alberto R. Gonzales said Thursday.

Gonzalez, who came to El Paso to represent the governor on a television 
news show, made the remarks during a news conference.

The tribe insists it isn’t bound by statutes that would treat them any 
differently than the state, which runs the lottery operation.

’T don’t agree with the state’s interpretation of the law” regarding the 
tribe, Tigua lawyer Tom Diamond said. “ We say if it’s prohibited in the 
state, then it applies to the State of Texas, too.

TAAS scores improve for fourth year; new exam considered
AUSTIN (AP) - A focus on ensuring students can read in the early grades 

is paying off. Education Commissioner Mike Moses said in announcing 
the fourth straight year of gains on the Texas Assessment of Academic 
Skills.

This spring’s preliminary results on the TAAS, which is given in grades 
three through eight and 10, show an overall passing rate of 77 percent for 
students enrolled in regular education programs. That’s up from 55 percent 
four years ago.

The figure doesn’t include students in year-round schools who take the 
TAAS in June, special-education students and those who took the 
Spanish-language TAAS.

Eighty-six percent of third-graders passed the reading portion of the 
test, as did 89 percent of fourth graders, Moses noted Thursday.

'MEXICO CITY (AP) - The 

hundreds of forest fires that have 
caused hazy skies from Central 
America lo the U.S. Rockies also are 
destroying species in important 

reserves in southern
Mexico.

U.S. experts are lending ahand in 
the fight to extinguish at least 20 fires 
burning out of control in the 
biosphere reserve of Las Chimalapas 
in the southern state of Oaxaca, the 
best-preserved and most northerly 
tropical forest in North America.

Retired couple claims to hold 
winning $195 million ticket
STREAMWOOD, 01. (AP) - Frank 

and Shirley Capaci are comfortable 
indulging their friends a bit.

They are convinced they hold the 
winning $195 million Powerball 
ticket, and the way neighbors see it, 
that would make the retired couple 
the deserving millionaires next door.

The Capacis bought drinks for the 
house Thursday at Bill’s on Barnett, 
a tavern and pizza hangout where a 
day earlier the retired electrician had 
paid a bartender $5 for a chance at 
winning the nation’s largest lottery 
jackpot.

Lottery officials have not 
confirmed that the couple actually 
won, but it seemed apparent to 
hometown folks in this suburb 
northwest of Chicago that the Capacis 
had beaten 80 million-to-1 odds 
against picking the winning numbers.

Capaci took his chances on that 
with the humor of a confident man.

“If I don’t have the winning ticket, 
this bartender has a hell of a tab,” 
Capaci said.

They haven’t said what they would 
do with the money, but Mrs. Capaci, 
a retired secretary, hinted that no 
lavish lifestyles or wild spending 
sprees were in the works.

Neighbors decked out the Capacis’ 
modest single-story house with signs 
and green streamers to celebrate their 
apparent good fortune.

“ (This neighborhood is) very 
middle class. Everybody’s hard 
working. So it’s good to see 
something nice happen to someone,” 
said Patrice Prato, who live£down the 
block.

Illinois is not among the 20 states 
that take part in Powerball. Two 
bartenders from Bill’s drove to a 
Wisconsin grocery just north of the 
Illinois state line Wednesday and 
bought tickets on behalf of about 15 
customers, including the Capacis, 
said their son, Brian Capaci.

The $5 tickets were passed out in 
sealed envelopes Thursday afternoon.

Brian Capaci said his mom 
telephoned with the news.

“ At first I didn’t believe her, but 
then she started crying,” he said. “ I 
didn’t know what to do. I was shaking 
and crying, too.”

Capaci, 67, and Mrs. Capaci, 62, 
were a bit overwhelmed by their 
sudden fame and fortune.

Asked what he was going to do 
with the jackpot, the burly 
gray-haired Capaci said, “ I don’t

know yet. I ain’t never been a 
millionaire before.”

Lottery officials said they would 
arrange for the Capacis to bring in 
their, ticket for verification. It was 
purchased in Pell Lake, Wis., and the 
buyer designated on the stub he 
would take a $ 104 million lump sum 
instead of $7.7 million a year for 25 
years.

“The news just spread like 
wildfire,” said Prato, a neighbor. 
“They’re very nice people. I’m so 
happy for them.”

Bob Younglove said he moved into 
the neighborhood about the same time 
as the Capacis after be and Frank 
returned from fighting in the Korean 
War.

“ I heard it on the radio and almost 
fell out of my car,” Younglove said 
of the jackptt. “They deserve i t ” 

The Capacis avoided a crowd 
Thursday evening by staying at Bill’s 
tavern, where they are regulars.

“ I’ve got a lot of friends today,” 
Frank said as be looked around the 
smoky and crowded bar. “ I still don’t 
believe i t ”

Congress set 
to vote on 
highway bill

WASHINGTON (AP) - After 
weeks of tortuous negotiations on 
bow to divide up the richest pot ever 
o f highway spending money, 
Congress is ready to vote on a 
six-year, $204 billion transportation 
bill.

Despite some trimming, the 
measure was still laden with 
“pork-barrel” spending projects, and 
it exceeded overall limits set in last 
year’s budget agreement Much of the 
extra money for new highways and 
mass transit projects would come 
from a program that treats veterans 
with smoking-related illnesses.

The bill also aimed to give states 
a fairer share of federal gasoline tax 
money, while not imposing a national 
drunken driving standard o f 0.08 
percent blood alcohol that had been 

' sought by the Senate and the White 
House.

Expected House and Senate 
passage today would speed the 
measure to the White House for 
President C linton’s signature.

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Human 
rain delay 
picks up

HOUSTON -  There was a time 
when Rice lefthanded pitcher 
Mario Ramos was considered a 
human rain delay.

Ramos would wait between 
pitches, walking around the mound 
and taking his sweet time to stand 
and deliver.

"He drove us crazy last year, 
pitching so slow," Rice coach 
Wayne Graham said. "So we had a 
talk with him."

Graham and pitching coach Jon 
Prather convinced their sophomore 
pitcher that he was killing more 
than time. He was sapping his 
energy.

"We finally just insisted that he 
stay right on top o f the mound and 
get ready for the next pitch," 
Graham said. "He said he felt that 
pitching slow was conserving his 
energy. He found out that once he 
started pitching fast, he felt stron­
ger and he didn’t weaken as fast.

"So maybe it was the walking 
all over the mound that was wear­
ing him o u t"

Ramos agreed and said he also 
noticed that die players behind him 
were more into the game when be 
took less time to pitch.

"(Fast deliveries) kept me 
really excited on the mound," 
Ramos said. "M y velocity has 
improved, and so did my control. I 
think when you are pitching, you 
can 't sit out there and analyze 
everything. And that was what I 
was trying to do -  analyze every­
thing. Once I started working 
quicker, I just got up there and 
said, 'Here it comes,' and it just 
helped put immensely.**

His improvement -  20 victories 
over two seasons -  was so notice­
able that Ramos was among the 
first players in the country to be 
invited to try out for Team USA 
this summer.

With an 11-2 record this season, 
he is one victory behind teammate 
Jeff Nichols, whose 12 wins are a 
school record.

Charlie Sheen hospitalized 
for drug overdose

THOUSANDOAKS. Calif. (AP)- 
Charlie Sheen, who renounced his 

partying ways two years ago, was in 
a  hospital recovering from a drug 
overdose at his Malibu home.

The 32-year-old actor was in sthble 
condition Thursday in the critical care 
unit at Los Robles Regional Medical 
Center, sa id . Chris Caraway, a 
hospital spokeswoman.

"H e's eating. He's talking. He's 
aware,” she said.

Doctors were awaiting results of 
blood tests to detennine what drug the 
star of "Wall Street” and "Platoon” 
took, though hospital officials 
confirmed he was being treated for 
an overdose.

His father, actor Martin Sheen, 
appeared distraught at a news 
conference.

"M y son is here because of a drug 
overdose,” Sheen said, choking buck 
tears as he stood alongside bis wife, 
Janet.

Los Angeles County paramedics 
rushed Sheen, accompanied by his 
personal trainer, to the hospital. He 
was admitted early Wednesday, 
conscious but complaining of tingling 
in bis bands and difficulty walking.

CLEARFIELD, Pa. (AP) - 
Kimberly Jo Dotts had been missing 
more than a week when hikers found 
her body in an area called Gallows 
Harbor, buried under leaves and 
branches after being banged from a 
tree.

She had been left there, police say, 
by friends who clubbed her to death 
with a  rock in fear she would tell of 
their plans to run away.

"Snitches get hurt," one killer 
said to her, a witness told police.

Jessica Holtmeyer, 16, and Aaron 
Straw, 18, were arrested Wednesday, 
10 days after the slaying, and jailed 
on homicide charges.

Police said more arrests were 
possible; an investigator said others 
were present during the attack but 
walked away.

M%|or automakers overhaul 
much-maligned vehicles

NEW YORK (AP) - Two of the 
nation's three top automakers are 
trying to design a safer sport utility 
vehicle by making one that rides 
lower to the ground. The New York 
Times reported today.

Small trucks are nearly three times 
as likely as mid-sized cars to kill the 
other driver in a collision because 
they are heavier, taller and have very 
stiff frames, federal regulators say.

Ford is reworking the suspensions 
of its Ford Explorer and Expedition, 
the Mercury Mountaineer and the 
Lincoln Navigator, the Times 
reported. The company wants the 
vehicles to ride several inches lower 
and be less likely to override the 
bumpers of care and other safety 
features during crashes.

o f these books,” Ms. Hughes said 
Thursday. "We are past the point of 
at which we would have to buy more 
copies and we’re getting more 
requests.”

Sympathetic book lovers bad 
donated 15 copies by Thursday 
morning, said Ms. Hughes said.

"I've  been getting them in the 
mail and through the drop box," Ms. 
Hughes said. "Moat of them are 
brand-new.”

Jeffress said he finds no irony in 
the situation and defends his decision 
to object to materials originally 
bought with public money.

"We wanted to highlight the 
problem in our community," Jeffress

said. " I really hope people will look 
at the book and see what their tax 
dollars are supporting.”

He compared his effort with 
proposals to protect children from 
tobacco advertising, saying homosex­
uality " is responsible for the deaths 
o f tens of thousands every year 
through AIDS.”

Jeffress said he and other pastors 
will press the city council this 
summer to order the library lo remove 
the books or at least put them behind 
the counter, where only adults could 
ask for them.

"Heather Has TVo Mommies” 
features a girl who has two lesbian 
mothers. "Daddy's Roommate” tells 
the story of aboy whose father is gay 
and lives with a  boyfriend.

Both sides say they* ve received a 
groundswell of support Jeffress said 
his mail is "100 percent in support 
o f what we are doing,”

Ms. Hughes, the library adminis­
trator, said she has received about 33 
letters, "about 9-to-l In favor of 
keeping the books.”

"It's  not necessarily the book as 
much as it is books in gcoeral,”  Ms 
Hughes said. "They don't wan)
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Hughes said. "They 
anyone sweeping in » d  removing the 
books from the shelves. It's more of 
an anti-censorship statem ent”

The Wichita Falls library board of 
directors will meet next week and 
may recommend whether to keep the 
books on the shelves, but the final 
decision rests with Ms. Hughes, who 
said she hasn't made up her mind.

Nobody will be able to check the 
new books out until June 6 because 
the library is closed as it moves into 
a new, larger building.

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Movie about gigantic reptile 
is just good, clean enjoyment

What becomes a legend most? A big-budget 
resurrection with topootch special effects. But With 
“(iodzilla,” TriStar Pictures may have aeatod a monster 
in more ways than one.

This is not to say that the overwhelmingly maiteted 
Film O f The Summer is a  failure. It does have legs - 
thick, scaly ones. Slickly produced, visually deft even 

engrossing, “ Godzilla” ultimately falters because 
it lacks one thing: soul.

Even the chee&iest of the creature films from Toho, 
the Japanese monster-mOvie factory that ground out 
such erratic epics as “ Godzilla vs. Monster Zero” 
and “Terror of Mechagodzilla,” had that undefinabie 
oomph - a Mend of atomic-age unease, cartoon camp 
and inconsistent production values that lent a certain 
charm.

But this year's “Godzilla,” while derivative, seems 
to take little joy in much of anything.

Sum, there are some wooderful chunks of celluloid - 
the nesting of monster eggs in Madison Square Garden 
(much to Hank Azaria’s chagrin), Doug Savant’s 
ham-handed soldier, Jean Reno's balance of smarm 
and charm as an insurance agent who’s not quite what' 
he seems.

But you walk away with the notion that the special 
effects, nothing more, are the chief reason the film 
exists.

l b  its credit, “Godzilla,” like its granddaddy, touches 
on the horrors of nuclear irresponsibility. While 
Hiroshima and Nagasaki were the subtexts of the 1954 
version, today it’s French nuclear tests in the South 
Pacific that raise the marauding reptile from the sea.

After the creature surfaces - “Gojiia,’’ one terrified 
Japanese fisherman calls it, harking back to Godzilla's 
original name, a mixture of “gorilla” and “kujira,” 
the Japanese word for whale - U.S. forces begin tracking 
it across the globe, unconcerned about exercising 
American military might fnywhere abroad. Go figure.

As the as-yet unseen reptile approaches New York 
City, the requisite ragged band of resisters comes 
together nuclear mutations expert Dr. NikoTalopolous 
(Matthew Broderick), would-be TV reporter Audrey 
Timm on ds (Maria Pitillo), cameraman “ Animal” 
Palotti (Hank Azaria) and the military - the no-nonsense 
Colonel Hicks (Kevin Dunn) and bis sergeant, O’Neal 
(Savant).

What else is there to say? Reptile appears. Reptile 
crushes Met Life building. Errant missile destroys

Chrysler building. Reptile takes to subway tunnels. 
Herahey Kiss-scarfing Mayor Ebert (Michael Lemer, 
clearly having fun) evacuates Manhattan. Reptile eats 
big pile of fish ( “That’s a  lot of fish,” Broderick says 
at his “ Brighton Beach Memoirs” best). Reptile... 
breeds? Chaos ensues. Film ends with sequel 
possibilities.

Broderick, Reno and Savant are the bright spots, 
each memorable in his own way. Azaria, too, is fun 
as the wisecracking cameraman, sod Harry Shearer’s 
arrogant anchorman is gqod comic relief. Another 
plus: David Arnold’s haunting and fabulous score.

The creature Itself is a more muscular, streamlined 
Godzilla Mm’s dearly been doing some sifrups. Different 
angles o f him evoke different beasts - “ Predator,”  
“ Ahen** and the sinewy Cardassians from “Star Trek’’ 
come to mind. Puff the Magic Dragon doesn’t

One other niggling problem deserves mention: The 
film’s treatment of women.

Maria PetUlo, who seems to have some talent is 
permitted only to be vapid as the wanna-be reporter. 
Vicki Lewis, owner of a great sense of comic timing, 
plays a top government scientist yet she’s reduced 
to embanassmg herself over her attraction to Broderick 

. and merely looking on with concern during dramatic 
moments.

This, at least is true to the originals; Toho Y Godzilla 
flicks were full of pliant women with high voices being 
berated and bossed around by men. The women iq 
today’s version get dialogue like, “What have I done* 
Animal? What have I become?”

By the end, the whole thing has taken on a “Scooby 
Doo” flavor Broderick is Shaggy, opening each door 
to find a  menacing creature, screaming loudly and 
running. And the cartoon feel is accentuated by the 
presence of Shearer, Azaria and Nancy Cartwright - 
“ Simpsons” voices all.

But it’s not cartoonish enough. It's just sort of in 
the middle, not sinking, not transcending.

So is the giant reptile a giant turkey? Not quite. 
For perennial summer destroy-a-big-chunk-of- America 
horror fare, it’s palatable as a sort of “Doing King 
Kong’s City on 15 Buildings a Day. ” But a smarter, 
crisper, more exuberant “Godzilla” would have been 

, a nice way to bring old orange eyes back for his 
destructive encore.

-D on 't use abbreviations. It’s tempting to abbreviate 
and save money if ads are biljed by the line.

The DoBy Oklahoman, Oklahoma 
City, on President Clinton:

Is there no outrage that will finally 
end the long ethical nightmares of the 
Clinton presidency?

Education’s highest mission is not 
to cram students’ heads with facts, 
formulas and rules, but to teach them 
how to think critically and act 
rationally. Instead, school officials 
show that they've failed to master 
those abilities.

What we need is zero tolerance for 
such mindless, rigid thinking.

The Irish Times, Dublin, on 
N orthern Ireland referendum:

President Clinton and the British
