Construction spending plunges
WASHINGTON (AP) — Construc­

tion spending, which had been one of 
the driving forces in the economic 
expansion, fell by a sharp 2.4 per­
cent in April, the biggest monthly 
decline in more than five years, the 
government reported today.

The Commerce Department said 
the declines were widespread with 
decreases reported in single-family 
homes, apartment buildings, office 
b u i ld in g s  and big g o v e rn m e n t 
projects.

The 2.4 percent drop caught ana­

lysts by surprise. Many had been 
expecting the country’s construction 
boom to continue in April althought 
at a slightly slower pace than previ­
ous months.

The April decline followed five 
straight monthly increases including 
a 1.3 percent advance in March and 
a sizable 2.1 percent gain in Febru­
ary. The April decline was the first 
setback since a 0.3 percent drop last 
October and it was the biggest 
monthly decrease since a 3 percent 
plunge in January 1994.

Home building and other construc­
tion activity, driven by low mortgage 
rates, was a key contributing factor 
to the strong economic growth in 
the early part of the year. Both sales 
of new homes and existing homes 
hit record highs during the winter.

The pace of home sales have 
cooled somewhat in recent months, 
reflecting rising mortgage rates. 
Sales of existing single-family homes 
fell 3.3 percent in April after hitting 
a record high in March. Sales of 
new homes were up in March.

Legislators 
end work, 
head home

AUSTIN (AP) — In their 140-day 
Capitol stay, state legislators spent 
a record amount, cut taxes and 
watched with fellow Texans as Gov. 
George W. Bush emerged as a force 
to be reckoned with in presidential 
politics.

The Republican governor started 
1999 by inviting lawmakers to share 
his national spotlight. He ended it 
as the opin-

“1 know t .ere was a lot of specu­
lation, particularly because of me,” 
Bush said. “But by and large, the 
members (of the Legislature) didn’t 
let that affect their decisions.”

In a slap at the partisan- 
grid locked Congress, Bush said Texas 
showed the nation how lawmaking 
should be handled.

“People from both parties came 
together for a brief period of time 
and enacted a lot of law that will 
make Texas a better place,” he said. 
“I think people, when they take an 
objective look, will say this has been 
a good session.”

On the big money issues, law­
makers took a $6.4 billion surplus, 
cut $1.85 billion in taxes and spent 
a record $98.1 billion — more than 
$9 billion higher than the current 
budget.

They cut property taxes by $1.35 
billion, consumer taxes by $277 mil­
lion and business taxes by $229 
million. Bush had wanted more tax 
cuts — $2.6 billion — but called 
these “substantial.”

Critics called it too much spend­
ing, too little tax relief.

“Using the budget surplus to take 
us up this higher spending path 
means trouble for Texas taxpayers 
down the road,” said Peggy Venable, 
director of Texas Citizens for a Sound 
Economy.

This was only the second session 
in the 20th century when Republi­
cans controlled one of the 
Legislature’s two houses.

But their one-seat Senate major­
ity was enhanced by the century’s 
first Republican lieutenant governor, 
Rick Perry. In the 150-seat House, 
Democratic control was trimmed to 
78-72.

Leaders insisted partisanship 
played no role.

'This is an excellent opportunity to learn more about 
cotton, corn and grain sorghum,” said Greg Cronholm, Hale 
County Extension integrated pest management agent. "Well 
also cover crop insect pests, weed identification and herbi 
dde injury, and how to recognize and promote beneficial 
insects.”

Morning presentations by Extension and Texas Depart­
ment of Agriculture specialists and agents will focus on 
cotton growth and development; cotton insect pests; recog­
nizing and promoting beneficial insects in field crops; and 
federal and state worker protection standards.

“We'll take a break during the morning and afternoon 
sessions, so participants can visit and view insect specimen 
displays,” Cronholm said. “Well also take a one-hour ‘on 
your own’ lunch break.”

Afternoon workshop sessions will cover weed identifica­
tion and herbicide injury; cotton, corn and grain sorghum 
plant diseases; corn and grain sorghum growth and develop­
ment; and how to recognize and detect corn and grain 
sorghum insect pests.

Thousands attend ceremonies

PLANO, Texas (AP) — Thousands of Texans took a moment 
over the Memorial Day weekend to salute the U.S. service­
men who made the ultimate sacrifice to protect American 
liberty.

“Until you lose your freedom, you really don’t know what 
it’s all about,” said U.S. Rep. Sam Johnson, who spoke Sunday 
morning in his hometown of Plano.

But Johnson’s thoughts were of comrades thousands of 
miles away. The Republican congressman spent seven years 
as a prisoner of war in Vietnam.

He told of a fellow POW who sewed a flag inside his shirt 
using a bamboo needle and scraps of colored paper. Guards 
discovered the flag and beat the soldier severely, but still he 
sewed another.

“That flag reminded us of home and the freedom it stands 
for," Johnson said, his voice breaking.

The crowd gave Johnson a standing ovation.
The congressman is a decorated Air Force combat pilot 

whose F-4 Phantom was shot down over North Vietnam in 
1966. He spent three of his seven years in captivity in 
solitary confinement.

Plano’s ceremony was one of scores of Memorial Day 
events that took place around the state.

In Austin, Gov. George W. Bush on Monday honored 83 
Texans who had received the congressional Medal of Honor 
with the dedication of a towering obelisk under the oak and 
magnolia trees of the Texas State Cemetery.

The soldiers’ names were inscribed in the smooth, moun­
tain red granite along with the wars in which they fought.

1st Lt. Jack Llewellyn Knight, a native of Gamer, posthu­
mously received the Texas Legislative Medal of Honor for his 
heroism in World War II. He died at age 27 while leading an 
assault in Burma as a member of the Texas Army National 
Guard.

WASHINGTON (AP) — 
Farm-state Senate Democrats 
are asking federal regulators 
to consider subsidizing high­
speed Internet access in ru­
ral areas, saying better tele­
communications are critical 
to economic survival.

“We are determined not to 
end up with a country of 
haves and have-nots with re­
spect to advanced telecom­
munications,” Sen.

Under a 1996 law, rural 
areas are supposed to have 
telecommunications services 
that are “reasonably compa­
rable” to those in cities, but 
it was left up to the FCC to 
decide how to do that.

The government already is 
handing out nearly $1.7 bil­
lion in subsidies to schools

The airport executives who 
hosted Sabo have a huge 
stake in legislation to renew 
the federal trust fund that 
finances airport construction, 
and to increase airport pas­
senger fees.

The association spent more 
than $175,000 on lobbying last 
year, just a small portion of 
the $36 million in lobbying 
spent by the air transporta­
tion industry in 1998. The 
industry's political action com­
mittees made more than $5 
million in contributions in the 
1997-98 campaign cycle.

Air transportation interests 
contributed $6,250 to Sabo, 
$22,480 to Rep. Ron Packard, 
R-Cali£, and $500 to Rep. Hal 
Rogers, R-Ky., in 1997-98 — 
the three congressmen who 
attended the Hawaii confer­
ence, records show.

Microsoft spokesman Adam 
Sohn said the company also 
invites lawmakers to its head­
quarters near Seattle to com­
bine discussions of the issues 
with technology demonstra­
tions that “we often can’t 
bring to Washington.”

“Members reach out to us 
and say we’d like to get a 
look at this,” he said. “That’s 
what we’re looking to show­
case.”

About 20 members of Con­
gress and 50 aides have vis­
ited in recent months, Sohn 
said, without specifying how 
many trips were paid by 
Microsoft.

In House records, 13 con­
gressional staffers reported 
trips paid by Microsoft to its 
Redmond, Wash., headquar­
ters. Microsoft spent $3.7 mil­
lion on lobbying last year, 
and its political action com­
mittee made $264,500 in con­
tributions in 1997-98.

Dear Ann Landers: I am
an assistant district attorney 
who prosecutes domestic vio­
lence cases. 1 want to com­
ment on your response to 
“Gave Up in Pennsylvania” 
whose neighbor refused to 
press charges against her 
abusive bovfriend. You said 
alcohol ancr drugs can be a 
major factor in abusive situa­
tions and she should not stop 
calling the police.

I agree with that advice 
but would like to clarify some­
thing. Alcohol and drugs do 
not cause domestic violence. 
Abuse is about power and 
control. Drugs and alcohol can 
be an excuse that the abuser 
uses to seek his victim’s for­
giveness. “I was drunk and 
didn’t know what I was do­
ing” allows her to give him 
another chance.

A woman who has spent 
years at the hands of a 
batterer is likely to be com­
pletely controlled by him and 
literally unable to act against 
his wishes. She probably has 
been isolated from her friends 
and family and is financially 
dependent on her batterer. 
He has no doubt told her if 
she leaves, he will find her 
and kill her. He may have 
told her that he will take the

To Your Good Health
DEAR DR DONOHUE: Three years 

ago my husband had a kidney transplant. 
Since then he has been taking drugs that 
suppress the immune system, as well as 
prednisone

Please explain the side effects o f sev­
eral years o f prednisone. His health 
seems to be getting worse. —  B.J.

ANSWER: The body’s surveillance 
system rejects any foreign intruders, be 
they germs or donated organs. It deploys 
its immune system to destroy the invader. 
Controlling the immune system is as 
important for transplanted organ survival 
as are the intricacies o f surgically 
implanting the organ.

The cortisone family o f drugs, o f  
which prednisone is a member, is one o f  
the chief medicines used to moderate the 
immune system so the transplanted organ 
survives and functions. Used for pro­
longed penods. cortisone drugs can raise 
blood pressure, weaken bones, lead to 
cataracts and cause fat to move from 
arms and legs and migrate to the face and 
trunk. Constant cortisone use makes a 
person vulnerable to infections.

All those dire effects do not happen to 
everyone on long-term cortisone therapy. 
The fact that your husband takes other 
immune-regulating drugs permits the use 
o f lower doses of cortisone, minimizing 
its side effects.

Have a frank talk with the doctor pre­
scribing your husband's immune-regulat­
ing drugs. It could be that the change in 
your husband's health is not cortisone- 
induced. The doctor can sort out the 
causes for the apparent decline m your 
husband’s health.

DEAR DR DONOHUE: My 15-year- 
old grandson was diagnosed with pityria­
sis rosea four months ago. Cortisone 
ointment was prescribed for the itch. Can 
you tell me if stress can trigger the dis­
ease. if it is contagious and if  it recurs? 
—  E A .

ANSWER: Pityriasis rosea is a com- 
skin condition that rarely, if ever, 

permanent skin damage. Almost 
4ways. in one to three months, it van­
ishes as mysteriously as it appeared. Your 
gmdson ought to be on the verge o f  see­
ing m  end to the skin ailment.

Pityriasis usually starts out as a single 
ovd patch. I to 4  inches (2 to 10 cen- 
timetrrs) in diameter The mother patch, 
as it is called, can be found on the back, 
the upper arm or the thigh. To the 
untratned eye. it looks like a patch o f

Over the next few weeks, more patches 
break out. They have a salmon-pink 
color. A fine, white scale, the consistency 
of thin cigarette paper, covers each patch.

Sometimes pityriasis itches. At other 
times, it just sits there, looking menacing 
but not causing trouble.

No one knows if it is contagious. If it 
is. it is not highly contagious.

Around 2 percent o f  patients experi­
ence a recurrence.

Cortisone creams and antihistamines 
squelch itching. Sun. allegedly, hastens 
the rash's disappearance.

DEAR DR. DONOHUE: I am attempt­
ing to assist a very close friend whose 
granddaughter has trichotillomania. The 
girl is 15 years old and intelligent, and 
has a part-time job and a fairly active 
social life.

Doctors consulted to date imply there 
is no cure and no known cause. Your 
assistance would be very much appreci­
ated. —  RM .

ANSWER: Trichotillomania (TRICK- 
oh-TILL-oh-MAY-knee-ah) is an irre­
sistible urge to pluck hair, usually from 
the scalp, but at times from the eyebrows 
and eyelashes. For some reason, pulling 
the hair out relieves escalating inner ten­
sions.

For many, the subconscious urge to 
pluck hair leaves on its own. Others, 
however, need the input o f mental health 
professionals who can help bring to light

the inner turmoil that leads to hair­
pulling. The family doctor can supply a 
list of respected therapists.

Medicines such as fluoxetine and 
clomipramine can often quell this urge.

The girl is not alone. Ten percent o f the 
population goes through a phase o f yank­
ing at their hair, and 4 percent are chronic 
hair-pullers.

DEAR DR. DONOHUE: This is my 
fourth letter! I need information on mini­
strokes. Please respond. —  A M.

ANSWER: Strokes result when a sec­
tion o f brain is deprived of its blood sup­
ply. Mini-strokes indicate small areas o f  
the brain have lost their blood supply.

Mini-strokes can make a person stag­
ger, have trouble speaking or develop 
clumsiness o f a hand. Usually symptoms 
improve in four to six weeks.

Mini-strokes are common in people 
with diabetes or high blood pressure. 
Meticulously lowering blood sugar or 
blood pressure is the foundation o f treat­
ment for those people.

Mini-strokes can be harbingers o f a 
major stroke. Often doctors put patients 
on medicines that keep blood thinned and 
flowing to all parts of the brain after a 
mini-stroke has occurred.

Mays named to 
top sports figures
Hereford native profiled in Globe-News’ 20th 

Century top sports figures o f the Golden Spread

Hereford native James Mays, a former Texas Tech track 
All-American, was recently profiled in Sunday’s edition of the 
Amarillo Globe News as being among the 20th Century’s top 
sports figures of the Golden Spread.

The feature story, written by Globe News sports editor Jon 
Mark Beilue, profiled Mays early days at Texas Tech and an 
inspirational meeting with track and field legend Jesse 
Owens.

The meeting with Owens was enough to motivate Mays to 
place his emphasis on his track talents. The former state 
champion in the 800-meter run and the all-time area best 
record holder in the event, Mays went on to be the first three­
time All-American from Tech, twice winning the outdoor 800 
and once the indoor 600 meters in the Southwest Conference. 
Mays would run the three fastest times in SWC history, 
breaking the 1:50 mark in the 800 meters routinely.

Mays narrowly missed the finals in the 800 in the U.S. 
Olympic trials. He was the Olympic Festival’s national 
champion in the same event in 1983. He was member of 10 
different U.S. national track and field teams.

He holds the school record in the 800 with a time of 1 
minute, 46.412 seconds and his career-best 1:44.62 in 1984, is 
the fastest time by a native Texan.

Mays was originally recruited by Tech to play basketball, 
but decided on track later in his college career.

Mays, 39, has previously coached at Lubbock High, Plano 
East, a high school in Germany and as an assistant at Tech. He 
currenUy lives in the Dallas/Fort Worth Metroplex and is 
employed as a private middle school teacher.

Mandela leaves 
legacy of peace

JOHANNESBURG, South 
Africa (AP) — Hobbled by 
age and prison’s hard labor, 
his life’s work done and 
dreams realized, President 
Nelson Mandela is stepping 
down from the job he says he 
never wanted, to enjoy the 
peace and freedom that took 
a lifetime to achieve.

South Africa’s second all­
race election Wednesday is 
ushering out the Mandela era. 
At age 80, and newly wed, he 
wants time for his grandchil­
dren and to write his mem­
oirs of suffering, struggle and 
triumph.

He leaves behind a coun­
try still troubled by racial 
hatred and suspicion, by enor­
mous economic disparity, job­
lessness and crushing pov­
erty, by a staggering rate of 
violent crime.

Yet as Mandela retires, he 
is the most revered man in 
the country, admired behind 
the high walls of posh white 
suburbs and adored in the 
warrens of dusty, tumbledown 
shanties of black townships.

South Africans credit 
Mandela with saving the ' 
country from a bloodbath 
when apartheid crumbled. He 
emerged from 27 years as a 
political prisoner to direct a 
remarkably peaceful transi­
tion from tyranny to democ­
racy with an unwavering com­
mitment to reconciliation.

“He ensured by his actions 
it was a peaceful transition,” 
F.W. de Klerk, the last apart­
heid president and the man 
who freed Mandela, said in 
an interview.

Mandela restored pride in 
a country ashamed of its past. 
He offered repentant whites

Wildfires / 
spreading 
in

MIAMI (AP) — Whipped 
by winds and fed by crack­
ling brush, a huge fire burned 
throughout the night in the 
Okefenokee Swamp, gobbling 
up dry pines and palmetto 
trees.

Without significant rain, 
firefighters predicted it might 
take another two weeks to 
fully contain the blaze, which 
was about 20 percent con­
trolled early today.

“It looks like a war zone,” 
said Bill Paxton, a spokes­
man for the firefighting op­
eration. “We’ve had some real 
close calls — fire crews 
barely making it over burn­
ing bridges that are the only 
way'>in and out of areas. 
Then there’s the snakes. 
Again, some close calls. No 
one bitten.”

About 50 fire engines and 
50 bulldozers along with 482 
men and women were fight­
ing the fire. Thirty states 
have sent volunteer crews 
and equipment from as far 
away as Alaska.

Eleven helicopters and four 
tanker planes have dropped 
more than 1 million gallons 
of water and 365,000 gallons 
of retardants on the swamp, 
which straddles Florida and 
Georgia.

“They’re trying to confine 
it to the swamp,” said Willie 
Burkhardt, an information of­
ficer for the firefighting op­
eration. So far, the fire, which 
may have been ignited by 
lightning on May 21, has 
burned 53,000 acres.

On Monday evening, the 
fire was advancing on U.S. 
441, which runs north-south 
along the western side of the 
swamp in Florida and Geor­
gia.

forgiveness. To downtrodden 
blacks, he offered hope.

He made the country ex­
amine and confront its past. 
But at all times, he kept the 
focus on the future.

“We have confounded the 
prophets of doom and 
achieved a bloodless revolu­
tion. We have restored the 
dignity of every South Afri­
can,” Mandela said recently.

The revolution was hardly 
bloodless. Thousands of people 
died during decades of fight­
ing to defeat or defend apart­
heid. Thousands more were 
tortured or imprisoned with­
out trial. Many disappeared.

But in apartheid’s final 
days, Mandela helped ensure 
that the transfer of power to 
an angry black majority was' 
amazingly peaceful.

“Our situation was tailor- 
made for lasting conflict — 
350 years of white minority 
rule engendered tremendous 
feelings of hate,” said Ahmed 
Kathrada, a Mandela confi­
dant who spent 25 years in 
prison, much of it alongside 
Mandela.

“We face a long road ahead, 
but we have taken giant steps 
toward this philosophy of rec­
onciliation.”

Kathrada said prison made 
Mandela stronger. It gave 
him the chance to think. He 
was forced to interact with 
the agents of apartheid, and 
he realized one day he would 
have to work with them.

The most militant prison­
ers believed that once apart­
heid was defeated, the white 
man would be thrown into 
the sea.

“We realized that was non­
sense,” said Kathrada.

•  New laws affect 
how Texans drink, 
latest teen-ager fads

AUSTIN (AP) — When law- 
makers hitch up their mov­
ing trucks and head home 
this week they will leave in 
their wake legislation that 
could begin impacting the av­
erage Texan the next time 
they leave a bar or their 
teen-ager decides to indulge 
in the latest trend.

Gov. George W. Bush al­
ready has signed into law a 
bill lowering the legal blood 
alcohol limit from 0.10 to 
0.08. The difference amounts 
to about one less drink an 
hour.

That means a 170-pound 
man will have to stop at four 
drinks rather than five if he 
wants to get behind the 
wheel.

But his friend still can take 
the cold one with them, since 
legislation failed that would 
have kept people from hav­
ing open containers of alco­
hol in a vehicle.

Rep. Fred Hill, R- 
Richardson, blamed the bill’s 
demise — for the fifth ses­
sion in a row — on lobbying 
by the liquor industry and 
trial lawyers.

Then there is the other 
factor, which I call the Bubba 
factor, and it may be some­
what unique to Texas in that 
we simply seem to have in 
our culture the feeling among 
some people that it is there 
right to be able to drink a 
few beers on the way home 
from work,” Hill said.

“And I personally do not 
think it is their right to do 
that because I believe they 
are placing all of our lives in 
jeopardy and the lives of 
families.”

It continues to be illegal 
for drivers to drink.

There is at least one other 
thing drivers don’t  have to 
worry about.

A bill to allow cities to rig 
stop lights with cameras that 
would photograph a car run­
ning a red light died in the 
House after some lawmakers 
expressed their distaste for 
it with comedy.

The bill’s author gave up 
when House members added 
an amendment requiring that 
“BIG BROTHER IS WATCH­
ING YOU!” be posted wher­
ever the cameras were used.

And don’t bother to tell 
the kids to stop riding in the 
back of the pickup, either. A 
bill to bar children under 18 
from riding in pickup beds on 
public roads never got very 
far.

But speed limits are not 
going as high as thought.

Although a bill to raise

speed limits from tractor- 
trailers to 70 mph on state 
highways has already been 
sent to Bush, another bill to 
raise speed limits for cars as 
high as 80 mph died.

The bill would have al­
lowed the Texas Department 
of Transportation to raise 
speed limits up to 75 mph 
and up to 80 in some rural 
areas on east-west 
interstates.

Lawmakers did succeed 
in making the lives of minors 
a little harder.

From now on minors will 
have to notify their parents 
before getting an abortion. If 
the young girl wants to get 
around telling a parent she 
would have to go to a judge.

In order to get their bod­
ies pierced — the bill ex­
cludes ears — a minor would 
have to bring a parent with 
them or a notarized letter 
granting consent.

“Star Wars: Episode I — 
The Phantom Menace” was 
North America’s top film over 
the four-day Memorial Day 
weekend, bringing in $64.8 
million for a total gross of 
$205 million in a record 13 
days. “Independence Day” set 
the previous record in its 
third week of release in 1996.

But another kind of star 
power — Julia Roberts — 
helped “Notting Hill” pull in 
$27.8 million, the biggest 
opening ever for a romantic 
comedy.

“The Wedding Singer,” with 
Adam Sandler and Drew 
Barrymore, earned $21.9 mil­
lion in three days last year.
