Ag secretary:
farm law fails

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
Clinton administration says
the government’s market-ori-
ented farm law is failing and
wants lawmakers to come up
with a new way of subsidizing
growers.

“We need a farm policy that
empowers farmers not only to
survive, but to prosper,” Agri-
culture Secretary Dan
Glickman said.

The 1996 law that ended a
Depression-era system of crop
subsidies has come under in-
creasing criticism from Demo-
crats and some farm groups
after a second straight year of
depressed commodity prices.

With Congress considering
another multibillion-dollar bail-
out of the farm economy,
Glickman told the House Agri-
culture Committee on Wednes-
day that it's time to change
the way that federal farm aid
is distributed.

He indicated support for a

FORT WORTH(AP) — Po-
lice combed a killer’s trashed
home today for clues to his
motive for a shooting ram-
page that began when he
spewed anti-Baptist rhetoric,
burst into a church service
for teen-agers and opened fire.

Seven people were fatally
shot Wednesday night before
the gunman — identified by
police today as 47-year-old
Larry Gene Ashbrook of Fort
Worth — killed himself in a
pew at the Wedgwood Baptist
Church. Seven others were
wounded, three of them seri-
ously.

“It looked like a skit, it
looked like something out of
a movie,” said Bethany Will-
iams, 16, her eyes red with
tears and her green crocheted
purse splattered with blood.
“And I thought it was a fake
gun making fake noises.”

Authorities this morning
still had no idea what moti-
vated the shooting. Ashbrook
carried no note, and none
was immediately found at his
nearby home, which was be-

ing searched this morning.

Ashbrook acted alone, and
there was no indication that
he knew anyone at the
church, police chief Ralph
Mendoza said. The killer had
no known police record.

He carried a 9mm semiau-
tomatic handgun and a .380-
caliber handgun, pausing dur-
ing the attack to reload, us-
ing three clips in all, Mendoza
eaid. He did not have a hand-
gun permit, according to the
Department of Public Safety.

Investigators later found six
loaded 9mm clips int his jacket
pocket. Mendoza didn’t know
how much .380-caliber ammu-
nition Ashbrook carried.

Wedgwood Baptist Church
pastor Al Meredith said the
congregation was pulling to-
gether to cope with the trag-
edy.

“I am usually the bearer of
good news, but it's tragic news
that we are witness to today,”
Meredith said this morning.
“Our hearts are broken but
not crushed.”

Ashbrook apparently

trashed his home, about 10
minutes from the church, be-
fore the rampage. FBI agents
who searched the home found
overturned furniture, holes in
walls, concrete poured down
toilets and family photos
hacked to pieces, said FBI
special agent in charge Rob-
ert Garrity.

“He virtually destroyed the
interior of his house,” Garrity
said. “This has the appear-
ance of bein fg a very troubled
man, who, for whatever rea-
son in his own mind, sought
to quiet whatever demons that
bothered him.”

Several years-old journals
found in the home yielded no
clue as to what caused
Ashbrook to snap, Garrity
said.

“I don’t know that we'll
ever know the answer to the
question of why it happened,”
Garrity said. “It may just be
an enigma for & long time.”

Linda McConn, who has
lived in Ashbrook’s neighbor-
hood since 1961, was a high

English-only tests unfair

WASHINGTON (AP) — As more Hispanic children enter
the nation’s schools, educators debate whether they could be
hard hit by high-stakes English-only tests.

A presidential panel on Hispanic education says such tests,
often used to move children ahead or graduate them, may
violate the rights of millions of Hispanic children. Others still
say any accommodations could cheat them out of a fair
assessment of their abilities.

“State education leaders have compromised the future of
Hispanic students by making high stakes decisions based on
inaccurate and inadequate informaticn,” said the report by
the President’s Advisory Commission on Educational Excel-
lence for Hispanic Americans, released on Wednesday. It
urged the Education Department to investigate.

The Education Department is currently investigating two
cases related to testing and language ability, said Rodger
Murphey, a spokesman for the civil rights branch. Murphey
said he could not discuss the cases, in Nevada and in Texas,
or disclose the filing parties.

About 20 percent of the 5,000 cases filed each year
specifically relate to laws that prohibit racial discrimination
against students, he said. A 1974 Supreme Court ruling in
essence includes language ability in that ban by requiring
schools to provide help for students with limited English.

However, opponents of bilingual education argue that
accommodating children on high-stakes tests will hurt them
in the long run.

Lawmakers seek stronger gun control

Tougher

enforcement may
prove more
beneficial than
initiating new laws

WASHINGTON (AP) — A
steep decline in federal gun
prosecutions during the
Clinton administration shows
Clinton is “soft on crime,” the
Senate Judiciary Committee
chairman said.

A Justice Department offi-
cial said that federal authori-
ties are working with states
to lock up gun criminals and
more gun cases, state and
federal, are going to court.

Sen. Orrin Hatch, the Utah
Republican who is running for
president, released a Judi-
ciary Committee staff report
Wednesday that said federal
gun prosecutions dropped
from 7,048 in 1992, when
George Bush was president,
to 3,807 last year.

“It’s nice to mouth off
about gun control, but we've
got lots of laws on the books
that aren’t being enforced,”
Hatch said at a news confer-
ence that also included one
of the students injured dur-
ing the Columbine High

School shootings in Littleton,
Colo.

“Passing any law will not
stop any criminal from get-
ting a gun if he knows the
violation won’t be prosecuted,”
said Rick Castaldo, whose son,
Rich, was shot eight times
and paralyzed.

Bea Witzleben, a top gun
policy official at the dJustice
Department, said the figures
used for Hatch’s report may
not reflect all gun cases filed
by federal prosecutors. She
said the number of criminals
serving federal prison terms
of more than five years for
gun crimes is up more than
25 percent since 1992.

“Our combined state and
federal effort has resulted in
more criminals going to jail
for guns than was true in
1992, Witzleben said. “At the
same time, violent crime with
firearms has gone down, so
we think it’s working.”

Hatch said the Justice De-
partment should crack down
on gun crimes and designate
one prosecutor in each U.S.
Attorney’s office to focus ex-
clusively on firearms offenses.
A juvenile crime bill passed
by the Senate includes $50
million for this kind of effort,
he said. )

Constitution
Week observed

As Constitution Week is ob-
served Sept. 17-23, these Consti-
tution Sidelights, furnished by
Los Ciboleros Chapter Daugh-
ters of the American Revolution,
feature signers of the Constitu-
tion. These men who gathered in
Philadelphia from May to Sep-
tember 1787 are remembered for
their dedication in creating a
Constitution which established
the rights, privileges, and re-
sponsibilities of American citi-
zenship.

*William Livingston was a
member of the Continental
Congress but returned to New
Jersey in 1776 to assume
command of the militia. To avoid
capture by the British, he moved
about the state and while
enduring great hardships contin-
ued to support and direct the
patriot’s cause in New Jersey.

Livingston served as the first
governor of New Jersey. He
served from 1776 until his death
in 1790. At the Constitutional
Convention, Livingston advo-
cated equal representation of the
States, served as chairman of the
committee which reached a
compromise on slavery and
helped New Jersey become the
third State to ratify the Constitu-
tion.

*David Brearley was born in
1745 in Spring Grove, N.J.
Brearley, a lawyer, avidly backed
the Revolutionary cause. The
British arrested him for high
treason but a group of patriots
freed him. He was 42 when he
participated in the. Constitu-
tional Convention. He was not
ranked as one of the leaders but
attended sessions regularly.

A follower of Paterson, who
introduced the New Jersey Plan,
Brearley opposed proportional
representation of the states and
favored one vote for each of them
in Congress. He chaired the
Committee of Postponed Mat-
ters. He died in Trenton at the
age of 45.

Smith sparked comeback with voice

Cowboy runner remmded Galley about how running game was working against Redskins

IRVING (AP) — Emmitt
Smith was tired of seeing the
Dallas Cowboys throw
incompletion after

incompletion, so took his com-
plaint to the boss, coach Chan
Gailey.

Speaking with more pas-
sion and volume than usual,
Smith reminded Gailey how
well the Cowboys had been
running the ball against Wash-
ington.

baseball got rid of its high-
est-profile woman and its
highest-ranking black official.

Marge Schott’s rocky 15-
year reign as owner of the

Cincinnati Reds ended
Wednesday when baseball ap-
Kroved the $67 million sale of

er controlling interest to her
limited partners.

National League president
Len Coleman, the top minor-
ity official in the game, an-
nounced his resignation im-
mediately after owners voted
to merge the administrative
operations of the American
and National leagues.

And in developments that
caused’ disappointment and
anger, owners put off the pro-
posed sales of the Kansas
City Royals and Oakland Ath-
letics, citing the uncertain fu-
tures of baseball’s small-mar-
ket teams.

Schott, who repeatedly has
infuriated baseball with in-
flammatory statements abou{
minorities and. women, wil
be replaced as the Reds’ con-
trolling owner by Carl
Lindner, who owns the Great
American Insurance Co. -

The deal, in which '36.7
percent of the team’s shares

hands, values the fran-
chise at $181.8 million.

Schott couldn’t be reached
for comment, and Lindner,
who attended the meeting,

referred comment to John
Allen, the team’s managing
executive since Schott agreed
in June 1996 to give up day-
to-day control of the team.

“It's the end of a historic
chapter in our organization,”
Allen said. “It's the start of
the next chapter.” .

Owners also unanimously
approved a resolution calling
on their lawyers to redraft
the Major League Agreement,
which governs baseball, to
merge the AL and NL in all
areas but on the field, where
the leagues and divisions will
remain unchanged for now.

Coleman, saying his job
would become irrelevant with
the change, was the lone. dis-
senting vote in the baseball’s
executive council, then said
he will quit after the World
Series and will become a se-
nior adviser to commissioner
Bud Selig.

“The role of league presi-
dent has become like a
Studebaker — a good ride
while it lasted,” Coleman said.

AL president Gene Budig,
who did not attend Selig’s
news conference, was offered
the job of senior vice presi-
dent under Selig in charge of
educational an _government
affairs. There was no word if
he would accept it.

“Baseball took a very his-
torical step that it had to
do,” Selig said. “It is impera-
tive that we conduct our-

selves as a single entity.”

Since the NL began in 1876
and the AL in 1900, each
league ran its own affairs.
But the commissioner’s of-
fice, founded in 1920, has
taken an increasing active
role, especially since 1984,
when Peter Ueberroth had
the leagues move into the
same building.

Interleague play, which be-
gan in 1997, provided further
impetus. Under the change,
umpires, scheduling and
player discipline will switch
to the commissioner’s office,
subject to collective bargain-
ing with players and umpires.

“Frankly, the system was
an anachronism,” Selig said.

The owners voted 28-2 to
table the $122.4 million sale
of the A’'s to a group headed
by Save Mart Foods chair-
man Bob Piccinini, and 28-1
to table the $75 million sale
of the Royals to a group
headed by Miles Prentice.

Only Oakland arid the Chi-
cago Cubs voted against the
motion to table to the A's
sale. The Royals were the
only vote against tabling their
deal.

Piccinini’s agreement to buy
the team from Steve Schott
and Ken Hofmann expires if
it doesn’t close by Monday,
and his group seemed
stunned.

Prentice, a New York in-
vestor, agreed last Nov. 13 to

buy the Royals from a trust
that acquired the franchise
following the death of founder
Ewing Kauffman in 1993.
Since spring, management of-
ficials have said they were
concerned his bid had too
many people and not enough
money.

“I was ho?eful we would
be approved,” Prentice said.
“We were not rejected. They
did not turn us down. That’s
the important thing.”

Selig said no action would
be taken on the A's and Roy-
als until after the owners’
economic study committee,
appointed last January, makes
its report. He said the sales
weren't approved because he
wasn't convinced the deals
would ensure the survival of
the franchises in their cities
for “a couple of generations.”

However, baseball’s econom-
ics are unlikely to change
until after the 2001 season at
the earliest, when the sport’s
labor agreement with players
probably will expire. eco-
nomic study committee does
not include the players asso-
ciation, which is expected to
reject its findings.

The proposed sale of the
Montreal Expos from Claude
Brochu’s group to a group
.headed by New York art
dealer Jeffrey Loria also
wasn't considered. The team
and the commissioner agreed
not to put it to a vote.

Bird to stop coaching after next season

INDIANAPOLIS (AP) —
Larry Bird always planned to
stay only three years as coach
of the Indiana Pacers.

He made it official Wednes-
day, saying he would step
down at the end of the 1999-
2000 season when his three-
year contract expires.

“When I came to India-
napolis, I sat down and talked
to (Pacers president) Donnie
Walsh and said straight out
that three years was long
enough for one coach at one
place,” Bird told Indianapolis
television station WISH dur-
ing a satellite interview from
Naples, Fla., with broadcast-
ers to promote his book, “Bird
Watching: On Playing and
Coaching the Game I Love.”

“It's been a great experi-
ence for me. It's not some-
thing I dreamed of doing,”
said Bird, named NBA coach
of the year in his rookie sea-
son on the Indiana bench
when the Pacers reached the
seventh game of the Eastern
Conference playoffs before los-

ing to eventual champion Chi-
cago.

The Pacers followed up by
winning the Central Division
championship last year, but
were upset in the Eastern
Conference finals by the New
York Knicks, a loss that Bird
said “broke my heart.”

Wednesday’s statements
confirm a portion of Bird's
book in which he said he told
Walsh that he would com-
plete his contract as coach.
“He wants me to come back,
and I'm not a quitter. I plan
to stick to the original provi-
sion of my contract to coach
for only three years. That
will be more than enough for
me.”

Walsh said he hasn’t dis-
cussed Bird's future since last
season, but didn’t expect Bird
to continue as Pacers coach
after his contract expired.

“The bottom line is I'd like
to see him continue with the
franchise in some way,” Walsh
said. “I'm extremely pleased
with everything he's done as
a coach, and if he doesn’t
want to coach, then I'd love
to have him with us in an-

other role.

“Larry and I have to sit
down and discuss his de-
sires. We haven't had any
recent conversation about his
future and I've told him that
I'd like to have one when he
gets back in town.”

When asked by Indianapo-
lis TV station WRTV whether
he would accept a front-of-
fice job with the Pacers, Bird
didn’t rule it out, but said he
has no current plans to do
80.

“We'll see after the year’s
up,” he said.

“Hopefully, we can talk him
out of it, but he’s been hon-
est from the beginning about
this. He said three years and
this will be the third year.
It's been great playi for
him and we want ton%mish
strong for him,” point guard
Mark Jackson said.

Bird said he didn’t expect
to change his mind, no mat-
ter what happens in the up-
coming season.

“These players have made
it a great experience for me.
After last year, I'm very down

Area producers who want
to learn more, about drip irri-
gation as a way to improve

irrigation application efficiency .

The field day, which is spon-
sored by the High Plains Un-
derground Water Conservation
District No. 1, will be 9 a.m.-
3 p.m. Sept. 23 at the Ronnie
Owens farm, located 6 miles
east of Hereford on U.S. High-
way 60 and 1 mile north on
Country Road E.

Producers are invited to
stop by at any time during
the field day for a one-on-one
discussion of drip irrigation

and other water conservative
techniques.

The drip irrigation field day
will focus on the installation
and management of drip irri-
gation systems, according to
district assistant manager Ken
Carver.

“Drip irrigation is slow, fre-
quent applications of small
amounts of water to the soil
area directly surrounding plant
roots. Water losses caused by
evaporation, deep percolation
and runoff are virtually elimi-
nated. Using drip irrigation
can save as much as 30-40

rcentof the water used by

rrow irrigation,” Carver saick

The drip tape is installe
on 20 acres at the site and

has been in operation since
Februrary 1997. Owens’ sys-
tem’ operates in a series of
three stations.

CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENTS

Special

PROPOSITION NO. 1
ON THE BALLOT

HJR 44 - HIR 44 proposes a constitutional
amendment that would ensure a clear suc-
cession in event of vacancies in the offices
of Governor and Licutenant Governor. Spe-
cifically, the amendment would provide that
if after qualifying for the office, the Gover-
nor is temporarily unable to serve, the Lieu-
tenant Governor shall act as Govemnor until
the Governor is able to serve; but if the Gov-
emor is permanently unable to serve, the
Lieutenant Governor shall become the Gov-
emor for the remainder of the unexpired term.
The amendment would require a Lieutenant
Governor who becomes Governor to forfeit
the office of Lieutenant Governor. The
amendment would also provide similar suc-
cession when a vacancy occurs
in the office of Governor before the newly
elected Governor qualifies for office, and
when the newly elected Governor is tempo-
rarily unable to take office. The amendment
also would provide that if there is a tempo-
rary vacancy in the office of Lieutenant Gov-
emor, the President pro tempore of the Sen-
ate will fill the position; but if there is a per-
manent vacancy in the office of Lieutenant
Governor, the President pro tempore of the
Senate shall serve as Licutenant Governor
only until such time as the whole senate can
convene to elect one of its members to per-
form the duties of Lieutenant Governor. Fi-
nally, the amendment would provide that if
the Lieutenant Governor, while temporarily
exercising the powers of the Governor, be-
comes temporarily disabled or unable to
serve, the President pro tempore of the sen-
ate shall exercise the powers and authority
of the office of the Governor until such time
as the Governor or Lieutenant Governor re-
assumes those powers and duties.

The proposed amendment will appear on the
ballot as follows: “The constitutional amend-
ment to revise the provisions for the filling
oflvmymnwomceofgovmotlmn-
tenant governor.”

FROPOSITION NO. 2
ON THE BALLOT

SJR 12 - SJR 12 proposes a constitutional
amendment that would resolve conflicts be-
tween the Texas Constitution and federal law
relating to the definition, rules, and proce-
dures of reverse mortgages. The amendment
would define “reverse " in part as
an extension of credit made against the home-
stead of a person who is 62 years or older, or
whose spouse is 62 years or older. It would
expand the list of circumstances under which
payment of principal and interest become due
and the procedures involved in foreclosure,
and would require certain advances to be
made according to specific terms in loan
documents, including advances by the lender,
on behalf of the borrower for payments nec-
essary to protect the lender's interest. Finally,
the amendment would require the Texas Su-
ptho\nloplwllmndaofcivnlpm-

cedure expediting court-ordered foreclosures
of reverse mortgage liens.

PROPOSITION NO. 3
ON THE BALLOT

HJR 62 - HIR 62 proposes a constitutional

amendment that would simplify and clarify
the language of the Texas Constitution. The
amendment would make no substantive
changes, but would eliminate duplicative,
expired, out-of-date, and ineffective terms.

The proposed amendment will appear on the
ballot as follows: “The constitutional amend-
ment to eliminate duplicative, executed, ob-
solete, archaic, and ineffective provisions of
the Texas Constitution.”

PROPOSITION NO. 4
ON THE BALLOT

HJR 4 - HIR 4 proposes.a constitutional
amendment that would broaden the defini-
tion of charitable organizations. The amend-
ment would exempt from ad valorem taxa-
tion the property of any organization engaged
primarily in public charitable functions, and
it would allow such an organization to con-
duct additional activities to support its chari-
table functions,

The amendment will appear on the
ballot as follows: “The constitutional amend-
ment to authorize the legislature to exempt
property owned by institutions engaged pri-
marily in public chanuble functions from ad
valorem taxation.”

PROPOSITION NO: §
ON THE BALLOT

SJR 26 - SJR 26 proposes an amendment that
would remove the restriction prohibiting state
employees who receive all or part of their
compensation from the state from serving as
members of a governing body of a school
district, city, town, or other local governmen-
tal district unless the state employee receives
no salary for such service. The amendment
would allow state employees to receive com-
pensation from the governing bodies of
which they are members.

The proposed amendment will appear on the
ballot as follows: “The constitutional amend-
ment allowing state employees to receive
compensation for serving as a member of a
governing body of a school district, city,
town, or other local governmental district.

PROPOSITION NO. 6
ON THE BALLOT

SJR 22 - SIR 22 proposes a constitutional
amendment that would increase the maxi-
mum size of an urban homestead, which is a
homestead in a city, town, or village, from
one acre to ten acres and require the urban
homestead to be composed of either a single
lot or several lots that are adjacent to one an-
other. The amendment also would provide
that the urban homestead must be used as a
home or as both a home and place of busi-
ness, whereas current law does not require
that an urban homestead that is used as a place
of business be used also as a home.

Current law further allows a person to se-
cure a home equity loan on their homestead,
provided that the loan does not overburden
the homestead. That is, the principal amount
of the home equity loan, when added to the
total of the outstanding principal balances of
all other indebtedness secured against the
homestead, does not exceed 80 percent of the
fair market value of the homestead on the
date the extension of credit is made. The

proposed amendment would clarify current
law by specifically allowing home equity
loans on all or part of urban homesteads of
up to ten acres and subject such loans to the
same requirement that the refinanced or new
loan not overburden the homestead.

The proposed amendment will appear on the
ballot as follows: *“The constitutional amend-
ment increasing the maximum size of an ur-
ban homestead to 10 acres, prescribing per-
missible uses of urban homestéads, and pre-
venting the overburdening of a homestead.”

PROPOSITION NO. 7
ON THE BALLOT

HIJR 16 - HJR 16 proposes a constitutional
amendment that would provide that if an em-
ployee is delinquent in paying court-ordered
spousal maintenance, a portion of that
employee’s wages may be withheld to pay
the spousal maintenance. Current law allows

such withholding, or gamishment, only for

payment of delinquent court-ordered child
support.

The proposed amendment will appear on the
ballot as follows: “The constitutional amend-
ment authorizing gamishment of wages for
the enforcement of court-ordered spousal
maintenance.”

PROPOSITION NO. 8
ON THE BALLOT

HIJR 95 - HIR 95 proposes a constitutional
amendment that would provide that the ad-
jutant general, who is appointed by the Gov-
ernor and who serves as the governing of-
ficer of the state military forces, serves as
long as the Governor wishes the appointed
person to serve in that capacity rather than
serving a specific two-year term set by the
legislature.

The proposed amendment will appear on the
ballot as follows: “The constitutional amend-
ment to provide that the adjutant general
serves at the pleasure of the governor.”

PROPOSITION NO. 9
ON THE BALLOT

SJR 10 - SJR 10 proposes a constitutional
amendment that would authorize the legisla-
ture to create a judicial compensationt com-
mittee to make recommendations for salaries
for the justices and judges of the Supreme
Court, the Court of Criminal Appeals, the
Courts of Appeals, and the District Courts.
The amendment would mandate that the rec-
ommendations become law if neither the
Senate nor the House of Representatives re-
jects them by majority vote.

The proposed amendment will appear on the
ballot as follows: “The constitutional amend-
ment authorizing the legislature to create a

judicial compensation commission.”

PROPOSITION NO. 10
ON THE BALLOT

HJR 74 - HIR 74 proposes a constitutional
amendment that would provide that the com-
missioner of health and human services, who
is appointed by the Governor, serves as long
as the Governor wishes the appointed per-
son to serve in that capacity rather than serv-
ing a specific two-year term set by the legis-
lature.

The amendment will appear on the
ballot as follows: “The constitutional amend-
ment to provide that the commissioner of
health and human services serves at the plea-
sure of the governor.”

PROPOSITION NO. 11
ON THE BALLOT
HIR 69 - HIR 69 proposes a constitutiona.

amendment that would authorize a county,
city, town, or other political subdivision to

spend public funds or extend credit to pur-
chase nonassessable property or casualty in-
surance from a mutual insurance company
authorized to do business in Texas. Under
current law, a political subdivision is gener-
ally prohibited from spending public funds
or extending credit to become a stockholder
in a corporation but is permitted to purchase
nonassessable life, health or accident insur-
ance policies from a mutwal insurance com-
pany authorized to do business in Texas. This
amendment would authorize a political sub-

division to also obtain non-assessable prop-
erty and casualty insurance from such a com-

pany.

The proposed amendment will appear on the

ballot as follows: “The constitutional amend-.

ment permitting a political subdivision to pur-
chase nonassessable property and casualty in-
surance from an authorized mutual insurance
company in the same manner that the politi-
cal subdivision purchases life, health, and ac-
cident jnsurance.”

PROPOSITION NO. 12
ON THE BALLOT

SJR 21 - SJR 21 proposes a constitutional
amendment that would exempt from ad va-
lorem taxation a leased motor vehicle that is
not used by the lessee primarily to produce
income. The amendment would provide that
the legislature also may limit the ability of a
political subdivision to subject such a vehicle
to taxation.

The proposed amendment will appear on the
ballot as follows: “The constitutional amend-
ment to authorize the legislature to exempt
from ad valorem taxation leased motor ve-
hicles not held by the lessee primarily to pro-
duce income.”

PROPOSITION NO. 13
ON THE BALLOT

SJR 16 - SJR 16 proposes a constitutional
amendment that would authorize the legisla-
ture to allow the Texas Higher Education Co-
ordinating Board to issue and sell general ob-
ligation bonds in an amount not to exceed
$400 million in order to finance educational
loans to students. The amendment also would
authorize the Legislature to limit the amount
of interest the bonds can bear and establish
procedures for the investment of the bond
proceeds. The proposed amendment would
specify the method of repaying the bonds.

The proposed amendment will appear on the
ballot’as follows: “The constitutional amend-
ment providing for the issuance of $400 mil-
lion in general obligation bonds to finance
educational loans to students.”

PROPOSITION NO. 14
ON THE BALLOT

HJR 29 - HIR 29 proposes a constitutional
amendment which would authorize the Leg-
islature to require the board of regents of the
state university and boards of trustees or
managers of the educational, charitable, and
penal institutions of the state, whose mem-
bers serve six year terms, to be composed of
an odd number of three or more board mem-
bers (for example, 5, 7, or 9 members). The
proposed amendment would allow approxi-
mately one-third of members of boards
whose membership is not evenly divisible by
three to be elected or appointed every two
years. The amendment also would allow the
Legislature to set the composition of consti-
tutionally required boards, whose: members
serve for a term of six years, to a number
divisible by three so that exactly one-third
of the board members may be elected or ap-
pointed every two years,

The proposed amendment will appear on the
ballot as follows: “The constitutional amend-
ment authorizing the legislature to provide
that a state board, commission, or other
agency shall be governed by a board com-
posed of an odd number of three or more

ON THE BALLOT

HJR 36 - HJR 36 proposes a constitutional
amendment that would allow spouses, by an
agreement in writing, to convert all or part

property. Separate property is primarily the
property owned or claimed by the spouse
before marriage and the property acquired by
the spouse during the marriage by gift or in-
heritance. Community property consists of
the property, other than separate property,
acquired by either spouse during marriage.

The proposed amendment will appear on the
ballot as follows: *“The constitutional amend-

ment permitting spouses to agree to convert
separate property to community property.”

PROPOSITION NO. 16
ON THE BALLOT

HIR71-HIR T popomamal
amendment that Would al with
a population of 50,000 or momlk rather than
30,000 or more, to be divided into four to
cight justice of the peace and constable pre-
cincts. The amendment also 'would allow a
county with a population between 18,000 and

peace and constable precincts, rather than the
current maximum of five incts. Further-
more, the amendment wi limit Randall
County to not less than two and not more than
six precincts. Finally, the amendment would
set a minimum of four. precincts for any
county that as of November 2, 1999, is di-
vided into four or more precincts.

The proposed amendment will appear on the
ballot as follows: “The constitutional amend-
ment to provide that certain counties shall
be dmded into a spoclﬁc mumber of pre-
cincts.”

PROPOSITION NO. 17
" ON THE BALLOT

HJR 58 - HIR 58 proposes a constitutional
amendment which would require the board
of regents of the University of Texas System
to manage investments of the permanent uni-
versity fund (PUF) according to the standards
of a prudent. investor. Generally, eamings
from the PUF are distributed to the available
university fund (AUF) and then ultimately
distributed to the public university systems
of Texas. Under the amendment, the amount
distributed to the AUF would consist of dis-
tributions, as determined by the University
of Texas System board of regents, from the
total returm on all investment assets of the
PUF, instead of consisting only of the divi-
dends, interest, and other income of the PUF
minus administrative expenses. The amend-
ment also would provide guidelines for mini-
mum and maximum amounts to be distrib-
uted to the AUF, and require that the board
of regents manage distributions to the AUF
in a manner that will provide the AUF witha
stable and predictable stream of annuul dis-
tributions and maintain the power
of the PUF investments and annual distribu-
tions to the AUF. 2

The proposed amendment will appear on the
ballot as follows: *“The constitutional amend-
ment relating to the investment of the per-
manent university fund and the distribution
from the permanent university fund to the
available university fund.”

Prices for corn and soybeans are at their lowest levels in
more than a decade because of a worldwide glut of grain.

The White House budget office sent a letter to congressional
leaders saying it “generally agrees” with the size of a $7.4
billion farm-aid u?proved last month by the Senate.

But the letter criticized both the way the money would be

allocated to
ack of disaster
aid for weather-
related losses.
The letter
also said Con-
ss should ad-
the “funda-
mental short-
comings” of the
1996 law. Clinton
8 the law
ch was aimed
at ending much
of the government intervention in-agriculture, moving towards
a more market-based system and giving farmers the freedom
to plant what they choose, but the administration has always
maintained that farmers need some type of price support.

The Senate bill was designed primarily to compensate
farmers for low commodity prices, not dam crops.

The iculture Department estimates ear’s drought
has cost farmers $800 million to $1.2 billion, and is monitoring
Hurricane Floyd for potential damage to crops that haven't
been harvested yet, Glickman said.

“In some states this is the driest growing season in history
— or at least since such records have been kept,” he said.

Earlier in the day, Democratic senators — flanked by dozens
of farmers from across the country — demanded that Congress
pass emergency farm relief and overhaul the 1996 law.

“This Congress cannot leave without acting on agriculture,”
said Minority Leader Tom Daschle of South Dakota. “We
cannot afford to wait.”

Most of the money ‘in the Senate bill would go toward
doubling the annual “market transition” payments that farm-
ers are guaranteed under the 1996 law.

Glickman said that sho soybean growers, whose
crop wasn’t included in calculating those payments. And he
said some of the payments go to producers who aren’t even
farming anymore. :

But Mary Kay Thatcher, a lobbyist for the American Farm
Bureau Federation, said it's too late in the year to write a new
subsidy program, such as the one Stenholm has pmmd.

“If we gave the administration a new program this to
deal with, sure enough, we'd have them getting out the money
eight months from now,” she said.

Glickman also other measures, including an ex-
pansion of the land-idling Conservation Reserve Program to
take additional acreage out of production and subsidies for
storing grain on farms.

Some 31 million acres is currently idled under the conserva-
tion program. :

House and Senate negotiators are expected to begin work
next week on the USDA spending bill that includes the farm
assistance.

Last year, President Clinton vetoed a $4 billion farm-

assistance and forced Republican congressional lead-
ers to lponr ano
