Manufacturing firm visits Hereford

They came, they saw, they 
didn’t commit.

Representatives from a Dal­
las-based manufacturing firm 
spent Wednesday in town, 
checking out possible sites for 
a plant. But they went back 
to Dallas without committing 
to Hereford.

However, Don Cumpton, ex­
ecutive director of the Here­
ford Economic Development 
Corp., isn’t disappointed.

“We had a good meeting. It 
was an extremely positive 
m eeting,” Cum pton said

Thursday afternoon.
The representatives from 

Safe Solutions, a two-year-old 
firm that manufactures a line 
of skin care products and 
some pet care products, flew 
in Wednesday and spent the 
day in Hereford.

“We showed them some 
possible locations,” Cumpton 
said, adding the company and 
HEDC will continue to nego­
tiate.

Safe Solutions uses all­
natural ingredients, with 
prickly pear cactus juice as 
the base, for the skin care 
products. The com pany’s

source of raw material is West 
Texas.

If it were to relocate from 
Dallas to Hereford, Cumpton 
has said it would employ 25- 
30 workers during the first 
year of operations, with a tar­
get of 50-60 workers in the 
second year.

Cumpton also said he has 
been in touch with represen­
tatives of Fink & Co. of Hope, 
Ark., about a possible reloca­
tion to Hereford.

“I talked with them yester­
day (Wednesday) and they’re 
very, very busy,” he said. The 
company, which manufactures

jigsaw puzzles and 
building block toys is 
in its annual pus to 
get its products ready 
to delivery to mer­
chants in time for 
Christmas shopping.

Cumpton said the 
Arkansas company is 
still interested in 
Hereford, but there 
are some points un­
resolved.

If Fink & Co. were 
to relocate to Here­
ford, its anticipated 
workforce would be 
40-50 employees.

WASHINGTON (AP) — 
House Republicans moved an­
other step toward an inevi­
table budget showdown with 
President Clinton, passing and 
sending to the Senate the last 
— and largest — spending 
bill of the year in the face of 
a certain veto.

*We’ve put our mark on it, 
he’ll put hi& mark on it in the 
form of a veto, and that’s 
when n e g o t i a t  ons really 
start,” House Appropriations 
Committee Chairman Bill 
Young, R-Fla., said Thursday 
after the House passed a huge 
bill to fund the District of 
Columbia and the health and 
labor departments.

The spending measure, ap­
proved on a near party-line 
218-211 vote, also carried a 
0.97 percent across-the-board 
cut in federal agencies’ bud­
gets, which Clinton has said 
he would not accept. Senate 
passage was expected early 
next week.

It was the last of the 13 
spending bills needed to fund 
the government in fiscal 2000, 
which began Oct. 1. Congress 
already has passed and 
Clinton has signed two short­
term measures that have kept 
the governm ent running 
nearly a month into the new 
year. ,

But neither the Republi­
can-led Congress nor the 
president was ready to let 
the budget fight produce a 
federal shutdown.

So Congress on Thursday 
also sent Clinton a measure

Fed keeps options open
if it has to ... I believe the 
odds tilt toward another rate 
hike, but it is a close call,” 
said David Jones of Aubrey G. 
Lanston & Co. in New York.

The Fed got some good news 
before Greenspan spoke Thurs­
day in government reports 
showing that even though the 
economy grew at a sizzling 
4.8 percent rate in the third 
quarter, the fastest pace this 
year, wage pressures remained 
subdued with the Employment 
Cost Index showing wages up 
only 3.1 percent over the year.

The government also re­
leased Thursday a major revi­
sion of the gross domestic 
product, the nation’s total out­
put of goods and services, 
showing that growth this de­
cade has been higher than 
previously reported, with in­
flation a bit lower.

Greenspan cited the GDP 
revisions, saying they provided 
support to the view that 
growth in productivity, the out­
put per hour of work, has 
begun to accelerate after lag­
ging for two decades.

Greenspan said the newly 
revised figures on output indi­
cate that productivity has been 
growing by an average of 2.25 
percent annually over the past 
five years after averaging just 
1.75 percent over the previous 
20 years.

WASHINGTON (AP) — 
Federal Reserve Chairman 
Alan Greenspan appears to be 
keeping his options open about 
what the Fed’s 
next move on in­
terest rates 
should be.

In a speech to 
chief executives 
of the some of 
the country ’s 
largest corpora­
tions, Greenspan 
expressed wor­
ries about what 
could happen to 
inflation if a re­
cent upswing in

Convicted killer executed

HUNTSVILLE, Texas *(AP) — Ten injections propelled 
Domingo Cantu to a cocaine high and inspired him to rape and 
fatally beat a 94-year-old Dallas woman.

More than 11 years later, two needles carrying lethal drugs 
Thursday night took his life for the murder.

Cantu, 31, was executed for fatally attacking Suda Eller 
Jones as she watered flowers outside the Dallas home where 
she had lived for 60 years.

The execution was the 28th in Texas this year and the third 
this month. The state has at least six more convicted killers 
set to die in 1999.

Cantu also became the 82nd prisoner executed in the United, 
States this year, the most since 83 were put to death in 1952.

Judge rules on subpoena
JASPER, Texas (AP) — A judge today is expegted to decide 

whether or not to force a producer for “60 Minutes II” to turn 
over the unedited outtakes of a broadcast interview with the 
third man charged in the dragging death of a black man.

Prosecutors want the outtakes of Shawn Allen Berry’ inter­
view with CBS News anchor Dan Rather, which aired on Sept. 
28.

State District Judge Joe Bob Golden on Monday ordered 
Dallas-based CBS producer Mary Mapes to appear in his court 
today with copies of the videotapes. Prosecutors subpoenaed 
Mapes and the interview outtakes earlier, but she missed her 
scheduled appearance on Monday.

Jasper County District Attorney Guy James Gray has said 
lie wants to compare Berry’s statements in the outtakes to 
others he has given during the investigation into the June 7, 
1998, dragging death of James Byrd Jr.

In the interview, Berry said he tried to stop the attack on 
Byrd, but backed off when one of his alleged accomplices, John 
William King, threatened him. King and Lawrence Russell 
Brewer, white supremacists who became buddies in prison, 
were convicted and sentenced to death earlier this year in 
separate trials.

Scandal ravaals verification gaps
NEW YORK (AP) — The recent scandal over the author of a 

controversial George W. Bush biography wasn’t the first involv­
ing a writer with a sketchy past.

It may not be the last, either.
“If someone really wants to fool you, they can. You pretty 

much take at face value that an author is who he says he is,” 
Sally Richardson, president and publisher of St. Martin’s Press, 
said Thursday.

After publication, it was revealed Hatfield had a criminal 
past. St. Martin’s recalled all 70,000 copies of the book and 
suspended sales, shipment and promotion.

Next time. Bush debates
HANOVER, N.H. (AP) — Next time, Gov. George W. Bush’s 

rivals for the Republican presidential nomination will be debating 
against him instead of about him.

“I’m sure Gov. Bush will be very active in this campaign, 
particularly since we’re moving up so rapidly in the polls,” said 
Sen. John McCain, who trails Bush but is gaining.

McCain said he’d have preferred to have Bush participate in 
the forum at Dartmouth College on Thursday night because 
New Hampshire voters deserved it.

Clinton urges medical records safeguards
Proposal applies 
to all electronic 
media sources

WASHINGTON (AP) — 
President Clinton today pro­
posed regulations to keep elec­
tronic medical records from 
the prying eyes of employers, 
marketers and others, and 
urged Congress to take fur­
ther steps to safeguard pa­
tients’ most sensitive informa­
tion.

“Please help protect Ameri­
can families from new abuses 
of their privacy,” Clinton said 
during an Oval Office cer­
emony. 4i2very American has a 
right to know his or her medi­
cal records are protected at all 
times from falling into the 
wrong hands.”

Clinton’s proposal would ap­
ply to all electronic medical 
records and to all health plans. 
He said the technology has 
been wrongfully exploited by 
employers and marketing firms 
with a scrutiny like that of 
Big Brother in George Orwell’s 
futuristic novel, “ 1984.”

“The American people are 
concerned, and rightfully so,” 
Clinton said. “Americans should 
never have to worry that their 
employers are looking at the 
medicines they take, or the 
ailments they’ve had.”

The proposed regulations, 
administration officials said, 
would restrict the use and 
release of private health infor­
mation transmitted or main­
tained by computers. Congress 
debated the issue for years,

but failed to meet a self-im­
posed Aug. 21 deadline for 
legislating new protections. 
Clinton said lawmakers should 
still seek to pass legislation, 
in order to cover records kept 
on paper.

“I believe Congress should 
act,” Clinton said. “There are 
still protections, some of them, 
we can give our families only 
if there’s an act of Congress 
passed.”

Existing laws protecting 
medical privacy vary widely 
from state to state. Currently, 
there are no federal guaran­
tees that private information 
won’t be passed to employers, 
sold to pharmaceutical compa­
nies or talked about in insur­
ance company offices.

The administration will pub­
lish the proposal next week 
for review. It has until Febru­
ary 2000 to issue a final pro­
posal, with the rules to take 
effect in 2002.

The new federal rules would 
go beyond the weaker protec­
tions of some states, but would 
not override those with more 
restrictive laws.

The rules would apply only 
to electronic information, in­
cluding computer records that 
have been copied to paper.

Only congressional action 
can protect the large amount 
of medical information that 
has existed only on paper, said 
Sen. Christopher Dodd, D- 
Conn., who wrote a bipartisan 
privacy bill before the August 
deadline.

“I can only hope that the 
administration’s action will 
light a fire under Congress, so 
that we can deal with this 
critically important issue in a

serious, bipartisan and com­
prehensive way,M he said in a 
prepared statement.

Under the proposal, doctors, 
hospitals or health plans would 
not release a patient's infor­
mation for purposes unrelated 
to treatment and payment 
without written consent. Pri­
vate information can now be 
released to financial institu­
tions, direct marketing firms 
and others without a patient’s 
knowledge or consent.

When required to release 
medical information, health or­
ganizations would have to limit 
the disclosure to the mini­
mum necessary for each case 
instead o f a  ̂patient's entire 
record. For example, when pay­
ing for medical services, no 
treatment information would 
be sent to banks or credit 
card companies.

The proposal would create 
new civil and criminal penal­
ties for improperly disclosing 
patient information. Intention­
ally releasing inform ation 
would be punishable by a fine 
o f up to $50,000 and one year 
in jail. Someone tnring to sell 
in form ation  could face a 
$250,000 fine and 10 years in 
prison.

Patients also would be given 
the right to see and copy their 
medical records and to request 
corrections of any errors.

Under the new rules, law 
enforcem ent organ izations 
would be prohibited from ob­
taining medical records with­
out legal authorization like a 
warrant or court order. This 
retreats from  the

administration's previous posi­
tion o f allowing law enforce­
m ent unfettered access to 
health records.

The plan would require 
health care providers to send 
patients a notice describing 
how they use electronic medi­
cal information and advise pa­
tients in advance o f any 
changes.

Health maintenance organi­
zations would also have to 
establish internal procedures 
to protect patient records, in­
cluding limiting access to in­
formation and training employ­
ees to keep patient informa­
tion private during their rou­
tine operations. .

Regarding teen-agers who 
seek medical care on their 
own, the plan follows the lead 
of existing state laws. When a 
state allows a minor to obtain 
health care without notifying 
a parent or getting their con­
sent, the minor's rights would 
be protected under the pro­
posed plan. If a state requires 
a parent to be involved, then 
the privacy rights would apply 
to the parent, not the minor.

During congressional debate, 
Democrats led by Massachu­
setts Sen. Edward Kennedy 
pushed to allow teens to keep 
their records private, even 
from their parents and even 
when it involves abortion.

After Congress failed to 
meet the Aug. 21 deadline it 
set three years earlier,* the 
1996 law required the Depart­
ment o f Health and Human 
Services to write regulations 
on medical privacy.
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Air Force chimps retire to Florida E m e r g e n c y  s e r v i c e s
WASHINGTON (AP) — Re­

tirement in Florida beckons 
for 21 chimpanzee veterans of 
the space program.

Under a court settlement 
with the Air Force, the chim­
panzees will be moved from a 
research laboratory in New 
Mexico to a sanctuary that 
the Center for Captive Chim­
panzee Care will build in 
Florida.

They are among 111 chimps 
that the Air Force turned over 
to the Coulston Foundation lab 
last year over the protests of 
animal rights groups. In Sep­
tember, the Agriculture De­
partm ent accused the 
Alamogordo, N.M., facility of 
mistreating its 650 chimpan­
zees and forced it to give up 
300 of them.

“We know the American pub­
lic will be thrilled with this 
outcome, as they have shown 
their concern and support for 
these wonderful chimps who 
involuntarily served in the Air 
Force," Carole Noon, the 
center’s director, said Thurs­
day.

The Boynton Beach, Fla.- 
based center, whose board in­
cludes renowned primatologist 
Jane Goodall, sued the Air 
Force after unsuccessfully try 
ing to obtain its animals.

The 21 chimps include 6- 
year-old Lil* Mini, the young­

est offspring of Mini, the last 
surviving “astro-chimp” from 
the space program’s early days 
who died last year at age 41.

The 111 chimps are descen­
dants or companions of Ham, 
the first chimpanzee to fly in 
space, and of Enos, the first 
chimp to orbit the Earth. Some 
were used in early jet airplane 
research, including the devel­
opment of ejection seats. In 
more recent years, more than 
half of the animals have been 
used in AIDS and hepatitis 
experiments.

None of the chimps bound 
for Florida is infected with 
AIDS virus or hepatitis.

“G iving the chim ps to 
Coulston was the easiest and 
cheapest option for the Air 
Force, as Coulston was already 
in possession of the chimpan­
zees pursuant to a lease agree­
ment," said Robert Symon, a 
lawyer for the Florida center.

Coulston had operated an 
Air Force research facility at 
Holloman Air Force Base near 
Alamogordo since 1993. In ad­
dition to giving up 300 o f its 
chimps, the Coulston lab has 
also agreed to improve its staff 
and facilities.

Earlier this year, the De­
partment of Health and Hu­
man Services restricted the 
lab’s handling of animals used 
in agency-sponsored projects.

Former Lady W hitefaces Barrett, Carlile and 
Schumacher reunite for N A IA  volleyball battle

LUBBOCK — The ghosts of 
Hereford volleyball past were on 
the court at the Lubbock 
Christian University Fieldhouse.

On one side, you had an NAIA 
All-American volleyball player by 
the name of Kari Barrett o f the 
Lubbock Christian Chaparrals.

On the other side, you had two 
young ladies beginning their 
careers in collegiate volleyball: 
Lyndi Carlile and Christy 
Schumacher of the Southern 
Nazarene Crimson Storm.

Well, the NAIA All-American 
Barrett gave her younger, former 
teammates from Southern 
Nazarene a little crash course in 
college volleyball as Lubbock 
Christian took the match 15-8,15- 
4,15-3.

It's strange to see three 
former teammates go against 
each other in an athletic 
competition, especially when a 
legendary program like Here­
ford volleyball was used to 
seeing these three athletes on 
the same court.

But that’s today’s reality.
After the match ended, how­

ever, it was like nothing ever 
changed. Sort o f like a family 
reunion.

This is something that Kari 
Barrett is already used to. She has 
played former teammates be­
fore, including last Tuesday 
when Barrett and the Lady 
Chaparral faced Brek Horn, 
Brittany Binder and the Abilene 
Christian Lady Wildcats.

*1 am kind o f used to this 
because I am used to play against 
other Hereford girls," Barrett 
said. “You want to win and do well 
when you play against your old 
teammates. You want them to do 
good, too."

Barrett did show why her old

mates, and the rest of the crowd 
at the fieldhouse, why she’s a 
two-time All-American setter. 
She recorded 27 assists and four 
block assists against the Crim­
son Storm.

But despite Barrett’s well- 
documented success, she still 
shows grace and camaraderie to 
her old teammates and the 
Hereford faithful attending the 
match.

“I have a lot of respect for 
those girls," Barrett said of 
Carlile and Schumacher. They 
have come into that team and 
helped them a lot. They’ve done 
really well.”

Barrett may be used to 
paying old teammates, but 
again, this is something new to 
Carlile and Schumacher, who 
have played their second con­
ference game against LCU.

The last time these two 
teams met, LCU escaped a 
tough three-game match at 
Bethany, Okla., 15-10,19-17,15- 
8 .

“It’s a different experience, 
but she’s (Barrett) doing really 
well," Carlile said. MIt’s a lot of 
fun going out and competing 
against her. It’s different be­
cause she’s supposed to be on 
our side.”

Carlile, despite Nazarene’s 
loss, did have a good game. She 
recorded six kills and had four 
blocks. Not bad for a young 
college hitter in the rotation.

Still, at least for this year, it’s 
hard to comprehend seeing 
Schumacher and Carlile face 
the likes of Barrett as the 
opposition rather than being on 
the same side as teammates.

“It was obviously very differ­
ently because we’re used to 
seeing her on our side," 
Schumacher said. “It makes us 
very nervous because we know 
how good she is and we also know 
her weaknesses, which aren’t 
very many.”

Carlile’s rise into the plans of 
the Crimson Storm’s program 
has been impressive. She’s 
recorded 137 kills, 42 digs, 31 
blocks and has a 2.36 hitting 
percentage for this season.

“I really came down expect­
ing to play and I really like it and 
I like getting the playing time," 
Carlile said. “Our team’s in a 
rebuilding year, so it’s expected 
and I eiyoy the playing time."

The same cannot be said for 
Schumacher, who right now sits 
on the bench while waiting for 
her chance. It’s a situation she 
can’t control.

“It’s very hard because I want 
to be out there playing,” 
Schumacher said. “But actually 
part of the reason I am not going 
to play is because I am not tall 
enough to block.

“It’s also because I am young

one o f the best backs ever. 
It’s flattering that people are 
comparing me, but it is pre­
mature.”

Receiver Marvin Harrison 
was hesitant about such com­
parisons, too.

“Those three guys in Dal­
las are a tremendous group 
o f players. To compare us 
right now wouldn’t be a timely 
thing,” Harrison said. He goes 
into the game second in the 
league with 45 receptions and 
709 yards receiving,and shares 
the league lead with eight TD 
catches.

“We could be as good as 
them in the future with some 
work and effort, but right 
now we're still young and 
we’re still learning the game.

They know it."
Still, the Cowboys see them­

selves challenged defensively 
by a team that has allowed 
Manning to be sacked only 
three times this year.

“Obviously they’re doing 
something right. Peyton’s pass­
ing the ball quick or the offen­
sive line is protecting,” said 
Dallas defensive end Greg 
Ellis. “Whatever it is they do, 
they’re getting it done well."

M anning has com pleted 
nearly 59 percent of his passes 
for 1,679 yards in his second 
season, and in 22 games has 
thrown for 5,418 yards.

“He’s well ahead of his time. 
He doesn’t seem like a sec­
ond-year quarterback. He’s a 
student o f the game. Know­

ing him personally, he’s the 
kind of guy who goes in early 
and learns what he needs to 
learn," said Ellis, who like 
Manning was a first-round 
draft pick last year.

Ellis admitted he hadn’t 
heard o f James, taken ahead 
o f Heisman Trophy winner 
Ricky Williams as Hie fourth 
overall pick this year. .

“I think everyone knows 
who he is now,” Ellis said. 
“He’s not the kind of guy 
that’s going to run around. He 
sees the first-down marker or 
wherever he wants to get to 
and he picks his hole and goes 
to it."

The Colts anticipate Dallas 
w ill depend frequently on 
cornerback Deion Sanders to

neutralize Harrison, who has 
already matched his career- 
high for TD catches in a sea­
son.

“He has done that in the 
past, roamed to the other side 
to cover other team’s top re­
ceivers," Manning said. “You 
just have to be accurate with 
the football. Certainly with 
Marvin in the game, we have 
to try and get the ball to him. 
We can’t take Marvin out of 
the offense.

“You have to account for 
Deion’s great speed and his 
great cover ability.

and that’s something 1 can’t do 
anything about, so it makes me 
feel a little bit helpless, but I 
work hard everyday in practice 
and try to improve myself.”

season.”

The same sentiment is 
conveyedby Schumacher.

“Hopefully, we’ll come out a 
lot better than we did in this 
game,” she said.

Just say no to candy. Just 
say no to sweets.

After tipping the scales at 
402 pounds at the end of the 
1996 season, Gray has also 
decided to eat less and less 
hamburgers and french fries 
during the course o f his plot 
to burn at least 70 or so 
pounds o f blubber and fat.

During the course o f the 
last few days, he finally made 
it to 329.

Mission accomplished and 
then some, according to Gray, 
his teammates and coaches.

“Sweets, candy, junk food: 
all that stuff that’s unhealthy 
for you is what I stay away 
from now,” said Gray, a jun­
ior starter who will try to 
play in his team's 1 p.m. 
game Saturday at Missouri 
despite suffering a hyper-ex­
tended knee last week 
against Baylor.

“I watched what I ate and 
I stayed away from fried 
foods most o f the time. If I 
didn’t, I didn’t eat large quan­
tities. I didn’t go on any 
super binges and didn’t try 
to put the buffet industry 
out o f business.”

In the past, “binges” had 
seemed to become his big­
gest problem away from the 
team and the field.

self in shape and reported to

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Grisham, Carr reviving 
19th century sensation

NEW YORK (AP) — As pub­
lishers wonder what will sell 
in the 2 let century, some 
popular writers are reviving a 
sensation from the 1800s: the 
serialized novel.

Caleb Carr, author of the 
historical thriller T h e Alien­
ist,* is serializing a futuristic 
novella in Time magazine. 
John Grisham’s new novel will 
come out next year in install­
ments in The Oxford Am eri­
can, a Mississippi-based jour­
nal he helps publish.

“I was shocked, and very 
pleasantly shocked, when Time 
asked me to do it. It’s a great 
tradition that’s been lost,* Carr 
said Thursday. His work will 
appear in five special editions 
of Time, all centered on the 
future. The first part is 
planned for Monday’s issue.

“All writers, after writing a 
number o f books in a certain 
genre, think about doing some­
thing different just to see if 
you can do it,* added Grisham, 
who plans to write a coming- 
of-age story, with no lawyers 
or courtrooms.

Serials are a part of both 
publishing and cultural his­
tory. In the 18308, when new 
technology allowed for rapid 
mass distribution o f printed 
materials, a magazine pub­
lisher convinced a young 
Charles Dickens to write a 
book in monthly installments. 
T h e Pickwick Papers" was an 
unprecedented success, with 
readers following the progress 
of his novel the way soap 
opera viewers now await the 
next day’s episode.

Some o f the greatest litera­
ture has first been serialized,

including Tolstoy’s "War and 
Peace* Dostoevsky’s "Crime 
and Punishment* and Henty 
James’ T h e  Portrait o f a 
Lady.” M ark Tw ain and 
Herman Melville are among 
the many other writers whose 
novels originally appeared in 
magazines.

T h is is what people wanted 
to read," said Lewis Lapham, 
editor o f Harper's magazine, 
which serialized Dickens, An­
thony Trollope, Thomas Hardy 
and othere.

“Dickens was a rock star, 
comparable to Mick Jagger. 
Enormous crowds came out 
to see him speak. Tolstoy and 
Dostoevsky would publish 
their fiction in magazines and 
crowds would surround the 
kiosks to read it."

Thanks in part to the rise 
o f the short story, and to the 
rise of movies and other me­
dia, the format faded. But it 
never really disappeared. 
Norman Mailer’s “An Ameri­
can Dream" was issued in in­
stallments by Esquire in the 
1960s and Tom Wolfe’s T h e 
Bonfire of the Vanities” first 
came out in Rolling Stone in 
the 19808.

Ideally, serials help both pe­
riodicals and publishers. The 
Oxford Am erican, which has 
an average print run of 50,000 
copies, plans to quadruple that 
number for the six issues next 
year featuring G risham ’s 
novel. “Bonfire o f the Vani­
ties" received enormous ad­
vance publicity through its ap­
pearance in Rolling Stone.

“It was tremendously suc­
cessful both for Rolling Stone 
and for Wolfe," said Laurie

Brown, vice president o f mar­
keting for Wolfe’s publisher, 
Farrar, Straus & Giroux. 
There’s a long wait between 
his novels and it gave audi­
ences something to sustain 
their appetite.”

In the ’90s, a new kind of 
serial emerged: a continuing 
story published entirely in 
book form. Stephen King’s 
T h e Green Mile" consisted of 
six short novels, each released 
a month apart. Romance 
writer Jackie Collins and hor­
ror writer John Saul both used 
a similar approach.

But with magazines giving 
far less space to fiction than 
they did a. century ago, old- 
fashioned serializing has be­
come increasingly rare. Both 
Lapham and Brown doubt 
whether even writers with the 
appeal of Grisham and Carr 
can fiilly bring it back.

"It’s a nostalgia thing, a 
stunt,” Lapham said. “Look at 
Grisham: They call his books 
page-turners because they’re 
something you want to get 
through in one evening. You 
don 't want to w ait four 
months."

“There’s a novelty value," 
Brown said, “and it makes for 
an intriguing press release, 
but it’s a gimmick.

“And I wonder about sub­
scribers. Magazines have a 
much more hit or miss read­
ership than they used to. Even 
if people get a magazine regu­
larly, they don’t always finish 
them. It’s more like a cable 
TV show, where people try to. 
catch two or three episodes 
but they can’t get all 10."

Carey bolts from show it
NEW YORK (A P) — 

Television’s morning war is 
already getting interesting: 
Fop diva Mariah Carey has 
suddenly backed out o f a con­
cert set to kick off CBS’s “The 
Early Show" on Monday and 
will appear on the “Today" 
show instead.

The singer’s switch was a 
blow to CBS, which hoped for 
a flashy launch to its heavily 
publicized new show. It also 
suggests just how vicious net­
work competition for big-name 
guests is likely to get.

Carey, who agreed to the 
concert to promote a new al­
bum due out Tuesday, pulled 
out o f “The Early Show" late 
Wednesday because she was 
nervous about CBS’s ability 
to get a city permit for the 
concert. Within an hour, she 
was scheduled on “Today."

Steve Friedman, senior ex­
ecutive producer for “The

Early Show," brushed off the 
snub with a dig at his NBC 
rivals.

“We not only have to book 
our own show, but we have to 
help the others come up with 
their ideas," he said.

CBS had grand plans to 
shut down a portion  o f 
Manhattan’s Fifth Avenue for 
the concert, but the plans kept 
getting scaled back, said Larry 
Jenkins, spokesman for Co­
lumbia Records. The event 
couldn’t be publicized until the 
permit was secured, so an ul­
timatum was issued: no per­
mit by the end o f the day 
Wednesday, no concert.

At 5:45 p.m., Carey bolted. 
A permit was issued shortly 
thereafter, but it was too late..

“This is nothing we have 
done either maliciously or in­
tentionally," Jenkins said. “But 
we have an artist with an 
album coming out next week

and it is our responsibility to 
find the best situation for her. 
We agonized over it."

“Today* was only too happy 
accommodate Cito ;arey, even

though executive producer Jeff 
Zucker had publicly vowed not 
to book guests aligned with 
Pat Kingsley, a partner in 
Carey’s public relations firm, 
after Kingsley client Calista 
Flockhart backed out of a sum­
mer appearance.

Show spokeswoman Allison 
GoUust said the ban applied 
only to Kingsley’s personal cli­
ents, not to all people repre­
sented by her firm, PMK.

“I don’t think it’s a chance 
to stick it to The Early Show,"* 
Gollust said Thursday. "There’s 
no question a Mariah Carey 
concert would be a lot o f ftm, 
not only for guests o f our show 
but our viewers. We would be 
silly to pass it up."

From

Clinton stood 
ready to veto the measure be­
cause o f the damage he said 
would be caused by the across- 
the-board cuts in all budgets, 
which Republicans included to 
avoid using Social Security 
money.

Clinton also objected when 
the GOP did not provide the 
money he sought to help com­
munities hire thousands o f el­
ementary school teachers.

The final spending bill con­
tained $314 billion for educa­
tion, labor and health pro­
grams for the new fiscal year 
and $429 million for the Dis­
trict o f Columbia budget.

HANOVER, N.H. (AP) —

In the New Hampshire 
polls, McCain trails Bush by 
12 to 16 points.

HANOVER, N.H. — Chicken 
George is squawking at an­
other Bush.

Five Republican presiden­
tial candidates debated for the 
second straight week minus 
the leading contender, Gov. 
George W. Bush of Texas. His 
absence was a family matter, 
Bush argued from afar — but 
opponents in both parties were 
not in a forgiving mood.

“He’s a chicken,” said the 
chicken. Actually, it was a 
Democrat dressed as a yellow- 
feathered bird carrying a sign 
that read, “Chicken George 
Won’t Debate.”

Bush’s rivals ran with the 
theme.

“The absent governor from 
Texas,” conservative activist 
Gary Bauer said as the debat­
ers gathered onstage Thurs­
day night to warm up the 
audience.

“Perhaps in the future, at a 
forum like this, if we call it a 
fund-raiser he might show up,” 
sniffed publisher Steve Forbes.

Democrats first used the 
fowl tactic in 1992 during the 
re-election campaign of Bush’s 
father, who was mocked for 
delaying debates with chal­
lenger Bill Clinton.

This time, this Bush has 
less reason to be scared of 
Chicken George. He is sched­
uled to debate Dec. 2, and 
was given a front-runner’s 
break Thursday night.

WMUR-TV, the New Hamp­
shire station that co-sponsored 
the hourlong debate with 
CNN, gave Bush and his wife, 
Laura, the top few minutes of 
its evening newscast to ex­
plain why he didn’t attend. 
She was receiving an award 
at Southern Methodist Uni­

versity in Dallas, and he had 
promised months ago to at­
tend.

Alan Keyes, Sen. Orrin Hatch 
of Utah and Forbes differed 
little.

Bauer criticized Forbes’ 
ideas on a flat tax to replace 
the income tax, but the gloves 
never came off.

Unless Bush is declared the 
winner for drawing the bye, 
McCain stands to gain the 
most from the night. Already 
gaining ground as the closest 
to Bush in the polls, he bur­
nished his image as a re­
former by turning several 
questions into a plea for over­
hauling cam paign finance 
laws.

McCain’s post-debate ap­
pearance drew crowds of re­
porters and a circle of TV 
lights, the kind of reception 
normally afforded the front­
runner.

“I’m sure Gov. Bush will 
come to debates and we will 
have opportunities,” McCain 
said, “particularly since we’re 
moving up so rapidly in the 
polls.”

Indeed, Bush had planned 
to avoid debates until Janu­
ary but advanced his schedule 
to respond to McCain’s gains. 
By issuing two statements ex­
plaining his absence and sit­
ting for the WMUR interview, 
Bush also heeded the advice 
o f New Hampshire supporters 
who warned that voters might 
soon think he was taking the 
state for granted.

“This was a warm-up for 
the main event, when the 
front-runner debates in De­
cember,” Reed said.

Chinese protests intensify

BEUING — As police tack­
led them and dragged away at 
least one by the hair, mem­
bers o f Falun Gong stepped up 
their campaign o f defiance to­
day, petitioning Chinese lead­
ers to end an intensifying 
crackdown on their banned 
spiritual movement.

Teams of plainclothes and 
uniformed police rushed about 
Tiananmen Square today, at­
tempting to put a stop to five 
days of protests that until to­
day had been largely quiet 
and peaceful. At least 50 people 
were taken from the vast 
square, some o f them shout­
ing at police as they were 
wrestled to the ground.

Police set upon a handful of 
university-age Falun Gong 
practitioners as they took out 
a letter beseeching the com­
munist government for toler­
ance. O fficers twisted one 
youth’s arm, forcing him to 
double over, chased down an­
other fleeing across the street 
and grabbed the hair o f a 
third, pulling him into a clutch 
of police.

The renewed confrontations 
proved how undaunted Falun 
Gong followers remain despite 
a three-month ban on the once 
widely popular group and a 
fresh wave o f repression or­
dered by the communist gov­
ernment.

Spreading a dragnet across 
Bering, police have arrested 
at least 3,000 group members 
this week from every part of 
China except Tibet, a Commu­

nist Party source said on con­
dition o f anonymity. A direc­
tive issued Wednesday night, 
he said, ordered tightened se­
curity at government build­
ings, airports, railroad and bus 
stations mn all major cities.

LVIV, Ukraine —  The old 
man fought against Soviet 
troops that invaded western 
Ukraine in the early 1940s. 
He remembers being wounded 
twice, taken prisoner and sent 
to a labor camp for 12 years.

Now, at 77, his eyes dull 
with age but his posture still 
straight, M ikhailo Haisyuk 
says he is ready to take up 
arms again if  a communist 
wins Ukraine’s presidential 
election.

“We will not tolerate them ” 
Haisyuk said, his light blue 
eyes flashing with sudden an­
ger.

This Sunday’s presidential 
ballot is all about whether 
Ukraine will swing back to its 
Soviet past or continue to 
press ahead with democratic 
and market reforms, which so 
far have made little progress.

Two o f the election’s front­
runners are leftists who advo­
cate a Soviet-style planned 
economy and a union with 
Russia and Belarus. Two other 
leading candidates look the 
other direction: to the West, 
NATO and membership in the 
European Union.

Its an ideological dispute 
common in former Soviet re­
publics. But in Ukraine, the 
political split mirrors a geo­
graphic divide as well.

In the east, where dilapi­
dated mines and factories cre­
ate a surreal and polluted land­
scape, millions o f poor work­
ers want a communist presi­
dent who will restore what 
thev remember as the security 
o f the Soviet past.

The west is equally broke. 
But those in the graceful, ru­
ral region with its towns o f 
ancient buildings and cobble­
stone streets see themselves 
as more European.
