The only thing missing at
Monday’s public hearing on
the Deaf Smith County tax
rate was the public.

The county commissioners
conducted a hearing on the
proposed tax rate for Fiscal
2000, but no taxpayers were
present to voice their opin-
ions about the rate, which will
be 3.99 percent higher than
the rate for the fiscal year
ending Sept. 30.

The rate of 54.97 cents per
$100 assessed valuation will
generate about 4.3 percent
more revenue than the cur-
rent level of 52.86 cents.

The FY 2000 tax rate and
budget will be discussed at 9
a.m. Sept. 13 at the coinmis-
sioners’ regular meeting, with
formal adoption scheduled for
Sept. 20

In comparing the proposed
FY 2000 tax rate with this
year's rate, the average home-
stead value in the next bud
get year is $37,741, up from
$36,368 this year

The tax bill on the average
homestead will be $207.46, up
from $192.24 last year

Second dragging death trial begins

BRYAN, Texas (AP) — Whether the son of devout Christians

became a disciple of ha' : is at the heart of today’s trial of a
suspected white supremacist, accused in the gruesome drag-
ging death of a black man.

About 175 potential jurors will report today to the Brazos
County Courthouse for Lawrence Russell Brewer’s capital
murder trial in the death of James Byrd Jr. Lawyers will
spend two weeks whittling the group to 12. Testimony is set to
begin Sept. 15 and should take three weeks.

Brewer, 32, is the second of three men accused of beating
Byrd, chaining him to a pickup truck and dragging him for
nearly three miles ouiside Jasper. His trial was moved to this
county, 150 miles to the west, which is home to Texas A&M
University and.the George Bush Presidential Library.

Co-defendant John William King, the first to be tried, was
convicted in Jasper last February and sentenced to death.

Jasper County District Attorney Guy James Gray believes
King led the other two men to murder. Both face death if
convicted.

BROWNSVILLE, Texas (AP) — Prosecutors aren’t seeking
the death penaity for two former policemen accused of killing
a woman who had won custody of a child she claimed had
been stolen from her at birth.

Former Brownsville officers Robert Briseno and Randall
Ledbetter are el#irged with killing Laura Lugo in a murder-
for-hire plot admx y hatched by Ledbetter’s girlfriend, star
prosecution witr net Ramirez.

She pleaded to murder in exchange for a 20-year
sentence and tesﬁﬁgl last week that she wanted Ms. Lugo
dead because she saw her as competition for Ledbetter, who
had been a U.S. Border Patrol agent in Arizona.

Ms. Ramirez said she made threatening phone calls to
Ledbetter’s wife, but Ledbetter thought Ms. Lugo was making
them. As a result, he also wanted Ms. Lugo dead and gave
Briseno bullets and a partial payment of $1,000, Ms. Ramirez
said.

Briseno shot Ms. Lugo in the head after he and Ms. Ramirez
lured her from her apartment to a remote area under the
pretense of a get-Together with Ledbetter, Ms. Ramirez alleged.

Defense attorneys tried to portray Ms. Ramirez as an
habitual liar who has changed her account of the killing
several times. On the stand, she admitted to lying in the past,
but said she was now telling the truth.

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Study reveals pay discrepancies

Executives pay
quadruples
while workers
stay Just ahead
of inflation

WASHINGTON (AP) — Top
American corporate executives
have seen their paychecks
more than quadruple during
the 1990s while factory work-
ers’ wage increases only
slightly outpaced inflation,
says a study by liberal advo-
cacy groups.

Average worker pay rose
from $22 952 a year in 1990
to $29,267 in 1998, up 28
percent compared with the
22.5 percent inflation rate,
said the report released Sun-
day.

Meanwhile, average compen-

sation packages for the top
two executives at the nation’s
365 biggest public companies
— including manufacturing
and other industries rose
from $1.8 million in 1990 to
$10.6 million in 1998. That is
equivalent to a 481 percent
raise.

The study compared Labor

Department statistics tracking
wages of nonsupervisory work-
ers in the manufacturing in-
dustry during the 1990s with
trends in compensation pack-
ages for corporate executives
as reported by Business Week
magazine and other private
sources.

“There’s a big fairness prob-
lem here. While the headlines
are saying the economy is do-
ing so wonderfully, the ben-
efits of that are not being
spread around equitably,” said
Sarah Anderson, one of the
report’s authors.

“A Decade of Executive Ex-
cess: The 1990s” was a joint
project of the Institute for
Policy Studies in Washington
and United for a Fair
Economy, a Boston-based
group that targets economic
inequality.

A business critic of the re-
port said it was flawed be-
cause it included stock op-
tions for executives, whose
value can fluctuate depending
on the market.

But he acknowledged there
are differences in compensa-
tion.

“Obviously there is a con-
siderable distinction between
the lowest and the highest
paid, and my reaction to that
is, ‘So what? It's a market-
driven society,” said Charles
Peck, an executive compensa-
tion specialist at{The Confer-
ence Board, a New York-based

research and networking or-
ganization supported by the
memberships of corporate ex-
ecutives.

The Conference Board keeps
its owh statistics on executive
compensation. By its latest
count of salaries and cash bo-
nuses only, executive pay in
the manufacturing industry
averaged $783,000 in 1997.

HOUSTON (AP) — It was
a memorable game for
Edgardo Alfonzo.

“It was an unbelievable
game. Everything that hap-

the New York Mets handed
the Houston Astros the most
lopsided home loss in fran-
chise history, 17-1 on Monday
night.

“I was hitting the ball hard
and getting good pitches to
hit,” Alfonzo said.

“The guys on the bench
really didn't know how to
react, but everybody was
watching,” New York man-
ager Bobby Valentine said.
“He just smiled a little bit,

that was the only reaction
that I saw from him. He
knows he's good, he just

doesn’t know how good.”

Mike Piazza enjoyed watch-
ing his teammate’s perfor-
mance.

“That was very impressive.
He can do a lot of things
well,” Piazza said. “I think he
is underrated. He has tre-
mendous power and he’s get-
ting better all the time. You
have to mention him with
the better second basemen in
baseball.”

Alfonzo singled and scored

[ in the eighth and got his

final hit to set the club record
in the ninth with a run-scor-
ing ground-rule double.

“I've never seen a four
home run performance and I
don’t think I've ever seen six
hits in a major league game,”
Valentine said. “This is the
best one-game offensive per-
formance I've ever seen.”

Houston manager Larry
Dierker agreed.

“This is the best I can
remember,” Dierker said. “I
saw Joe Morgan get six hits
at Milwaukee when the
Braves were playing there but
that was in an extra-inning
game. Alfonzo hit everything
we threw at him.”

The second baseman en-
tered New York's six-game
road trip in a 2-for-25 slump.
He has gone 10-for-19 through
the first four games of the
trip.

Darryl Hamilton was 4-for-

Schedule should give Giants edge over rivals

The NFC East champion-
ship could be determined by
whom the contenders play,
not just how well they play

The New York Giants, 6-10
in 1996, took advantage of a
last-place schedule to win the
division at 10-5-1 the follow-
ing season, then fell to 8-8 —
but with a fast finish — last
year. With a third-place sched-
ule in 1999, they could win 10
games again without real im-
provement on the field.

The Dallas Cowboys, after
successive division titles from
1992-96, nose-dived to 6-10 in
1997, then rebounded to win
another NFC East crown last
season.

The Giants have the 25th
toughest schedule this sea-
son, while the Cowboys have
the 12th toughest, and the
resurgent Arizona Cardinals
the fourth toughest.

But the up-and-down per-
formances can be deceiving.
The Cowboys went 8-0 in the
division and 2-6 against sup-
posedly easier outside oppo-
nents in 1998.

Nevertheless, a New York,
Dallas, Arizona finish could
be the final tally.

All three teams have tough
closing schedules, highlighted
by the Giants in Dallas on the
final Sunday. Arizona ends the
regular season at Green Bay.

The Giants, 30th, 27th and
29th in total offense the last
three years, will feature a
downfield passing attack with
receivers lke Hilliard, Amani
Toomer and Joe Jurevicius.

Kent Graham, who led the
Giants to four straight victo-
ries to end last season, is the
starter, but many believe he
will eventually be replaced by
offseason signee, Kerry
Collins. Graham has excelled
in the preseason.

On defense, star cornerback
Jason Sehorn missed all of
1998 with a knee injury and
was hampered by hamstring
problems throughout training
camp. If he recovers, New
York will have a solid
cornerback trio with Sehorn,
Phillippi Sparks and nickel
back Conrad Hamilton.

End Michael Strahan has
developed into one of the
NFLs top defenders, and he
has the contract to match.
But his effectiveness will
partly depend on former first-
round pick Cedric Jones, the
starter at the other end with
the departure of Chad
Bratzke.

Jessie Armstead, who says
he’s recovered from nagging
ankle problems, anchors a
solid linebacker corps.

While the Giants surged
too late in '98 to catch up,
the Cowboys folded too late
to lose the division, then fell
by 13 points to Arizona in the
playoffs.

Stars Troy Aikman, Emmitt
Smith, Deion Sanders and
Michael Irvin always seem to
be the keys to the team’s
success. But in reality the
Cowboys depend just as much
on an old Jimmy Johnson
staple: a speedy defense.

Peppi Zellner add more of
the same to a unit that was
already small and quick. The
defensive scheme will be

his half of the field, and the
coaches hope his injured big
toe will be ready before the
Arizona game on Oct. 3.

The switch of speedy line-
backer Randall Godfrey from
the outside to the middle
further spotlighted Dallas’
emphasis on speed.

Irvin had 74 receptions for
more than 1,000 yards last
year, but his one touchdown
tarnished his reputation as a
point-maker. Rocket Ismail
was signed to take some of
the heat off Irvin, and Ernie
Mills is back from injury.

The Cardinals are a popu-
lar choice to win the division
after last year’s
groundbreaking playoff win,
the franchise’'s first in 51
years.

But after facing just one
opponenft last year with a
winning record the previous
season, Arizona meets eight
playoff teams in 1999. Out-
side the division, the Cardi-
nals play host to Buffalo and
San Francisco and have road
games at Atlanta, Green Bay,
the New York Jets and Mi-
ami.

They also lost Lomas
Brown, Larry Centers, Eric
Metcalf, Chris Gedney and
Jamir Miller from last year’s
team. Their most important
addition, rookie receiver
David Boston, joins a position
where the Cardinals are al-

ready strong with Frank
Sanders and Rob Moore.

Quarterback Jake

wheat and grain hum are
ideal crops for the southern
Great Plains, according to
Paul Unger, soil scientist with
the U. S. Department of
Agriculture’s Agricultural Re-
search Service at the Con-
servation and Production Re-
search Laboratory here. His
research results will be high-
lighted as part of the Pan-
handle Ag Day on Sept. 1.
These crops adapt well and
can be grown under irrigated
or dryland conditions. Unger
used a 3-year production
scheme and rotated the two
crops, with a 10- to 11-month
fallow period between each
planting. This system offers
a mechanism for better weed
control with tillage or herbi-
cides because the crops are
grown in different seasons
(winter and summer). Ac-
cording to the soil scientist,
it may help control insects
and plant diseases, but these
were not major problems dur-
ing this study.
