TxDOT explains construction plans

State highway department 
representative!* met Thursday 
with city and county officials 
in an effort to ease concerns 
about construction planned for 
US. Highway 385 (25 Mile 
Avenue).

“Several years ago, we went 
through it and replaced the 
right-hand lanes with concrete 
because there are so many 
trucks passing through Here­
ford and now we have the 
same problems with trucks 
tearing up the middle lanes,”

said Tonya Detten, a spokes­
person for the Amarillo office 
of the Texas Department of 
Transportation (TxDOT).

“Tons of grain trucks pass 
through 3f}0, so we decided to 
go through the whole thing 
(with concrete),” she said.

Hereford residents, as well 
as some non-Hereford resi­
dents, clearly remember what 
a hassle it was working on 
U.S. 385 the first time.

Holmes Construction of 
Amarillo has been hired for 
the new U.S. 385 project after 
submitting a $2.0 million bid.

Miles Smith, project coordi­
nator for Holmes Construc­
tion, explained the construc­
tion layout, which did not im-

Kress City Manager Chester 
olen.
The original plan, which is 

currently under deep consid­
eration with new changes, was 
to tear up the southbound 
lanes of 25 Mile Avenue in 
sections, s ta r tin g  a t 15th 
Street. Once the southbound 
lanes are completed, construc­
tion would begin with the 
northbound lanes. Each sec­
tion of construction will be

600 feet long, with 1,300 feet 
done before moving to the next 
work area.

“I don’t mean to tell you 
how to do your job, but if you 
don't get it all at once this 
time and have to do it twice, 
you're really going to hear a 
lot of complaints from local 
businesses," City M anager 
Chester Nolen said.

For most businesses located 
along the highway, business 
slumps during construction.

“I think the north end will 
be faster, but the farther 
south, it could get harder and

more difficult (with more traf­
fic and businesses),’' Smith 
said.

TxDOT and Holmes Con­
struction representatives said 
they have learned from the 
mistakes made during the 
last construction on U.S. 385 
and are focusing a lot of a t­
tention on businesses.

“Our plan is to go door to 
door before the construction 
starts and tell businesses 'you 
know this is what we plan to 
do ...,’ and some may need

Armey: 
HMO bill 
coming

WASHINGTON <AP) — 
Congress is going back to 
work on managed care re­
form and will deliver a bill 
that will let consumers sue 
their HMOs by mid-April, 
House Majority leader Dick 
Armey said.

Armey, R-Texas, said he be­
lieves patients should be a l­
lowed to sue, but only in fed­
eral courts and only after they 
go through the health plan’s 
review process.

“The idea of putting law­
suits ahead of review is ob­
scene," he told an audience of 
health care professionals at a 
conference Thursday.

A bill with such provisions 
is similar to a plan House 
Republican leaders rallied be­
hind as they tried to defeat a 
broader HMO bill that in­
cluded an unfettered right to 
sue.

But some House Republi­
cans joined with Democrats 
to pass a stronger bill.

■ Clinton’s proposal 
to call for boosting 
the spending limits

WASHINGTON (AP) — Seeking po­
litical advantage for thia election year, 
President Clinton will propose raising 
strict spending limits by billions of 
dollars, Democrats say.

Though some conservatives might 
be reluctant, many Republicans are 
willing to consider it, perhaps in ex­
change for roping off some of the 
budget surplus for tax cuts, GOP aides 
say.

But Republican leaders have not 
decided what to do 
about the lim its, 
which were forged 
in the 1997 pact be­
tween Clinton and 
Congress aimed at 
balancing the bud­
get by 2002. The 
budget was balanced 
in 1998, thanks to 
the robust economy, 
and many lawmak­
ers from both par­
ties feel the limits 
are ou tdated  in 
today 's world of 
growing federal sur­
pluses.

“The current blueprint we're work­
ing off is not the house we’re building 
today," said Richard May, a former 
GOP House Budget Committee direc­
tor who is now a consultant.

Boosting the spending caps could 
give Clinton a political edge over Re­
publicans. Since surplus projections 
are based partly on assumptions about 
future spending, higher spending 
means less money left for the tax cuts 
many Republicans want, including

Package deal 
benefits national 
parks, rivers

Court allows wolves to remain
DENVER (AP> — In a key decision involving one of the 

nation's endangered species, a federal appeals court has ruled 
that hundreds of transplanted gray wolves can remain in the 
northern Rockies.

Mark Van Putten, president of the National Wildlife Federa­
tion. said Thursday’s decision by the 10th U S. Circuit Court of 
Appeals has "enormous significance nationwide."

“The practical effect is that wolves are here to stay,” he said.
Jon Kobinett, who says his livestock have been attacked 

repeatedly by wolves at his ranch in Dubois, Wyo., about 40 
miles from Yellowstone National Park, was disappointed with 
the ruling.

“I just don’t think they paid close enough attention to what 
was presented to them, he said. "Maybe they weren’t well- 
versed in the Endangered Species Act."

The appeals court reversed a 1997 decision by a Wyoming 
federal judge who ruled that a federal wolf reintroduction 
program in Yellowstone and central Idaho was illegal.

U.S. District Judge William Downes ordered the reintro­
duced wolves removed but stayed his ruling pending the 
appeals court ruling.

Ranchers and state farm bureaus oppose the 6-year-old 
program because they say the wolves endanger livestock. They 
also claim that the program is unnecessary because there is 
already a viable wolf population in the area, which the 
government and environmental groups deny.

In suing over the program, the American Farm Bureau 
Federation and state chapters in Wyoming, Montana and Idaho 
employed an unusual tactic.

They said that while native wolves are covered by the 
Endangered Species Act, reintroduced wolves are considered 
part of an "experimental population" and can be shot if they 
threaten livestock. The farm groups said the reintroduction 
program violates the act.

But the appeals court said the 1973 act and a section added 
by Congress in 1982 were intended to allow the Interior 
Department flexibility in its approaches to the goals of preserv­
ing and recovering threatened animals.
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SALT LAKE CITY (AP> — 
The Clinton administration is 
reportedly preparing to return 
80,000 acres of federal land to 
the Northern Ute tribe in a 
deal also intended to help 
clean up tons of mining waste 
near the Colorado River and 
two national parks.

Rep. Chris Cannon, R-Utah, 
said Energy Secretary Bill 
Richardson was expected to 
detail the plan today during 
visits to Moab and llte tribal 
h e ad q u a rte rs  a t Fort 
Duchesne.

"We consider this part of 
the Clinton-Gore environmen­
tal legacy," Richardson said in 
today's New York Times.

Ju s t this week, Clinton 
signed declarations for two 
new n a tiona l m onum ents 
in Arizona and another in 
California. In 1996, he created 
the 1.7 million-acre Grand 
Staircase-Escalante National 
Monument in southern Utah.

According to reports this 
week in The Salt Lake Tri­
bune and the Times, the land 
swap will involve the 88,890- 
acre Naval Oil Shale Reserve 
No. 2, about 150 miles south­
east of Salt Lake City.

The reserve was acquired 
by the federal government in

the early 1900s to protect pe­
troleum deposits in case of a 
national emergency. The re­
serves no longer are consid­
ered important.

The plan is to return about 
80,000 acres to the tribe with 
the stipulation that a percent­
age of revenue generated by 
oil and gas development on 
the land be returned to En­
ergy Department.

The agency will then use 
the money to clean up the 
abandoned Atlas mine near 
Moab, in southeastern Utah.

There are 10.5 million tons 
of uranium tailings at the site 
not far from both the Arches 
and Canyonlands national 
parks. The sediment spans 150 
acres and stands 40 feet high.

Contaminants from the Cold 
War-era tailings are seeping 
into the Colorado River, 750 
feet away, and threatening 
three endangered fish, the 
southwestern willow flycatcher, 
razorback sucker and Colorado 
squawfish. The river is also a 
source of drinking water for 
25 million people in the West, 
though authorities have said 
there is no significant threat 
from the tailings.

The Nuclear Regulatory 
Commission estim ated tha t 
capping the waste and ground- 
w ater cleanup would cost 
about $47 million and moving 
the waste more than $100 mil­
lion. The Clinton administra­
tion plan was expected to sup­
port the removal of the waste.

The proposal also calls for

designating 21,000 acres of the 
land being returned as a wil­
derness area and transferring 
the remaining 8,000 to 9,000 
acres of the reserve to the 
Bureau of Land Management.

"We're taking a close look 
at the proposed trade,” said 
Heidi McIntosh, conservation 
director for the Southern Utah 
Wilderness Alliance. "We're 
pleased DOE wants to move 
the Atlas pile and we want to 
continue discussions to see if 
we can’t find a way to maxi­
mize the Utes’ development 
opportunities and protect wil­
derness at the same time.”

Tribal leaders have agreed 
to a number of concessions in 
return for the new land, the 
Tribune said, including accept­
ing the new land as private 
property — meaning taxes 
would go to local governments 
— rather than as tax-exempt 
reservation property.

“The tribe will once again 
be the true owner of its trad i­
tional lan d s,” O. Roland 
McCook Jr., chairman of the 
tribe's governing body, told the 
Times.

Behavior 
may have 
biological 
basis

CHICAGO (AP) — Very ag­
gressive boys have lower-than- 
expected levels of a stress hor­
mone in their saliva, accord­
ing to a new study that sug­
gests their behavior might be 
biologically based and hard to 
treat with counseling.

Extreme antisocial behavior 
in boys ages 7 to 12 appears 
to be related to low cortisol 
levels, researchers reported to­
day in the January issue of 
the Archives of General Psy­
chiatry.

Cortisol is typically released 
in response to fear, such as 
fear o f  punishment for misbe­
having. Its low levels in the 
antisocial boys might indicate 
that they do not fear the pos­
sible consequences of their ac­
tions, said Keith McBurnett, a 
child psychologist a t the Uni­
versity of Chicago medical 
school who led the study.

"Perhaps what we're deal­
ing with here is a biological 
propensity that's resistant to 
treatm ent, which is very trou­
bling,” he said.

"The implication is tha t we 
may need to discard our tradi­
tional notions of treatm ent 
with these kids in favor of 
trying to help them fit in and 
find a niche in society where 
their aggressiveness and lack 
of a sense of danger is an 
asset.”

McBurnett said a more ap­
propriate treatm ent might in­
clude .drugs similar to those 
given to hyperactive children.

The four-year project stud­
ied such symptoms as starting 
fights, using weapons, stealing 
and  forcing sexual acts. 
McBurnett acknowledged that 
the sample was small — just 
38 boys — but said the corre­
lation between cortisol and 
"childhood-onset conduct dis­
order” was very strong.

The disorder is character­
ized by severely antisocial be­
havior such as animal cruelty 
and weapon use that shows 
up before age 10. Children 
with the disorder often grow 
up to account for a dispropor­
tionate percentage of crimes, 
the researchers said.

More than a third of the 
boys with low cortisol were 
labeled by peers as the mean­
est in their class. The 12 chil­
dren with the lowest levels of 
cortisol averaged 6.2 symptoms 
of conduct disorder, while the 
26 with higher levels aver­
aged 1.5 symptoms. And 11 of 
the 12 with low cortisol devel­
oped aggressive symptoms be­
fore age 10.

Dr. James Dabbs, a Georgia 
State University psychologist 
who has studied hormones in 
saliva, said he found the re­
port somewhat surprising but 
saw no reason to doubt its 
findings.

"Low cortisol would make 
you bold,” he said. In young­
sters with low levels of the 
hormone, "it doesn't bother 
them when you do things to 
them. It’s hard to make them 
behave.”

EPA denies tactics to protect Gore
WASHINGTON (AP) — Republicans and farmers are accus­

ing the Clinton administration of delaying a decision on 
whether to exempt California from regulations requiring etha­
nol in gasoline blends to avoid damaging Vice President A1 
Gore's prospects in the Iowa caucuses.

Environmental Protection Agency officials deny that politics 
is playing a part either in the decision or its timing. The 
caucuses take place Jan. 24.

But farmers see California as a vast new market for ethanol, 
a product of corn, and they are promising to make EPA’s 
decision an issue in the general election in November if it rules 
against them.

"My fear is that the administration has decided that it is 
more interested in California’s big oil interests than It is in the 
Midwest farmer, and doesn’t want to make public its decision 
until after the Iowa caucuses,” said Sen. Charles Grassley, R- 
Iowa.

The politics of ethanol is so powerful that Gore’s campaign 
has a volunteer dressed up as a giant ear of corn trailing 
challenger Bill Bradley around Iowa, a reminder of Bradley’s 
former opposition to federal ethanol subsidies. Iowa is a major 
rom-producing state.

Che National Corn Growers Association says Gore is likely 
in hr j*  an ear of corn following him too if EPA sides with 
California officials, who oppose using ethanol.

While Texas looks like welcome 
territory to Democratic primary hope* 
fill A1 Gore, more residents will be 
pulling for George W. Bush in No­
vember if the governor wins the 
GOP’a presidential nomination, ac­
cording to a new poll.

Ex-president says son 
can change U.S. mood

DES MOINES, Iowa (AP) -  Mak­
ing a rare appearance on behalf of 
his son, former President Bush 
urged Iowa Republicans to support 
the Texas governor, calling him a 
candidate who can change the mood 
of political cynicism in America.

Bush raised his profile in George 
W.'s campaign Thursday with pitch 
for support from some 700 people 
a t a nigh school in Atlantic before 
becoming the after-dinner speaker 
a t a Chamber of Commerce ban­
quet here later in the evening.

His earlier outings had been at

Brivate hind-raising receptions. The 
ush campaign said the father will 

be making more public appearances 
on behalrof the son.

In Atlantic, in southwestern 
Iowa, the former president called 
the national political atmosphere 
"‘rank" and said he thought it could

win, he would restore respect."
The crowd’s reaction was mixed.
Leroy Nelson of Atlantic said 

Bush did a tremendous Job as presi­
dent and tha t his son could follow

be changed fast. 
“I think new leadership in the 

White House will do enough to 
change it," Bush said. "I think 
some of the cynicism about politics 
will change if whoever is elected 
has respect for the office ...

Haitian children to remain in the U.S.
MIAMI (AP) — Following 

protests by thousands of Hal- 
tian-Americans over U.S. im­
migration policy, the govern­
ment has decided to allow two 
Haitian children to reunite 
with their mother in Florida 
while her political asylum 
claim is weighed.

Yvena Rhinvil was separated 
from her children after a smug­
gling boat from Haiti carrying 
411 passengers ran aground 
about two miles off Florida on

New Year's Day.
Rhinvil, 33, who is four 

months pregnant, was one of 
four migrants brought ashore 
for medical treatm ent. Her 
children were returned to Haiti 
along with the rest of the 
passengers.

The Immigration and Natu­
ralization Service said Thurs­
day the children will be al­
lowed to live in the United 
States for 90 days while the 
asylum is considered.

Inflation jumped 2.7%  
in ‘99, most in 3 years

WASHINGTON (AP) — A 
big jump in energy prices 
helped push consumer infla­
tion up 2.7 percent in 1999, 
the biggest increase in three 
years. But prices were rela­
tively contained in most other 
areas, posting the best per­
formance since the mid-1960s.

Outside of energy and food, 
tha "core" rate of Inflation 
rose just 1.9 percent last year, 
tha smallest annual increas# 
sine# a 1.6 percent rise in 
1966, the LaDor Department 
said today.

Last's year core rate was 
even better than a 2.4 per­
cent increase in 1998 and 
suggests that inflation remains

under control.
For Decamber, tha Con­

sumer Price Index, the most 
closely watched Inflation 
gauge, was up 0.2 percent, 
lees than many analysts were 
forecasting. The December ad­
vance came from a leap in 
gasolina and other energy 
prices.

The 2.7 percent advance in 
last year's consumer prices 
was tha largest annual gain 
since a 3.3 percent rise in 
1996. It reflected a 13.4 per­
cent increase in energy costa, 
which had fallen sharply in 
1998 as tha Asian financial 
crisis severely dampened glo­
bal demand.
