The filing was expected by tonight in U.S. Bankruptcy Court
in Wilmington, Del.

Two other large long-term care chains — Vencor Inc. and
Sun  Healthcare Group Inc. have filed for bankruptcy
protection in the last six months

Mariner is Texas' largest nursing-home operator, providing
housing to more than 9,000 residents in 101 facilities across
the state, the News reported

Nationwide, the company operates 404 homes across the
nation with 47,400 licensed beds and some 55,000 employees.

+ Give the price. A newspaper consultant says 70 percent of
classified readers won’t respond to an ad with no price.

+ Use key words to describe what you're selling. The key
words for a car are make, model, year, body style, color, mileage
and price. If it's a house, key words are location, type of
construction, number of bedrooms and baths, and condition.

» Don't use abbreviations. It's tempting to abbreviate and
save money if ads are billed by the line. Brand ads are billed
by the words, so spell them out so readers won't be confused
trying to figure out abbreviations.

» Don't be misleading. Think accurate and factual when you
write. Be sure to include a phone number and the best times to

Racial profiling is a police
practice where some officers
target minority group mem-
bers for traffic stops.

The focus on minority is-
sues, in a debate televised
nationally by the cable chan-
nel MSNBC, came hours after
protests in South Carolina,
where civil rights leaders de-
manded that the Confederate
battle flag be lowered from
ltfp the South Carolina Capi-
tol. &

Both' rivals firmly agreed
that the flag should be low-
ered, but Gore said he had no
plans to boycott the state as
some leaders have suggested.

“I do not think a president
of the United States should
ever boycott an individual
state,” sald Gore, who criti-
cized Republican presidential
candidates as being about the
only base of support for keep-
ing the flag flying. None of
the GOP candidates have
called for the flag's removal;
most of thém eay the ?oople
o{dSOtntl\ Carolina should de
clde, !

“It's only the Republican
candidates for president who
are so scared of the right
wing that they will tolerate
the Intolerant, lest they of-
fend the offensive,” said Gore,

“It is an offense to our
common humanity,” Bradley
said of displaying the flag.

Both also condemned At-
lanta Braves pitcher John
Rocker, under fire for making
racist remarks about minori-

sting. “And I con-
demn it without any reserva-
tion, of course,” he said.

The debate came on the
federal holiday honoring slain
civil rights leader Martin
Luther Jr,, and both men
were sounding their themes
of racial unity at a wider
audience, since lowa's minor-
ity population is under 4 per-
cent,

It was the sixth face-to-face
oxchnnre between the two
competitors and it came as
most polls show Gore with a
significant lead of 20 percent-
age points or more in lowa,

r the debate, Gore went
to an African-American church
jammed with about 700 ’lo.
