No May 6 
election

It's official: There will be no election May 6.

WTRT’s bid of $21,772.81 was the lowest bid 
submitted. Tel Tech bid $25,214, but didn't 
provide a breakout of the proposal.

The Southwestern Bell bid wasn't considered 
because the company didn't meet all specifica­
tions, while Executone of Texas was excluded 
because cabling was not included.

Pediatrician says 
relatives abusing 
6-year-old child

MIAMI (AP) — A pediatrician who 
is advising the federal government 
on the Elian Gonzalez case says the 
boy is being psychologically abused 
by his Miami relatives and should be 
removed from their home.

MElian Gonzalez is now in a state 
of imminent danger to his physical 
and emotional well-being in a home 
that I consider to be psychologically 
abusive," Dr. Irwin Redlener wrote 
to Attorney General Janet Reno and 
Doris Meissner, the commissioner of 
the Immigration and Naturalization 
Service.

“The child needs to be rescued," 
Redlener, professor of pediatrics at 
the Albert Einstein College of Medi­
cine in New York City, said today.

Redlener, who assembled the panel 
of mental health experts that met 
last week with Elian's great-uncle 
Lazaro Gonzalez, said he was par­
ticularly disturbed by the videotape 
the relatives made of the boy that 
was released last week, which 
Redlener likened to a hostage video.

Poll: Am ericans don’t see 
environm ent as top priority

Study: Growing demand tor resource: 
is carrying ‘devastating implications’

WASHINGTON (AP) — Almost 30 years after the inaugural Earth 
Day, Americans are broadly supportive of the goals of the environmen­
tal movement, says a new Gallup Poll. But they don't consider it a top 
priority.

“People care about it, but it's not the moat significant issue," said 
Riley Dunlap, a coordinator of the environmental poll for Gallup.

Four of five respondents said they agreed with the voals of the 
environmental movement and more than two-thirds said they were 
either active with the movement or sympathetic to its goals.

While 16 percent were actively involved in the environmental 
movement, another 55 percent were sympathetic to the cause. That’s 
higher than when Gallup first asked the question more than 20 years 
ago, when six out of 10 were either active or sympathetic.

Group protests charge dismissal

HOUSTON (AP) — Protesters hsve gathered in front of the 
federal building here to protest a judge's tossing out indict­
ments against two former Houston police officers involved in 
the fatal shooting of Pedro Oregon Navarro.

The protesters said they will hold a march downtown on 
April 24 — the day the former officers' trial was scheduled to 
begin, according to Tuesday's editions of the Houston Chronicle.

Monday’s protests fathering came three days after U.S. 
District Judge Nancy Atlas threw out civil rights violation 
charges against Darrell H. Strouse and James R. Willis, two of 
the six officers involved in Oregon’s 1998 death.

Atlas said Pedro Oregon’s brother, Rogelio, had lied to the 
grand jury investigating the case.

"Judge Nancy Atlas tried to kill the case just like the six 
officers murdered Pedro Oregon,” Gina Giannou, a representa­
tive of Justice for Pedro Oregon, a group fighting for his case, 
told the Chronicle.

Pedro Oregon, 22, was slain when six Houston Police 
Department officers, pursuing an informant's tip, stormed into 
Rogelio Oregon’s southwest Houston spartm ent looking for
drugs.

Relatives want Osprey grounded
SAN ANTONIO (AP) — Marine Corps plans to resume 

flights of the MV-22 Osprey following s fatal crash in Arisons 
have infuriated Texas relatives of victims.

Investigators are still trying to determine a cause for last 
week’s crash and explosion that killed Pfc. Alfred Corona and 
five other Texans stationed at Camp Pendleton, Calif. A total of 
19 Marines died nortrhwest of Tucson.

Antonio Corona said his mother, Maria Cervantes, and other 
family members were dismayed to learn the Osprey would 
return to service.

"My mother and my grandmother were outraged,* he told 
the San Antonio Express-News in today’s editions. *It's a 
shame. It's a shame they used 19 young Marines and their
lives didn’t mean anything."

Ann, please tell your read­
ers not to joke around when a 
medical professional asks ques­
tions — no m atter how repeti­
tive it may seem. You Would 
not believe the number of 
times I have encountered a 
patient about to receive an 
anesthetic who, a t the last 
minute, confessed tha t he or 
she had eaten prior to coming 
to the hospital. This is after 
having been told specifically, 
“No food before surgery." When 
you undergo a general anes­
thetic, you lose your gag re­
flex, and are predisposed to 
choking on stomach contents.

It is my job to ensure tha t 
such incidents do not occur. I 
am responsible for keeping the 
doctor informed of any impedi­
ments to surgery, in an effort 
to make sure the operation 
goes as smoothly and safely as 
possible. I realise th a t some 
people are brightened and use 
numor as a way of coping, but 
it is important th a t they an­
swer all questions honestly.

“Results suggest it’s still e 
second-level issue,” Dunlap said. 
“I ts  unclear how it will play in 
the election.”

The level of concern about 
specific environmental problems 
hiss dropped in the last decade. 
But the number who think a 
great deal of progress has been 
made in dealing with environ­
mental problems has doubled to 
about a quarter of the popula­
tion in the last 10 years.

More than four in five Ameri­
cana aaid they have participated 
in certain environmental activi­
ties in the peat year such aa 
recycling newspapers, glass, alu­
minum and motor oil, avoiding 
producta that harm the envi­
ronment, trying to use less wa­
te r  and reducing th e ir  
household's use of enstgy.

MIAMI — After years of

With the national spotlight 
squarely on Little Havana and 
efforts to keep Elian Gonzalez 
from being returned to Cuba, 
the  C uban-A m erican
com m unity’s iso la tion  is 
starkly clear: The crowd is 
almost entirely white or Cu­
ban.

This is happening in a 
county with a rich mix of 
minority groups. While Cu­
bans are the largest ethnic 
group, with about 800,000 of 
the more than 2.1 million 
people, there  are 500,000 
whites, 400,000 other Hispan- 
ics, and more than 400,000

blacks, including 150,000 Hai­
tians.

But many of those groups 
resent the Cuban-American 
power s tructu re  here and 
aren't rushing to offer sup­
port on the Elian issue. The 
reluctance is rooted both in 
the history of Miami’s race 
relations and what some call 
preferential treatment for Cu­
ban Americans.

Haitians and Mexicans point 
to recent cases of immigrants 
from both countries being rou­
tinely deported while Cubans 
are guaranteed residency.

"It’s definitely an issue of 
double standards," said Leonie 
Hermantin, executive director 
of Miami’s Haitian American 
Foundation.

The Cuban-American politi­
cal strength intimidates the 
city’s other factions into si­
lence, said Fred St. Amand, a 
Haitian funeral parlor owner.
