Hereford than the national 
average and many of these 
women have no place to go 
except back to the abuser.

“We have a large collection of antique and 
classic car parts which are all new and still in 
the boxes,” Janis Robinson, president of the 
shelter’s executive board, said.

There is also a great deal of other inven­
tory which was not purchased when the new 
owners bought out an existing auto parts store 
in Hereford.

Brand names of many of the items will be 
recognized by antique and classic car collec­
tors, certified mechanics and even the casual 
“weekend” mechanic.

Some of the brand names include Black and

The need for a women’s and children’s 
shelter in Hereford has been apparent to 
many in the community for a number of 
years, but making the shelter a reality has 
not been a simple process.

According to Linda Coronado, Women’s and 
Children’s Crisis Center coordinator, on nu­
merous occasions, a victim has been housed in 
a local motel or taken to a shelter in another 
town.

Instances of domestic violence are higher in
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WASHINGTON (AP) — Women’s rights 
groups and President Clinton began heaping 
pressure on the Republican-controlled Senate 
to renew the Violence Against Women Act 
that is to expire Saturday.

“It is now time for the Senate to act,” 
Clinton said. “With over 70 sponsors in the 
Senate, there is no reason for delay.”

Passage of the act is at “the top” of Senate 
Majority Leader Trent Lott’s list and could 
come up for a vote this week, his spokesman 
said.

The act’s renewal passed the House, 415-3 
on Tuesday. It authorizes $3.6 billion over five 
years for programs that include law enforce­
ment and judicial training, grants for domestic 
violence shelters, child abuse prevention pro­
grams and a national domestic violence hot 
line. It was originally passed in 1994.

National Organization for Women President 
Patricia Ireland said renewal “is down to the

“Some conservative members of Congress, 
including the leadership, apparently do not 
consider stopping violence against women a 
national priority,” she said.

Judiciary Chairman Rep. Henry Hyde, R- 
111., said action has been taken to keep money 
flowing even if Congress does not meet 
Saturday’s deadline. “It remains a priority of 
this Congress,” Hyde said.

But the Senate version may face hurdles. 
Senate Republicans have floated the idea of 
attaching the legislation to a bill that would 
overhaul the nation’s bankruptcy laws. The 
twinned proposals would then be appended to 
one of the 11 appropriations bills that Con­
gress still must enact to keep the government 
in operation. Women’s rights groups oppose 
such action.

House members voting against the measure 
were Republican Reps Helen Chenoweth-Hage

of Idaho, John Hostettler of Indiana and Mark 
Sanford Jr. of South Carolina.

The House action came one day after Clinton 
accused lawmakers of treating the measure 
like a political football for its stalled passage.

Vice President A1 Gore said the House “has 
taken an important bipartisan step toward 
final passage of this much-needed legislation."

The measure remains without a key provi­
sion that would allow' rape victims to sue their 
attackers in federal court. The Supreme Court 
said in May that it is up to states, not 
Congress, to choose whether to protect women 
in that way, and Congressional Democrats 
tried but failed this year to reinstate the 
provision in acceptable language.

As left by the Supreme Court, the law now 
essentially provides a federal dispensary for 
grants and programs aimed at preventing fam­
ily violence and helping abused spouses — 
normally women — flee it.

Republicans have nine statewide candidates 
and the Libertarians have seven, plus their 
presidential contenders.

The Natural Law Party has no candidates 
on the state ballot because the Secretary of 
State’s Office contends it did not collect the 
37,000 signatures it needed from eligible vot­
ers. The party, which claims the state did not 
fairly check the nanles, will be in court 
Thursday to try get three statewide candidates 
on the ballot.

The Reform Party, begun by Dallas billion­
aire Ross Perot *after he ran for president in 
the 1992 presidential election as an Indepen­
dent, is not on the ballot, although presiden­
tial candidate Pat Buchanan is listed as an 
independent.

Vickie Flores, chair of the Libertarian Party 
of Dallas County, said increasingly voters sre

viewing third-party candidates as valid con­
tenders.

“People who have heard of us are actually 
starting to question the status quo.” Flores 
said.

However, Richard Murray, a political sci­
ence professor at the University of Houston, 
said third parties, excluding Perot s Reform 
Party, typically have a small impact on state 
wide elections.

Libertarians, for example, typically get only 
around 10 percent of the vote if a Libertarian 
is in a two-per9on race, he said, adding that 
Green Party candidates probably will follow 
that trend

“In most areas, the Green Party will run in 
single digits,” he said.

* Feds indict six Dallas men •

DALLAS <AP) — Federal authorities have issued arrest 
warrants for six North Texas men alleged to have run a two- 
year scheme that bilked thousands of dollars from the state’s
worker compensation fund.

According to federal indictments, the three chiropractors and 
three health workers defrauded the state by padding insurance 
reimbursement records with ghost employees.

Officials from the FBI, U.S. Attorney’s office and the Texas 
Workers’ Compensation Insurance Fund had scheduled a news 
conference related to the charges for Thursday afternoon.

The indictments charge the men with health care fraud, mail 
fraud, money laundering and conspiracy to commit health care 
and mail fraud.

The six men listed in the indictments were Abdullah Abdulle, 
Charles Dramiga, Rantiola Ogun, Mark Prii, Aftab Qureshi and 
Jesus Alejandro Villareal.

Villareal was the alleged ringleader and bag man for the 
group. Some of the checks from the scheme were sent to a 
Richardson post office box registered to a company called DFW
Therapeutics.

The scheme began in Aug. 1998 when an undercover FBI 
agent posing as an insurance broker approached Villareal and 
told him he could bilk money out of insurers by adding 
fictitious names to workers compensation claims.

The indictments show at least $16,467.40 in false claims 
from September through December of last year were sent to 
the post office box.

SHSU Chi Omega sorority suspended
HUNTSVILLE, Texas (AP) 

— A date rape plot by two 
women against a fellow mem­
ber of a Sam Houston State 
University sorority preceded 
the East Texas school’s deci­
sion to shut down the campus 
group for hazing, according to 
a published report.

The sorority sisters who al­
legedly gave the victim the 
date rape drug then drove her 
to the apartment of a male 
friend, who had sex with her 
the following morning, accord­
ing to the Houston Chronicle’s 
Thursday editions.

The newspaper said Sam 
Houston State’s suspension of 
the Chi Omega chapter’s char­
ter was the first time that a 
fraternal organization has been 
banned from the campus in 
Huntsville, 70 miles north of 
Houston.

The victim’s mother said 
her daughter was targeted in 
February because sorority 
members had grown tired of 
hearing her talk about being 
a virgin.

“They wanted to make her 
like them,” the mother, whose 
identity was withheld to pro­
tect her daughter, told the 
newspaper. “They kept saying, 
'We’re going to corrupt you — 
we’re going to get you in­
volved.

She said some sorority sis­
ters began calling the fresh­
man victim ‘'Special K” after 
the date rape attack in an 
apparent reference to the date- 
rape drug Ketamine, which 
they allegedly slipped into a 
drink on Feb. 16.

The hallucinogenic drug has 
been connected nationwide to 
at least one death of a teen­

ager who mixed it with heroin 
and has also been linked to 
numerous sexual assaults and 
thefts from veterinarians' of­
fices and hospitals.

The Walker County district 
attorney's office is investigat­
ing rape allegations being 
pressed by the mother ana 
daughter.

The victim, who rejected 
requests from sorority officials 
that she remain with the group 
after the reported attack, 
moved into a university dor­
mitory and then transferred 
from SHSU to another univer­
sity later that semester after 
harassment by the campus 
group, the mother said.

“They screamed her off cam­
pus,” she said, adding that 
SHSU was “whitewashing” her 
daughter’s abuse by focusing 
on more minor hazing inci-

dents.

U niversity spokesm an 
Frank Krystyniak said only 
that a seven-month investiga­
tion into unspecified hazing 
incidents during the fall of 
1999 revealed no documented 
physical injuries as a result.

Sony’s PlayStation 2 in short supply
NEW YORK (AP) — Sony 

will deliver only half the num­
ber of PlayStation 2 video game 
consoles it originally estimated 
this fall, potentially making 
the holiday shopping season 
even more stressful.

Sony Corp. said Wednesday 
it can only ship 500,000 con­
soles by its North America 
debut on Oct. 26, instead of 
the 1 million units initially 
projected. It was expected to 
be the year’s hottest holiday 
item.

The company blames pro­
duction delays stemming from 
a component shortage. It said

the initial shipment will be 
followed by 100,000 units per 
week until year's end.

Sony said the modified 
schedule will not affect avail­
ability of PlayStation 2 during 
the holiday season, anticipat­
ing there will be about 1.3 
million units in supply.

“We will be able to supply a 
flow of products, instead of a 
huge initial spike,” said Kaz 
Hirai, chief operating officer.

Sony Computer Entertain­
ment America Inc. also said 
Wednesday that it would still 
meet its target of shipping 10 
million units of the game

worldwide, including 3 million 
to North America, by March 
2001.

In March, when PlayStation 
2 was first released in Japan, 
the company had a similar 
problem, delaying shipment of 
260,000 units because o f a 
shortage of computer hard­
ware.

Thousands o f people lined 
up outside stores in Tokyo the 
day before the game machines 
went on sale and, at most 
shops, the PlayStation 2 sold 
out within an hour.

Sony is counting heavily on

the sleek, black console to 
give it a boost in its war 
against Japanese rivals Sega 
Enterprises, which makes the 
D ream cast con sole, and 
Nintendo, maker o f the N64 
console and the portable Game 
Boy.

PlayStation 2, the successor 
to the 5-year-old PlayStation,

“Their approval allows us to 
re-review the studies they have 
restricted," Dr. John Stobo, the 
medical branch's president, 
told the Houston Chronicle in 
Thursday's editions. “If we find 
them satisfactory (and confirm 
the findings with OHRP), the 
studies can begin again ”

Some of the 220 research 
projects using inmate patients 
could resum e w ithin two 
weeks, while others could take 
as long as two months.

The Office for Human Re­
search Protections, which is a 
division o f the Department o f 
Health and Human Services, 
ordered the medical branch to 
halt research on Aug. 31.

The agency also ordered the 
University o f Miami to stop 
some o f their studies on pris­
oners and noted shortcomings 
at the University o f Florida 
and Yals, hut did not order 
those schools to close any re­
search projects.

Among the safety lapses ad­
dressed by the m edical

branch’s review was federal 
investigators problems with a 
37-m em ber review  board, 
w hich was charged w ith 
screening human-subject re­
search proposals for safety and 
ethics violations.

Federal authorities worried 
one panel could not handle 
the volume o f proposal sub­
mitted by researchers. The 
medical branch has proposed 
having two review boards o f 
20 members each.

The oversight agency was 
also concerned that a medical 
branch employee served as an 
inmate advocate on the re­
search review board.

Medical branch officials plan 
to find as many as two pris­
oner advocates to place on 
each board and submit their 
qualifications to the Human 
Research Protections office.

In a letter to the medical 
branch, the federal agency's 
chief.

PITTSBURGH (AP) — Jeff 
Bagwell has great stats, yet 
nowhere to go in October He’d 
much rather have average 
stats and a chance to play in 
the postseason again.

Bagwell hit his career-high 
46th home run and drove in 
four runs as the Astros beat 
the Pittsburgh Pirates 10-1 
Wednesday night.

“My job is not to put up big 
stats, it’s to help us win base­
ball games,” Bagwell said. “If I 
hit a certain stat that helps us 
get to the playoffs, that’s all 
that matters to me. But it’s 
not, ‘Hey, I hit 70 home runs 
and we didn’t win anything.*

“Even Mark McGwire said 
that. It’s great that you hit 70 
and it’s awesome and all that, 
but the bottom line is we’re 
here to win games,” he said.

Bagwell’s three-run homer 
in the fifth came off Jimmy 
Anderson (5-11), two innings 
after Tim Bogar hit Houston’s 
first inside-the-park homer of 
the season.

Bagwell has 131 RBls and 
has scored 161 runs. The last 
major leaguer to score 160 
runs in a season was Ted 
Williams in 1949.

“That’s hard to fathom," 
Bagwell said. “I never feel like 
I’m in that category. Those 
are icons o f the game. Fm 
very appreciative but it’s hard 
for me to even relate to that."

Tony McKnight (4-1) held 
the Pirates to four hits for his 
first complete game, winning 
his fourth consecutive decision. 
He struck out seven and 
walked one. It was the Astros’ 
eighth complete game.

“We gave the bullpen a 
night off and we haven’t had 
many o f those," manager Larry 
Dierker said. “He seemed to 
be able to hit either side of 
the plate whenever he wanted 
to. You look at the radar gun 
and he wasn’t overpowering 
but he was always away from 
the middle o f the strike zone."

fight against drugs but said 
they still had work to do.

“They have shown the way. 
They have to follow it,” he 
said.

The drug scandals have 
given International Olympic 
Committee officials ammuni­
tion to express the lingering 
anti-American resentment re­
lated to the Salt Lake City 
bribery case.

IOC members are still an­
gry at being portrayed as cor­
rupt as a whole. They’re also 
still bitter over the scathing 
attacks by U.S. lawmakers and 
White House drug chief Barry 
McCaffrey, who said the IOC 
was unfit, unwilling and un­
able to lead the fight against 
drugs. While McCaffrey has 
recently praised the IOC’s new 
ahti-dopmg efforts, all has not 
been forgiven.

Even China, frequently tar­
geted by U.S. swim coaches as 
being, lax on drugs, has 
weighed in.

He Huixian, a spokeswoman 
for the Chinese Olympic Com­
mittee, said that, by suppress­
ing Hunter’s positive tests, U.S. 
track officials showed a lack of 
resolve in fighting doping.

“Only by properly managing 
your own affairs, with every­
body doing a good job of their

own anti-doping work, can this 
big cancer be eradicated," He 
said. “You must start with 
yourself.”

IOC vice president Dick 
Pound, a Canadian who never 
misses a chance to criticize 
the United States, said the 
country is in a “state of de­
nial” about the drug problem.

“The United States has been 
very slow to recognize there 
is a problem in the U.S.," he 
said. “This is an opportunity 
to embrace the fact there is a 
problem, and show if they 
want to be a leader in world 
sport, that they are in fact 
leaders.”

New tracking rales delayed
WASHINGTON CAP) — New 

federal rules on how long a 
trucker may stay behind the 
wheel will be put off for at 
least a year, upsetting high­
way safety advocates who say 
trucker fatigue contributes to 
hundreds of road fatalities an­
nually.

But the trucking industry 
said the rules delay, being 
agreed to as part o f congres­
sional budget negotiations, was 
needed to come up with a 
workable plan.

Rep. Frank Wolf, R-Va., who

has led efforts to improve truck 
safety, said the compromise 
was fair because it would al­
low the Transportation Depart­
ment to continue gathering 
data on how trucking hours 
can best, be revised.

But Wolf, chairman of the 
House Appropriations panel on 
transportation, also cautioned: 
“I want to tell the trucking 
industry that we're not going 
to rest until there is a good 
rule to protect the public."

The Transportation Depart­
ment last spring issued pro­

posed rules to change an 
nours-of-service system adopted 
in 1937. Those rules were 
based on an 18-hour cycle of 
10 hours driving and eight 
hours off, hut since they don’t 
account for the other six hours 
of the day a driver could le­
gally stay behind the wheel 
for 16 hours in one 24-hour 
period.

The department has esti­
mated that those long hours 
are in part responsible for the 
755 annual fatalities and nearly 
20,000 ii\juries.

Gore shifting focus 
to economic front

WASHINGTON (AP) —  A1 
Gore was shifting the week’s 
focus from Medicare to high­
light continued sunny news for 
the economy and make the 
case for his economic steward­
ship.

In a speech today recapping 
many of his earlier economic 
positions and emphasizing the 
importance of continued growth, 
Gore was making debt reduc­
tion his top priority.

“If we continue to get the 
fundamentals right, then we 
have the best chance of con­
tinuing high levels of growth 
and productivity and correspond­
ing low levels of inflation," he 
told reporters Wednesday, pre­
viewing the speech as he re­
turned from campaigning in 
Iowa.

The Democratic presidential 
nominee said he would pay $2

of projected surpluses toward 
debt reduction for every $1 he 
would devote to tax cuts or 
investments. Gore said elimi­
nation of the national debt and 
its interest payments would be 
a top priority. .

“There are big choices at 
stake in this election," Gore 
said remarks prepared for de­
livery Thursday at the 
Brookings Institution here. “At 
the heart of all these choices is 
a single, fundamental question: 
Will we use our prosperity and 
record surpluses to prepare for 
the ftiture?"

Rival George W. Bush, he 
said, would give $667 billion of 
the surplus to the wealthiest 1 
percent of the population in tax 
cuts. Gore maintained that is 
greater than the amount Bush 
would spend on education, 
health care, prescription drugs

and national defense combined.
Gore said his campaign will 

cut taxes for middle-class fami­
lies that need it the most, 
invest in health care, educa­
tion, a clean environment and 
a secure retirement. He would 
set aside a portion of the sur­
plus in a reserve fund in case 
of an economic downturn.

Elimination of the debt would 
cut a major use of government 
money and reduce government 
spending to its lowest level in 
50 years, Gore said.

The Democrats’ address came 
as new statistics were released 
highlighting the accomplish­
ments of the last eight years.

The poverty rate in America 
dipped last year to 11.8 percent, 
the lowest point in 21 years, while 
median household incomes 
reached a record high, new 
Census Bureau data showed.

The Texas governor was lev­
eling his attack on a two-day 
swing through Wisconsin and 
Michigan, two Midwestern states 
crucial to the electoral math of 
both presidential candidates as 
they try to assemble the 270 
electoral votes needed to win 
the White House.

Bush was to speak today at 
rally in Green Bay, Wis., then 
attend a fund-raiser in Pontiac, 
Mich On Friday, he is to make 
an energy policy speech in

Saginaw calling for increased 
domestic production, more en­
ergy assistance for low-income 
households and a tougher for­
eign policy toward oil produc­
ing allies.

It’s Bush’s final outing be­
fore he hunkers down for an 
intense weekend of study and 
rehearsals before his first de­
bate with Gore next Tuesday 
in Boston.

Less than six weeks before 
the election, a variety of polls 
say Bush has reclaimed some 
momentum in the race, at­
tracting women and senior citi­
zens, focusing on his best is­
sues and benefiting from con­
cerns about Gore’s truthfulness.

A new Los Angeles Times 
poll, which gave Bush a 48-42 
lead, suggested senior citizens 
supported Bush slightly more 
than Gore — 47 percent to 41 
percent.

WASHINGTON (AP) — 
The debate over whether U.S, 
troops are combat ready has 
produced .a paradox about 
today’s military: While called 
the best in the world, it also 
is described as overworked, 
underpaid, and short o f am­
munition. pilots and research 
dollars.

George W. Bush, the Re­
publican presidential nomi­
nee. accuses the Clinton ad­
ministration o f running the 
military into the ground by 
sending it on too many over­
seas missions while skimping 
on defense dollars. Morale 
among the troops is sinking 
and combat * readiness is on 
the decline, he proclaims.

In its defense, the Clinton 
adm inistration points out 
that last year the troops re­
ceived the biggest pay raise 
in a generation, that defense 
investment is on the rise 
and that the highest re-en­
listment rates are among 
those units operating abroad 
on such missions as peace­
keeping in the Balkans.

For their part, the chiefs 
of the military services are 
quick to boast that the U.S.

Econom y
continues
growth

WASHINGTON (AP) — 
The U.S. econom y roared 
ahead in the spring, growing 
at a 5.6 percent annual rate, 
stronger than the govern­
ment previously thought. 
Solid investment by Ameri­
can businesses offset less 
brisk spending by consum­
ers.

The Commerce D epart­
ment reported Thursday that 
in the April-June quarter the 
increase in the gross domes­
tic product surpassed growth 
in the first quarter, when 
the economy expanded at a 
4.8 percent annual rate. GDP 
is the nation’s total output 
of goods and services and 
the broadest measure o f eco­
nomic health.

The governm ent’s final 
reading on GDP showed the 
econom y grow ing m ore 
quickly than the 5.3 percent 
rate it estimated one month 
ago and the 5.2 percent rate 
initially calculated. The 5.6 
percent rate marked the best 
showing since the fourth 
quarter of last year.

The report came six weeks 
before the presidential elec­
tion. Whether the continuing 
strong economy will signifi­
cantly benefit Vice President 
A1 Gore has been the sub­
ject of much conjecture in 
recent weeks.

The second-quarter per­
formance also was stronger 
than many analysts expected. 
They anticipated that growth 
would hold steady at 5.3 
percent. In the current quar­
ter. many analysts believe 
the economy has slowed to a 
growth rate in the 3 percent 
range.

Even with the robust 
growth in the second quar­
ter, inflation pressures actu­
ally moderated. An inflation 
gauge tied .to the GDP, and 
closely watched by Fed Chair­
man Alan Greenspan, rose 
at a revised annual rate of 
2.1 percent in the second 
quarter, better than the pre­
vious estim ate and down 
from a 3.5 percent rate in 
the first quarter.

The Federal Reserve has 
raised interest rates six 
tim es over the last 15 
months to slow the economy 
and keep inflation under con­
trol. Many economists be­
lieve the Fed will leave in­
terest rates unchanged at 
its meeting next week, given 
more recent signs o f moder­
ating economic growth.

The number o f Americans 
filing new claims for unem­
ployment benefits fell last 
week by an unexpected 
24,000 to 287,000, a two- 
month low.
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
