POWER POINT: Teachers taking classes to keep up 
with their students on computers

Silence permeates the halls; chairs 
and desks line the foyers; there’s an 
eerie air about the quiet. But in the 
computer lab of a local elementary 
school, all is not quiet and still.

Lined up in neat rows, shoulder 
to shoulder, facing the multi-colored 
computer monitor screens sits a 
group of giggling, laughing students.

No, it’s not escapees from the 
summer school classes. It’s a group 
of not-so-serious elementary teach­
ers learning to use the high-dollar 
technology equipment of Hereford 
Independent School District.

“Actually, this is a teacher-re­
quested workshop to teach the teach­
ers how to use our Power Point

system," said Jo Ochs, a sixth-grade 
Bluebonnet social studies teacher.

Ochs said she uses the Power 
Point presentation system frequently 
in her classes and the teachers had 
asked that she present the workshop 
in a fun and relaxed setting.

“In many cases, the kids know 
more than the teachers do,” Ochs 
said. “This can be a real tool for the 
teachers, but they have to know how­
to use it.”

The skills learned in Tuesday's 
workshop are anything but just for 
fun. By the year 2003, teachers will 
be evaluated on how well they use 
technology and how well they trans­
fer that knowledge into everyday 
classroom studies.

As the teachers giggled their way

through common mistakes, they 
took to heart the serious side of the 
lessons being presented.

Jan Reeve, a second-grade teacher 
at Aikrnan said, “You don’t now how 
much you learn or how much you 
don’t learn until you sit down and 
work through it with someone else. 
There’s no telling how much you can 
accomplish, or how fun it can be.” 

The teacher-students all seemed 
to be impressed with the chance to 
have fun educationally that is pos­
sible with the school’s technology.

“This is great. It’s lots of fun 
using our technology and learning 
how we can incorporate it into the 
lessons," said Alice Graves, a fifth- 
grade Bluebonnet teacher.

“It’s entertaining educationally,”

Bluebonnet librarian Deloris Phipps 
said. “It’s something we can all use."

Ochs led the teachers through a 
series of drills — highlighting, click­
ing, right clicking and dragging — to 
accomplish unique presentations 
which the teachers will be able to 
learn and pass on to the student 
body.

This was not a required course, 
rather it was a teacher-initiated im­
provement plan which will benefit 
teachers and students districtwide, 
Ochs said.

“This school is technology rich," 
she said. “There are schools in Ama­
rillo and Canyon that are hurting for 
the capabilities we have."

Senate targets media leaks
WASHINGTON <AP) — Adminis­

tration officials are divided on Sen­
ate legislation to make disclosing 
classified information to the news 
media a felony punishable by up to 
three years in prison, officials said 
Wednesday.

Attorney General Janet Reno will 
oppose the legislation at Wednesday’s 
closed-door Senate Intelligence Com­
mittee session, Justice Department 
spokesman Myron Marlin said. CIA 
Director George Tenet will testify in

favor of the measure, said officials 
who spoke on the condition of ano­
nymity.

“We want to do all we can to 
prevent leaks, but we don’t support 
the legislation in its current form," 
Marlin said. “But we re always will­
ing to work with Congress to see if a 
clarification of current or existing 
laws are needed."

The provision is contained in a 
bill authorizing intelligence programs 
for the next fiscal year. It was ap­

proved by the panel in April and is 
expected to see action on the Senate 
floor later this month.

The provision would give the J u s ­
tice Department authority to protect 
all classified information from unau­
thorized disclosure.

Existing laws make prosecutions 
difficult and don’t encompass all kinds 
of classified material, sponsors sug­
gested. Currently, prosecutors must

WASHINGTON (AP) — Consumer 
prices inched up 0.1 percent in May 
as falling costs for gasoline, tobacco 
and clothing helped restrain rising 
costs for airfares and the biggest 
jump in food prices since October 
1998.

The small advance in Labor 
Department’s Consumer Price In­
dex, the most closely watched infla­
tion gauge, was a slightly better 
reading on inflation than the 0.2 
percent increase many analysts were 
predicting. The report was released 
Wednesday.

In April, for the first time in 
almost a year, consumer prices held 
steady

Outside the volatile energy and 
food categories, the “core" rate of 
inflation rose for the second month 
in a row by 0.2 percent in May, 
matching many analysts’ expecta­
tions.

In the first five months of the 
year, the core rate of inflation has 
been rising at an annual rate of 2.7 
percent, compared with a 1.9 per­
cent rate for all of last year.

The Federal Reserve has boosted 
interest rates six times since last 
June to slow the speeding economy 
and keep inflation under control.

Some recent economic reports, 
including retail sales, home sales, 
factory orders and unemployment, 
suggest the economy is slowing a 
bit.

In a separate report Wednesday, 
businesses boosted their inventories 
by 0.4 percent in April, but saw 
their sales decline by 0.6 percent, 
the Commerce Department said.

Economists have offered mixed 
opinions on whether the Fed will 
push up interest rates for a seventh 
time when it meets June 27 and 28. 
A growing number of analysts, cit­
ing Wednesday’s CPI report along 
with data indicating a cooling in 
certain areas of the economy

Defense claims witness shifty hustler

SAN ANTONIO (AP) — Defense attorneys for a South Texas 
millionaire will continue to attack the credibility of a man they 
say is a shifty hustler who would do anything to save his life 
and whose testimony is the only link between the millionaire 
and his ex-wife’s murder in Florida.

The testimony of Daniel Rocha, serving a life prison term in 
Florida for solicitation of capital murder in the 1997 shooting 
and stabbing death of Sheila Bellush in her Sarasota, Fla., 
home, has linked millionaire Allen Blackthorne to Jose Luis 
Del Toro, the alleged gunman.

Rocha, 30, a golfing friend of 45-year-old Blackthorne, has 
testified he proposed the killing to friend Sammy Gonzales, 
who in turn hired his cousin Del Toro in the murder scheme.

On Tuesday, Blackthorne’s attorney Richard Lubin called 
Rocha “a manipulator who is capable of getting people to do 
things they do not want to do."

Lubin also accused Rocha of cutting a deal with prosecutors 
in an attempt to get his life sentence reduced and possibly 
avoid charges in Texas.

Rocha insists he had federal prosecutors transfer him from 
Florida to a federal prison in California so he could be closer to 
his wife and three children. “I’m in for life,” he said.

Rocha is the third prosecution witness to testify against 
Blackthorne, who is charged with interstate conspiracy to 
commit murder for hire, which carries a mandatory life 
sentence, and interstate domestic violence.

Testimony in the trial, expected to last three to five weeks, 
began Monday.

SAN ANTONIO (AP> — A man and woman are fighting over 

a lottery jackpot worth millions, and it all may be decided on 
whether the two had a common law marriage.

Thomas Araiza Jr. told 285th District Judge Michael Peden 
on Tuesday that he and the mother of his two daughters have 
lived together as husband and wife more than 30 years.

Araiza claims that his wife intends to deny him his share of 
the winning $9 million Lotto Texas ticket she bought two 
weeks ago. He filed for divorce three days after the jackpot 
win.

But the woman Araiza says is his wife claims she has never 
been married to him. Although the couple moved in together 
in 1969, they have not lived together continuously since then, 
Glenn Deadman, one of her attorneys, told the San Antonio 
Express-News in Wednesday’s editions.

Even the woman’s proper last name was at issue Tuesday. 
Her lawyers called her Janie Arroyo, while Araiza’s attorneys 
referred to her as Mrs. Araiza.

Inc., which supplies ground 
beef to the national school 
lunch program, flunked a set 
of microbial tests for the 
fourth straight time, the de­
partment said.

A federal judge recently 
barred USDA from using such 
test results to force the clos­
ing of the facility, agreeing 
with the meatpacking industry 
that testing for salmonella bac­
teria was not a fair measure 
of whether a plant was sani-

department tried to shut 
down the Dallas plant last fall 
after it flunked the first three 
rounds of testing. The latest 
failure came after the com­
pany made improvements in 
February to its sanitation pro­
cedures, said Thomas Billy, ad­
ministrator of USDA’s Food 
Safety and Inspection Service.

"As a result of the court 
decision, FSlS has asked Su­
preme Beef to voluntarily sus­
pend its ground beef opera­
tions and to determine what 
further corrective actions 
should be taken to bring the 
plant into compliance," Billy 
said in a statement released 
by the department Tuesday 
evening.

Telephone calls to Supreme 
Beef for comment on USDA’s 
request were not returned.

"It's too early to tell” what 
the department will do if the 
plant refuses to close, said 
Carol Blake, a spokeswoman 
for the food safety agency.

Although Supreme Beef is 
the only plant that the depart­
ment has tried to cldee for 
flunking salmonella tests, oth­
ers in the packing industry 
say the microbial standards 
aren't scientifically based and 
shouldn't be used to judge 
whether a plant's meat is safe.

But President Clinton last 
month said the dispute with 
Supreme Beef threatens to 
"undermine an inspection sys­
tem that is clearly effective in 
reducing food poisoning, jeop­
ardizing the confidence that 
consumers have in the safety 
of the food they eat."

USDA withdrew its inspec­
tors from the Supreme Beef 
plant Nov. 30, effectively shut­
ting it down, but was forced to 
send them back later in the 
day when U.S. District Judge 
Joe Fish granted a temporary 
restraining order.

Fish ruled last month that 
the department exceeded its 
authority in trying to enforoe 
the salmonella standards. His 
decision applies to packing 
plants in the northern district 
of Texas.

Carol Tucker Foreman, di­
rector of the Consumer Fed­
eration of America's Food 
Policy Institute, said the de­
partment should stop buying 
meat from Supreme Beef and 
post the names of the plant’s 
customers on the Internet.

Childrens health insurance faces problems
AUSTIN (AP) — A children’s 

health insurance program cre­
ated by the state is reported 
to be on the critical list.

The more than 11,000 chil­
dren served by the Texas 
Healthy Kids Corp. will soon 
have to finjj other coverage, 
according lo a story published 
by the Texas Journal of The 
Wall Street Journal.

Healthy Kids was created

three years ago by the Legis­
lature to provide coverage for 
uninsured children with a com­
bination of public and private
funds.

The privately run nonprofit 
organization has been plagued 
with problems that include 
much lower than expected en­
rollment and a lack of private 
contributions, which subsidise 
premiums.

The program's managers 
•aid carriers' sharp rate in­
creases scheduled to take ef­
fect July 1 means many en- 
rollees will have to go else­
where for insurance because 
they wont be able to afford 
higher premiums.

Not enough private hinds 
are in the program to make 
up the difference, they said.

Healthy Kids isn’t going out 
of business, according to the

managers, but they say its 
ftiture is uncertain.

Healthy Kids' struggles have 
prompted Texas Insurance 
Commissioner Jose
Montemayor to survey the 
state's insurers to see what 
coverage is available for chil- - 
dren in the program.

The Department of Insur­
ance expects to have prelimi­
nary results in hand for a 
June 27 board meeting.

EPA gives wood industry break
WASHINGTON (AP) — The 

Environm ental Protection 
Agency says it will exempt log-

Srs, tree farmers and other 
nestry operators from a rule 

set to take effect next month to 
reduce water pollution from pri­
vate lands.

The move is a major victory 
for the wood products industry, 
which aggressively fought the 
rule and sent the agency 30,000 
post cards voicing opposition.

They finally heard the loud 
uproar across this country ... 
that what they were proposing 
simply wouldn’t work,” said 
Chris West, vice president of 
the Northwest Forestry Asso­
ciation in Portland, Ore.

Environmentalists and tim­
ber companies had squared off 
earlier in East Texas over the 
EPA proposal to apply the 1972 
Clean Water Act to the indus­
try. Forestry officials had long 
been exempt from the permit­
ting process under the Clean 
Water Act, falling instead under 
state oversight.

The Texas Forestry Associa­
tion had contended that envi­
ronmental groups would have 
been able to protest permit ap­
plications, launching court 
battles that could put timber

farmers and loners out of busi­
ness. But the Sierra Club said 
the proposal was not a tool for 
affecting timber operations.

The EPA will propose a new 
rule later this fall that would 
cover forestry practices, said 
Charles Fox, assistant EPA ad­
ministrator for water. But that 
rule has an uncertain fate — it 
would be up to a Bush or Gore 
adm in istra tion  to decide 
whether to enact it.

The rest of the rule, which 
would affect farmers and other 
private landowners, should be­
come final in about a month, 
he said Tuesday.

Fox said criticism directed at 
the forestry portion of the rule 
was distracting attention from 
the overall plan to clean up the 
nation’s waterways.

“There’s no question that the 
industry mounted an extremely 
aggressive and no doubt expen­
sive campaign,” he said. “Much 
of the information they put out 
was not entirely true, if not 
downright false in some cases.”

Forestry groups said under 
the rule, private landowners 
would need an EPA permit to 
cut down or even plant trees. 
The expensive and time-con­
suming process would put some

small forestry practices out of 
business, the groups feared.

But Fox said 99 percent of 
forestry operations would not 
have been affected by the rule. 
Only a few problem polluters 
would have been required to 
get EPA permits, he said.

Opposition also came from 
states like Washington and Or­
egon, which already regulate 
private forestry lands and say 
new regulatory tools are not 
needed.

Sen. Blanche Lincoln, D-Ark., 
sponsored legislation to exempt 
the forestry industry from the 
rule. Other lawmakers hope to 
derail the rest of the proposed 
rule before it takes effect.

The rule proposed last Au­
gust requires states to submit 
plans to clean up every water­
way that fails to meet water 
auality standards for fishing, 
drinking and swimming, among 
other categories.

EPA estimates more than 
20,000 streams and lakes don't 
meet water-quality standards, 
or about 40 percent of all lakes, 
rivers and streams in the na­
tion.

SEOUL, South . Korea — 
North Korean ruler Kim Jong 
II has been accused of being 
many things over the years:

At a historic inter-Korean 
summit in Pyongyang this 
week, the world is getting its 
closest look ever a t the 58- 
year-old portly, bespectacled 
head of one of its.m ost iso­
lated countries.

An image transformation is 
under way, even if the. mo­
tives of North Korea’s leader 
are largely a mystery. On 
Wednesday, chatting  w ith 
South Korean President Kim 
Dae-jung before a round of 
talks, Kim Jong II complained 
about Western media portray­
als of him as a recluse.

“Western news reports say 
President Kim’s visit helped 
me out of seclusion," he re­
marked wryly, drawing laugh­
ter from the South Korean, 
who faced Him across a con­
ference table.

The dramatic spectacle of 
communism’s first hereditary 
successor making a surprise 
appearance at an airport Tues­
day to greet Kim Dae-jung 
startled many South Koreans 
who had been accustomed to 
government reports that por­
trayed him as a villain.
Political turmoil, FBI probe

WASHINGTON — The dis­
appearance of nuclear secrets 
from a vault at the Los 
Alamos weapons lab has 
prompted a criminal investi­
gation and unleashed another 
torrent of criticism about se­
curity at the Energy Depart­
ment, leaving the Clinton ad­
ministration scrambling to con­
tain the political fallout.

The FBI, which was brought 
into the case when the En­
ergy Department learned on 
June 1 of the disappearance 
of the nuclear secrets from 
the New Mexico facility, was 
conducting a criminal probe. 
The investigation was expected 
to focus on some two-dozen 
individuals who had free ac­
cess to the highly secured 
vault where two computer 
hard drives that contained the 
nuclear files were kept.

Polygraph tests were ex­
pected to begin to be adminis­
tered to some of the Los 
Alamos scientists within days, 
Energy Department officials 
said.
Microsoft accuses Judge 
of errors in Its appeal

SEATTLE — M icrosoft 
Corp. has won a preliminary 
victory as it jockeys for posi­
tion with the Justice Depart­
ment in the appeal of the 
software giant’s antitrust case.

The U.S. Circuit Court of 
Appeals said Tuesday that a 
full complement of its judges 
would hear Microsoft’s appeal 
at the first opportunity.

The company had asked the 
appeals court to stay U.S. Dis­
trict Judge Thomas Penfield 
Jackson’s order requiring not 
only the breakup of the com­
pany, but also a number of 
restrictions on its business 
practices that are to take ef­
fect Sept. 6.

Microsoft also accused Jack- 
son of committing “an array 
of serious substantive and pro­
cedural errors that infected 
virtually every aspect" of the 
trial and sentencing in dis­
trict court.

Jackson last week ordered 
the company split into two 
and imposed the business re­
strictions after finding that 
Microsoft abused its monopoly 
over personal computer oper­
ating systems to harm con­
sumers and thwart innovation.

CHICAGO (AP) — Women 
who get 30 minutes of vigor­
ous exercise every day, even 
just a brisk walk, can reduce 
their chances of having a 
stroke by as much as 30 per­
cent, a study says.

The findings, published in 
Wednesday’s Journal of the 
American Medical Association, 
were based on six years of 
data fYom 72,488 women, ages 
40 to 65, who participated in 
the Harvard-based Nurses 
Health Study.

The researchers said it is 
the first large-scale study to 
link exercise to reducing the 
risk of stroke, which is the 
third-leading cause of death 
in men and women.

Previous studies, such as 
the surgeon general’s 1996 re­
port on exercise, concluded it 
was unclear whether physical

activity protects against 
stroke.

The new study found that 
doing 30 minutes of moderate 
to vigorous exercise almost 
every day cut the risk of 
having an ischemic stroke, 
the most common type, by 30 
percent. The risk of other 
types of stroke was cut by 20 
percent.

“The major public health 
problem in this nation is sed­
entary lifestyle," said Dr. 
JoAnn Manson, one of the 
study’s authors and chief of 

reventive medicine at
righam and Women’s Hospi­

tal. “Walking is the most popu­
lar and common form of exer­
cise in middle-age and older 
women who doesn’t start ex­
ercising until later in life still 
has a chance to cut her risk 
of stroke, Manson said.

At the hearing. Rep. Bill 
Thomas, R-Calif., the chief ar­
chitect, provided details about 
a bill Republicans are develop­
ing that would enlist private 
insurers to sell government- 
subsidised and approved pre­
scription drug insurance poli­
cies to Medicare beneficiaries.

“We believe the private sec­
tor can do a great job," Tho­
mas said, but “the govern­
ment will be there if neces­
sary."

Republicans highlighted 
Democratic endorsements for 
their plan from Reps. Ralph 
Hall, D-Tsxas, and Collin 
Peterson, D-Minn. Most con­
cessional Democrats and 

isident Clinton were criti­

cal.
Clinton said Tuesday the 

Republican plan “claims to help 
everybody but is a false hope 
for most.

“If we were in deficit and 
trying to do this, I would 
understand why we would say, 
‘Well, we canx help every­
body, so we'll just help a few,’” 
Clinton said. “But tnat's not 
the situation. We can afford 
to do this right."

“We will withhold judgment 
on the House Republican pro- 

sal until we see its deUlls. 
evertheless, we continue to 

believe the concept of so-called 
drug-only private insurance 
simply would not work in prac­
tice," said Chip Kahn, presi-

dent of the Health Insur­
ance Association of America.

Republicans accused 
Clinton of misrepresenting 
their plan for political gain.
