1776 copy of 
Declaration

NEW YORK (AP) — Televi­
sion producer Norman Lear and 
a partner paid $8.14 million for 
a 1776 copy of the Declaration 
of Independence, and Lear says 
he is going to make it the s tar 
of a patriotic road show.

Sotheby’s auction house said 
Thursday’s sale on its Web site 
brought the highest price for 
any item ever sold on the 
Internet and for any American 
historical document.

Lear, producer of such shows 
as “All in the Family" and 
"Maude," said he and Internet 
en trepreneur David Hayden 
planned to send the document 
on a national tour under the 
auspices of Lear’s liberal advo­
cacy group, People for the 
American Way.

“Ninety-nine percent of all 
Americans will never see this 
document," Lear said. He said 
it will be shown around the 
country in “a theatrical event 
that will be unashamedly patri­
otic." He did not elaborate.

An am ateur collector found 
the document in 1989 hidden 
behind a torn painting, which 
he bought for $4 a t  an  
Adamstown, Pa., flea market 
because he wanted the frame.

In 1991, Sotheby's sold it a t 
auction for a then-record $2.4 
million to Thursday’s seller: Vi­
sual Equities, a fine-art invest­
ment firm in Atlanta. It failed 
to sell a t auction in 1993.

Lear said he had learned 
about the auction last week.
He said he went to view the 
document at Sotheby’s and wept 
when he read the opening lines

50lh Anniversary Korean War pin issued through the US. Department 
of Defense, according to U S. Rep. Larry Combest.

“The 50"' anniversary pin is a small token of our immense 
appreciation and admiration of their courage,” Combest said.

The US. began observances of the 50" anniversary of the Korean 
War, which is commonly known as the “forgotten war" During the 37- 
month war, nearly 34,000 Americans died in action and more than 
100,000 were wounded.

Any veteran who served in the theater of war — on Korean soil — 
between June 25, 1950 and July 27, 1953, is eligible to receive the pin. 
Spouses or families of deceased veterans who served during these dates 
also are entitled to claim one pin per family.

To apply for the pin, a veteran will need to provide name, address, 
telephone number and dates of service. The veteran also should 
provide a copy of the report of separation, commonly known as a DD- 
214 or a corrected version of that document, a DD 215. National Guard 
members should provide the statement of service equivalent, NGB 
Form 22.

WASHINGTON <AP> — Americans’ 
incomes in May rose twice as fast as 
their spending, pulling the nation’s 
personal savings rate up to its high­
est point since the beginning of the 
year.

The Commerce Department re­
ported Friday that personal income, 
which includes wages, 
interest and govern­
ment benefits, rose 0.4 
percent last month, 
slightly faster than the 
0.3 percent gain many 
analysts were forecast­
ing.

At the same time, 
spending grew by just 
0.2 percent — match­
ing analysts’ expecta­
tions — suggesting that 
Americans’ less frenzied 
pace of spending may 
help to slow the 
economy.

Consumer spending 
has been the engine of 
the robust economy and 
accounts for two-thirds 
of all economic activ­
ity.

On Wall Street, the 
Nasdaq index gained 50 
points by late morning 
but the Dow Jones in­
d u s tria l average, com pounding 
Thursday’s selloff, lost 50.

May was the second month in a 
row in which incomes rose faster 
than spending.

In April, Americans’ incomes rose 
0.6 percent, a little slower than the 
government previously thought. Con­
sumer spending grew by 0.2 percent, 
half as fast as the government esti­
mated one month ago.

Meanwhile, the personal savings 
rate — savings as a percentage of 
after-tax income — rose to 0.6 per­
cent in May from 0.4 percent the 
month before. Last month’s rate was

the highest since 0.8 percent in 
January.

Even with the rise, the rate inay 
not provide a clear picture of sav­
ings, economists have said. That’s 
because the calculation doesn’t take 
into account gains realized from such 
things as rising stocks and higher 

real-estate values.
The Federal Re­

serve has boosted 
interest rates six 
times in the last 12 
months to slow the 
economy and keep 
inflation under con­
trol. The Fed’s rate 
increases are de­
signed to make bor­
rowing more expen­
sive and cool de­
mand for such big- 
ticket items as cars 
and homes.

On W ednesday, 
the Fed, citing ten­
tative signs of slow­
ing, decided not to 
raise rates for a 
seventh time hut 
left the door open 
to further rate in-, 
creases should in­
flation worsen.

In May the 
nation’s unemployment rate rose to 
4.1 percent from a 30-year-low of 3.9 
percent in April and retail sales 
were lackluster in the past two 
months, suggesting the economy may 
be cooling a hit.

Friday’s report also showed that 
Americans’ spending on durable 
goods — cars and other big-ticket 
manufactured goods expected to last 
at lenst three ^ears — fell 1 percent 
in May. That followed a 0.7 percent 
drop the month before.

Spending on nondurable goods, 
such as food and fuel, rose 0.2 
percent after a 0.2 percent decline !

European motorists are long ac­
customed to paying as much as four 
times what Americans shell out for 
a tankful of gas, due to fuel taxes 
that can add a staggering 80 percent 
to the retail gas price in the region.

Nonetheless, they have become more 
dependent on their cars, for plea­
sure as much as for work.

“The car for Italians is a habit, a 
tradition, like spaghetti," said Italian 
taxi driver Michele Di Russo at a 
filling station in central Rome “Gas 
prices will not affect its usage The 
car is entertainment."

As in the United States, where 
prices have soared in some areas to 
more than $2 a gallon, recent in­
creases in the price of crude oil used 
to make gasoline are sending prices 
up. The colt of unleaded gas has 
risen by 16 percent in France, 14 

*rcent in Italy and 11 percent inper
Belgium. 

Thihere are few signs that resent­
ment at the increases is ferocious 
enough to boil over into a consumer

rebellion.
"People have been bludgeoned by 

one successive rise after another. 
We’re so used to them, we’ve be­
come desensitized," said Michael 
Johnson, spokesman for the Auto­
mobile Association of Britain.

According to Johnson’s organiza­
tion, the average price for a gallon 
of unleaded gasoline in Britain this 
month is $3.27 — more than twice 
what Britons paid a decade ago.

Norway is the only European na­
tion with costlier gas, at $3.31 a 
gallon, the AA said. France is the 
next most expensive, at $2.80. fol 
lowed by Italy, Germany, Portugal. 
Austria and Spain.

The difference from one country 
to the next is due mostly to govern­
ment taxes, which in Britain and

France account for more than 80 
percent of the price of gas. Finland 
iiad the next highest fuel tax, at 78 
percent, followed by Belgium and 
Poland at 75 percent each, the AA 
said.

This tax bite has left some motor­
ists feeling passive and powerless.

“We can’t really do anything about 
it. It’s in the hands of the govern­
ment," said office worker Norah 
Lvdon, who spoke as she filled her 
tank in the London suburb of 
Kdgware.

An average 27 cents of every 
dollar that Americans spend at the 
pump goes toward tax. Thus the 
tripling in world oil prices since 
December 1998 has caused gasoline 
prices to spike more dramatically in 
the United States than in Europe

Defense witnesses testify
WACO, Texas (AP) — Federal agents were called as wit­

nesses as the government began presenting its defense in the 
wrongful death lawsuit by family members of Branch Davidians 
and survivors of an ill-fated standoff at the sect’s compound.

Eric Evers, a Bureau of Alcohol, Tobacco and Firearms 
agent, told jurors Thursday the “ground was dancing” from the 
bullets tha t whined from the compound as agents tried to 
approach it for the first time on Feb. 28, 1993.

“I heerd a loud boom and I fell face forward and had been 
shot in my chest. I thought, ‘You need to get up, these guys 
are shooting bullets at you ... this isn't a game/" said Evers, 
who was posted on the perimeter of the compound.

Evers, who was shot in the forearm and whose bulletproof 
vest blocked the two shots to his chest, testified he lay 
bleeding in a ditch near the compound for two hours after he 
was hit.

“I was too scared to move from where I was," he said.

Punishment phase continues
BEAUMONT, Texas (AP) — Daphne Williams said she wasn’t 

there when her mother died from a gunshot wound she 
received during a robbery earlier this year, but said that hasn't 
stopped her from picturing her death.

“In my mind I could see her there, lying on the stretcher," 
Williams said of her mother, murdered Longview bank teller 
Betty Paddie. The 61-year-old teller died in the emergency 
room of the hospital where Williams worked as an X-ray 
technician.

“My dad came in and I had to tell my dad that my mother 
had died,” Daphne Williams told iurors Thursday during the 
punishment phase of a convicted bank teller’s capitol murder

New battle looms over old flag
COLUMBIA, S.C. (AP) — 

The sequel to the long and 
bitter fight over the Confeder­
ate flag flying at the state 
Capitol is already in the works.

The flag will come down on 
Saturday, but few expect that 
to end the fra\ anytime soon: 
A new flag will go up at a 
Confederate monument on the 
Statehouse grounds.

The NAACP and other flag 
opponents insist they’ll con­
tinue to boycott the state un­
til no Confederate flag flies on 
the Statehouse grounds.

“The first rewponse to our 
reauest was ‘Never.’ Then 
weve seen this movement 
from one position of sover­
eignty to another," said Dwight 
James, executive director of 
the state chapter of the Na­
tional Association for the Ad­
vancement of Colored People. 
"It's all true to form in a 
South th a t ’s re s is ta n t to 
change.”

The Confederate flag rose 
on the Statehouse dome in 
1962 to celebrate the Civil

War’s centennial. Some see 
the flag as a symbol of South­
ern heritage; others regard it 
a reminder of slavery and hate. 
South Carolina is the last state 
to fly the Confederate flag 
atop its Statehouse.

Last month, after much de­
bate and several demonstra­
tions, the Legislature voted to 
remove the flag from its home 
of 38 years and place a simi­
lar one at a nearby Confeder­
ate soldiers monument.

"As far as we’re concerned, 
it brings finality to the issue," 
said Deb Woolley, spokes­
woman for the South Carolina 
Chamber of Commerce, one of 
the most influential flag oppo­
nents.

The NAACP hais said ex­
panded sanctikns could target 
the state’s burgeoning film in­
dustry, for example. But flnd-

Rick Silver, partner in a Co­
lumbia public relations firm 
who helped lead one of sev­
eral anti-flag organizations that

sprang up in the past year.
“Most people just wanted to 

see some resolution, some 
change,” he said. If lawmakers 
had not found a compromise 
this year, "it would have con­
tinued to be a divisive, ugly, 
distracting, harmfiil issue that 
would have taken away from 
everything else."

For those in industries af­
fected by the boycott, just how 
the compromise will affect in­
dividual business and vacation 
decisions is unclear.

“We're taking the flag down 
on July 1,” said Charlie Way, 
head of the state’s Commerce 
Department, which houses the 
Film Office. "We’re going to 
do our thing the best we pos­
sibly can and hope for Che 
best.”

Before the NAACP-organized 
tourism boycott of the state 
began Jan. 1, the Southern 
Conference became tie first 
high-profile sports organization 
to ask lawmakers to move the 
flag.

I t threatened that it would

not award championships to 
its South Carolina members 
— the Citadel, College of 
C h arles to n , F u rm an  and 
Wofford — without change. 
The conference has now de­
cided to hold its soccer play­
offs in Charleston.

The NCAA also said it would 
not award championships or 
tournaments to South Caro­
lina schools unless the flag 
came down. In April, the 
group's executive committee 
set an Aug. 11 deadline for 
the flag’s removal, but said a 
month, later it was pleased 
with the state’s actions. NCAA 
spokeswoman Jane Jankowski 
said she was unsure if the flag 
Remains on the executive 
committee’s agenda.

While everyone wasn’t  com­
pletely satisfied with the flag 
compromise, things "are bet­
ter off today than when this 
whole exercise started,” South­
ern Conference commissioner 
Alfred White said. "The people 
of South Carolina are heat 
in the right direction.”

rently in bankruptcy and the 
number could jump to as much 
as 45 percent, Graves warned. 
The s ta te  would need to 
increawe nursing home spend­
ing by as much as $800 mil­
lion in the 2002-2003 budget 
to help the industry, he said.

Earlier this year, the state 
adopted a 3.7 percent increase 
in nursing home reimburse­
ments but industry officials 
complained it was too small. 
The industry said it needed a 
7 percent increase to offset 
the rising costs of liability in­
surance and labor.

The Legislature, however, 
had authorized only enough 
money for the smaller in­
crease, the same amount as 
the year before.

The reimbursements pay 
nursing homes to care for pa­
tients covered by Medicaid, the 
state-federal healthcare pro­
gram for low-income people.

Industry officials say Texas 
nursing homes lost money ev­
ery day on Medicaid patients 
in 1999. Health care providers 
say Texas’ $78-a-day average 
payment was one of the low­
est in the country last year 
while liability coverage has 
tripled since 1998, raising the 
average premium from $650 
per bed to about $1,800.

The financial crunch has 
worried state regulators and 
patient activists with concerns 
that some nursing homes are 
operating without liability in­
surance.

State Insurance Commis­

sioner Jose M ontem ayor 
agreed the industry is facing a 
crisis. The state earlier this 
year opened its Joint Under­
writing Association, an insurer 
of last resort, to not-for-profit 
nursing homes needing liabil­
ity coverage.

“We’re researching the is­
sue and hoping to have some 
recommendations to bring to 
the Legislature,” Montemayor 
said. "We're going to ask the 
Legislature to study this.”

Texas nursing homes have 
an occupancy rate of about 70 
percent and could absorb some 

atients who are forced out of 
acilities that close, Graves 

said, although it would leave 
some families in less-than-ideal 
arrangements.

"I don’t see that as an op­
tion,” said Montemayor, not­
ing the aging baby boomer 
generation is likely to create 
difficult space demands.

Grave reveals wrong body
GRANBURY, Texas (AP) — 

It turns out the bones of a 
famous outlaw are still ellid- 
ing capture.

Searchers delving for the 
remains of Jesse James have 
mistakenly exhumed the wrong 
body from a North Texas cem­
etery, according to a report in 
The Dallas Morning News. 
Those involved in digging up 
J. Frank Dalton, who claimed 
until his death in 1961 to be 
James, are blaming the error 
on a misplaced headstone.

"The tombstone was placed 
incorrectly,” explained Bud 
Hardcastle, a Purcell, Okla., 
car dealer who financed the 
attempt to prove the Dalton- 
Jam es connection through

DNA testing. "Yes, I’m embar­
rassed.”

A month ago, the remains 
from that grave were dug up 
and declared to be in "excel­
lent condition,” according to a 
Southwest Texas State Uni­
versity professor involved In 
the project.

The grave vault, which was 
not opened at the gravesite 
but was taken to an undis­
closed site, was removed un­
der court orders to check DNA 
from the skeleton against a 
known descendant of James.

Hardcastle said searchers 
suspected they’d made a mis­
take soon after they looked 
into the coffin and found the 
corpse had only one arm.

Please urge 
your readers to ask their doc­
tors to give them these blood 
teats: Serum iron, TIBC (total 
iron binding capacity), percent 
of saturation and serum fer­
ritin. DNA testing can also 
confirm a diagnosis or show 
genetic risk.

Bishop of Kenya discusses 
differences in roles of clergy

Roles of church leaders are 
not the same in other parts of 
the world as they are in the 
United States, according to the 
Rt. Rev. Dr. Gideon Githiga, 
Episcopal Bishop of Kenya, Af­
rica.

Bishop Githiga attended the 
Clericus of tne Northwest 
Texas Diocese of the Epsicopal 
Church which was held at St. 
Thomas Episcoal Church in 
Hereford this past week. He 
was a guest of his brother, 
Rev. John G ithiga of *8t. 
George's Epsicoal Church In 
Canyon.

While pastors in this coun­
try are concerned primarily 
with the spiritual needs of

their congregations, those in 
Kenya must also address the 
political welfare of their con­
gregations, Bishop Githiga said.

He explained that for many 
years Kenya was a one-party 
state and that church leaders 
were among the first to start 
speaking boldly againt the op­
pression of a one-party sys­
tem.

“The church plays the role 
of a prophet in Kenya,” Bishop 
Githiga said. “We point out 
the wrong within the nation 
like the phophets in the Old 
Testament warned their king* 
against corrpution."

He also stressed that the 
church seeks to be a voice for 
the poor and politically op­
pressed.

“The poverty level in Kenya 
is considered to be $1 per day 
and 47 percent of the popula­
tion is below the poverty 
level,” he . paid* .“Figures show

Now Columbia Pictures is 
striving to combat tha t notion 
with “The Patriot,” a big-scale 
epic with Mel Gibson for box- 
office star power, playing a 
respected South Carolina land- 
owner and widower with seven 
growing children.

Low-Income car Insurance program tested

LOS ANGELES — A plan to reduce the number of uninsured 
motorists by lowering premiums in Los Angeles and San Fran­
cisco begins Saturday with civic leaders across the nation 
watching to see if it could work elsewhere,

"I believe it’s the best insurance that’s ever come along," said 
66-year-old Grace Luna, who has applied for the low-cost policy.

The program, which was approved by the Legislature last year, 
will be run by the California Automobile Assigned Risk Plan, a 
coalition of insurance companies. The agency can find car 
insurance for problem drivers who would have difficulty getting it 
otherwise.

Officials from Connecticut, Illinois and New Jersey have asked 
for data on whether significant numbers of people sigpi up for the 
plan. Also watching are Washington, Kentucky and Louisiana, 
which have considered similar programs.

"They're looking to see how well it does, how effectively it is 
presented to the public and how many people end up buying the 
insurance," he said.

California’s proof-of-insurance laa requires owners of the state’s 
nearly 27 million vehicles to show they have coverage when they 
register with the Department of Motor Vehicles.

But in high-risk, inner-city'areas, many residents risk illegally 
driving without insurance rather than pay premiums that can run 
three times as much as those offered in tne pilot program.
Secret database keeps tab on doctor*’ problems
