State gears up for tax hoM ay

Hereford parents, like those across 
Texas, will have a chance to stretch 
their clothing dollars Aug. 4-6 during 
the state’s 2nd Annual Sales Tax 
Holiday.

“On the first Friday, Saturday and 
Sunday of August, no state or local sales 
tax will be charged on most clothing and

footwear priced under $100," Comptrol­
ler Carole Keeton Rylander said.

Although the time of the sales tax 
holiday is intended to help parents 
outfit their children for the new school 
year, the tax break is not limited to 
school clothes. The tax holiday is an 
ideal time for all Texans to stock up on 
shoes and clothing, including work 
uniforms.1

its of the sales tax holiday
include:
• Most clothing and footwear priced 
under $100 is exempt from sales taxes. 
Consumers may purchase as many tax- 
exempt items as they wish;
• Clothing and footwear used primari­
ly for athletics or protective gear, such 
as golf cleats or football pads, are not 
tax-exempt. However, athletic clothes

that are commonly used as street wear, 
such as tennis shoes, baseball taps and 
jogging suits, are eligible for the 
exemption; and
• Excluded from the tax holiday are 
accessories, such as jewelry and 
watches, and items that are carried 
rather than worn, including handbags, 
briefcases, wallets and backpacks.

In an expansion of the tax break, 
customers who put clothes and shoes 
costing less than $100 on layaway 
during the sales tax holiday weekend 
will be permitted to take their items out 
of layaway at a later date without 
paying the sales tax.

‘This will allow hard-working fami­
lies with limited budgets to pay for their 
purchases a little bit a time and still 
receive the tax break,” Texas Comptrol­
ler Carole Keeton Rylander said.

Rylander also has said she would like 
the exemptions broadened to include 
backpacks used by school children, as 
well as fabric, buttons, zippers and 
other items used in sewing clothes, and 
see the holiday extended to last about 
two weeks.

Any changes in the sales tax holiday, 
however, will require action by the 
Texas Legislature, which will not 
convene until January 2001.

A sure way to beat the summer heat 
is an Alaskan cruise.

Genevieve Kuper and her daughter, 
Kathleen Armstrong of San Antonio,

can attest to this after having cruised 
the Inside Passage this summer on the 
Holland America Line MS Veendam.

“I had wanted to take an Alaskan 
cruise for years,” Kuper said. “I would 
see pictures of Alaska and think that it 
was just beautiful. But it was more than 
I ever expected. The scenery was even 
more spectacular and being on the ship 
was

Kuper and her daughter flew to 
Vancouver where they embarked on a 
seven-day cruise that included many 
scenic ports-of-call.

“The ship itself was the first thing we 
toured," Kuper said. “It was filled with 
priceless pieces of art, sculptures and 
antiques -  like going to a museum.”

They docked for the first time at 
Juneau, where Kuper and Armstrong 
went ashore and took a tram ride to the 
top of M t Roberts.

The second port-of-call was Skagway, 
home of White Pass and Yukon Railway. 
Kuper gives a good description in her 
journal.

“Skagway is a ghost town of 600 
citizens until a cruise boat hits. Its 
beauty is unchanged and it is still the 
best approach to the Yukon. It was here 
that the Gold Rush prospectors found a 
trail to the richest gold fields.

“One hundred years later, a narrow- 
gauge railway is in operation. We rode 
an old-fashioned parlor car as we 
retraced the original route to the 
summit of White Pass, traveling 
through two tunnels, sky-high trestles

A la s k a
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and remote valleys to the dramatic climb 
to the top.

“We saw the Alaskan wilderness 
unfold outside our window, past Bridal 
Veil Falls, Inspiration Point, Black 
Cross Rock and Dead Horse Gulch. Our 
tour guide told the unique story of this 
railway and the Klondike Gold Rush.

“After reaching the summit, the 
international boundary between the 
United States and Canada, we returned 
to Skagway and our ship ”

The narrow-gauge railway that they 
rode is the White Pass and Yukon 
Railway. It is one of only 29 
engineering feats in the world to have 
been declared an International His­
toric Civic Engineering Landmark.

While the railroad’s construction 
was considered impossible in 1898, 
supporters of the project paid little 
heed and crews blasted through the

Bush takes the offensive, 
taunts Clinton in Arkansas
■  Texas Governor 
makes swing through 
Clinton’s own backyard 
on march to G O P 
convention

SPRINGDALE, Ark. (AP ) — George 
W. Bush ventured onto President 
Clinton’s home turf on Friday to begin 
a six-day march to the GOP convention 
in Philadelphia. He pledged to restore 
“the honor and the dignity o f the 
highest office in the land.” 

Campaigning alongside running 
mate Dick Cheney, The Texas governor 
taunted Clinton even aa he reached out 
to those who had voted Democratic in 
the last two elections.

“Our first stop is a place that will 
send a resounding signal to America 
that Arkansas is Bush-Cheney 
country,” he proclaimed in a state 
Clinton and Vice President A1 Gore 
won in the past two elections.

O f Cheney, Bush said: “This man is a 
good man. He’s a solid man. He’s a man 
who understands what the definition 
o f'is ’ is.” It was a pointed reference to 
Clinton’s convoluted 1998 grand Jury 
testimony on his relationship with 
White House intern Monica Lewinsky.

The line brought laugher and cheers 
from his audience at a rally in a high 
school auditorium in this northwest 
Arkansas community.

“No more Slick Willie!" some shouted, 
referring to Clinton.

Bush’s decision to start in the state 
where Clinton served five terms as 
governor was intended as more than 
just a provocative poke at the 
Democrat who unseated his father in 
1992.

It also opened a tour of battleground 
states that have gone Democratic in 
recent presidential elections — 
Arkansas, Missouri, Kentucky, Ohio, 
West Virginia and Pennsylvania — but 
which Republican strategists believe 
are in play this year.

“We’re not ceding any territory. We’re 
going after every vote,” said Bush 
campaign spokeswoman Karen
Hughes

told the rally  he and Bush were

On his plane from Austin, Texas, 
Bush buoyantly told reporters that 
he was headed for “an unbelievably 
interesting dynamic moment in my 
life ” as he prepares to accept the 
GOP nomination next Thursday.

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PIGGOTT, Ark. —  Love- and 
m arriage brought E rnest 
Hemingway to Arkansas.

Visiting the hon* o fi 
wealthy in-laws in the 
farmlands, Hemingway tapped 
out stories in the quiet o f 
their barn-turned - studio. He 
hunted quail in Piggotfs fields 
and played poker with the lo­
cals.

His rural hideaway during 
the 13 years he was married 
to Pauline Pfeiffer was noth­
ing like the romantic haunts 
—  Key West, Fla., Paris, A f­
rica and Cuba — for which he 
is better known. He some­
times cursed Arkansas’ intol­
erable heat and humidity, but 
rarely referred in his writings 
to his experiences in Piggott.

It is because so little is 
known about Hemingway’s Ar­
kansas connection that re­

searchers and fans have flocked 
to the Pfeiffer home since it 
was renovated and reopened 
as the Hemingway-Pfeiffer Mu­
seum and Educational Center 
ft yeaftago. . ■*

More than 5,500 visitors 
from 44 states and six coun­
tries have toured the museum 
— a remarkable number for a 
town where fewer than 4,000 
people live.

"You have to be coming 
here to get to Piggott,” says 
Ruth Hawkins, who runs the 
museum and is director of the 
Qelta Heritage .Initiatives at 
Arkansas State University, in 
Jonesboro, which owns the 
museum.

Hawkins also is writing a 
book on Hemingway’s marriage 
to Pauline Pfeiffer, the second 
o f his four wives. The two 
were married from 1927 to 
1940 and lived in Paris and 
Key West, but often visited

Paul andPauline S pai ents,
Mary Pfeiffer.

Originally from Cedar Falls, 
Iowa, Paul Pfeiffer and his 
brothers became the wealthy 
owners o f a chemical company 
in St. Louis. Preferring rural 
landscapes, Pauline's father 
bought 63,000 acres of farm­
land around Piggott and moved 
his family to the house on 
Cherry Street in 1913.

Pfeiffer's generosity, now lo­
cal legend, provided income to 
residents during the Depres­
sion. When the town’s bank 
failed, he founded the Piggott 
State Bank in 1930. When 
someone needed a job, Pfeiffer 
had them paint his two-story 
house. During renovation of 
the 90-year-old home, workers 
uncovered 47 layers of paint.

Pfeiffer and his wife, a de­
vout Catholic who built a 
chapel in the home where 
Ernest and Pauline’s two sons

were baptized, also bought a 
number o f quilts from women 
in the community. The 
Pfeiffers didn’t need the quilts, 
but wanted to help others in 
some small way.

Pfeiffer's brother, Gus, who 
lived in New York City and 
had no children, was generous 
with his money, too. Gus 
Pfeiffer paid the rent on a 
Paris apartm ent for 
Hem ingway and Pauline, 
bought the couple a 1928 yel­
low Ford Roadster, purchased 
the Key West house for them 
and financed their safari to 
Africa, a trip that produced at 
least three Hemingway books.

At the studio in Piggott, 
Hemingway could concentrate 
on his writing in the stillness 
and comfort o f the Pfeiffers’ 
country home. There, he wrote 
portions of "A Farewell to 
Arms” and segments of other 
books and short stories. x

Technology impacts standards off living
The new religion o f the "■ ■ ■  

Internet-biotech-electronic 
age suggests living stan­
dards once envisioned only 
in dreams. Now some hard- 
nosed, show-me types are 
conceding it may not be 
total illusion.

It isn’t that they are 
about to become converts, 
just that they are making 
concessions —  gradually ac- 
cepting that innovations are
indeed changing the measurements o f the economy and 
stocks.

The point was subtly described by Robert McTeer, president 
of the Federal Reserve regional bank in Dallas, when he 
observed in his annual report that “we have been sustaining 
the unsustainable for four years now.” ( *

McTeer’s satire referred to the ability o f the U.S. economy 
to do what many old-line economists claimed could not be 
done. That is, to grow like a wildfire but not produce the heat 
o f inflation.

Tb explain: Convention maintained that if  the expansion’s 
speed violated the old lim it o f 2.5 percent a year, and if 
unemployment continued to fall, inflation was inevitable. Wasn’t 
it always so?

But in  his July commentary for Standard & Poor’s, econo­
mist David Wyss, sure-minded and wedded to evidence, sug­
gests that "perhaps we need to redefine the sustainable rate of 
U.S. economic growth.”

In fact he did so, revising the Standard & Poor’s DRI 
economic model to accommodate the evidence. The sustainable 
rate, he says, "does appear to be in the 3.5-4.0 percent range.”

The big change making this possible, or so it appears, is a 
sharp rise in productivity resulting from the innovations of 
recent years. More can be produced for less today than a 
decade ago —  more goods and services for each hour worked. 
Translation: lower costa.

Productivity, according to the economists, is the one way in 
which living standards are raised, a perfect illustration o f the 
old maxim about working smarter rather than harder. Use the 
tool on your shoulders. Get more done without longer hours 
and manual effort.

Those who examine every word and gesture of Alan 
Greenspan, the Federal Reserve chairman, have detected that 
he, too, has been alluding to the likelihood that strong

productivity growth is here 
for a while, and that it 
may persist and help re­
strain inflation.

Hardly a recent convert, 
economist Edward Yardeni 
o f Deutsche Bank Alex. 
Brown, declares firmly, “I 
am in the optimists’ camp 
— the digital crowd," im­
plying "the analog think­
ers" aren’t current.

Equally confident that 
higher productivity has, for the time being at least, reduced 
the dangers o f a sharp decline in stock prices, Vince 
Fioramonti o f Aeltus Investment states "I am a productivity 
believer.”

Fioramonti cites two studies that support his confidence.
The first, from the University of Texas, shows revenues for 

U.S.-based Internet companies growing 15 times faster than 
the old physical economy.

The second is a Commerce Department report which esti­
mates that Internet industries are just 8 percent of gross 
domestic product but have accounted for nearly a third of GDP 
growth in the past four years.

As for stocks, Jeremy Siegal, Wharton School professor and 
stock market analyst, has suggested that in a well-managed 
modern economy, perhaps we should expect higher price-to- 
earnings ratios.

Before the economic expansion of recent years, an average 
PE, or the price investors are willing to pay for $1 o f a 
company’s earnings, was 14. He suggests maybe 20 to 25 is 
now reasonable.

Most people instinctively feel it’s unwise to say goodbye to 
the old and to be overly eager to greet the new Don't trust the 
visionaries, they say. Wait for the evidence instead.

To question whether the evidence o f a fundamental change 
is conclusive is still reasonable. But the evidence is building. •

In a story believed to be 
based at the Piggott house 
about a boy’s mistaken belief 
that he is dying, Hemingway 
describes a quail hunt on a 
cold day. He writes o f "the icy, 
springy brush” and his plea­
sure at finding a covey so 
close to the house and "so 
many left tb find on another 
day.”

Pauline, a graduate o f the 
University of Missouri Jour­
nalism School, wrote for the 
Cleveland Press and Vanity 
Fair before accepting a job 
with the Paris bureau o f Vogue 
magazine. It was in Paris 
where she met Hemingway. A 
critical reader, Pauline was 
helpful to Hemingway in the 
early years o f his writing ca­
reer, Hawkins says.

Besides the Hemingway con­
nection, another reason the 
state of Arkansas wanted to 
buy the property was its loca­
tion. The property sits on 
Crowley’s Ridge, a unique geo­
logical formation that cuts 
through eight counties, roughly 
paralleling the M ississippi 
River.

Since purchasing the house 
in 1997, the university has 
used the project as a learning 
lab for students in graphic art, 
marketing and environmental 
sciences. The center has held 
literature classes, and drama 
students have done renditions

there of Hemingway short sto­
ries. * *

This summer, the museum 
is planning a young authors’ 
workshop. Hawkins also wants 
to organize an elder hostel 
program to bring older travel­
ers to the center for 1930’s 
literature classes, and a trip 
down Crowley’s Ridge National 
Scenic Byway.

Down the road, plans call 
for planting an apple orchard 
that once stood across from 
the Pfeiffer house and building 
an educational center on the 
grounds where a public school 
house operated during the 
P fe iffe r  years and where 
Patrick Hemingway, Ernest and 
Pauline’s oldest son, attended 
school.

For researchers, the mu­
seum plans to open an archive 
o f Pfeiffer family letters, in­
cluding those written to and 
by Hemingway.

taxpayers will see th eir taxes going up 
when the new budget year starts Oct. 1.

Deaf Sm ith County com m issioners 
have been considering a 6-percent tax 
increase, to 56.76 cents per $100 
assessed valuation, as they try  to 
develop a budget for F iscal 2001. Of the 
commissioners do approve the increase, 
which will necessitate a public hearing, 
it will be the firs t true increase —  
although not the first rate increase —  
since 1996.

Deaf Sm ith County, like m anv others, 
is between a rock and a tax hike. Its  
costs of services, most o f which are 
mandated by the federa l and state

don’t subscribe to a common taxpayer 
notion that the county commissioners 
have been free-spenders.

Far from it.
In recent years, county commission­

ers have been frugal w ith  the taxpayer's 
money, putting on capital expenditures, 
reducing em ployee benefits and forego­
ing salary increases. And the court has 
done all that belt-tigh ten ing through 
some tough times in our local economy.

But the sad truth is, th is county can t 
cut deep enough to keep pace w ith  costs.

The only clear-cut solution to  the 
county’s budget shortfalls comes w ith  
an expanded tax base. For th at reason, 
the county has cooperated w ith  the 
H ereford Economic D evelopm ent Corp. 
in granting tax abatem ents to several 
companies. The county com missioners 
hope the short-term  loss o f tax revenue 
will be offset by long-term  revenue from 
sales and services generated by these 
new companies.

And w hile they've scram bled w ith 
other local governm ent and HEDC to 
bring in companies that m ight create 
another five  or 10 new jobs to our town, 
the commissioners couldn't be blam ed i f  
they looked at one huge segm ent o f our 
immense, agriculture-based economy 
and concluded that segm ent is not 
pulling a fa ir share o f the tax load.

The D eaf Sm ith County Appraisal 
District estim ates this county would see 
its tax base grow by $189 m illion  per 
year i f  cattle inventories w ere on the la x  
roles.

Thanks to the Texas Legislatu re, the 
hundreds o f thousands o f ca ttle  th at are 
in the feedyards dotting D ea f Sm ith 
County ana the surrounding area are 
not on the tax rolls, and haven’t  been 
since the early  1980s.

roustihg bad guys.

For detective shows, I listened to “Yours 
Truly, Johnny Dollar,” which was about an 
investigator for a big insurance company 
based in Hartford, Conn. Every show ended 
as the intrepid reporter filed his report, 
always ending with the show’s signature, 
“Yours Truly, Johnny Dollar."
' Another weekly drama was “The Shadow,” 

which featured a phrase that was repeated 
countless times on school playgrounds: “Who 
knows what evil lurks in Hie hearts of men? 
The Shadow knows.”

A  squeaking door was the signal for “Inner 
Sanctum,” a radio forerunner of television’s 
“Playhouse 90" that featured thrillers, but I 
don’t think I ever watched a movie or televi­
sion show that scared me as much as the 
wax museum episode o f "Suspense.”

In 1955, thanks to Mrs. Lewis and her 
radio, I got to listen as the Brooklyn Dodgers 
beat the New York Yankees to win the World 
Se ies. I didn’t have to be watching a televi­
sion to know how the players celebrated, I 
could imagine the celebration going on, thanks 
to my imagination.

That’s what’s missing in this age of televi­
sion — leaving something to our imagination.

What good are court orders?

T he verdict is in.
A  jury or judge hands down a sen­

tence which includes a court order. It 
may be a • criminal trespass order, a 

true protective order, or an order calling for 
restitution. Unfortunately, someone is bound 
to say: “It’s not worth the paper it’s written 
on.”

Unfortunately, the speaker is probably right.
These court orders usually are issued in the 

best interests o f the victim, in hopes the 
victim will be compensated for some loss 
and the perpetrator w ill take to heart the 
cost o f his actions.

But because o f the way some laws are 
written, that’s where the good intentions die, 
often within the enforcement laws themselves.

Agencies in charge o f enforcing the condi­
tions have their hands so firm ly tied that the 
only ones who can wiggle out are the offend­
ers. The more often an individual is in the 
criminal justice system, the better prepared 
he is to wiggle out o f the restrictions.

A  first-time probationer, normally a law- 
abiding citizen who chose to have a really 
stupid moment, pays the fines, fees and resti­
tution and adheres to court orders — out of 
fear o f actually winding up in ja il or prison.

The more seasoned lawbreaker knows all

too well the laws which restrict the enforce­
ment agencies and can take advantage of 
those restrictions.

Most parolees know their parole officer is 
going to insist all fines and fees be paid. They 
also know that restitution is a low-priority 
issue. Parolees are not kept under supervision 
past their release date, regardless of amount 
o f restitution owed.

So, someone who owes $1,000 in restitution 
can usually get o ff after paying a tiny portion 
o f what the court ordered, which means the 
victim seldom is reimbursed for damages.

Unfortunately, restraining orders often are a 
joke.

A  violent spousal abuser isn’t going to be 
kept away from a family just because a little 
piece of paper orders it.

One o f the camp directors jokingly said the 
founders had considered locating Hie camp on 
Venus, but they found it was too cool there 
most o f the year.

“You’re not going to find many places that 
are hotter in the summer than this place is," 
he grimaced.

“But, it’s a dry heat, right?" the journalist 
smirked.

I f  the guys weren’t swimming in the pool, 
the guys were swimming through Oklahoma's 
oppressive and viscous atmosphere, where 
precious body fluids hemorrhaged at rates 
rivaling government welfare subsidies.

Troop 52 faced a maddening daily race to 
replenish the water used by human evapora­
tive cooling systems. They began to hate the 
sight o f water.

And the bugs and critters took over where 
the humidity left o ff It wAs a jungle out there.

Prehistoric-sized spiders wove huge wicked 
webs that snared hordes o f blinking fire flies 
by night, and much bigger prey (humans) by 
day. Scouts caught in the nearly invisible 
traps, drawn from tree to tree along the 
trails, soon tired o f clawing them away from 
their faces — choosing instead to wear them 
like hair nets.

The adult leaders spent the better part o f 
each day trying to cope with stress.

questions were constant:

“When are we going to get there?"

“When are we going to eat?"
“What are we going to eat?"
And in the end, the boys and the adults 

each learned a little more about their indi­
vidual strengths and weaknesses.

The saddest thing about these situations is how court 
orders are rendered useless.

What good is the restraining order when someone winds 
up in the hospital? How much good does it do to order 
someone to pay for damages and let him walk away? Why 
should any victim be forced to foot the bill for an illegal act 
committed by another?

This is exactly what happens when a parolee pays only a 
portion of his restitution. The victim still foots the bill. The

victim had to pay for the damages initially. Not only should 
the victim get the full amount o f restitution, but he also 
should receive interest for the time he's had to wait.

I figure it all boils down to this: Victims get a New York 
raspberry; bad guys walk away, smirking at those who 
thought they could make him accept consequences for his 
actions.

The individual who violates a protective order and harms 
someone is probably going to do ja il or prison time. But that 
doesn’t help the victim much, because the victim’s taxes then 
support the offender.

It’s, an unending cycle where the victim loses every time.
Maybe it’s time for citizens to be contacting the legislators 

who make these laws which seem to guarantee the rights of 
criminals above the rights of law abiding citizens. After all, if 
statistics are anywhere near correct, s$ven out of 10 people 
w ill be in the victims’s shoes at some point.

Do you really want to wait until you’re the victim who is 
expecting restitution?
• Then it’s too late.

After Harvard, 
Bush was drawn again to 
Texas, ready to make it in the 
oil business as his father had 
done two decades earlier.

As young Bush rounded up 
investors for his oil exploration 
company, T  can’t tell you that 
his name and the fact that his 
father was respected and 
known didn’t maybe get him in

some doors that you and I 
might not get into as easily,” 
says Charlie Younger, the 
surgeon who befriended Bush 
in Midland. "But George really 
struck out on his own.”

Bush never could duplicate 
his father's success. Where his 
dad had turned up handsome 
profits in the oil boom, George 
W . ultimately ran smack into 
the oil bust He managed to 
make money by selling his 
business before it went under, 
but many of his investors never 
recouped their losses.

After leaving the White 
House, Jordan made an unsuc­
cessful run for the U.S. Senate 
in Georgia, worked for Whittle 
Communications in Knoxville, 
Tenn., and was executive 
director o f the Association o f 
Tennis Professionals.

Two years before Jordan 
learned-he had lymphoma, he 
and his wife founded Camp 
Sunshine, a program for chil­
dren with cancer. They are 
currently organizing a camp 
for children with juvenile 
diabetes.

Now 55, Jordan lives with 
his wife and three children in 
Atlanta, where he maintains a 
hand in several start-up com­
panies that focus on health, 
education and the media.

Jordan says politics don’t 
come up much in conversation 
these days. Although he stays* 
informed, he would prefer that 
others do the analyzing. He’s 
disillusioned by politics and 
underwhelmed by the pros­
pect o f voting for A1 Gore or 
George W. Bush.

“As I’ve gotten older, I’ve 
gotten more conservative, more 
cynical about what govern­
ment can and cannot do,” he 
say 8.

Cattlemen sweat the dry conditions
COLLEGE STATION, Texas 

(A P ) —  Texas cattle producers 
Are sweating high tempera­
tures that have dried out pas­
tures and left some herds heat- 
stressed, the Texas Agricul­
tural Extension Service reports.

Charles Neeb, district Ex­
tension director in Fort Stock- 
ton, said temperatures rang­
ing from 104 to 110 degrees in 
Far West Texas continue to 
stress cattle. H e said herd 
numbers are at a minimum, 
30 to 40 percent o f normal 
herd size.

T h is  is not a drastic change 
from the spring,” he said. "Pro­
ducers have had big liquida­
tions, keeping only the bare 
mifdtmim foundation stock, 
aqd these herds are hanging 
on only because o f well-man­
aged pastures and supplemen­
tal feeding programs."

Neeb said with pastures de­
teriorating, there has been no
forage production. 

"Some eaeastern parts o f the 
district received spring rains, 
but evdh those pastures are

drying out," he said. "Pastures 
are burning up with these hot 
winds and nigh temperatures.”

Lin Wilson, district Exten­
sion director in Corpus Christi, 
said pastures continue to de­
cline in the Coastal Bend as 
well.

"W ith most pastures being 
overgrazed and triple-digit-tem- 
peratures, conditions Are wors­
ening each day," he said. 
“Cattle are heat-stressed." r*
‘ Tony Douglas, district Ex­
tension director in Overton, 
said considering the 100 plus 
temperatures in East Texas, 
cattle are in fair condition.

T h e  forage is drying up 
quickly," he said. "Short to 
very snort fo il moisture levels 
have left pastures burning up, 
but East Texas cattle are do­
ing well. Producers baled quite 
a bit o f hay and stock tank 
levels are good."

Dr. Larry Boleman, Exten­
sion beef cattle specialist in 
College Station, said cattle re­
quire extra attention in the 
summer heat. '

"Producers should make 
sure cattle have water, feed 
and shade at all times,” he 
said. T h ey  should refrain from 
working cattle during the hot­
test periods o f the day.”
* Boleman said to pay special 
attention to young calves, 
which are more vulnerable to 
becoming heat-stressed.

"Remember that the pro­
tein, vitamin and mineral con­
tent o f forage has been re­
duced,” he said. "Consider us­
ing supplemental feeding pro­
grams to keep cattle produc­
ing regularly.”

Galen Chandler, district Ex­
tension director in Vernon, 
said pasture conditions are de­
clining in the Rolling Plains-, 
where tem peratures have 
ranged from 100 to 106 de­
grees.

Growers say sugar swphis no sweet deal
W ASH IN G TO N  (A P ) —  

W ith the nation . awash in 
sugar, the government is pre­
paring to give some of the 

lus to farmers who pledge 
troy some o f this fall's

crop.
Although no final decision 

has been made on the sugar 
giveaway, Agriculture Depart­
ment officials said Wednesday 
that it was the most feasible 
way to prop up domestic sugar 
prices at the least cost, to 
taxpayers

Critics derided the idea as 
a desperate attempt to bail 
out growers, who are 'partly  
to blame for the surplus.

Because o f a steep drop in 
prices, growers have been 
threatening to forfeit to the 
government Up to $600 m il­
lion worth o f sugar that’s cur­
rently pledged as collateral on 
federal marketing loans.

■  recen tly bought 
132,000 tons o f sugar at a cost 
o f $64 million to avoid forfei­
tures this summer, but an­
other 1.4 million tons are still 
under loan.

Giving sugar to farmers to 
entice them to plow under 
part o f this years crop w ill 
save the governm ent on 
monthly storage costs, * cur­
rently about $2 a ton, said 
August Schumacher Jr., 
U 8D A V  undersecretary fo r 
farm and foreign agricultural 
services.

USDA is trying to help 
"struggling sugar producers 
through a very difficult pe­
riod, Jeal responsibly with for­
feited sugar and implement 
existing lavs" Schumacher told 
the w r it e  Agriculture Com­
mittee. ’ . -.; i

fhnners would not take pos­

session o f the sugar itself but 
would instead receive a “pay­
ment-in-kind” certificate that 
they could redeem for cash.

Details o f the proposed pro­
gram have not been finalized. 
But by law, no producer could 
receive more than $20,000, 
the equivalent o f 15 acres of 
sugar beets, which is about 7 
percent of the average former’s 
production.

Wholesale sugar prices are. 
down 23 percent this year be­
cause o f heavy domestic pro­
duction and a surge in im­
ports. Some farmers switched 
to tagar beets in recent years 
when prices for corn and other 
crops dropped sharply.

USDA officials acknowledge 
they have no long-term solu­
tion for the price drop.

The government estimates 
that the federal sugar pro1 
gram is likely to cost taxpay­
ers $1 billion between now 
and 2005.

"Events this year indicate 
that the sugar program is be-. 
miming increasingly unmanage­
able and that radical reforms 
are needed urgently,” said the 
chairman o f the Senatp com­
mittee, Sen. Richard Lugqr, 
R-Ind.

Lugar said the certificate 
program "would be ill-con­
ceived," adding that the gov­
ernment should consider pay­
ing farmers to quit growing 
riurar altogether.

Thomas Hammer, president 
o f the Sweetener Users Asso­
ciation, said the program was 
unlikely to increase market 
prices even though it would 
lower this year’s production. ‘

Farmers told the commit­
tee they are in desperate need 
o f help. *

T h is  is not a crisis o f a 
particular group o f growers, 
or growers in a particular 
region. W ithout exception, 
this economic crisis is hitting

Cold War veterans recognized
For more than four decades, 

hundreds of thousands of young 
Americans served their country 
in a war that was not a war, in a 
cold war.

In an era when the veterans of 
the “forgotten war” in Korea are 
finally getting recognition (or 
their service, where thousands 
of people daily stop and reflect 
at the Vietnam War Memorial 
in Washington, D.C., the veter­
ans of the Cold War also are 
receiving notice from their 
country.

In 1998, the U.S. defense 
secretary approved awarding 
Cold War Recognition Certifi­
cates to all members of the 
armed forces, including the 
National Guard and reserves, 
and qualified government civil­
ian personnel who served the 
nation during the Cold War era, 
Sept. 2, 1945-Dec. 26, 1991.

The applicants must certify 
their service was “faithful and 
honorable,” and they also must

provide documentation that 
shows they served during the 
Cold War era. For deceased 
veterans, the certificate may be 
awarded to relatives who apply.

The certificate may be re­
quested by use' of U.S. or 
international forms found at the 
Army’s Cold War webpage, 
http: / /coldtvar.army.milA It is 
a secure site, but anyone who 
doesn’t feel comfortable provid­
ing a Social Security number 
online can obtain the form by 
mail.

A  request must contain the 
words “I certify that my service 
was honorable and faithful,” or 
it will be rejected.

Supporting documentation, 
which must be submitted with 
the request, includes military 
service number, foreign service 
number or Social Security 
number, a copy of a DD-214, 
which is the military service 
record, or a DD-215, which is a 
corrected version of that docu­

ment. National Guard members 
should provide the statement of 
service equivalent, NGB Form 
22.

The request should be sent to:
CDR, PERSCOM

Phoenix -  Egyptian myth: 
A beautiful, lone bird which 
lived in the Arabian desert for 
500 to 600 years and then con­
sumed itself in fire, rising re­
newed from the ashes to start 
another long life.

While the youth participat­
ing in the Phoenix Project 
may not have been totally con­
sumed by the direction they 
were heading, some o f them 
most probably were on a road 
to self-destruction. Involve­
ment in this project is provid­
ing them a way to renew them­
selves and start a new life.

W hat is the Phoenix 
Project?

It is the combination of di­
verse opportunities that were 
implemented, capitalized on 
and enhanced to culminate in 
a camping trip. A  camping 
trip?

“It started as an offer o f 
$6,000 in grant money from 
the National Boy Scout orga­
nization to provide kids an 
opportunity to experience 
Scouting who would not other­
wise ever, have the opportu­
nity to experience Scouting," 
Derrin Ginter, deputy sheriff 
and crew advisor for Venture 
Crew 50, said.

Gfatar,~ Who * along w ith 
Scott Ward, is Scoutmaster 
with Troop 50, was contacted 
by Earl Henson, district ex­
ecutive with the Golden Spread 
Council in Amarillo.

“Henson was looking for the 
names o f 10 kids who could 
jo in  a troop and go to 
Philmont (National Boy Scout 
Camp) at Cimarron, N.M.,” 
Ginter said. “I referred him to 
Judge Tom Simons who re­
ferred him to the Youth Home 
director Ron King."

King and Henson were al­
ready acquainted and when 
they realized they both also 
knew Ginter, the ground work 
was set to begin a project that 
has ultimately involved not 
only Boy Scouts, but local law 
enforcement, “at-risk" youth, 
local businesses and individu­
als.

“While this grant money

was primarily intended to give 
low-income kids a chance to 
go to camp, those o f us who 
were involved with finding kids 
who qualified saw it as a real 
opportunity for some o f our 
juvenile offenders," Ginter said.

A  Boy Scout troop made up 
o f 10 youth from Juvenile Ser­
vices was chartered through 
the Hereford Lions Club as 
Venture Crew 50. Since they 
were now registered members 
o f the Boy Scouts, the group 
needed a patrol name and 
Ginter chose "phoenix" because 
o f the symbolism.

Then work began in ear­
nest to make this group o f 
young men into a crew that 
could survive a two-week camp­
ing experience in the moun­
tains o f New Mexico.

Ginter organized classes to 
teach them what to expect on 
the trip.

“I have been in Scouting 
since I was 8 or 9, got my 
Eagle Scout rank at 13 and 
have been working at some 
kind o f camp just about every 
year since then. This w ill be 
my sixth trip to Philmont," he 
said.

Intensive, three-hour sur­
vival classes were held at least 
once each week, and some­
times twice, to teach them 
such basics as how to unroll a

sleeping bag or use a map and 
compass to emergency proce­
dures like how to immobilize

“These are seven kids whose 
skills are in other areas and 
we are turning their focus to 
something different. The ulti­
mate goal is to get them in­
volved in a new direction and 
the kind o f life a Boy Scout 
would lead,” Ginter said.

King xald' he can already' 
see a difference in the youth 
at the home. “You can defi­
nitely already see the team­
work aspect, even around here 
doing the chores. They dive 
into it with a different man­
ner. There is a lot o f maturity 
and leadership," King said.

Ginter added that “leaders 
have emerged that you would 
not have expected. I am so 
proud. Everyone has adapted 
to so many different things 
since we focus on something 
positive."

The original grant from the 
National Boy Scout organiza­
tion did not cover all that the 
youth would need for the trip, 
so they held a fund-raiser of 
their own.

“When the City o f Hereford 
held its Cash for Trash day, 
the youth collected more than 
$1,000 for trash they picked

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up by driving up and down 
alleys. As leaders, we felt it 
was important for the kids to 
participate in financing the 
Phoenix Project. They worked 
hard and came together as a 
team during this effort,” Ginter 
said.

Support from businesses and 
individuals in the community 
has also been forthcoming to 
help make the project a real­
ity.

Another plus from the 
Phoenix Project has been the 
positive interaction with law 
enforcement.

“What experiences these 
youth have had with law en­
forcement up to this time have 
not been positive. But we are 
putting everything in the past 
behind us and starting new 
from this point. We have 
learned a lot of trust. I have 
learned to trust these kids 
and they have learned to trust 
an aspect of law enforcement 
that they have never encoun­
tered before," Ginter said.

This same attitude is shared 
by the youth themselves ac­
cording to Joe (not his real 
name), the youth selected as 
team leader.

When asked how he felt 
about working with a sheriff's 
deputy for this project, Joe 
said, “At first I treated him

cording to Ginter, they will 
use compass and map to get 
to their next food source, learn 
how to purify water and they 
will be challenged physically.

But the youth are not de­
terred by the possibilities of

like every other cop, just be 
aware of him, but then I got 
to know him and he acts like 
one of us.”

Venture Crew 50 w ill 
“know” one another very well 
at the end of their 11-day 
camping experience in the 
mountains. No one person can 
think only of himself. Each 
will have to perform for the 
good of the patrol.

“We have been blessed with 
a crew where everyone has a 
special talent or natural abil­
ity that they can put to work 
for us. Everyone will have 
their own special job to per­
form. What each one contrib­
utes will make us a whole, 
kind of like the guy who made 
stone soup,” Ginter said.

The crew, composed of seven 
youth (two of the original 10 
are now in other cities and 
one is working and unable to 
leave his job) and three adults 
(Ginter, Henson and Youth 
Home staff member Abram 
Hill) will leave Hereford at 4 
a.m. Tuesday. They will not 
return until Aug. 13.

During their actual 11 days 
of camping, each youth will 
carry a back pack which 
weighs from 35-45 pounds. Ac-

the physical hardships.
“This is a lot more than I 

expected. When we first 
started hearing about it, they 
asked us if we wanted to go 
on a camping trip. We were 
pretty excited about that, but 
we started having these meet­
ings and learning more about 
it and it gets more exciting 
every time,” Joe said.

The Phoenix Project may 
have begun as a camping trip 
but it has definitely become 
more than a camping trip for 
everyone involved.

“The mental skills, conser­
vation and environmental skills 
and other aspects of the trip 
are even more important than 
just learning camping skills,” 
Ginter said.

The youth are fully aware 
of this as well. Joe said, “This 
is going to be a lot more than 
learning camping skills. It is 
going to be a good experience 
for all of us.”

From Scottsdala, Aria.: I
disagree with you about what 
should be done with the afghan 
that had a swastika design. 
After living in the Southwest 
for many years, I learned that 
the swastika was used by the 
American Indians, as well as 
ancient cultures before them, 
as a symbol of life. Americans 
should teach their children 
that the swastika is an an­
cient religious symbol, re­
spected by many early cul­
tures.

Morrisvllle, Vft.: I am 12
years old and want to tell you 
that the swastika was origi­
nally a sign o f peace and 
power. Actually, the word 
“swastika” comes from the San­
skrit word, “Svasti,” which 
means well-being. It was origi­

nally used in India.
Tempo, Ariz.: My old high 

school in Hibbing, Minn., has 
a hallway lined with tiny swas­
tikas. Everyone in our school 
knew the symbols represented 
friendship.

Toronto: The swastika has 
been found on ancient Byzan­
tine buildings, Buddhist inscrip­
tions, Celtic monuments and 
Greek coins. It can be bent 
either clockwise or counter­
clockwise. Hitler preferred the 
clockwise pattern. The coun­
terclockwise form was used 
among the Indians of North 
and South America.

Orange Park, Fla.: Your 
column in the Florida Times- 
Union in Jacksonville showed 
both ignorance and prejudice. 
Hitler wrote “Mein Kampf” in 
1925. He rose to power in 
1933. There is no question 
that great-grandma’s knitted 
afghan pre-dated Hitler. I hope 
you will fess up publicly.

Fayetteville, Pa.: The 
swastika (counterclockwise) is 
part of the Footprint of the 
Buddha, and embodies good 
fortune and virtue. In the writ­
ten Chinese language, the 
swastika is commonly used to 
represent the number 10,000.

I f  you will go to 
the International Automobile 
Museum in Reno, Nev., you 
will see some 1920s-era cars 
with swastikas on the radia­
tors. The symbol is white on a 
black background.

Philadelphia: Hold it, 
Annie! Don’t let those folks in 
M aryland throw out the 
afghan. Send it to me. I have 
been knitting for years, and 
will figure a way to transform 
the swastika into a wonderful 
design that will look like a 
beautiful flower.

Choctaw, Okla.: The swas­
tika has a sacred and noble 
heritage among American In­
dian tribes going back centu­
ries. It was the symbol for the 
Thunderbird, also known as 
the Phoenix.

Ontario, Canada: The
swastika forms a combination 
of four “Ls,” which stand for 
Luck, Light, Love and Life.

Eamtlako, Ohio: The swas­
tika is actually a cross with 
tipped wings, also called a 
“fylfot” when sitting squarely. 
The Nazi-era swastika was 
tilted on one corner.

Chicago: Please, please, 
don’t let that couple throw out 
the afghan with the swastika. 
Suggest that they send it to 
the Chicago Historical Society.

• Cook roasts five to lOdegrees 

F. below the following recom­
mended internal temperatures 
for doneness of meats: medium 
rare-145 degrees; medium-160 
degrees; and well done-170 
degrees. Roast temperatures rise 
approximately five to 10 degrees 
F. during standing time (allow 10- 
15 minutes). Poultiy parts should 
be cooked to a minimum of 170 
degrees F., whole birds to 180 
degrees and pork to 160 degrees.

• Avoid very low oven tempera­
ture roasting methods (below 325 
degrees) and long or overnight 
cooking of meats, .which may 
encourage bacterial growth be­
fore cooking is complete. Do not 
use brown paper bags for 
roasting, they may not be 
sanitary and can be a fire hazard.

•Cook stuffing for turkey or 
chicken separately from the 
poultry instead of in the cavity of 
the bind.

•Don’t interrupt cooking by 
partially cooking food and then 
finishing later. Partially cooked 
food may not reach a temperature 
sufficient to destroy bacteria and 
may even encourage bacterial 
growth.’

• When basting or applying a 
sauce during grilling or broiling,

Be careftilixit to re­
contaminate fUlly cooked meat or 
poultry by adding sauce with a 
brush previously used on raw or 
undercooked food.

• Do not leave cooked meat or

•When serving from a buffet, . 
keep cold foods on ice at a 
temperature at or below 40 
degrees F., and keep hot foods at 
an internal temperature o f a t 
least 140 degrees F. When 
replenishing the buffet, do not 
mix fresh food with food that has 
already been out for serving.

Utensils and knives should be 
washed with hot, soapy water in 
between contact with raw and 
cooked foods.
Leftovers

•Freeze or refrigerate left­
overs immediately. For more 
rapid cooling use small, shallow 
containers (less than two inches 
deep) to freeze or refrigerate 
leftovers. Cut large portions into 
smaller portions to speed cooling 
time. Leftover meat, fish and 
poultry should be wrapped se­
curely before refrigeration and 
eaten within three to four days.

• When reheating leftover 
foods in a microwave oven, heat 
to at least 165 degrees F. Food 
should be hot to touch, and 
steaming before it’s served. 
Covering foods with a glass lid, 
microwave-safe plastic or waxed 
paper will hold in moisture and 
provide safe, even heating. Due to 
the possibility o f uneven heating, 
microwaving baby food and infant 
formula is not recommended 
because hot spots in the food could 
bum the baby's mouth. I f  
microwaved, make sure to stir

foojl, shake bottles and taste test 
them yourself for lukewarm 
temperatures.

HINTS FOR HOMEOWNERS
New Baiting Technology: A  Better Way To Control Ants

(NAPS)—Ants are the nation’s 
number one pest, however, using 
their own habits to help control 
them can keep these pests from 
becoming uninvited guests in your 
home.

“Because o f ants’ persistent 
nature, infestations can be diffi­
cult to e lim inate,” says Stoy 
Hedges, manager of technical ser- 
vices/pest control operations for 
Term inix and author o f Fie ld  
Guide For The Management of 
Structure-Infesting Ants. “Many 
do-it-yourself remedies provide 
only temporary or isolated relief. 
Most colonies include more than 
one nest which can be located not 
only outside, but also in walls, ceil­
ings or attics.”

E lim inating the ants seen 
inside the home will not solve the 
problem since they represent a 
very small percentage of the colony 
and others will keep coming.

Hedges advises using preventive 
measures and direct treatment of 
colonies. He is enthusiastic about 
new liquid bait technology which 
may prove to be effective against 
difficult ants such as the Argentine 
Ant and the crazy ant. The new 
technology uses the natural behav­
ior of ants to destroy colonies.

Worker ants seen outside the 
colony are not capable of digesting 
solids, w'hich are carried back to 
feed the colony. Their preferred 
source of nutrition is the “honey 
dew” which comes from aphids,

scales and mealy bugs that feed 
on plants.

The new liqu id  bait is espe­
cially attractive to ants since it is 
sim ilar to “honey dew.” Once in­
gested, the bait is carried back to 
the nest and fed to other members 
o f the colony.

The liquid bait is professionally 
installed around a home’s exterior 
in protective bait stations.

Follow-up inspections and moni­
toring by service professionals can 
help prevent ant infestation.

There are steps homeowners

can take to discourage ant infesta­
tion. Hedges advises homeowners 
to:

• TYim tree and shrub branches 
away from buildings.

• K eep  h ea vy  grou nd«sover 
such as ivy out o f landscape beds 
next to the house.

• Rid the yard o f potential ant 
n esting s ites  such as old land­
scape timbers, stumps and dead 
limbs.

• L a y e r  land scap in g mulch

no more than two inches thick 
and keep it  a t least 12 inches 
from  the foundation.

• Seal cracks in  outside walls 
and foundations.

A  woman o f mixed race fights to keep 
her rightful inheritance in A House D i­
vided, a i unusually moving Showtime 
movie premiering Sunday. July 30.

Jennifer Beals {The Tw ilight o f  the 
Golds), Sam Waterston {Low A  O rder) 
and Lisa Gay Hamilton (The Practice) 
star in the fact-based drama, which also 
features Tim  Duly (W ings). John Kent 
Harmon ( What the D eaf Man Heard) is 
the director.

Based on a book by historian Kent 
Anderson Leslie. A House Divided re­
lates the story o f Amanda Am erica 
D ickson (B ea ls ), the daughter o f  
wealthy antebellum plantation owner 
David Dickson (W aterston) and Julia 
(Hamilton), a slave he raped.
* Because she is horn with fair skin. 
Amanda is raised and educated by her 
devoted  father and grandm other 
(Shirley Douglas) as if  she were white. 
Amanda discovers the truth o f her her­
itage only as she reaches adulthood dur­
ing the C ivil War. and she becomes es­
tranged from her family.

Years later, Amanda learns that her 
father has died and left her his consider­
able fortune, but bitter white fam ily 
members decide to contest the w ill. 
Amanda hires attorney Charles Dubose 
(D aly) to handle her case in a trial that 
also reconciles her with Julia.

It’ s a very human, character-driven 
story that is surprisingly free o f ponder­
ous “ issues”  and. blesaedy, antebellum 
cliches. Beals says as soon as she read 
the Leslie book a few  yean ago. she re­
alized the fam ily drama o f Amanda. 
David and Julia transcended its C ivil 
War setting, md she pleaded her case to 
Showtime executive Jerry Offsay after 
she did The Tw ilight o f the Golds for 
the premnnr channel.

“ He to ld  me Sam W aterston had 
bought the rights and pitched the movie 
to him, but said he was concerned that 

ty had so tu a y  C ivil War asui slav­

ery stories in development,”  Beals says. 
“ I told  him, ‘This isn ’ t just a story 
about slavery. It’ s really a story about 
the history o f the United Stales and how 
w e com e to know who w e are and 
where are the boundaries o f love.’ ”

“ Jennifer brings tremendous passion 
to the role o f Amanda,”  director Ham- 
son says. “Her own mixed heritage is 
something that she has been dealing 
with all her life , and this provided a 
chance to look at it ”

W hile the m ovie was film ed in the 
Canadian province o f Ontario. Beals 
headed south to the story's setting o f 
Sparta in central Georgia, visiting the 
D ickson plantation where the real 
Amanda had lived ISO years earlier.

She brought back samples o f the red 
, clay earth in the area to give prorfciction 

designer Susan Longtime a better sense 
o f place, and taped many hours o f con­
versation with Sparta locals.

As a result o f that. A House Divided is 
one o f those very rare Southern dramas 
in which the characters speak with par­
ticular but unstrained accents.

“ I didn't realize how differently peo­
ple sound (from  one another in the 
South),”  Beals muses. “1 didn't dunk at 
first to take class into consideration, but 
there are certain accents in any region 
where privilege usually brings ease into 
the voice. It's a different sound. You 
can't just do ‘a Southern accent’ ; it has 
to be very specific to your character.”

Ultimately, it is that painstaking yet 
seemingly relaxed and unforced anen 
tion to detail that helps distinguish A 
House Divided in its conusSratty strong 
and flavorful performances, as well as 
its convincing set and costume designs.
