CHICAGO (AP) — A 1999 report
that said medical mistakes kill as
many as 98,000 hospitalized Ameri-
cans each year used flawed method-
ology and is greatly exaggerated,
researchers reported Wednesday.

Scientists at the Indiana Univer-
sity School of Medicine said they
suspect the death toll from errors is
in fact very small and called the
parts of the November report from
the Institute of Medicine “hot and
shrill.”

The report, the resenrchers said,
never established that medical er-
rors caused the deaths and failed to
eliminate other risks for sick pa-
tients before drawing conclusions.

In today’s rebuttal, Leape said his
report may have actually underesti-
mated the extent of the problem
because many errors are never re-
corded in the medical record. Also,
the report did not examine injuries
outside the hospital. More than half
of surgical procedures take place

outside of a hospital setting.

Leape defended the report's re-
search methodology, saying screen-
ing criteria eliminated patients who
were extremely ill or had compli-
cated conditions. He said the pa-
tients were not as ill as the Indiana
researchers implied and likely would
have lived if not for the mistakes.

“The IOM report-has galvanized a
national movement to improve pa-
tient safety,” Leape writes.

Despite their differences, the Indi-
ana researchers said they agreed
with the report’s call to understand
the cause of medical errors and for
the development of mechanisms to
reduce error rates.

Brand enters
its centennial
year, debuted
Feb. 23, 1901

100!

Although the Hereford Brand’s of-
ficial 100" birthday is not until next
year, the paper officially entered its
100" year today when the volume
number front page rolled over from
No. 99 to No. 100.

Hereford was about 2% years old
and had a population of 700 when
the Brand's predecessor, the Here-
ford Reporter, made its debut Feb.
23, 1901.

The Reporter was launched by
Frank L. Vanderburgh, a native of
New York, who moved to the Texas
Panhandle for his health.

Without any announcement,
Vanderburgh changed the name of
the paper to the Hereford Brand on
March 2, 1902, even registering the
name as a livestock brand in the
Deaf Smith County Clerk's Office.

The first home for the newspaper
was on Dewey Avenue (now Main
Street) and the first issue, a four-
page tabloid, proclaimed “Hereford
is the most prosperous town on the
plains.”

The newspaper survived a series
of short-term owners for several
years before Seth Holman purchased
the weekly. Holman ran the paper
successfully until 1929, when he sold
it. Two publishing companies ran
the Brand for the next two years.
when Holman, despite poor health,
repurchased the newspaper, operat-
ing it until July 30, 1933, when he
died at 51.

His widow remained as owner of
the Brand, which ran through three
different editors until Feb. 11, 1937,
when she hired Jimmy M. Gillentine
of Wellington as managing editor. It
was the start-of an almost 35-year
association with the Brand for
Gillentine.

Two years later, Gillentine pur
chased half interest in the newspa-
per, and he became sole owner on
March 1, 1949, when Mrs. Holman
sold her remaining interest. She
had served as president of the Pan
handle Press Association 1940-41.

the first woman to hold that posi
tion.
Gillentine was a strong industrial

and agricultural booster of Hereford
and his “Hereford Bull” column be
came a regular feature in the news-
paper.

In the aftermath of World War II.
Gillentine installed a new press and
converted the newspaper into a semi
weekly on July 4, 1948, with the
first issue of the Sunday Brand. At
the time, it would be one of the few
semi-weekly newspapers in the coun
try to have a Sunday edition.

With Hereford and Deaf Smith
County enjoying significant growth,
Gillentine and other area publishers
established a central printing plant,
Southwest Offset Printing, in Here
ford. In 1965, the company added a
second plant in Amarillo, and an-
other large plant in Dallas several
years later.

With Gillentine devoting more of
his time to the operations of South
west Offset, he turned over much of

Audit cites
Pentagon,
VArivalry

B Auditors suggest
merger of agencies’
purchases of drugs

WASHINGTON (AP)
Placing rivalry ahead of sav-
ings, the departments of De-
fense and Veterans Affairs are
costing taxpayers as much as
$300 million a year because
they haven’t merged their

massive prescription drug pur-

chasing programs, congres-
sional auditors report.

The two agencies spent a
combined $2.4 billion in 1999
to fill 140 million prescrip-
tions, figures that would give
them enormous combined buy-
ing power to negotiate deep
discounts with drug compa-
nies, the General Accounting
Office found,

On the few occasions the
agencies have combined their
buying powers, savings were
enormous, the auditors noted.

They were able to buy the
blood pressure medicine
Capoten at $1.17 for 100 tab-
lets, compared to the average
wholesale price of $90.84. And
500 tablets of the ulcer-fight-
ing Ranitidine cost just $13.57,
compared to $740 at whole-
sale.

The departments only
bought 2 percent of their phar-
maceuticals together. The au-
dit concluded the agencies’ “dif-
fering missions and cultures
have created rivalries that
make it difficult for them to
act together.”

VA and Defense officials said
the audit doesn’t take into
account some negative conse-
quences, including the likeli-
hood that a joint contract with
a single drug maker might
force many patients to change
medications.

John Ogden, director of

pharmacy services for the VA,
said it would be “penny wise
and pound foolish” to change
patients’ drugs “just because
we wanted a joint contract.”

B Most choices
to be left up to
next president

WASHINGTON (AP) —
The closer President Clinton
gets to deciding whether to
start building a nationwide
shield against missiles, the
clearer it seems that the most
important choices will be left
to his successor.

For much of this year, the
Pentagon has been gearing
up for a missile intercept test
that many believed would de-
termine whether Clinton gave
the green light to deploy an
anti-missile system.

Now it seems that
Clintoh’s choice is more mod-
.est: whether to authorize the
Pentagon to take the first
step toward constructing a
new radar for missile track-
ing, not whether to irrevers-
ibly commit the nation to
missile defense.

Even if Clinton gives the
go-ahead to build the radar,
the work will not begin until
after he leaves office.

“Whatever Clinton does, it
will not rule in or rule out a
national missile defense sys-
tem,” said Joseph Cirincione,
who is a leading critic of
missile defense.

Clinton said last week he
had not made a final decision
but expected to reach a posi-
tion in the next several
weeks. He will take into ac-
count the nature of the mis-
sile threat, the feasibility of
missile defense technology, its
cost and the implications for
relations with other countries.
