BUDGET TIME

City commissioners preparing
to start crunehmg the numbers

Hereford city commissioners have
had a few days to go over the
administration’s proposed budget for
next year. Now they will start the
tedious task of going through it line
by line before the final spending
plan is adopted.

The commissioners will conduct a
public work session on the budget at
5 p.m. Tuesday in the commission
chamber at City Hall, 224 N. Lee.

City Manager Chester Nolen has
proposed a Fiscal 2001 budget call-
ing for $4.92 million in revenue and
$4.9 million in expenditures.

The budget, wr:ch projects a 2.1
percent increase in revenue and a
6.5 percent gain in spending, was
presented to the Hereford City Com-
mission at its workshop before
Monday’s regular meeeting.

In a summary accompanying the
budget l&mckage City Manager
Chester Nolen stated the budget for
the fiscal year ending Sept. 30 “did
not allow for any capital expendi-
tures, except those deemend an emer-
.. I have included in the
limited amount of capital
expenditures that will produce a
$320,360 Yearend surplus for this
fiscal year.

The capital expenditures include
vehicle replacements that Nolen said
are essential. The vehicle replace-
ments are not included in the bud-
get, but even if they are approved by
the commissioners, the next year’s

The budget also doesn’t provide
for cost-of-living raises; however,
Nolen stated it does contain indi-
vidual pay raises that he described
as “warranted, based on market
prices and agreememnts when the in-
dividual was hired.”

He also noted the city will incur a
significant debt during FY 2001 for
the construction of a wastewater
treatment plant, which he estimates
will cost between $3 million and $4
million. The debt service should

African Americans were the only
race or ethnic group to defy the
trenc of declining voter participation
in congressional elections,
increasingtheir presence at the polls
from 37 percent in 1994 to 40 per-
cent in 1998 according to a report
released today by the Commerce
Department’s CensusBureau.

Nationwide, overall turnout by
the voting-age population was down
from45 percent in 1994 to 42 per-
cent in 1998 about 3 million
fewer voters

in1998 than in 1994.

“The increase in voter participa-
tion by African Americans was most
notablein the South, where the rate
grew by 4 percentage points to 39
percent,”said Avalaura Gaither, co-

author of Voting and Registration
in the Electionof November 1998,
P20-523. “About 40 percent of the 9
million African American voters
lived in the South.”

Turnout by Whites declined
from 50 percent to 47 percent from
1994 to 1998, while Asian and Pa-
cific Islander turnout fell from 22
percent to 19 percent and Hispanic
turnout remained at 20 percent.
(The turnout ratesfor each of the
latter two groups would increase
by nearly 13 percentage points if
estimated noncitizens were sub-
tracted from the voting-ageuniverse.
Data by race in this release ex-
clude people of Hispanic origin,
who may be of any race.)

Lotto has ore numbers

AUSTIN — The Texas Lottery Commission
added four numbers to the Lotto Texas draw-
ing last week in hopes of increasing player
participation and rejuvenating slumping ticket

THe change tvah implemented July 16 when’

new player slips with 54 numbers were deliv-
ered to retailers, across the state. The first
drawing with the new system was July 19.

Lottery spokeswoman Kristina Childress said
preliminary figures showed ticket sales were
up by the end of the day, but she pointed out
that the July 19 jackpot already had climbed
to $21 million before the numbers were added.

“We believe it was more of the lure of the
jackpot than the lure of the balls,” Childress
said

Pay-outs under the new number configura-
tion are expected to increase as the jackpots
grow. The prize for selecting five of six num-
bers increased $1,000 to $2,500 and players
who select three of six numbers now will earn
$5 instead of $3. The pay-out for selecting four
of six numbers only increased slightly.

Public reaction to the Lottery’s proposal
when first announced several months ago was
mixed. Many longtime players said they would
prefer better odds of winning not higher
Jjackpots.

Jury convicts man for 8-liners

A Bexar County man became the first per-
son to be convicted of organized crime involv-
ing eight-liners since Attorney General John
Cornyn began a crackdown on the illegal
gaming machines.

. ducks, the annual report on breeding duck numbers from

the U.S. Fish & Wildlife Service for the year 2000 seems
promising.

If the numbers are to be believed, duck hunters ought to be feeling
downright optimistic about their prospects for the upcoming fall
and winter. Weather-driven migration patterns of these birds will
ultimately determine overall success, as many waterfowlers have
been reminded, to their disappointment, the past couple of seasons.
If cold weather doesn't move the ducks south during the season, a
good many hunters could end up disappointed, despite strong duck
numbers.

Overall duck breeding population numbers have fallen slightly
from the record high of 43.4 million birds in 1999. An estimated
41.8 million birds were in the survey area this year. Projected duck
numbers are off only four percent from last year's pinnacle,
according to F&WS projections, and remain 27 percent above the
long-term average.

The fact that projected duck numbers remain so high has to be
counted as a win considering that a dry spring confronted duck
populations in much of the northern nesting country.

Dr. Bruce Batt, chief biologist for Ducks Unlimited, says the
strong breeding duck number projections might be rated as better
than expected. :

" I think many who tracked the weather this spring would have
expected the overall population count to be more reduced than the
final estimate," said Batt.

" Pond counts in the prairies of the U.S. and Canada were down 41
percent from last year and 20 percent below the 30-year average.
This would normally have resulted in a much more reduced
breeding population estimate. Nevertheless, it looks like we can be
pretty confident that most species are doing quite well, and the

breeding duck numbers are better then expected, considering how
dry the conditions were this spring. Late spring rainfall probably

helped," he added.

Unfortunately, one of the bellwether species of local duck
hunting--the pintail--isn't included in that optimistic assessment,
continuing a troubling trend from the past several years. A
continued decline in pintail and scaup numbers has waterfowl
managers concerned. Pintails and scaup are the only two duck
species with populations below the goals set by the North
American Waterfowl Management Plan.

Pintails are 33 percent below the long-term average this year, and
they have been on a worrisome decline.

The long tail-stickered ducks were once the second-most
abundant, after mallards. Their population peaked in the 1950s at
10.3 million, compared to 10.4 million mallards. They have
particularly declined since about 1980--the last year that they

were near the population goal.

Happily, eight of the ten surveyed duck species are at or above
the population goals of the North American Waterfowl

Blue-winged teal, sure to be attention getters locally during the
carly season in September, increased four percent from 1999. That
may not sound like a big jump, but that's four percent above a record
number of 7.1 million birds in 1999. Breeding numbers this year are
pegged at 7.4 million! - .

Although there were minor declines in the numbers of most duck
species compared to last year, that fact that major plunges in
numbers weren't registered due to drought has to be considered

encouraging.

An abundance of ducks should be winging south again this fall, and
season lengths and bag limits similar to those of the 1999 season are
likely.

One exception as to season dates, and a good one, is that the 16-day
carly teal season in Texas has been approved for September 15-30
this year. The early season will be opening a week later than it has in
recent years. This should give Texas waterfowl hunters a better
opportunity to harvest bluewings during their peak migration
through the state, and should boost hunter success.

DETROIT (AP) — Shhhhh.
Ford Motor Co. doesn't want
you to know this, but its Fo-
cus compact is the world’s
best-selling car.

The automaker is trumpet-
ing the news in Europe and
on Wall Street, but it's not
telling the rest of America.

After all, Ford is promoting
the Focus in the United States
as a ride for the young and
stylish, not for the masses.

“They’re trying to sell it
more on attitude and emo-
tion,” said Wesley Brown, an
analyst with Nextrend. “How

do you then throw in there
that it's a best seller? It
clashes with the message.”

By many measures, the
year-and-a-half-old car Focus
has been a hit for Ford.

Student vets raise
funds for memorial

CANYON — The West
Texas A&M University Stu-
dent Veterans Association is
spearheading an effort to en-
sure that WTAMU veterans
of foreign wars. are repre-
sented at the Panhandle War
Memorial. The association,
through a trio of timely fund-
raisers, hopes to raise enough
money to erect a WTAMU
monolith at the memorial,
located at South Georgia
Street and Interstate 27 in
Amarillo’s Veterans Park.

Bobby Moss, a senior social
work major from Amarillo and
secretary/treasurer for the
Student Veterans Association,
said the monolith will cost
about $5,000. He said money
will be raised through an on-
going raffle, a Labor Day golf
tournament and a 16-mile re-
lay run from WTAMU to the
war memorial on Veterans
Day (Nov. 11), the scheduled
date of the monolith’s dedica-
tion.

“This monolith is to honor
all the WT students, faculty
or staff-living or deceased-

who have served our country
in time of war,” Moss said. “It
will be a standing tribute to
all who served.”

Tickets for the raffle are
already on sale at the
WTAMU Gold Card Office and
the University Bookstore,
which donated prizes that in-
clude a $100 gift certificate, a
leather brief case and a
WTAMU sweat shirt.

homebuyers, according to PCS

agency serves the 26
counties of the Texas Pan-
handle with this program ex-
pect in the Amarillo metro-
politan area, which is served
by the City of Amarillo.

The Hereford office of Pan-
handle Community Services is
located at 1011 E. Park and
Celia Serrano is the center
coordinator.

Under the program, up to
$5,000 can be utilized (up to
$7,500 in some cases) for down
payment and closing costs on
a loan.

This is not a grant, but a
zero interest, zero payment,
second lien that does not come
due until the first lien is paid
off or on the premature sale
or disposition of the property.

In essence, according to
Raymond, it is mo the
down payment and closing
costs from the front of the
loan where the money may
not be available, to the back
of the loan where it can be
more readily addressed.

Homes purchased under the
program cannot exceed $59,877
for an existing home, or
$94,716 for a new home.

“We expect the money to be
available to begin administrat-
ing the program late in Au-

gust,” Raymond said.

Hot dry conditions
perfect for pests

OMAHA, Neb. (AP) — A
Plains drought has dried up
soil, stunted corn stalks, helped

The western bean cutworm,
which thrives in dry weather
and sandy soils, usually is
found in Nebraska west of
North Platte. But this year it
has shown up in large num-
bers at least 150 miles fur-
ther east, near Aurora and
north into Plainview.

Byron Hoch, who farms
near Bertrand, said he had to
spray his several thousand
acres of corn for the bug for
the first time in the 26 years
he’s been farming. .

The spraying limited the
damage to his crops, but was
another cost in a tough year.

“We had to throw another
unexpected expense at the
corn crop,” he said. “That
western bean cutworm — you
can lose a third of a crop in a
