♦ N ew  cold front arrives •
Scattered rainfall developed over 

South and East Texas early today 
as another cold front was poised 
to move through the state.

The front extended from south 
of Wichita Falls to southeastern 
New Mexico.

Early-morning temperatures 
ranged from 28 degrees at Dalhart 
to 66 at Galveston.

Other readings included 66 at 
both Galveston and Port Isabel 
as well as 57 at Georgetown, 
Brenham, College Station and 
Huntsville. Also, It was 58 at San 
Angelo, 44 at Wichita Falls and 57 
at Waco, Temple and Killeen.

Winds were mostly northerly 
and northeasterly from 5 to 15 
mph, producing wind chills in the 
teens and 20s. Winds gusted to 
30 mph at Guadalupe Pass.

Light fog shrouded some parts 
of South Texas, with visibilities as 
low as one-sixteenth of a mile. 
Patchy light rain was reported in 
Lufkin, along with a few showers
a | QA\A/horo ClbvWI lUfC.

More fog developed oast of a 
line from Wichita Falls through 
San Angelo to Del Rio.

L a n d f il l
City still waiting to 
hear from state on 
its permit request

Hereford’s application for a Type I 
AE landfill is still under state re­
view, and City Manager Chester 
Nolen doesn’t know what its status 
is.

Nolen said the Texas Natural Re­
source Conservation Commission, 
which is reviewing the application, 
had 10 days to determine if the 
application is administratively com­
plete.

“It hasn’t been kicked back, but 
no one’s notified us if it’s adminis­
tratively complete,” he said.

If the state approves the applica­
tion, Hereford will have its own 
landfill for household trash, the first 
time since 1994.

After extensive soil sampling, the 
city has found it meets the stan­
dards for a Type I AE landfill. In

There is a science to most things. 
Some people call it an art, but fbr 
the most part students in Grades 3- 
12 have spent the last several weeks 
combining their scientific interests 
with artistic  design in hopes of win­
ning an honor at the local science 
fair and maybe even moving on to 
district and regional science fairs.

Winning, placing or even doing 
well at the science fair means s tu ­
dents have to put a lot of thought, 
time and effort into their project. 
Throwing a handful of seeds in a 
couple of pots and hoping one will 
sprout won’t get the job dene.

S tudents participating in the an ­
nual event must consider what field 
of science they are interested in; 
research an appropriate project; de­
sign the project; keep a journal and 
time record of all they do; creatively 
set up the project on project boards, 
using colors and print style to en­

hance their presentations. Finally, 
students must go through a judging 
process in which they talk to any 
num ber of judges.

Judges ask all types of questions 
about the project to get a good feel 
for the s tuden t’s knowledge of the 
project. Then conies the long wait to 
see if the judges liked what they 
saw.

“You have to have an interest in 
the project, so you can do it well and 
understand everything about it. If 
you don't enjoy doing it, it won’t be 
very good,” said Cassie Daniel, Best 
of Show winner and also the only 
Hereford High School entrant.

Participants and especially win­
ners spend hundreds of hours creat­
ing and perfecting their projects. Most 
students seem to find an interesting 
project early and want to expand on 
it every year.

Ideas come from various places. 
Some get th e ir  ideas from the 
Internet; some g. ideas from project

lists; some even create their own 
projects from combinations of ones 
they’ve seen in the past.

S tudents are responsible for the 
work and research, but most of the 
winning students adm itted that par­
ents, especially their mom’s, helped 
with the typing, layout and design 
on the project board.

“I like doing the science projects 
and when we started , Mom would 
help with diagrams and graphs, and 
now I can do those by myself," said 
Daniel English, a Judges Choice 
award winner. “I learned something 
not just about my project, but also 
something new on the computer.”

Many of these students have been 
competing in science fair events since 
the th ird  grade. Some, such as 
Jonathan  Paschel, Best in Junior 
Division winner, have even entered 
in regional meets when their school 
did not participate.

“I like any kind of academics and 
science is one of my favorites,”

Paschel said.
S tudents entering the science fair 

each have various likes and dislikes, 
ranging from the personal interviews 
to doing the one-page abstract re­
port. But the one thing most of the 
winners had in common was the 
desire to see more students partici­
pate.

“I like the com petition,” Paschel 
said. “But, not a lot of kids do it 
when they aren ’t made to. I’d like to 
see the teachers encourage more 
kids to get involved.”

Daniel, who hopes to take her 
project all the way to a national fair, 
agreed with Paschel, saying “Teach­
ers need to push the students more. 
You get so much more out of the 
projects in high school. You go deeper 
and learn things you won’t pick up 
anywhere else.”

Daniel said few students realize 
tha t scholarships are available for

W ASHINGTON <AP) — The 
Florida presidential election war 
landed in the Supreme Court today, 
where lawyers for George W. Bush 
were asking the justices to throw 
out the hand-counted tally that nar­
rowed his lead over A1 Gore.

The historic, 90-minute oral argu ­
ment sessior began shortly after 10 
a.m. EST, with an overflow crowd of 
lawyers, media and spectators on 
hand.

In court filings a day ahead of the 
session, Bush’s lawyers argued that 
Florida’s highest court “plainly re­
wrote the election laws."

Bush’s team hoped to convince 
the nation’s highest court that the 
late-counted votes were unlawfully 
added to the pivotal Florida totals, 
while Gore’s attorneys were urging 
the nine justices to let those votes 
stand.

Even as the legal battle centered 
on the Supreme Court, Bush and

Gore developed th e ir  
transition  strategies and 
skirm ished in the courts 
in Florida. About 600,000 
ballots from Miami-Dade 
County were loaded into 
a rental van before dawn 
Friday and on the road 
to a Tallahassee court­
house — in case another 
recount is ordered — af­
ter nearly 500,000 bal­
lots arrived there T hurs­

day from Palm Beach County in a 
banana-yellow rental truck.

And more ballots may be fetched: 
Bush attorneys late Thursday asked 
Circuit Judge N. Sanders Sauls to 
order an additional 1.2 million bal­
lots brought in from Volusia, Broward 
and Pinellas counties. The judge has 
not yet considered the request.

“We believe there were a number 
o f. illegal votes for Gore in those 
counties,” Bush spokesm an Scott 
McClellan said.

The Gore legal team , which is 
contesting the Florida election that 
gave Bush a 537-vote lead, filed an 
urgent plea w ith the Florida Su­
preme Court asking that hand-count­
ing of the ballots begin while Sauls, 
who will hold a hearing Saturday, 
decides w hether the recounts could 
be added to Gore’s totals. “There is 
no reason to delay counting ballots

NAFTA dispute sides with Mexico

• Officials discourage patrols •
ARLINGTON, Texas (AP) — U.S. im m igration officials said 

they are concerned by a North Texas volunteer group’s plan 
to conduct armed patrols near the Mexican border next
spring.

“Our stance in the Border Patrol and INS is to discourage 
any and all action by private citizens to enforce im migration 
law especially these m ilitia-type groups,” U.S. Im m igration 
and N aturalization Service spokesman Tomas Zuniga told 
The Arlington Morning News in a story for Friday’s editions.

Members of Ranch Rescue, based in Arlington, said they 
plan to operate like a neighborhood watch group on land 
where they are invited. G roup leader Jack Foote said 
members plan to help protect property in Kinney County 
from w hat South Texas ranchers call im m igrant trespassing.

But some local au tho rities  said the group would be 
harm ful, despite good intentions.

“I can tell you, the ranchers down there are pretty  
independent and don’t w ant a bunch of gun-toting people 
running around on the ir property,” said Tom Lee, the district 
attorney in Del Rio, whose office covers Kinney County.

Wilson said the U.S. Border Patrolresponds quickly when 
locals catch trespassing  im m igrants.

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Unsafe trucks at the 
heart of the issue

WASHINGTON <AP> — A 
U.S. policy aimed at keeping 
unsafe Mexican trucks off 
American highways could be 
in jeopardy after Mexico won 
a round in a long-running 
dispute stem ming from the 
North American Free Trade 
Agreement.

NAFTA, approved in 1993, 
called for Mexican trucks to 
have unrestricted access to 
U.S. highways in border states 
in 1995 and full access s ta r t­
ing last January. The Clinton 
adm inistration has ignored the 
tim etable, citing safety con­
cerns, prompting protest from 
the Mexican government.

A five-member panel formed 
to resolve the dispute issued 
a prelim inary ruling favoring 
Mexico, Amy Stilwell, spokes­
woman for the U.S. Trade 
Representative, said Thursday.

NAFTA rules prohibit pub­
licly releasing a preliminary 
opinion, so Stillwell said she 
had no details on it. She said 
the full text of the ruling has 
been given to the U.S. and 
Mexican governments, which 
have 14 days to respond. A 
final decision is expected Dec. 
29, she said.

“We are satisfied, but we 
are not celebrating yet,” said 
a Mexican embassy official

who did not want to be identi­
fied.

A D epartm ent of Transpor­
tation spokesman confirmed 
the agency has a copy of the 
ruling and is reviewing it, but 
declined to comment.

A final ru lin g  favoring  
Mexico could force the United 
S tates to either accept trade 
sanctions to keep all Mexican 
trucks off its roadways or sig­
nificantly enhance its truck 
inspection efforts to ensure 
those th a t do en ter are safe.

Mexican trucks delivering 
goods for U.S. m arkets typ i­
cally unload the ir cargo in a 
20-m ile com m ercial border 
zone, where it is then re ­
loaded onto American trucks.

T he D e p a r tm e n t of 
Transportation’s inspector gen­
eral reported last year th a t it 
could find inspections for only 
17,332 of the 3.5 million trucks

entering the United States 
from Mexico in fiscal year 
1997. Some 44 percent of the 
inspected vehicles were taken 
out of service due to serious 
safety concerns.

“It is a simple fact that 
Mexican trucks are unsafe,” 
said Rep. Sherrod Brown, D- 
Ohio and a NAFTA opponent. 
“We cannot allow NAFTA to 
open our borders and roll over 
the public safety laws tha t 
keep American families safe”

Unions also cite safety in 
opposing full access for Mexi­
can trucks, though there is 
concern U.S. w orkers who 
load and drive trucks in the 
commercial zone could lose 
their jobs.

Bret Caldwell, a Teamsters’ 
spokesman, said the union “ve­
hemently” opposes access un­
til Mexico increases its safety 
standards.

“We have no reason to be* 
lieve th a t they are going to 
come back with a decision 
tha t has in it the interest of 
the Amercian driver or the 
safety of the America high* 
way,” he said of the NAFTA 
b o a rd s  • ****

Brown has introduced legis­
lation that would restrict Mexi­
can trucks from entering the 
United States until the Trans­
portation Department’s inspec­
tor general has certified that 
Mexican trucks* and drivers 
are complying with U.S. safety, 
environmental and driver com­
petency standards.

Mike Jones, a spokesman 
for Texas Gov. George W. Bush, 
said Bush believes all terms 
of NAFTA should be imple­
mented, including cross bor­
der trucking. He added the 
trucks need to comply with 
Texas safety standards.

ANCHORAGE, Alaska (AP) 
— In a final act of corporate 
kindness, Pets.com tossed a 
lifeline to Alaska dog m ushers 
faced with the harsh choice 
of killing their dogs or w atch­
ing them starve.

The San Francisco-based 
online retailer, which pulled 
the plug Nov. 7 after failing 
to find a financial backer, 
donated more than 2 1  tons of 
dog food to help mushers in 
Alaska’s Interior.

The collapse of salmon 
runs this year left mushers 
with too little food for their 
dogs this winter. Villagers use 
sled dogs to check trap  lines, 
haul water and firewood, and 
travel between villages.

When the animal-loving 
company heard about the 
plight of the hungry sled dogs, 
it knew it had to act, said 
John Cummings, director of 
investor relations. The online 
retailer kept the plan to itself 
and waited until it was in 
liquidation before going ahead 
because it didn’t  want to hear 
from grum py stockholders

■Franchione wooed 
by Crimson Tide

FORT WORTH, Texas (AP) 
— Alabama athletic director 
Mai Moore left Texas not 
knowing if he would fill the 
Crimson Tide’s coaching va­
cancy with Texas Christian 
coach Dennis Franchione.

While Franchione wouldn’t 
confirm Thursday night that 
he was offered the Alabama 
job, he said he hoped to have 
everything straightened out by 
the weekend. He did not go 
back to Tuscaloosa, Ala., with 
Moore.

“We just talked,” Franchione 
told the Fort Worth Star-Tele­
gram. “I hope to have all of 
this over with before the week­
end.”

Sources told the newspaper 
in Friday’s editions that the 
Crim son Tide has offered 
Franchione $1.2 million to $1.4 
million per year for at least 
i.ve years.

After arriving back in Ala­
bam a on T hursday night, 
Moore told WBMA-TV of Bir­
mingham that talks went well 
and that he expected a re­
sponse from Franchione later 
Friday.

Alabama is looking to re­
place Mike DuBose, whose 
resignation was effective at 
the end of an 3-8 season in 
which it started ranked No. 
3. Miami’s Butch Davis and

Virginia Tech’s Frank Beamer 
already have rejected the job.

Alabama also is reportedly 
pursuing Pittsburgh coach Walt 
Harris, and long time Florida

From P a g o  A 1
even one day," the brief read.

Bush’s legal team, in a mo­
tion with Sauls on Thursday, 
cited more than a dozen rea­
sons why the judge should toss 
out Gore’s contest. In the Re­
publicans’ first formal response 
to the Democrats’ lawsuit, they 
claimed Gore’s challenge was 
baseless because the real elec­
tion wasn’t between the Texas 
governor and the vice presi­
dent, but between the separate 
groups of 25 Florida electors.

The motion also says Gore’s 
lawyers filed their challenge 
after the 10-day deadline re­
quired by state law and that 
manually counting only part of 
the ballots is illegal. And the 
judicial recounts the Gore camp 
is seeking are “illegal, inappro­
priate, and manifestly unfair,” 
the filing said.

In Washington, Jesse Jack- 
son, , along with members of 
the National Association for the 
Advancement of Colored People 
and the Congressional Black 
Caucus, planned to meet with 
Attorney General Janet Reno 
on Friday. They were to re­
quest a Justice Department in­
vestigation into what Jackson 
called “corrupt practices” in 
Florida that helped deny votes 
to minority people in the state.

“More than recounting, we 
need an investigation,” Jackson 
said in a telephone interview 
Thursday night.

BERLIN (AP) — Anxious to 
calm public fears in Europe’s 
mad cow crisis, German offi­
cials said Thursday they will 
introduce mandatory beef test­
ing, check whether pastures 
spread the disease and possibly 
bum  up huge stocks of feedi

G erm an law m akers late 
Thursday approved an immedi­
ate blanket ban on meat and 
bonemeal feed after the first 
German cows tested positive 
last week for bovine spongiform 
encephalopathy, as the disease 
is formally known.

Feeding anim al meal to 
cattle has been banned in Ger­
many since 1994, but officials 
want to help regain public con­
fidence by extending the ban to 
other animals raised for slaugh­
ter.

Contaminated bone and ani­
mal meal in cattle feed are 
believed to cause mad cow dis­
ease. Some scientists suspect 
the disease causes a similar 
fatal brain-destroying ailment, 
Creutzfeldt-Jakob disease, in 
people who eat infected beef.

Russia moves bombers 
to air bases in Siberia

WASHINGTON (AP) — The 
Russian air force has moved 
several Tu-95 Bear bombers to 
air bases in northern Siberia 
and may be planning soon to 
fly them close to U.S. airspace 
off Alaska, officials said today.

Kenneth Bacon, spokesman 
for Defense Secretary William 
Cohen, indicated the Pentagon 
sees no threat in the Russian 
moves and considers them an 
effort to bolster the public im­
age of a military in decline.

Bacon said it fits a recent 
pattern of Russian air training

and suggested the Russians re­
main trapped in “Cold War 
thinking” despite the collapse of 
communism and the end of the 
nuclear arms race.

“We regard the Cold War as 
being over,” Bacon said, even 
though U.S. forces still monitor 
Russian forces.

Within the last few days the 
Russians moved several Bear 
bombers to Anadyr air base, in 
far northeastern Siberia near 
the Bering Sea, and three Bear 
bombers were sent to Tiksi air 
base, in north-central Siberia.

May, Nolen filed the permit application with the TNRCC, which 
regulates landfills in the state.

In 1994, the city closed its Type I landfill because of costs 
associated with the federal Clean Water Act. The expense of 
lining the landfill with clay or a polyvinyl material in addition to 
a leachate collection system and monitoring well would have 
exceeded $400,000.

After closing the landfill, the city began hauling its solid waste 
to a commercial landfill at Canyon. City officials estimate about 
$205,000 per year is saved by hauling the waste to Canyon.

However, the TNRCC has eased the rules regarding landfills 
in arid areas, which would allow a city to operate a T^pe I arid 
exempt (AE) landfill in addition to other landfills that aren’t 
required to comply with all of the more stringent regulations 
governing the non-exempt landfills.

The Type I AE landfill doesn’t require the leachate collection, 
groundwater monitoring, methane gas monitoring and ply or 
insitu liner, which would mean a significant reduction in the cost 
of operating a landfill.

Nolen said more than 10 drillings were conducted at site. 
Some of the drillings were to a depth of 50 feet, while others 
were to the water table.

All of the samples meet the state requirements for a Type 1 
AE landfill, he said.

The permit process could take six months to two years, 
depending on complications associated with geotechnical surveys 
and/or protests ftnm adjacent property owners.
