• Front brings fog •
A weak cold front moved across Central 

Texas early today, producing some fog in 
the area and prompting rainfall in southern 
parts of the state.

Corn and milo stubble re­
main ii the fields. Early morn­
ing frost identifies the fall sea­
son.

With the corn stubble and 
frost comes a larger and more 
profitable time -  pheasant sea­
son.

For a few days a year, pheas­
ant hunters from all over the 
country converge on hot hunt­
ing spots in hopes of getting 
one of the first ring-necked 
pheasants of the year and 
these hunters are willing to 
spend big bucks to do it.

Field guides, hotels, restau­
rants, gas stations, entertain­
ment establishments, and shop­
ping outlets all benefit from 
the hordes of hunters.

Data from the Texas De­
partment of Parks and Wild­
life indicate more than 21,800 
hunters visited the High Plains 
last year. These visiting hunt­
ers spent an average of 1.8 
actual hunting days. It is not 
uncommon for the hunters to 
drop $1,200 to $2,000 dollars 
for the first weekend hunt.

“It’s not as big as it once 
was, but still it brings in a lot 
of business in certain years,” 
said Danny Swepston, district 
leader for wildlife in the Texas 
Panhandle.

Non-hunters may consider 
this a lot of money to hunt a 
bird which originated ix\ China 
and is only slightly larger than
a domestic chicken, but to the 
dedicated hunter it represents 
a challenge and a chance to 
socialize with other hunters.

“Most of these guys see this 
as a social gathering. They 
arrive in groups of four to* 15.
For some, it’s the challenge of 
getting the game,” Swepston 
said.

Merchants, retailers, and other businesses 
see it as an additional bonus on top of the 
expected surge because of the holidays.

“We’re packed solid for the first weekend, 
and we have a long waiting list,” said Cindy 
Isaacson, new owner of the Best Western Red 
Carpet Inn. “The second weekend is still open, 
but the opening weekend is always busiest.”

“Everyone benefits when the hunters come 
to town,” Isaacson said. “Some of these guys 
are spending $150-$200 per gun, probably $30 
a day for meals, and $65 to $75 for a room, 
plus all the other things like gasoline, snack 
foods and miscellaneous items.”

“I’d just have a wild guess of how much the 
hunters bring in on the first weekend,” said 
Sid Shaw, executive director of the Hereford 
Chamber of Commerce. “My guess would be 
at least $20,000 just on that first weekend.”

An employee of a local liquor store, said, 
“Pheasant season, and especially opening 
weekend is second, in our industry, only to 
New Year’s Eve. These guys come in and buy 
a lot of high dollar items as gifts for their 
landowner hosts.”

The same employee said the pheasant sea­
son has a “huge impact on the area’s economy.” 
He described a group of six, out of state

hunters who came in and 
spent about $2,000 in less 
than a week’s time.

“It’s not just our business 
that booms, but the eateries 
and places that fix briskets 
and hams do a great busi­
ness, too. The landowners 
order a lot of hams and bris­
kets to feed to the hunters.” 

According to Swepston, 
hunters start watching for 
bird estimates as early as 
October waiting to see where 
the best hunting will be.

Members of the Parks and 
Wildlife Department travel 
established routes o f 20 
square miles, counting the 
number of birds spotted in 
each location. “So far, this 
has given us a fairly accu­
rate count on the birds. It’s 
a pretty good predictor,” 
Swepston said.

Swepston said the drivers 
usually wait for the corn and 
milo harvest to finish so they 
can get a better idea of the 
number of birds.

While Isaaccson is getting 
ready for her first pheasant 
season as a new hotel owner, 
she is hoping for a good year 
and from what she has seen 
on her own land she is ex­
pecting hunters to look to­
wards Deaf Smith County.

“We’ve seen three hatch­
ings on our place,” Issaccson 
said.

Swepston confirm s
Isaacson’s prediction.

“It looks to be a pretty 
good season. Not a record 
year, but pretty good at least 
east of Hereford,” he said.

Pheasant populations are 
very closely tied to the 
amount of available cover, 
feed, and the severity of the 
winter.

Swepston said local pheas­
ant populations peaked in the late 1970s and 
early 1980s when row irrigation was at a high 
point.

“We probably have 60 percent of the birds 
we had then,” Swepston said.

Even after the hunters have packed up 
their guns and promised to return another 
year, the profits continue to roll in.

Taxidermists in surrounding counties say 
they can get in anywhere between 50 and 100 
birds for mounting. Some pheasant mounts 
can push $500, depending on the taxidermist

That’s the simple 
arithmetic o f the 2000 race for the White 
House as A1 Gore struggles to overcome 
George W. Bush’s certified victory in Florida

“The state of Florida has certified a vote 

count that is neither complete nor accurate,” 
Gore said Tuesday as he appealed to the 
courts for a manual recount of 13,000 ballots 
and to the public for patience while he 
presses his unprecedented legal challenge.

Gore “proposed yet another count 
and yet another deadline” after losing each 
tally in Florida thus far, countered Karen 
Hughes, spokeswoman for the Texas gover­
nor.

• Former congressman dies *
SAN ANTONIO (AP) — To many San Antonians, longtime 

US. Rep. Henry B. Gonzalez will be remembered for his 
ability to “abrir caminos” — blaze trails.

“He made a name for the Hispanics,” said Elvira Encina, a 
43-year-old housing referral counselor and lifelong resident of 
San Antonio. “He came up and said, ‘We’re here. We do exist, 
and we’re smart, like any other culture, any other race.’”

The news of Gonzalez’s death Tuesday sent many in the 
nation’s eighth-largest city into mourning. Gonzalez, who 
retired in 1998 after 37 years on Capitol Hill, died in a San 
Antonio hospital at the age of 84.

“It is a sad day, but I think we need to remember the 
contributions that my father made,” said US. Rep. Charlie 
Gonzalez, choking back tears. “He was so proud to represent 
this city."

The younger Gonzalez, one of eight children, followed in his 
father’s footsteps and now occupies his old seat in Congress.

Born in San Antonio in 1916 to recent immigrants from 
Mexico, the man known as “Henry B.” emerged from poverty 
by attending San Antonio College and St. Mary’s School of 
Law in San Antonio.

After serving as a city councilman, he became the first 
Mexican-American elected to the Texas Senate.

First elected to Congress in 1961, the intensely proud, 
sometimes irascible and always unpredictable Gonzalez was 
derided throughout his tenure for his unwillingness to work 
within the system.

Inc., based in Santa Rosa, 
was unauthorized and 
prompted residents to call 
firefighters.

“We are taking this very 
seriously,” Lorinda Gardner, 
air section manager for the 
Texas Natural Resource Con­
servation Commission in 
Harlingen, told the Valley 
Morning Star in Wednesday’s 
editions. “It did impact a city.”

She said residents in the 
area telephoned complaints of 
respiratory problems from the 
burn.

“We have had a number of 
complaints regarding this par­
ticular burn,” said Gardner. 
“It basically impacted a large 
number of people. We’ve got­
ten calls from people who say 
it affected their breathing or 
gave them watery eyes.”

Further, she said, the Rio 
Grande Valley Sugar Growers 
group was not authorized to 
conduct the burn Saturday

morning near the intersection 
of Farm-to-Market roads 507 
and 599, north of Harlingen.

An official at the Santa Rosa 
sugar mill, Norman Rozess, 
countered that the sugar grow­
ers’ group lawfully conducted 
the burn.

Cameron County Fire Mar­
shal Desi Najera said Monday 
he would recommend that 
sugar growers use incinera­
tors to burn cane stock leaves 
to put an end to open burn­
ing.

“Were going to get together 
with the growers to find an­
other alternative to this open 
burning,” he said. “My sugges­
tion is they get an oven or an 
incinerator.”

However, Rozess called in­
cinerator burning unfeasible 
because of the magnitude of 
the region’s sugar cane burn­
ing.

Gardner said that if state 
records show the sugar grow­

ers’ group conducted a previ­
ous unauthorized burn, state 
bnvtrbrftnyflttrt' officials could 
hand down, a fine. She said a 
first offense warrants a warn­
ing, a second offense carries 
fines of as much as $10,000.

“The (TNRCC) board order 
specifically says you don't 
burn over the w eekend,” 
Gardner said. “We have to 
authorize those requests, and 
we did not.”

Nqjera said open burning 
now threatens large numbers 
of residents who live near 
sugar cane fields, with hot 
embers causing a potential fire 
hazard.

“We have to consider all 
the people who have respira­
tory problems and are on 
medicine,” said Najera. "Some 
residents came back from the 
holidays and found their pools 
were damaged by soot. Some 
residents are saying their 
homes are full of ash.”

According to Cantu, conditions 
are very different in the Mexican 
prison from those in the United 
States.

“If a father is put in jail and 
there is no one to care for the 
children, then they stay in with 
their father,” Cantu said.

According to Cantu, this 
means that the children get only 
one meal a day, have to sleep on 
t he floor, get a bath once a week 
and usually do not have shoes.

Cantu’s prison ministryis in 
need of toys, Bibles or monetary 
contributions for these children.

He also needs a 16 foot trailer 
(any kind) that can be used to haul 
items to the prison.

‘The deadline for collecting 
these things is Dec. 12 because we 
(a group of concerned Panhandle 
individuals) plan to be in Juarez 
on Dec. 16-17,” Cantu said.

Cantu has already completed 
paperwork to allow him to cross 
the border for the explicit purpose 
of visiting the prison.

Devils (6-0) edged No. 17 
Temple by two points to win 
the Preseason NIT.

“People are going to come 
after us and be very physical 
with our team. We need to 
play a much more physical

game,” Krzyzewski said. “Right 
now, we’re not the team I 
thought we would be.”

Duke was outrebounded 42- 
27, shot 7-of-25 from 3-point 
range and didn’t get a single 
point from its non-starters.

The victory gave the Atlan­
tic Coast Conference a 3-1 
edge in the first four games 
against the Big Ten.

In the other games, No. 12 
Wake Forest beat Michigan 
71-60, Clemson defeated 
Northwestern 57-44 and Iowa 
topped Georgia Tech 85-67 
for the Big Ten’s lone open­
ing-night victory.

A lawsuit filed  in federal court 
challenges Republican vice presidential 
candidate Dick Cheney's status as a 
resident of Wyoming.

AUSTIN (AP) — A second lawsuit 
stoking to block Gov. George W. Bush 
from becoming president by challenging 
running mate Dick Cheney’s status as a 
Wyoming resident was filed in Texas on 
Tuesday.

Filed as a class-action lawsuit in Aus­
tin, it lists 1,915 plaintiffs and claims 
that Cheney and Bush cannot earn Texas’ 
32 electoral votes because Cheney — 
like Bush — is a Texas inhabitant.

“We believe Bush is from Texas and 
Cheney is from Texas,” said Philadelphia 
attorney Philip Berg. “Cheney does not 
meet the residency requirements of the 
state of Wyoming.”

The lawsuit cites the 12th Amend­
ment of the Constitution, which says if 
the president and vice president are 
inhabitants of the same state, they can’t 
earn that state’s electoral votes.

The lawsuit alleges that Cheney, a 
former Wyoming congressman, is a Texas 
resident because he has lived in Texas 
for the past eight years, has not moved

to another primary residence since then 
and has voted in the Texas elections for 
the past eight years, excluding the Nov. 7 
presidential election.

Cheney spokeswoman Juleanna Glover 
Weiss said the lawsuit was frivolous.

Bush spokeswoman Karen Hughes said 
the Bush team reviewed Cheney’s status as 
a Wyoming resident before Cheney was 
selected as Bush’s running mate.

Cheney lived in Dallas while he was 
chairman of Halliburton Co. until he 
changed his voting registration to Teton 
County, Wyo. on July 21 — four days 
before becoming Bush’s running mate. Last 
week, Cheney put his Dallas house up for 
sale for $3.1 million.

“Cheney flew to Wyoming to register to 
vote because they were aware they had a 
constitutional problem,” said Berg.

Cheney, who was defense secretary un­
der President George Bush, also owns a 
home in Jackson, Wyo., and McLean, Va. 
Weiss said the Cheneys have owned the 
Wyoming house for 25 years.

An upbeat Gore, hoping to 

prevent public sentiment from 
shifting against him, appeared 
in a taped interview for the

Bush was certi­
fied the winner by 537 votes on 
Sunday night, triggering Gore’s 
appeal to the state courts.

“Seven days, starting tomor­
row, for a full and accurate 
count of all the votes,” the vice 
president said Tuesday, and 
when his lawyers failed to gain 
immediate approval in court 
for their timetable, they sig­
naled a possible appeal to the 
state Supreme Court, perhaps 
as early as Wednesday. The 
state’s electors must be chosen 
by Dec. 12.

Supplying legal talent wasn’t 
likely to be a problem for ei­
ther Gore or Bush. “Both sides 
here have a lot of lawyers,” 
said David Boies, one of several 
attorneys the vice president 
brought into Florida to help 
represent his interests.

Even so, Boies didn’t get far 
on Tuesday when he pressed 
Circuit Judge N. Saunders Sauls 
to order s  inanual recount im­
mediately of 13,000 ballots from 
Palm Beach and Miami-Dade 
counties where voting machines 
found no vote for president, 
either on Election Day or in a 
statewide machine recount.

The Gore campaign says the 
ballots never have been counted; 
Bush partisans argue they con­
tained no valid vote for presi­
dent, only for other races being 
contested on Nov. 7.

Sauls agreed to have thou­
sands of questionable ballots and 
a sampling of voting machines 
brought to Tallahassee, but no 
more.

“I have no idea what we’re 
going to do concerning ballots 
counting or not counting of bal­
lots,” he told a courtroom 
packed with attorneys, and set 
a hearing for Saturday.

That was more than Bush 
wanted, less than Gore sought, 
and Sauls observed wryly he was 
trying to be “equally unfair” to 
both sides.

Lawmakers’ retrospective of 
election takes on a new twist

BRYAN (AP) — Planned 
months before accusations of 
voter fraud and undercounting 
surfaced in the presidential elec­
tion, two lawmakers’ panel dis­
cussion on the presidency at 
Texas A&M University has 
taken a new twist.

Republican John Kasich and 
Democrat Bob Kerrey had no 
president-elect .to evaluate 
Tuesday at Texas A&M’s Presi­
dential Conference Center. .

Kerrey, a U.S. senator who 
served as governor of Nebraska, 
and Kasich, an 18-year U.S. 
representative from Ohio, 
traded jokes and predicted 
gridlock for the closely split 
Congress, often avoiding specif­
ics on the unresolved presiden­
tial election.

“We’re going to have a presi­
dent,” Kasich told a capacity 
crowd of several hundred stu­
dents and others. "I really don’t 
think the country will spend a 
lot of time arguing after the

courts decide. They’re ready to 
move on and get some clo­
sure.”

But Kerrey, who supported 
Vice President Al Gore’s initial 
challenge to the election out­
come in Florida, criticized vot­
ing bungles in the state, liken­
ing the situation to “a book­
keeper using an abacus.”

The Texas A&M event was 
billed as a thoughtful look back 
at the 2000 presidential elec­
tion — before the trouble be­
gan.

“Little did I know when we 
arranged this evening many 
months ago, the title ’election 
retrospective’ would be prema­
ture, if not a misnomer,” Rob­
ert Gates, the event’s modera­
tor and interim dean of the 
George Bush School of Gov­
ernment and Public Service, 
told the Bryan-College Station 
Eagle.

Kerrey and Kasich focused 
on government and legislative

topics, such as the absence of a 
dominant party. Both predicted 
that will prevent much progress 
on Social Security, medical care 
and other broad issues over the 
next two years.

“You have to be tolerant of 
Congress acting like human be­
ings, which sometimes means 
they act in their own inter­
ests,” said Kerrey.

The lawmaker, who served 
in the Vietnam War, also told 
the audience that to accomplish 
change in times of gridlock, 
people must stop looking solely 
for self-benefit.

“We’ve got to dream beyond 
our lifetime,” he said. “If you 
want to be regarded as a hero 
50 years from now, you’d better 
act like one today.”

Kerry and Kasich will join 
the Bush School in 2001, serv­
ing as distinguished visiting 
policymakers and lecturing sev­
eral times during the year, said 
Gates.

During a question-and-answer 
session, Kasich was asked if 
the election illuminated Elec­
toral College problems. He re­
plied that the system is neces­
sary and works.

The Electoral College “forces 
you to appeal across America,” 
he said.

Student in critical condition after 
accidental hanging in classroom

NEW YORK (AP) — A high school student was in 
critical condition after an accident left him hanging from a 
noose in an art classroom.

Quentin Martin, 17, was apparently fooling around 
before class on Tuesday at The Door alternative high 
school, police said. He climbed up on a pipe or baseboard, 
put a noose being used in an art lesson over his head, and 
then lost his balance, they said.

Martin dangled a few inches off the ground while other 
students ran for help.

C U B A Bipartisan task force contends 
easing trade embargo would be 
good for the post-Castro era

WASHINGTON (AP) —  The 
United States should ease the 
Cuban embargo to help the 
island’s transition to a post- 
Castro era and reduce chances 
of U.S. military intervention, 
a Council on Foreign Rela­
tions panel recomm ended 
Wednesday.
. The task force urged that 
the United States eliminate 
travel restrictions to Cuba, 
allow regular com m ercial 
flights between the two na­
tions and permit U.S. compa­
nies whose businesses were 
nationalized by Cuba to re­
solve their claims by entering 
into joint ventures in Cuba.

It also recommended in­
creased U.S.-Cuban coopera­
tion in fighting drugs, helping 
resolve the Colombian civil 
war and developing military- 
to-military contacts.

“Our recommendations seek 
to build and strengthen 
bridges between the Cuban 
and American people, promote 
family reunification, address

current and future matters of 
U.S. national security, promote 
labor rights and facilitate reso­
lution of property claims and 
further expose 
Cuba to interna­
tional norms and 
practices,” the task 
force said in a re­
port.

The report made 
no recommendation 
whether the United 
States should lift its 
38-year-old em ­
bargo, which is

prohibited U.S. financing of 
any sales and converted into 
law existing travel restrictions 
to Cuba.

The new report aims to 
build on the earlier one, seek­
ing ways to promote peaceftil 
democratic change.

The report said President 
Fidel Castro’s communism will 
not survive him, and “many 
Cubans, including many who 
hold official positions, under­
stand that a transition to a 
democratic and free-market 
Cuba is inevitable.”

It said chaos could erupt, 
however, if Castro should die 
or becom e incapacitated. 
Fighting could break out, and 
thousands of Cubans could at­
tempt to flee, which could 
prompt demands for U.S. in­
tervention.

“We believe the United 
States should now adopt a 
series of measures that may 
reduce the chances of U.S. 
military involvement should 
Cuba’s transition go awry, and 
by doing so, make Cuba’s 
peaceful transition to democ­
racy more likely,” the report 
said.

U.S. economic growth slows
WASHINGTON (AP) — The 

high-flying U.S. economy has 
come back to earth, growing 
at an annual rate of just 2.4 
percent in the summer, the 
slowest pace in nearly four 
years.

The Com m erce
Department’s Wednesday re­
port on the gross domestic 
product, the country’s total 
output of goods and services, 
dramatically underscored the 
effect the Federal Reserve’s 
higher interest rates were hav­
ing on economic growth and 
corporate profits.

The department said Ameri­
can corporations’ after-tax 
profits rose by just 0.6 per­
cent in the third quarter, the 
weakest performance in nearly 
two years.

However, the slower eco­

nomic growth was having the 
desired effect on inflation. An 
inflation gauge tied to the 
GDP showed prices rising at 
an annual rate of just 1.9 
percent in the third quarter, 
the best showing this year.

The GDP growth rate of 
2.4 percent for the July-Sep- 
tember quarter represented a 
sharp slowdown from a siz­
zling 5.6 percent rate turned 
in during the second quarter.

It also marked a downward 
revision from the
governm ent’s estim ate a 
month ago that the economy 
had expanded at a 2.7 percent 
rate in the third quarter. 
Economists had been expect­
ing a downward revision about 
the size of the one the gov­
ernment reported.

“The revised data confirm

that the slowdown has ar­
rived and the remaining ques­
tion is how hard the landing 
will be,” said Jerry Jasinowski, 
president of the National As­
sociation of Manufacturers.

Jasinowski said manufactur­
ing may suffer more than the 
overall economy, hurt by a 
need to work off unwanted 
inventories and continued de­
terioration of the trade defi­
cit.

On Wall Street, the Dow 
Jones industria l average 
surged ahead W ednesday 
while the N asdaq index 
struggled to avoid another 
loss. At late morning the Dow 
was up 99 points and Nasdaq 
held on to an 8-point gain.

GDP growth for the past 
three years, a period of strong 
prosperity that the Clinton

administration touted as a rea­
son to keep the White Houae 
in Democratic hands, has been 
at rates above 4 percent.

The 2.4 percent GDP in­
crease in the third quarter 
was the weakest showing since 
a 2 percent gain in the fourth 
quarter of 1996.

The downward revision for 
the third quarter, which 
stemmed from more economic 
data, was blamed on a bigger 
trade deficit than originally 
estimated, less business in­
vestm ent and a sm aller 
buildup in inventories.

The Federal Reserve began 
in June 1999 raising interest 
rates to slow economic growth 
as a way to keep inflation 
under control and bolster the 
record-breaking economic ex­
pansion, now in its 10th year.
