Rubber collections in Texas
stretched out cheerfully Monday
and George D, Bowers, area petro-
lsum chairman, sald the campaign
was far exceeding his sxpectations.
The Lufkin Dally News estimat-
ed 162,000 pounds assembled there;
182,000 pounds were collected In
Ellls county last week. These re-
turns were given by George Butler
of the state salvage committes: ,
Bexar county, 200 tomns; Harrils
county, 350 tons; Kl Paso, 150 tons.
Bowers sald the Dallas total
reached 500,000 pounds, but Bill
Russell, Dallas chairman of the
operations committes, estimated
Dallas filling wstations had asspem-
bled 1,400,000 pounds.
Junk dealers selfishly bidding
against authorized agenclea for
profit In the rubber campaign
drew the attention of Gov. Coke
Stevenson, who sald, however, such
operators wWere not numesrous,
Tha petroleum industry has bean
nuthorized to collect the scrap,
paying $20 a ton and selling to the
government for $25 a ton. The dif-
ference goes to the USO and the
Army and Navy relief funda.
Bowers explained that the major
companies are financing both their
own and independent filling sta-
tions in purchasing scrap and con-
centrating it In warehouses. Bhip-
ping instructions when carlots are
available can be obtained from the |
reserve rubber corporation In
Washington, which will purchase
the rubber from the petroleum in-
dustry for the government.

Nationwide Gas Rationing
Program May Be Abandoned

WASHINGTON, June 22 (P =—
Abandonment of plans for natlon-
wide gasoline rationing was pre-
dicted in soma congressional quar-
ters today as administration leu-
tenants reportedly gave the “go
ahead” signal for a senatorial in-
vastigation of the entire situation.

Leaders were sald to have agreed
to support a proposal by Senator
Maloney (D-Conn) for a five-mefh-
ber special committes with a $5-
000 appropriation for an immediate
Inquiry into shortages of gasoline
and fuel oll, as well as the methods
belng employed to provide deliv-
eries “for ordinary consumer use."

While th's investigation was ex-
pected to deal primarily with con-
ditions In the 17 eastern states
now on short fuel rations, several
senators predicted the Inguliry
would have a direct bearing on any
future move to extend rationing
to other sections.

There have been indications that
expansion of the curtailment area
might depend largely on the suoc-
cess or fallure of the current serap
rubber collection, but BSenstors
Connally (D-Tex), Thomas (D-
Okla), and Whesler (D-Mont) sald
they did not belleve there would
be any nation-wide rationing.

“I think the people are doing =
better job mow of comserving rub-
ber by cutting down on the use of
thelr cars than could be done by
