AUSTIN (AP) • Texas teacher
salaries would be Hfled closer to the
national. average under a state
lawmaker's two-year, $1.24 billion
proposal.

"Teachers deserve a raise, Let's
do it this session," said Rep.
Christine Hemande7.~D-San Antonio.

She said Monday that her goal is
for Texas teachers' pay to be at the
national average in four years. Texas
ranks 15th nationally, with an average

of $30,519 for a 10-month contract.
The national average is $35,958.

Under Ms. Hernandez's bill, the
state would pay $742 million and
local school districts the remainder
of the $ t .24 billion increase for
Texas' 265,000 educators.

In addition, the state would chip
in another $96.6 milli.on in
pension-related costs.

But legislative leaders said state
government can't afford its share of
Ms. Hernandez's proposal. which
would give teachers raises of$500~

Salary plan outlined
,e.USTIN (AP) - Here. at a glance, is the teacher salary inc.reasepmposed

by Rep. Chrtstine Hernandez, D-San Antonio:
- State-set minimum teacher salaries would increase by $6,000 for

a to-month contract. For example. the minimum starting salary would
rise from $] 7,000 to $23,000. A teacher at the highest spot on the pay
scale, which has 10 levels. would cam a minimum of$34.400 next school
year.

- An I hh level would be added to the minimum pay scale in 1996-97,
carrying a $35,540 salary.

- Pay raises would vary depending on what each educator currently
makes. "

Those already earning above the proposed minimum would get a $500
raise. That would be about half of the state's educators.

Only about 4.000 teachers - those whodon't already earn more t.OOn
the current state minimum - would get a $6,000 raise.

The rest would be somewhere in between.
- As education spending increases. so would the state minimum salary

schedule for teachers.
- The cost for the next two years would be about $1.24 billion for raises,

plus about $96.6 million for associated Teacher Retirement System costs.
The money would go to approximate! y 265,000 educators, who include
about 230,000 classroom teachers, plus principals,librarians. counselors
and others with teaching certlficates.

$6,000 and require future increases
as education spending rises.

"I'm fora teacher pay raise ... but
finding $800 million'for any project
right now, we sim'ply don't have" the
money, said Rep. Robert Junell,
O-San Angelo.

Junell is chairman of the
budget-writing House Appropriations
Committee.

"I don't think anybody has been
more sympathetic to teachers than I
have and the Texas senators hMtlly
the same token, at this time Idon't
know where $800 million would
come from," said- Lt. Gov. Bob
Bullock, who heads che Senate.

He said a teacher pay raise is a
possibility, "but Idon't see ilofthat
magnltude."

Others disagreed.
'" believe the money is available

this session," Richard Kouri.
president of the Texas Slate Teachers
Association, said. "It's simply a
question of where the priorities are
going to get set in this budget."

Kouri and Ms. Hernandez said it's
a'n)atter of attracting and keeping the
"best and brightest" teachers in the
classroom. , .,

Texas hasn't changed the
minimum salary scale in six years,
leaving raises to local school
districts' discretion, according to
TSTA.

Of the 976 Texasschool districts
that teach kindC'l'ganen through grade
12,a TSTA survey showed 42 had cut
local supplements and 433 had not
improved their teacher pay scales
during the six years,

Beef industry consolldatlon
will focus work on problems

From Starr, Wire Reports Association voted to consolidate the
Beef Board, Beef Industry Council,
Meat Export Federation and National
Cattlemen'S Association into one
group.

The board approved the unification
by an overwhelming 91 % margin.

The Beef Industry Council voted
against. the merger in December, but
the other groups had approved it.

"The leaders in TCFA wanted 10
do this for a number of years and
have worked diligently for the last
two years 10 gel it passed, Like with
any other industry, it just takes time
to get something done." Josserand
said.

It has been almost three years
since efforts to concentrate industry
resources around a unified plan
began.

First, the Beef Industry Long
Range Planning Committee identified
goals in eight leverage points where

"We will be one voice focusing on
the unified problems of the beef
industry," Bob losscrand of AzTx
Callie Company said after the
National Cattlemen's Association
voted to consolidate four beef
industry groups Saturday It the NCA
convention at the Opryland Hotel in
NashviJle.

The convention drew a record
attendance of more than 6,000
cattlemen. TCFA was represented by
around 150 members, many of whom
serve on the board and various
committees that will shape industry
policy for the coming year.

Josserand, Hereford Mayor and
former NCA President. said the
con sol idated group will focus as one
on the problems facmg the caule
industry.

Second. the Oversight Committee
recommended that ~ consolidated
structure was needed to accomplish
these goals. Then in October 1994,
the executive comm iuees of the four
organizations votcd 68% to support
the consolidated structure. Althe
same time, 79% of the state cattle-
men's associations and 64% of the
stale beef councils also said yes.

TCFA's Board of Directors
unanimously supported the proposed
unification.

Transition teams will be named to
create the new organization which has
yet to be named ..NCA president Bob
Drake urged the Beef Industry
Council to join in the effort.

Drake said there will be a place fOr
all points of view in the uansition
process.

NCA said the consolida1ed ,agency
will be the chief voice for beef
interests, but the other groups would
remain in name.

Consolida.tion is designed to
recapture the beef's lostmmelShare
and keep beef competitive in the next
century according to Drake.

Josserand said he hopes lhat
ultimately the merger will help the
demand side for beef.

9 .,.a structure fire at the intersection
of County Roads GO and t 3.

For brothers Clint and Trip
Robison. watching their family's bam
burn to the ground chat night was the
end of a dream -- that they could have
success in the 1995 Hereford Young
Farmers Junior Livestock Show hog
cq.mpetition.

Inside the 40-year-old wood frame
barn were five show hogs purchased.
1-1/2 months before. With the blaze
apparently starting in the general area
of their pens, nothing could be done
to save the animals.

lust over two months 'later,
however, Clint Robison reached the
lOp -- claiming County Graad
Champion honors in the HYF show
with one of two hogs he bought to
replace those killed in the fire.

On Monday, Robison recalled the
days following the fire and the
ensuing work that brought him to the
show arena last Thursday for a date
with destiny,

Robison's mother, Terry Robison,
noticed the tire when she went to the
kitchen that night. She immediately
called 911 and volunteer firefighters
headed for the scene.

The only electricity in use at the
time of the fire, Robison said. was
heat lamps keeping the rive hogs
warm in their stalls.

The morning after the fire. the
HUS senior looted at the ruins of his
project and wonde.redif it was teo
late to start over. Stock show rules
required animals be purchased by
Dec. 1, but Robison had owned his
hogs since the fltst of October.
Buying new animals would be
possible. but he had lost 1-112months
in Lime working wiLhthem,

The day. he said, he spoke willi ag
teacher Kevin Kelley at school.

Brother Trip, a sophomor:c at RRS •.
decidedagains'l pursuling new hogs.
focusing instead on basketball.

Both Robison and his parents
praised Kelley for his dedication to
helping get the hog project back on
hne.
r While Robison and a friend
traveled to Chickasaw. Okla., che
weekend after the fire, they were
unable to find any hogs that suited his
needs.

It was Kelley the next weekend
who found a breeder in Duncan,
Okla. who sold him two animals--
a Hampshire and a Spot.

Buying pigs wasjust the first step
in Robison's anempt to come back
from the fire.

His father, Steve, said the family
lost everything relating to hog mising
-- feed, pails, feed pans; brushes,
whips and stalls.

Neighbors pitched in with 3. new
pen and hog house.

Others donated financiaJly to help
purchase the animals.

"It was just starting from scratch
all over." CI.int Robison said.

To help make up the 10Sl time in
working with the animals, Robison
entered seven jackpot shows during
December, traveling as far as
Kerrville to show his two pigs and get
them some experience in me show
arena. ,

"We spent a lot more time that a
lot of people do" worl~ing with the
animals, he said, showing-them and
"just.basically feeding. getting them
where they look right. M'

Ironically, Robison said, the hog
that won coumy champion honors
here did nOI do as well as the other
one did at the jackpot shows.

When they arrived at the Hereford
show. the classifier d termined, both
pi,s weuldbe shown in lhe_ C~
calegory rather· than under their
formal breeds.
