TEXAS IS AL RIGHT

An A stralian on the Plninl. of
T as Makes Some Obser-
vations.

Ina rcp\brt to his government after
"an extensiva visit to the United States
for the purpose of investigating the
. methods of fayming and - especially
the methods used in what is termed
the 'American ‘Plains, w. Straw-
bridge, Surveyor \General of South
Australia, makes some observations
on conditions in the Panhandle of
Texas, or' .more prgperly on the
“‘Plains of Texas.”’
The report as published in Camp-
"bell’s Scientific Farmer, tho headed,
“Texas All Right,"’ wouM appear
from the the text that, at least, the
part he visited was not a good farm-
ing district. The writer is some-
what surprised that the editor of The
Farmer would permit such a state-

ment of errors to be made when Mr. lan

Campbell himself is fully acquainted
with the facts, and, in as much as
The Farmer has a wide circulation
in the North and Northwest, some
corrections should be made: The
report was published in the Septem-
ber number of Mr. Campbell’s
journal.

After making comments upon the
conditions of farming in Coloradé,
Wyoming and other places, Mr.
Strawbridge then comes to Texas,
and in fairness to him, his entire re-
port on the conditions on the Plains
of Texas is given:

' TEXAS ALL RIGHT.

I traveled from Pueblo to Ama-
rillo, in the State of Texas, which
is called the ‘‘Panhandle country,”’
where Mr. Campbell said dry farm-
ing was successful, and was pot
surprised at the success, as I found
that for some years the rainfall
had been about 20 inches. It

seems in the central states that

the term “‘dry-farming’’ ig applied
to aJl farming carried on without
. drrigation;- so, having little to
learn there, I went westerly to
Hereford, near the border between
the state of Texas and New Mex-
ico, as I had a little of introduction
to Judge Gough, who, I was in-
formed, was dry-farming in a poor
district. I had no means of ascer-
taining what the actual rainfaldk
was, there being no bureau or
weather station within miles.
The weather was exceedingly hot
and thc dult m dlmbln _

¥ ’M‘{ (" ‘ .
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* west of the town, oo rising ground,

very similar to other farms, as far
as soil is concerned, being a light
sandy loam of fair depth, with a
stiffer subsoil. He drove me out,
and said be ¢cneull¥ followed
what is called Campbell’s methods :
ploughs about 7 inches deep, packs
the soil, and works it well during
the summer. Most of the land
was either fallowed or under maize
a fine crop, good enough for ag
bushels to the acre. Last yearon
land carefully worked he had 25
bushels of wheat ; and on land ad-
joining, of same quality, put in
theordinu'y w .pchadonly 10
bushels to the tck

RESULTS. OF SOIL CULTURE.

The soil i’ fallowed [and pre-
pared for seeding in  September,
was, as in other cases, moist below
3 inches down from the surface,
but dry in adjoining land not so
prepared. He intends sowing
Turkey Red wheat, which seems a
general favorite for dry country,
as it is sown in the autumn. Du-
rum stands drought best. It is
sometimes sown in the spring as-it
does not stand frost- well; but
spring wheats do not, as a rule,
yield so much as those sown in the
autumn. A farmer in the neigh-
borhood, Mr. H. H. Stanley, on
12 acres of land which he plowed
deeply, and had well cultivated

since the 1905 crop was off, as an °

experiment reaped and carefully
weighed the wheat obtained, with
a result of 32 bushels and 33 lbs.
per acre. The adjoining land re-
turned only 10 bushels. Thiscan
be vouched for by Judge Gough
and several persons in the district.
The rainfall is stated to be 14
inches.

While it is true that some years
the rainfall in the Panhandle has

_fa.llen as low as 20 inches, still the

average has been nearly 24 inches
according to the bureau at Amarillo.

From what source the Australian
got the information that Judge Gough
‘‘was dry-farming in a poor district,”’
cannot be imagined. It could not
be that he, learned it in Amarillo for
the General states that ‘‘having little
to learn there, I went westerly to
Hereford.” - Judge Gough may have
a farm in a poor district but the re-
sults of his farming would indicate
otherwise. Twenty-five and thirty
bushels of wheat to the acre would
not show poor land. In fact, the
district around Hereford in every
direction has as fine land as can be
found 1n the world.,

Again.the visitor from the big is-
5" is mistaken when he says that
he/had no means of asccrtammg
what the actual rainfall was, ‘‘there
being no bureau within many miles.”’
There is a bureau at Hereford and
has been one for nearly four years.
The rainfall for 1905 was
inches ; for 1906, 25.16 inches ; 1907,
21.96 inchies; and for the first nine
months of this year, 1908, it has
been 20.04. The average annual
rainfall for the period reported has
been 25.36 inches. So much for the
rainfall.

But the next statement of the gen-
tleman would certainly be sad if true.

#“The country round as far as could

be seen was very poor and dry, ex-
cepting for a narrow strip west of
town, which was irrigated from a
small spring.”’ If other visitors to
Hereford get this impression, why is
it that so many farmers are locating
on this “very poor .and dry” land.
and thaf narrow strip west of town—
where is it? Everybody should try
to get on it as the favored spot. But
