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Mondale triumphs twice, Hart

Rounding the first turn in
the Democratic presidential
race, Gary Hart and Walter
neck and neck after super
Tuesday's primaries and
caucuses. The Colorado
senator claimed a victory
over ‘‘the politics of yester-
day,” while the former vice
president asserted he was
“back in the race.”

The contest looked more
and more like a two-man race
as Hart and Mondale headed
into the industrial Midwest
today where Michigan and Il-
linois are the next big targets,

Of the five primaries on
Tuesday, Hart carried
Florida, Massachusetts and
Rhode Island, while Mondale
was the winner in Georgia
and Alabama.

Hart and Mondale were on-
ly a few votes apart in
Oklahoma caucuses, while
Hart jumped to a comfortable
lead in Washington.

Caucus results from
Hawaii had Mondale winning
unly § of 27 delegates up for
grabs, with the other 22 re-
maining uncommitted. Hart
was leading Mondale in
Nevada's caucuses.

Hart looked assured of a
majority of the 511 delegales
chosen on the campaign's
busiest day so far, but Mon-
dale continued to hold the
overall lead.

Of the delegates selecled
since the process began, Mon-

.dale had 285 and Hart 167. -

and the Rev. Jesse Jackson
3.

George McGovern, saying
he would “‘fully accept the
verdict of my special friends,
the voters of Massachusetts,”
was the latest casualty of the
race after finishing third in
the state that stood alone in
his column in 1972.

“I feel younger this morn-
ing than I did in 1972 when I
was defeated by former
President Nixon," McGovern
said on ABC's “Good Morn-
ing America.”

His departure culs the
Democratic field to four. The
race began with eight con-
tenders.

Hart said he talked to
McGovern today but didn't
get an endorsement. ‘‘He said
that Vice President Mondale
is in his judgment a more
classic liberal.”

Hart was flying to Detroit
to meet with United Auto
Workers officials bucking
labor’s united front for Mon-
dale. Appearing on NBC's
“Today" show, he predicted
that Michigan “‘will be a very
tough state for us."”

But he told the **CBS Morn-
ing News" that "I think this
campaign does have national
strength.”

“We're back and ready to
run,” his campaign manager,
Robert Beckel, said on the
NBC show, ''Yes, | think
we're out of trouble. We had a

rough couple of weeks."

Hart and Mondale cheered
the Super Tuesday results
and predicted a long battle to
settle who will emerge from
the Democratic National Con-
vention in San Francisco next
July as the challenger to
President Reagan.

““It's going to be a
marathon all the way to
California,” Mondale told
supporters.

“This is going to be a long,
tough fight,” said Hart cam-
paign manager Oliver
Henkel.

Glenn, whose third place
finish in Alabama was his
best primary showing of the
day, nonetheless declared his
campaign ‘‘is very much
alive.”

It also was very much in
debt and a Glenn aide said a
decision on the future of the
Ohiq senator’s bid was still to
be made.

Jackson captured 21 per-
cent of the vote in Georgia
and regained eligibility for
federal matching campaign
funds. Jackson was threaten-
ed with loss of the federal
subsidy after he failed to get
10 percent of the vote in either
New Hampshire or Vermont.
Jackson vowed to campaign
““to the end and beyond."

‘“‘Now that George
McGovern is out, I represent
the new direclion,” Jackson
said on ‘‘Today."

But after Hart's upset vic-
tories. in New Hampshire,
Maine, Vermont and Wyom-
ing, the big round of
primaries and caucuses look-
ed more like the Coloradan’s
chance to surge far ahead of
the field.

Neither candidate scored a
Super Tuesday knockout.

*“I think today was a water-
shed for this candidacy,”
Hart said in a television inter-

view. “It demonstrated
strength outside * New
England.”

Hart had hoped for a vic-
tory in one of the Southern
primaries and he got it in
Florida.

Mondale, who opened the
season with a big win in the
lowa caucuses, had been shut
out by Hart since then, After
his victories in Alabama and
Georgia, he told supporters:

“1 am back in the race. A
month ago this was a band-
wagon. Tonight it's a
crusade.”

Hart called the results a
message from voters that
“the politics of the past will
not address the challenges of
the 1980's, that the politics of
the special interests and nar-

Representatives address meeting

Representatives from each
of the two agencies working
at Buffalo Lake gave status
reports Tuesday night at the
March meeting of the lake
water district's board
meeting.

Jerry Moore of the Bureau
of Reclamation in Amarillo
told board members about
proposed ideas to deal with
sediment problems at the
lake. Rodney Kreig of the
Fish and Wildlife Service,
meanwhile, talked about con-
trolled burning now in pro-
gress and plans to plant crops
in the dry lake bed.

Moore touched on a bureau
proposition that would allow
dikes to be placed in the lake
once it is properly dammed
and ready to be filled. That
would help control the water
depth and maintain at least
six feet of water in areas
where the level would tend to
drop below that. .

He said none of the ideas
are official yet, but he would
return in May with a slide
show and complete presenta-
tion of Bureau of Reclama-
tion proposals.

Moore also told board
members that because the

meeting. Larry Barber,
director of education for the
Amarillo Council on
Alcoholism, introduced the
28-minute movie. ““This just
seems to have some good sug-
gestions of what to do,” he
said.

He said many
people don't realize that
botulism is a major threat to
wildlife in the state.

The burning of tall weeds is
also a preventative measure,
Kreig said, because they do
present a fire hazard. “The
fire got a little bit out of con-
trol this week,’” he explained,

She said the car turned 90 degrees and slid down the

road when she applied the brakes, even though she said
she was traveling no more than 15 miles per hour.

Automaker claims it's a frame-up

LLOS ANGELES (AP) — John Z. De Lorean, his cocaine
irafficking trial finally under way, broke a yearlong
public silence to claim that he's a victim of FBI dirty work
and compare himself to civil rights leader Martin Luther
King and actress Jean Seberg.

De Lorean, 59, told reporters outside court Tuesday that
his case was ‘'a pure frame-up ... an FBI cheap shot.”

The former carmaker is charged with conspiring to
distribute 220 pounds of cocaine — $24 million worth of the
drug — in an attempt to save his company, which was
manufacturing a gull-winged sports car that could not find
a market.

If convicted on all counts, De Lokean will face up 1o 72
years in prison.

Committee vote set on money

WASHINGTON (AP) — The Senale Appropriations
Committee is looking at a compromise on the twin issues
of aiding anti-leftist guerrillas in Nicaragua and bolster-
ing the beleaguered government of El Salvador.

Administration supporters planned to offer both
measures today as amendments to a bill providing $150
million in food aid to African nations, where relief agen-
cies say thousands face starvation because of drought.

But Sen. Robert Kasten, R-Wis., said his proposal for
$93 million in immediate aid to El Salvador would be con-
ditioned on demonstrated progress toward ending death
squads and making other governmental reforms.

And the Senate Intelligence Committee struck a com-
promise on the administration’s request for $21 million in
emergency aid for the Nicaraguan guerrillas by voting
Tuesday to grant the money in installments.

Militant union leaders have vowed to spread the strike
throughout the entire 183,000 workforce in the state-owned
industry, and on Tuesday night hundreds of “flying
pickets" from the strike-bound county of Yorkshire in nor-
thern England traveled by bus to counties where miners
were still working.

The Yorkshire militants moved from mine to mine in
Nottinghamshire and Derbyshire, turning back night shift
workers as they were about to report for duty.

Cease-fire in force

LAUSANNE, Switzerland (AP) — A new cease-fire ac-
cord was in force in Lebanon today as reconciliation talks
between the country’s rival Christian and Moslem leaders
shifted to the crucial issue of political reforms.

Police in Beirut said they had no reports of artillery
shelling sice the cease-fire was declared Tuesday night
but that sniping persisted today along the “green line"
dividing the Lebanese capital’s Moslem and Christian sec-
Lors,

In Lausanne, where leaders of the rival factions have
been meeting since Monday, doubts persisted as to
whether the cease-fire would hold. Scores of announced
cease-fires have collapsed during nine years of civil war-
fare.

“T am not sure,"” said Nabih Berri, leader of the power-
ful Shiite Moslem militia Amal, when asked if the accord

‘meant an end to the sectarian strife.

He said he instructed his men to stop firing bul
predicted they would retaliate if fired upon.

Matathon fight underway

Super Tuesday turned out
to be just a beginning, not the
end.

For Walter F. Mondale, it
was far from the day he had
once hoped. But his two
primary victories kept him in
what is now a marathon fight
for the Democratic presiden-
tial nomination that could
stretch all the way to San
Francisco in July.

For Gary Hart, three
primary triumphs kept his
momentum alive — only two
weeks after he burst out of
the pack to knock Mondale
out of the front-runner’s spot.

But that momentum didn’t
knock Mondale out of the race
and now Hart must look for
ways to fend off attacks that
have taken a bit of the gloss
off his “‘new ideas’" and "‘new
generation of leadership’ in
recent days. Polls of voters
found Hart's surde after New
Hampshire and Maine slowed
dramatically once Mondale
and others found the range
with their shots at the Col-
orado senator.

For George McGovern,
Tuesday was the end of his
hopes to win the nomination
one more time.

For Sen. John Glenn, the
big day provided no better
than one third-place finish to

“justify continuing a cam-

paign already more than §2
million in debt.

For Rev. Jesse Jackson,
Georgia's vote returned his
eligibility for federal mat-
ching funds by giving him a
21 percent showing. The
black hopeful said he will con-
tinue to be the conscience of
the campaign, but Jackson
faces home state voters next
Tuesday in Illinois, where the
polls show him far behind
Mondale and Hart.

qkOt of the nation’s
Democrats, the results of
Super Tuesday provide the
opening for a voice In
deciding who the party's
presidential nominee will be
— rather than letting New
Hampshire, lowa, Maine and
*Wyoming have all the clout.

Mondale's victories Tues-
day saved his campaign from
a startingly quick end — and

not at all the one he had plan-
ned. The former vice presi-
dent said he once foresaw the
race as a 100-yard dash, with
him effectively crossing the
finish line in Tuesday's big
set of caucuses and
primaries.

Instead, he just managed to
keep his campaign alive, with
a victory in Alabama and a
narrow win in Georgia that
the old Mondale juggernaut
would have considered a
moral defeat.

For Hart, winning Florida,
Massachusetts and Rhode
Island were confirmation
that his two-week surge is
something with some staying
power and not a mere fluke
traceable to ‘‘cantankerous™
New Hampshire voters.

As a result of the voling and
caucusing in 11 states and ter-
ritories, the race for the
Democratic nomination re-
mains very much a fight.

“There are 40 conlesls yel
to come and we will be in
every one of them. This
marathon will be tough on the
candidates,” Mondale said.

WASHINGTON (AP) -
After four years of restraints,
Japanese cars could be roll-
ing into the United States in
unlimited numbers by early
next year if the Reagan ad-
ministration's top two foreign

trade officials have their
way.
Commerce Secretlary

Malcolm Baldrige said Tues-
day that with the U.S. auto in-
dustry vigorously reviving
from several years of hard
limes, an agreement limiting
Japanese imports should not
be renewed when it expires at
the end of March 1985.

Told of Baldrige's com-
ment, U.S. Trade Represen-
tative William Brock said,
“I've fell that way all along.”

The United Auto Workers
union and at least some of the
nation’s major automakers
could be expected to fight for
further limits, whatever the
administration’s position.

For example, Roberlt
Perkins, vice president in
charge of Chrysler Corp.’s
Washington office, said Tues-
day, “*We would like to see
auto quotas go away, too, but
only after the tilted playing
field goes away."

That was a reference lo
foreign exchange and tax-
treatment differences bet-
ween the two nations that he
said give the Japanese an ad-
vantage of nearly $2,000 per
car.

Unless help is forthcoming
in some way, he said, quoting
recent cungressmneﬂl
testimony by Chrysler Corp.

It was the second time
within six months that Autry
lay strapped to a hospital
gurney in the death chamber,
intravenous needles inserted
into his arms. But this time
there was no stay of execu-
tion.

Autry was pronounced
dead at 12:40 a.m. by prison
doctor L.A. Masters.

Gov. Mark White had an-
nounced 70 minutes earlier
that he would not halt the ex-
ecution.

The U.S. Supreme Court
had voted 7-2 earlier Tuesday
to reject Autry’s request for a
fourth stay.

At 12:03 a.m. Autry was
strapped to the gurney with
white leather belts. A needle
was inserted in his left arm at
12:05 and into his right arm at
12:10. At 12:15, a saline solu-
tion to carry the fatal drugs
began to flow. A minute later,
the witnesses were brought
into the death chamber.

The flow of lethal drugs
began at 12:25 a.m. Warden
Jack Purley asked Autry if he
had any last words, and
Autry replied, *'No."

Autry smiled at Shirley
Tadlock, a Dallas mother of
three who began correspon-
ding with Autry last October.
“I love you,” Autry said.

Mrs. Tadlock, clutching a

wad of pink tissues,
answered, ‘I love you, too."”
Autry blinked several

times and breathed deeply
Mrs. Tadlock cried out, *'1
love you, J.D."”

“1 love you, too,”" he
replied

The smile left Autry's face
and he began to frown as his
breathing became more
labored

“I'm being big for you, just
for you, not for me,” Mrs
Tadlock said. 1 love you,
pretty brown eyes.”

Autry took several deep
breaths, his feet began to
wriggle, and his breathing
became faster. He cried
again, 'l love you."

Mrs. Tadlock said, 1 love
you,baby. I'm sorry for what
they're doing for you."

AL one point during their
exchange, Autry exclaimed:
“Oh, it's hurting.””

After the inmate was pro-
nounced dead, Mrs. Tadlock
asked permission to hug and
kiss the body. The request
was denied.

Autry left all his posses-
sions to the Dallas woman,
who was brought to the prison
by her husband, Ray. Autry
also had corresponded with
the couple’s three children,
who had written letters to the
Supreme Court to ask for
mercy for Autry.

Autry had come within 30
minutes of death on Oct. 5. As
he lay strapped to the

hospital gurney, a saline solu-
tion flowing into his body
through intravenous needles
inserted in each arm, US.
Supreme Court Justice Byron
White issued a stay.

The appeal defense lawyer
Stefan Presser filed with the
Supreme Court on Friday
contended Autry was the vie-
tim of cruel and unusual
punishment because of the
aborted execution.

“I just feel justice has been
done,” Harold Ferrell said
after the execution.

Ferrell is the brother of
Shirley Drouet, the conve-
nience store clerk Autry was
convicted. of killing by
shooting her in the forehead
during a 1980 attempted rob-
bery in Port Arthur. Ferrell
spoke in a telephone inter-
view from his home in Dun-
can, Okla.

About 200 spectalors
gathered outside the prison
Tuesday night as the death
hour approached. Prison of-
ficials had instituted new
crowd control measures, rop-
ing off a city block and sta-
tioning guards at 10-foot in-
tervals, to avoid the beer-
drinking, shouting mobs who
turned up at the execution of
Charlie Brooks in 1982 and
when Autry was scheduled to
die in October.

Ruth Ann Bellows of
Houston arrived with a group
calling themselves “‘Parents
of Murdered Children.”

“It'll make me sleep
tonight knowing he's dead,”
she said. She said the reason
she came was ‘‘lo see a man
die who deserves to die.”

Autry, in- manacles and
chains, was taken from his
Death Row cell in the Ellis
Unit to the newly painted
death chamber in the Walls
Unit at 6:45 a.m. Tuesday.

He spent his final hours in a
yellow 5-foot by 9foot cell a
few steps from the blue steel
door that opens into the
powder blue death chamber.

Autry downed his last
meal, “a simple hamburger
with french fries and a Dr
Pepper,” in about 15 minutes

at about 6:15 p.m., said
prison spokesman Rick
Hartley.

Prison chaplain Carroll
Pickett visited the condemn-
ed man three times Tuesday
morning, Hartley said.

Al 12:05 p.m., Autry placed
a collect call to his mother,
Shirley Stucker of Florence,
Colo.

Autry also met with
Houston priest Jack McGin-
nis who was a close friend of
one of Aulry's vicltims.
McGinnis said he and Autry
cried.

Autry was the 14th prison
inmate executed in the
United States since the
Supreme Court reinstated the
death penalty in 1976. He was
the eighth within the last
year.

He was only the second to
be executed by lethal injec-
tion. On Dec. 7, 1982, Brooks
was put to death by lethal in-
jection for killing a used car
salesman.

Three more Texas inmales
are scheduled to be executed
this month.

Texas Attorney General
Jim Mattox, who witnessed
today’s execution, said after-
ward that he expects 10 to 12
more executions in Texas this
year and predicted that
Ronald Clark O'Bryan would
be the next executed.
O’'Bryan, nicknamed ‘‘Can-
dyman'' because he was con-
victed of killing his son with
poisoned candy, is scheduled
to die March 31.

In Houston on Tuesday, a
federal judge rejecled a
lawsuit filed by Autry and a
Houston television reporter
that sought to allow cameras
and recorders ‘in the death
chamber. Autry had said he
wanted the execution televis-
ed in hopes it would stop
future executions. Later, the
5th Circuit Court of Appeals
denied an appeal of the deci-
sion.

Autry, nicknamed
“Cowboy" by fellow inmates,
was convicted in the 1980
shooting death of Mrs.
Drouet, a 43-year-old mother
of five who was working over-
time at the convenience store
Lo earn some extra money

Joseph ‘Broussard; a
former Catholic priest, was
also killed, and Athanasios
Svarnas, a 30-year-old Greek
sailor, was brain damaged
and crippled for life.

“I'm glad it's done ... glad
it's over,” Svarnas’ brother,
Jimmy, said in a phone inter-
view from his home in Brick
Town, N.J.

“l1 thought it (the execu-
tion) was to stop this time too,
but I'm wrong and I'm glad
I'm wrong.

““What he did to my
brother... He's 30 years old
and he looks like 8 and 7 year
old child, like a baby."

Autry maintained it was his
companion, - John Sandifer,
who fired the fatal shots. San-
difer was originally indicted
on a capital murder charge
along with Autry. The charge
was dropped for lack of
evidence, and Sandifer was
released on parole last
September after serving less
than half of a plea-bargained
sentence on an unrelated
burglary charge.

In a letter Autry wrole and
dated Tuesday, 8:55 p.m., he
said:

“I'm fixing to die and my
God has a better place
waiting for me.

Former cellmate views execution

HUNTSVILLE, Texas
(AP) — An ex-convict who
watched his former cellmate
quietly executed says he
would have preferred to see
his friend shot to death.

“] kept wanting to tell
them, ‘Why don’t you kill him
and get it over with?"
Robert Tarbutton said after
leaving the death chamber
early today.

James David Autry, the se-
cond man executed by lethal
injection in the United States,
had invited Tarbutton to
witness his death.

The death by injection, in-
tend 0 be more humane,
wu?uel and unusual,” ac-
cording to Tarbutton.

“I'd rather see somebody
just walk up there and put a
gun to his head and shoot
him, rather than make him
lay there on that table for 30
minutes the way he did,"" said
Tarbutton.

Outside the Walls Unit,
Autry's execution sparked

familiar arguments. Amnes-
ty International members,
opposed to capital punish-
ment, lit -candles. Death
penalty supporters blew them
out. .

Earlier Tuesday, death
penalty opponents staged a
protest in Austin. One pro-
tester said the system that
led to Autry’s execution more
resembles a Roman circus
than justice.

Elaine Carpenter,
representing the National
Lawyers' Guild, said the
legal system requires too
many arbitrary decisions
that mean some convicted
murderers are executed
while many more live.

“This kind of arbitrary,
capricious system that
results in one person living
and one person dying more
resembles a Roman circus
than anything called justice,”
Ms. Carpenter said.

About 200 people showed up
outside the prison — far

Death came from
often used drug

HUNTSVILLE, Texas
(AP) — James David
“Cowboy” Autry, sentenced
to death in the 1980 slaying of
a Port Arthur convenience
store clerk, was the second
U.S. convict to be executed
with a drug commonly used
for life-saving surgery.

Sodium thiopental, better
know as Sodium Pentothal or
truth serum, quickly stops
breathing and heart beat.
Many believe it is the most
humane method yet for socie-
ty to kill its criminals.

“It painless, easy and fast.
The inmate simply goes lo
sleep," said Charles Brown of
the Texas Wt of Cor-
rections:*

Autry, strapped to a
hospital gurney in the death
chamber, was pronounced
dead at 12:40 a.m. today, 15
minutes after the lethal drugs
began flowing through in-
travenous needles inserted in
both his arms.

At one point, Autry cried
out, **Oh, it's hurting."

The effects of sodium
thiopental are dramatic. The
muscles of the heart and the
respiration system are quick-
ly stilled and blood stops flow-
ing to the brain.

“‘Death comes within
minutes,” Brown said.

Two other chemicals — a
muscle relaxant called
pavulon and potassium
choloride which causes
muscular paralysis — are ad-
ded to the injection to assure
death.

Oklahoma, Idaho, New
Mexico, New Jersey, and Il-
linois also have passed
legislation to use lethal injec-
tion for executions, some with
a combination of a barbituate
and postassium, which also
can stop the heart.

Montana and Washington
state offer prisoners a choice
of injection or hanging.
Massachusetts gives them a
choice of injection or elec-
trocution, and North Carolina
offers the gas chamber or in-

jection.

Charlie Brooks Jr., a Fort
Worth, Texas man convicted
of fatally shooting a
mechanic, became the first
U.S. convict put to death by
injection on Dec. 7.

An autopsy showed Brooks’
death came from a huge dose
of sodium thiopental. High
concentrations of the other
two drugs were found in
Brooks' body, but not in con-
centrations sufficient to
cause death, the autopsy con-
cluded.

The use of lethal injectio
was first proposed in the
1950s, but did not become a
political issue until more than
20 years later. The method
was strongly opposed by doc-
tors who saw the use of an in-
jection to intentionally kill as
a corruption of medical
technology developed to heal.

The American Medical
Association ruled in 1980 that
doctors may not participate,
but may be present to declare
a prisoner dead. That created
a conflict in states with laws
that forbid injections except
under the supervision of a
physician.

In Texas, lethal injection
became the legislated
method in 1977. Regulations
based on the law specifically
state that the injection will be
administered by a medically-
trained individual, not a doc-
tor. The executioner’s identi-
ty remains secret.

October when Autry’s execu-
tion was stayed about 30
minutes before he was to die.

Spring break at Sam
Houston State University
here kept the crowd down.
But a few students showed up
to loudly make their point.

‘““Damn expensive
six-pack,” said a sign carried
by Barry Fischer, a business
major. The sign referred to
reports that Autry killed a
Port Arthur convenience
store clerk while stealing a
six-pack of beer.

“Kill the worst first,” said
student Denny Burden's sign.
He said he preferred more
notorious criminals be ex-
ecuted quickly.

Earl and Mona Huff said
they came to Huntsville
because of their 19-year-old
daughter Sharon. They said
she was murdered in Ohio by
a man they said was freed.

“It will help me sleep
tonight, knowing he's dead,”

P =

Mrs. Huff said of Autry.

Texas Attorney General
Jim Mattox, who watched
Autry die, predicted there
“could be 10 or 12 (other ex-
ecutions) this year” in the
state.

“It's tragic that the kind of
behavior Autry exhibited has
to take place in our society,”
he said.

Larry Scott of Houston, an
Autry pen pal who witnessed
the execution, said he's sure
about one aspect of capital
punishment.

*“If that's not a deterrent, I
don't know what is,"" he said.

At  midnight, from
somewhere near a man
whose sign said ‘‘Cowboys
and corpses, no place but
Huntsville,” someone did a
NASA-like countdown.

But it wasn't until 45
minutes later, when the
witnesses came out, that the
crowd realized Autry was
dead.

“‘Next!" someone yelled.

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Fourteenth inmate execuiod

HUNTSVILLE, Texas
(AP) — James David Autry,
who narrowly escaped execu-
tion just five months ago, to-
day became the 14th U.S.
prisoner to be put to death in
the seven years since the
Supreme Court reinstated
capital punishment.

In that time, the U.S. death
row population has swelled to
more than 1,200 men and
women.

All 14 of the executed con-
victs were men. Four chose
death over extended legal ap-
peals.

Autry was pronounced
dead at 12:40 a.m. today in
the Texas death chamber, the
same room where five mon-
ths ago he was taken and
prepared for execution before
U.S. Supreme Court Byron
White granted a stay with
about 30 minutes to spare.

Autry, known on Texas
death row as “‘Cowboy," had
been strapped to a hospital
gurney, intravenous needles
inserted in both arms. The
saline solution that would
carry the lethal chemicals in-
to his body had begun.

He was convicted in the
1980 death of Shirley Drouet,
a 43-year-old convenience
store clerk. Prosecutors said
Autry shot her between the
eyes rather than pay for a six-
pack of beer.

The Supreme Court ruled in
1976 that the death penalty
could be a constitutional
punishment for convicted
murderers. The decision end-
ed a four-year moratorium on
capital punishment imposed
by the high court in 1972.
Before then, no prison inmate
had been excuted since 1967,

A new era of capital punish-
ment began six months after
the 1976 ruling, when Gary
Mark Gilmore, an arrogant
Utah killer, died Jan. 17, 1977,
before a firing squad. He said
he preferred to “‘die like a
man'’ rather than challenge
his convietion for the murder
of a Provo motel clerk.

John Spenkelink, convicted
of killing a traveling compa-
nion, frantically fought for
his life before dying May 5,
1979, in Florida's electric
chair. He was pronounced
dead only 28 minutes after the

Victims' relatives relieved

After James David Autry's
three previous dates with an
executioner were stayed, one
by only 30 minutes, relatives
of the 29-year-old drifter's
victims said they were reliev-
ed that he had finally died.

*1 just feel justice has been
done,” said Harold Ferrell in
a telephone interview from
his home in Duncan, Okla.
Ferrell is the brother of
Shirley Drouet, a Port Arthur
convenience store clerk
Autry was convicting of kill-
ing in a hold-up in 1980, Pro-
secutors said Autry shot Mrs.

Port Arthur, had hitched a
ride with Broussard. Svarnas
was left brain-damaged.

“I'm glad it's done...glad
it's over,” said Svarnos’
brother, Jimmy from his
home in Brick Town, N.J. “It
has been a long time."

Svarnos. said he also felt
something would happen to
interfere with the execution.

“1 feel comfortable. If he
(Autry) is going to kill
somebody, then he's got get
killed,”” Svarnos said in
broken English.

“*My. brother came to this
country with dreams, with
muscle,” Svarnas said. “‘He
was a very strong man. Now
he's like a baby. He can dress
himself, but he forgets things.
You have to tell him things
too many times. You have to
watch him 24 hours a day.

Supreme Court rejected his
last legal appeal.

Jesse Bishop died in a
Nevada gas chamber Oct. 22,
1979, after emulating
Gilmore's decision to forgo
any legal appeal.

The next two men to die
reached similar decisions.

Indiana murderer Steven
Judy was electrocuted March
9, 1981. Virginia killer Frank
J. Coppola died in the electric
chair Aug. 10, 1982.

Charlie Brooks Jr. became
the first prison inmate ex-
ecuted by lethal injection
Dec. 7, 1982, when Texas
authorities shot a deadly
combination of drugs into his
veins. He also was the first
black man executed in 16
years.

John Louis Evans died in
Alabama's electric chair
April 22

Child killer Jimmy Lee
Gray was executed in
Mississippi's gas chamber
Sept. 2 for the rape and
murder ‘of a 3-year-old
neighbor girl.

Robert Sullivan was elec-
trocuted Nov. 30 in Florida
for the 1973 shooting death of
a restaurant manager.

Less than three weeks
later, on Dec. 14, Robert
Wayne Williams was elec-
trocuted by Lousiana officials
for the 1979 slaying of an
elderly security guard during
a supermarket robbery.

The following day, in
Georgia, John Eldon Smith
was electrocuted for killing
his wife’'s former husband
and the former husband’s
bride in August 1974.

On Jan. 26, Anthony Antone
was electrocuted by Florida
officials for arranging the

1974 slaying of a former vice
detective. ‘

Johnny Taylor was elec-
trocuted in Louisiana on Feb.
29 for fatally stabbing a Ken-
ner, La., man and stealing his
carin mo

Today, 38 atates have
capital punishment laws; 12
states and the District of Col-
umbia do not. Execution
methods specified by the laws
are by electrocution, gas, fir-
ing squad, hanging or lethal
injection.

State authorities and the
nation’s courts are finding

that enforcement of those

laws can be a lengthy pro-
cess.

Two years ago, Supreme
Court Justice William Rehn-
quist accused his fellow
justices of creating “‘endless,
drawn-out legal proceedings”
in death penalty cases that
create ‘‘a mockery of our
criminal justice system."

Last July, the high court
made it easier for federal ap-
peals court to accelerate ex-
ecutions by allowing the
lower courts to take some
shorteuts in handling last-
minute efforts by condemned
inmates to postpone the
court-ordered punishment.
