The BRAND is of the opinion that
this is another Santa Fe scare like
the one about the Panhandle Short
Line being a Santa Fe project. It
may be that this is intended to in-
tefere with the Panhandle Short Line
movement as it would parallel the
road for 200 hundred ‘miles, but if
the Santa Fe wants to bui'd "a road
out of Hereford in the direction out-
lined, the people will not object, but
the BRAND feels that this interview
in the Record is simply for the pur-
pose of distracting attention, and to
