Carbajal appeal overruled

The Seventh Court of Appeals in
Amarillo has upheld the 1987 murder
conviction of Florentino Carbajal of
Hereford

Carbajal was sentenced to 99 years
in the Texas Department of Correc-
tions and fined $10,000 for the murder
of his wife at their Hereford frailer
house on Dec. 30, 1986

Carbajal and his court-appointed
attorney, Jerry Smith of Hereford,
appealed the conviction on nine
points, but each was upheld by the
appeals court

Three of the points dealt with Car-
bajal's attempt to sell a gun to Joe
Garcia on the afternoon of the
murder. Garcia testified that Carba-
jal told Garcia “‘that he might have
to use it (the gun) because he had
family problems."”

The appeals court said there was
no objection entered to Garcia’s

testimony at the trial

Four other points of the appeal
dealt with testinony by a court-
appointed  psychiatrist  and

A county-wide survey is under-
way to find out what county
citizens think are goals for
Hereford and Deaf Smith County
between now and the year 2000

The telephone surveying began
Monday under the direction of Dr.
Steve Murdock of Texas A&M
University. The survey includes a
45-item questionnaire.

““We will be trying to obtain in-
formation from all groups of peo-
ple in the county,” Murdock said
in a telephone interview in
Houston. **‘We want to determine
the population's goals and aspira-
tions, find the available skills and
desires for possible adult train-
ing, and basic demographic infor-
mation that helps to analyze the
information.” ‘

The survey will ask respondents
to rank-order some items while
making specific choices and com-
ments on others, and some of the
questions will ask for detailed
answers.

The survey will last about 25
minutes, ‘‘and we will be calling
between 6-9 p.m. on weeknights,”
Murdock said.

Using a computer-generated
random list, Texas A&M students
will be making the calls. ‘‘The in-
terviewers will identify
themselves as being from Texas
A&M University and working
with the Economic Development
Strategy Council,”” Murdock said.
“They will plainly identify
themselves so you don't have to
worry about confusion with other
commercial surveys or telephone
solicitation efforts.

‘‘We also want to stress the pro-
je . is completely confidential.

Minor crime offenders may spend
more time behind a hoe than behind
bars since the Deaf Smith County
Commissioners voted to accept a
grant supporting a county work
restitution program Monday.

The work restitution program, bet-
ter known as Special Offender Ser-
vices, would give minor crime of-
fenders the opportunity to work off
their sentences in community ser-
vice rather than spending time n
jail, said County Judge Tom Simons

“The Panhandle Regional Plann-
ing Commission has allotted $38,000
for programs such as this, and all we
did was say we want a part of that
money to incorporate such a pro-
gram,” said Simons.

There are currently four or five
work restitution programs in Texas,
concentrated 1n the heavily
populated areas such as El Paso and
San Antonio.

“The program is really catching
on,” said Simons. “*‘Number one, it
sets a good example for other of-
fenders in the county by showing
them that the county would punish
them for their crimes, and number

County looks

two, the program would save the tax-
payer money and would beautify the
commuinity at the same time."

The work restitution program
would include painting or repairing
county buildings, cleaning parks or
any other fix-ups needed in the com-
munity.

Receiving grant money may be a
problem, however, since PRPC has
received 30 applications for the
$38,000. But Simons said he’ll try to
incorporate the program even if the
grant money doesn't surface.

“This 1s a good thing to do. If we
don’t receive the money, we could
hire another person in the probation
office to oversee the program. That
cost would be offset by the money
saved in keeping these offenders out
of jail and working on community
projects,’ said Simons

Working minor crime offenders in
the open could possibly present a
security problem, but the judge said
this 1s unlikely since “‘most of the
guys out there wouldn't be hardened
criminals. All you would see are peo-
ple sentenced for violating probation
or driving with a suspended license—

The new
specialty is expected to increase the
numbers of family physicians
available to serve the public in the
future. The Academy’s continuing
education program is the foundation
of eligibility for the family doctors
now in practice who apply for cer-
tification in the new specialty.

Why is it that apples, unlike most
other fruits, don't seem to have a
“‘season’’? They pop up 'in lun-
chboxes, fruit salads and pies all
year long, as tasty and nutrient-rich
in April as when they're picked off
the trees in October.

The secret is an all-natural storage
technique that preserves the
cripsness and taste of the very best
fall-harvested apples. ‘‘Controlled
atmosphere,’’ as it’s called, holds off
the ripening process and enables
year-round indulgence of this ver-
satile fruit.

“There's been a major change in
the produce aisles over the past few

decades,” says Irene Chalmers, '

author of The Great American Food
Almanac, ‘‘with the introduction of
new fruits, specialized sizes and,

most significanty, the ability to offer .

what was once considered to be
seasonal fruits, like apples, all
year."”

It wasn't always this easy to
preserve freshness long after the ap-
ple harvest, but we inventive
Americans have always tried. Dur-
ing colonial times, when apples were
a staple in every kitchen, they were
gathered in the fall, peeled, cored
and sliced into donut-shaped pieces, |
strung together and hung to dry from

the pantry ceiling. Months later, the
dried apples were simply moistened
with a little water and
presto~‘‘fresh’ apples!

As American kitchens adopted the
conveniences of the 20th century,
canning and freezing replaced
pantry-hanging as the preferred
method of long-term storage. Apples
still showed up on winter, spring and
summer tables, but mainly as apple
butter, applesauce and jelly. Biting
into a crisp, whole apple and savor-
ing the smell of an apple pie baking
were treats mainly associated with
autumn. Fortunately, all that has
changed.

Today, the job of preservation has
been perfected by the industry; truly
fresh apples can be had for the pick-
ing at the supermarket 365 days a
year. There’s no reason not to enjoy
the delights of our favorite fruit, in
any form, at any time.

Consumers can keep apples for
months once they get them home by
storing them unwashed in a cold (33
degree F. ideal), moist area, away
from other fruits and vegetables. Ac-
cording to the International Apple In-
stitute, apples are best stored in-
dividually wrapped, in shallow trays
or baskets of cardboard or wood,
with an outer wrap of plastic to keep
in moisture. Cut holes in the wrap to
allow ripening agents to escape, and
check periodically to remove the
ripest apples and any that are begin-
ning to spoil.

This method actually allows you to
‘“‘control the atmosphere,’”” in much
the same way apple growers do,
slowing the ripening process natural-
ly and making it possible to enjoy an
apple a day year-round.

Mattox on Tuesday filed suit
in state district court here charg-
ing a host of companies engaged
in a conspiracy to deny reason-
ably ‘priced general liability in-
surance policies to government
entities, corporations and the gen-
eral public. Specifically, the suit
says the companies artificially con- -
stricted the market in order to
raise liability insurance prices and
then boycotted certain customers
in. order to create a crisis atmos-

phere in the liability insurance -

market.

Eight other states jointly filed
suit in a San Francisco federal
court, making - similar charges
against some of the companies
named in the Texas suit. States
involved in the federal suit are
Alabama, Arizona, California, Mas-
sachusetts, Minnesota, New York,
West Virginia and Wisconsin.
Attorney generals in those eight
states  chose to file their case
under certain articles of federal
law while Mattox chose to pur-
sue the Texas suit under this
state's deceptive trade practices
act and consumer protection laws,
This whole issue has its roots
in the tort reform issue the Legis-
lature debated in regular and
special session last year. We were
trying to decide whether Texas
should overhaul its tort law, the
part of the law that governs law-
suits arising from property damage,

- personal injury or death caused by

others’ negligent actions.

Insurance companies and other
groups complained that existing
tort law was unfair. They said the
law was being used to grant out-

* landish awards to plaintiffs who

won their suits, and that those
outlandish awards in turn were

" causing attorneys to file volumes

of meritless lawsuits in hopes
of receiving some sort of settle-
ment from harassed insurers.
Insurance companies said the
awards and harassment suits were
putting an unbearable strain on'
their finances. As a result, they
said, higher prices would have to
be charged for many liability.
insurance policies and that policies’
that represented too high a risk
would be discontinued. Opponents
of the tort reform movement
argued that the awards weren't
outlandish, and that awards simply
-n't out of control incy

"pointed out that many large jury

awards aré reduced on appeal
These opponents claim, as the
nine attorney generals do now,

that liability crisis was a fabrication

of insurance companies and that
there was no need for tort reform.

The Legislatare eventually imple-
mented a tort reform package

that penalized attorneys who filed

frivolous suits, placed a cap on
most awards and reduced the
ability of plaintiffs to go after the
so-called ‘‘deep pockets,” the rich
companies that often are sued
even though they are only remote-
ly involved in a case.

We also passed an insurance re-
form bill that guaranteed strict
accountability on the part of the
insurance industry.

With the passage of those two
bills, it appeared tort reform
was behind us. The filing of
Tuesday's lawsuit indicates the
issue still is alive and in fact may
be entering a more explosive
stage. Should Texas or the other
eight states win their cases, the
repercussions could be enormous.

Insurance companies could be
forced to pay damages to groups

that were denied insurance or
forced to pay higher rates for
insurance. The courts could

order insurers to reinstate policies
that were canceled. The possibil-
ities are numerous.

It is important to remember,
though, that the filing of the
suit does not automatically do

Legislature implemented. Actually,
even a finding for the states
wouldn't do away with tort reform,
though such a finding certainly
might cause legislatures to recon-
sider the tort reform question.

We personally don't feel it is
proper at this time to comment on
the merits of Texas’ case or the case
of the other eight states. That is an
issue for the courts to decide. But
whatever the ultimate ruling on
the liability crisis, we think Texas’ '
tort reform law s a good and
justifiable law.

The bottom line for us is that
insurance awards were at times
unreasonable. The old tort laws
were open to abuse. A change was
needed, and the Texas Legislature
implemented a fair change, one
that put an end to tort law abuse
while preserving a wronged person's
basic right to sue.

DEAR HELOISE:

I have one of the adoptable dolls
and it has become very dirty. What
would be the best way to clean it? —

Our faithful readers have told us
several ways that they have had
success with, Since these sugges-
tions involve putting the doll in
the washing machine, please fol-
low them at your own risk.

Remove all the clothes and
ribbons from the doll. Spray the
solled spots with prewash spray.
Place the doll in a pillowcase and
tie or safety-pin the pillowcase
shut. Towels or sheets may be
added to cushion the bouncing.
Place it in the washer, warm water

'setting, and use regular washing

detergent.
After the washing cycle, place

the doll in the dryer on low heat

for only 10 minutes or so. Remove
it from the dryer and allow to
air-dry thoroughly.

Hope this works well for you. It
did for many others.

DEAR READERS: Your two letters
point out a basic fact. How well you
will do with a hearing aid depends on
how well the aid is matched to your
specific hearing needs. Department
store aids just are not the answer for
many people. You need an ear, nose
and throat specialist’'s examination to
find out whether the hearing problem
can be fixed without a hearing aid.
Otosclerosis, with fusion of the small
bones in the middle ear, can often be
corrected surgically.

If you do need a hearing aid, you
must have a competent examination
by an audiologist that identifies the
type of hearing loss you have. Then
the hearing aid that matches your
needs can be used. That is usually one
' that suppresses background 'noise

and amplifies the frequencies that are
lost or diminished. If you don't go this
route, you may get a hearing aid that
you don't need, or one that makes
matters worse rather than better.

LAMB: My doctor has
me taking medicine for high blood
pressure. | don't like to take medicine
and would like to stop it. Will I have

been even better if greater weight loss
had been achieved. Exercise also
helps to lower blood pressure

medicines, but since most such
medicines have side effects, those

patients who do well without
medicine are definitely ahead of the
game. -

DEAR DR. LAMB: | consider myself
to be in good health and walk 2 to 4
miles daily. But my temperature is
always below normal. Today, sitting
inside, 1 feel cold. | checked my
temperature and it is 972 My feet and
hands are usually cold. Living in
Minnesota, in the winter this can be a
problem. There must be an underlying
reason. | use an electric blanket on
my bed because my feet are always
cold. I'm 65 years old and not ready
for the grave

DEAR READER: People feel cold
or hot because of .nerve sensors in the
skin. Your skin is hot or cold in
relation to the blood flow through it
That is controlled by the small blood
vessels, not the large artenies that are
commonly involved in artery disease

When your body loses heat, the
brain turns on the heat-loss
mechanism of the skin. Sweating is a
typical example. That is also a clue to
helping you feel warm. Exercise will
turn on the heat-loss mechanism and
make your skin warm and you will no
longer feel cold.

Frequent periods of exercise
throughout the day may help.

Your skin may be cold because
your body is conserving heat to try to
raise your body temperature. It might
be worthwhile to have your thyroid.
