Tutu calls Botha 'hack politician’

JOHANNESBURG, South Africa
(AP) — Bishop Desmond Tutu lash-
ed out today at President P.W.
Botha's long-awaited speech on
apartheid, saying the lack of con-
crete steps to end apartheid made
the chance of peaceful change “‘vir-
tually nil."”

Tutu, the black Anglican cleric
who won the 1984 Nobel Peace Prize,
told reporters that he was consider-
ing calling for immediate economic
sanctions against the white-minority
government.

He charge that Botha, who ad-
dressed his National Party late
Thursday, was acting like a “hack
politician.”

“] think the chances of peaceful
change are virtually nil. We are on
the brink of a catastrophe,” Tutu
said. “‘Short of a miracle, short of in-
tervention by the international com-
munity, we are for the birds,” said
Tutu.

“] don't think Mr. Botha is in-
terested in peaceful negotiation. He
is aware of his military strength,”
Tutu said. “He is interested in
bludgeoning blacks into
submission.”

He castigated President Reagan,
Prime Minister Margaret Thatcher
of Great Britain, and West German
Chancellor Helmut Kohl, saying,
“They have decided that blacks are
dispensable.”

In nervous trading, the South
African rand hit 38.50 cents, well
below the its previous 41.90 low in
January. South Africa’s mainly
white anti-government Blash Sash
organization said “‘the whole country
will pay"’ for Botha's stance.

“The armed struggle continues,”
said Tom Sebina, information officer

for the country’s main black guer-

Botha rejected equal voting rights
for all races, saying it would be
suicidal for the ruling white minori-

ty.

He also ended speculation that he
might free Nelson Mandela, the jail-
ed black leader of the outlawed ANC.
Botha reiterated he would release
Mandela only if he denounces

violence, which Mandela refuses to
do. *

The one man, one vote principle for
all racial groups “would lead to
domination of one over the others,
and it would lead to chaos,” Botha
declared.

Danny fades away

PORT ARTHUR, Texas (AP) —
Meteorologists at the National
Weather Service here found
themselves at ease after facing the
arrival of Hurricane Danny.

All was calm at the weather station
Thursday, officials said. On Wednes-
day, civil defense workmen, ham
radio operators and the news media
trooped through the weather
service's small office at the Jeffer-
son County Airport.

Much of Wednesday afternoon,
meteorologists analyzed data and

produced local announcements call-
ing for extra precautions and the
evacuation of Sabine Pass. At least
three people stayed at the office
throughout the night sending out
storm advisories.

Early Thursday, downed cables
apparently caused by Danny erased
the colorful radar that was monitor-
ing Danny's arrival, officials said.

“We passed the ball to Lake
Charles,” Port Arthur weather of-
ficial Danny Graves said, just after
the storm officially hit Pecan Island,
La.
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vestigators.

At one point, a Japanese official
pointed to an adjoining ridge where a
gap in the solid treeline indicated the
plane, fighting for altitude, had plow-
ed through before smashing into the
steep mountainside on Monday.

It was the worst single-plane crash
in air history. Only four people of the
524 abaord the 747 survived.

Japan Broadcasting Corp.
reported searchers located a piece of
the vertical stabilizer on another
mountainside some distance from
the crash site, along the path of the
stricken Boeing 747SR.

Police in Kanagawa prefecture
said a piece of heat insulating board,
possibly from the plane, was found at
the shore of Sagami Bay, south of
Tokyo, where several other chunks
of tail section debris were recovered
earlier.

The stabilizer and other parts of
the plane's tail section were found in
the sea, about 90 miles from the
crash site.

Appraisal guidelines requested

There needs to be set criteria for
assessing property, according to
Marie Griffin, a local real estate
broker.

Scott is ace of Astros' pitching staff

By The Associated Press

Right-hander Mike Scott isn’t ‘as
well known as more illustrious
Astros’ pitching teammates Nolan
Ryan, Joe Niekro and Bob Knepper.

But Scott stands alone as the ace of
the Houston staff following a six-hit,
41, victory Thursday over the San
Francisco Giants, a decision that left
him with a 126 record and a .256
earned run average.

““Mike has been our most consis-
tent pitcher all year, keeping us in
most of the games he’s pitched,”
said Manager Bob Lillis, whose club
has won 15 of its last 17 games with
the Giants.

Scott pitched two contrasting
games. Over the first four innings, he
yielded five hits and one run while
walking three batters, but down the
stretch he virtually was untouchable.

Following a run-scoring single by
Joel Youngblood in the fourth, Scott
retired 13 batters in a row before
Chris Brown singled, leading off the
ninth. Then Scott nailed the final
three batters for 16 out of 17.

Loser Dave LaPoint, 5-11, walked
three batters in the second inning, in-
cluding Dickie Thon, with the bases
loaded for a 10 lead.

The Baltimore Orioles are finally
on a roll and that’s welcome news for
manager Earl Weaver.

Baltimore's 91 victory over the
Texas Rangers Thursday enabled
the Orioles to win their third in a row
and fifth of the last six games.

‘““We're scoring runs and that’s got
to help,” said Weaver. ““Also we're
hitting home runs and when you're
hitting home runs, you're doing
everything right,” he said.

The current mini-streak has come
against Texas and Cleveland, two of
the lesser lights of the American
League but it was a good sign for
Weaver whose record evened to 28-28
gince he took over the reins from Joe
Altobelli June 13.
